Low-C- ot Gowns Becoming: Very Cora

nion, and Enfclish Role for Dress
Generally Adopted.

NKW YORK. Nov. T.-L- ow-cut gowns for

dinner have become the general and ac-

cepted rule. Year by year, season by sea-

son, formality in dress is on the increase,
and, where not so long ago the low bodice
was reserved for formal functions, it now
Is seen at simple dinners as well as at
those of greater length. To be sure the
dancing gown still remains a thing apart
and the opera will see decollete bodices that
are quite different from those worn for
the little dinner, but the fact remains
that we approach nearer and nearer to the
English rule with each opening season. As
yet our gowns for the simple occasions are
less low and show more sleeves than do
those designed for state occasions, but the
tendency is apparent and Is on the Increase.
Unlined yokes of lace and of chiffon still
are seen and are charming, besides which
they are preferred by many women of
fashion, but, in spite of all these qualify-
ing truths, no observant person can fail
to note the increased number of low bodices
worn upon all occasions after 6 o'clock.
Even the theater shows the trend of fash-
ion in this direction, and, while as yet we
do not see actual full dress as at the Lon-
don playhouses, gowns grow more and
more elaborate, tend more and more toward
that model. Light colors, delicate fabrics,
the unlined yokes to which I have just re-
ferred, all go to show that such Is the
fact and very brilliant is the result. The
season just opening bids fair to make its
own record and to show much that is
charming, much that is graceful, much
that goes to make up a fascinating picture
of life.

As In the gowns and costumes of other
uses so with those of evening and dinner
wear the widest possible range of choice is
allowed. Rich silks, handsome velvets are
seen on the one hand, filmy net, delicate
laces on the other, with every possible In-

termediate weight and sort. Much white,
much black, much gray is worn, but no
sooner does one note that fact than lovely
creations In pink, in blue, in lavender, In
yellow, recall themselves to the mind. So
long as the material and the color are
suited to the wearer, so long as certain gen-
eral tendencies are borne in mind, it would
seem impossible to go astray. Snug fitting
about the hips and much flaring-- about the
feet skirts must be, but how that effect
shall be obtained is left to individual taste.
Soft, drooping, a mass, of folds or tucks
almost all bodices are, but arranged in an
infinite number of ways. One great dress-
maker sends out shirred skirts, another
uses flounces, a third declares for plaits.
All are correct and each one has his own
following. Richness, supmptuous splendor,
extravagance mark the season for their
own, but are made apparent in a multitude
of ways.

GOWNS FOR YOUNG GIRLS.
By far the most charming dinner gowns

for young girls and young matrons are of
the thin filmy chiffons, nets and the like.
As lovely a creation as any Paris has sent
us is of white chiffon combined with French
crochet lace. The lace Is somewhat like
the Irish, but more open between the fig-

ures, which are heavier. The skirt is made
with a hip yoke of lace, below which it is
shirred at intervals to the knees, or to
flounce depth, where it falls in full soft
folds. The lower edge is hemmed and en-
riched by appliques of the lace, which are
never allowed to appear to overweight the
chiffon. The bodice is low and round at
the front, ed at the back and is fin-
ished with a fall of lace, above which is a
drapery of the chiffon against the neck.
The chiffon is shirred at the neck and falls
in full soft folds below. At the waist is a
bodice-lik- e belt of lace that so unites with
the skirt yoke as to give a princess ef-
fect. The sleeves fall to the elbows, but
are a mass of chiffon, closely shirred at
the shoulders, falling into the fullest and
softest puffs below. The foundation is
white taffeta moussellne veiled with mous-selln- e.

An almost equally lovely gown is
of a pale blue net showing raised dots, made
up with cream Venetian lace. The skirt is
similarly shirred, but shows no yoke, and
the bodice is round, with a bertha of the
lace. Lace makes the undersleeves in elbow
length, over which those of full net fall.
More elaborate gowns, those designed for
wearers of more mature years, show ap-
plique of velvet roses on chiffon and trim-
ming of point applique, enriched by silver
threads and tiny sequins. A most gorgeous
gown, to be worn by a young matron, is
still of chiffon and still white, but shows
appliques of white velvet roses and a novel
trimming of this superb lace. The skirt
is finished with a group of fine tucks at
the lower edge and is arranged in threegroups of shirring that give the effect of a
deep flounce with three wide puffs above.
Above the tucks are applied the lovely
roses that give a garland effect. The low
bodice is shirred at the neck and again
midway between the neck and the belt. The
sleeves are soft, fu'l and transparent, mere-
ly of the unlined chiffon shirred very i.M
at the shoulders, and allowed to fall to a
point slightly below the elbows. They are
without seams and arc graduated in
length, so giving an angel effect that is
most charming. At the front of the gown.
forming a panel and extending up on to the
waist, is a garniture of the lace, the pat-
tern outlined with threads of silver, while
epaulet-lik- e pieces of the same are ar-
ranged over the shoulders. The shirred
skirt Is a novelty and one that seems likely
to gain extended favor. It allows of the
soft full folds, so essential to success where
chiffon and similar fabrics are used, yet
preserves the snug fit about the hips with
the flare below the knees demanded bv
fashion. This particular gown Is dainty
and exquisite in the extreme and shows
chiffon to rare advantage. The full shirring
means softness and beauty, and the underdrapery or moussellne gives just the filmy
effect that is so much to be desired. Chiffon
appears to be a craze. Not alone Is It freely
used, its name is given to all sorts of soft
and pliable materials made of wool and
silk. The latest of all is chiffon velvet,
but we have had chiffon veiling and wool
chiffon for some time. The velvet is. how-
ever, unquestionably lovely, whatever Its
name or however it may have been de-
rived. A most superb dinner eown. seen
within the week, Is made of the material
in cream-whit- e and Is shirred much afterthe manner just described. Being absolute-
ly soft, it allows of the treatment withoutugly bulk, and the lines and folds which It
takes are beautiful as can be. The gown
referred to is made with elbow sleeves and
a moderately low neck, and is trimmed
with real French crochet lace.

AN EFFECTIVE GOWN.
Bodices cut round at the front and ed

at the back also are new and are
singularly effective. A most desirable gown
of fine black net, spangled with silver
sequins, is so made and is singularly suc-cesf- ul.

The bodice, a simple blouse, is
trimmed with black chantilly so applied as
to give a vest effect and is made with
elbow sleeves that terminate in full grad-
uated frills of net. edged with black velvet
ribbon, over white chiffon, edged with
ruches. The skirt is plain as to cut. but
Is banded with graduated widths of velvet
ribbon to give a flounce effect, and is
trimmed with chantilly arranged to form
a panel front and to meet that on th
bodice in princess style. The entire gown
Is mounted over white silk, veiled with
white chiffon.

White chiffon over color and lace over
pale-tlnte- d chiffon both are much worn.
A most effective dancing gown is of Lierre
lace over pale yellow, and one sees black
lace over white, white chiffon over blue,
pink, green and lavender. A most charm-
ing dinner costume for a debutante is of
white moussellne over Nile green, the two
are precisely alike and sewed together, then
mounted over white silk. The skirt is
shirred to form a hip yoke, below which it
falls in simple folds and is trimmed with
full ruches, outlining bands of lace to give
a flounce effect. The bodice is shirred and
finished with a transpan nt yoke of lace,
cut square and moderately low. The elbow
sleeves are shirred closely at the shoulders,
continuing the line of the waist, and fall
into big puffs that droop over and conceal
the confining bands. At the waist Is worn
a sash of pale green chiffon. The color ef-
fect is simply a delight, yet difficult to de-
scribe. The green chiffon between the
white silk and white chiffon means just
a hint of color that is exquisite in its
delicacy and could be obtained in no other
way.

DEPRIVED OF HIS PLACE Di THE
FRENCH DEPITIES.

Charge that De Castellane Purchased
His Election I pheld by the Cham-

berGeneral Forelgo Sewi.

PARIS. Nov. 7. After an exciting de-

bate the Chamber of Deputies to-da- y, by 278

to 235 votes, invalidated the election of
Count Boni de Castellane as a member of
the House. The question came up when the
committee on contested elections presented
its report without recommendation, leaving
the Chamber to pass on the question. Emile
Chauvin made a bitter attack on Count De
Castellane, declaring he had been guilty of
irregularities and saying that the count had
accused his opponent of being of German
descent and a Dreyfusard.

Count De Castellane replied, classing the
charges as false. He said he had been ac-

cused of buying the election and practising
charity for election purposes. Nothing of
the kind had ever been proved, he declared,
and closed his defense with an appeal to
the Chamber to unhold his election, which.
he asserted, truly represented the wishes
of the inhabitants of the Baase Alpes dis-
trict. The vote was then taken.During the debate there was much dis-
order, the members of the left applauding
the attacks on Count De Castellane andjeering at his reply, while the count's Re-
publican associates gave him hearty ap-
plause. The result of the vote necessitates
another election in the Basses Alpes dis-
trict represented by Count Boni.

In the course of his speech. M. Chauvin
declared that Count De Castellane. in orderto warm the enthusiasm of his partisans,
abandoned all reserve, and through his
agents gave unlimited credit in hotels, inns
and drinking places, until the district was
gay with fetes and merriment during the
campaign. The count delivered his reply
in vehement tones and indignantly repudi-
ated the accusations of M. Chauvin, which,
he declared, were an attack upon the in-
tegrity and honesty of his constituents.
He explained further that he had helped
some poor workingmen's organization, but
that he had asked nothing in return.

When the president of the Chamber an-
nounced the result of the vote, Count Boni
rose and started for the door. .His friends
crowded around him, shaking his hand.
The business of the Chamber was sus-
pended temporarily while the count was
escorted to the exit. Just before he left
the Chamber he turned and shouted, de-
fiantly: "Gentlemen, I will be with you
again."

Fxpoaure of Murderous Plots.
SOFIA, Bulgaria, Nov. 7. A sens?tlon

was created here to-da- y by the publication
of alleged facsimiles of correspondence re-

lating to the organization of plots against
the late Premier Stambuloff and the gov-
ernment, resulting in the assassination of
M. Stambuloff and two other members of
his Ministry July 15, 1895. Friends of
Michael Stavreff, alias Ralju, who was
found guilty Oct. 24 of the premier's mur-
der and was sentenced to be hanged, are
responsible for their publication. They
claim that Stavreff was only a tool. Ac-
cording to the correspondence M. Ludska-nof- f,

the present minister of the interior,
is alleged to be directly responsible for the
organization of the plot, and holders of
important posts under the present govern-
ment are implicated. The name of Count
Ignatieff is mentioned in connection with
the intrigues. The revelations are expected
to lead to an upheaval of the Cabinet.

The Mullah Near Bohotle.
BARBARA, East Africa, Nov. 7. Colonel

Swalne, formerly British commander in
Somallland, who has been recalled to Eng-
land, is ill. He started for home to-da- y.

General Manning, who succeeds Colonel
Swalne, is pushing the preparations for an
advance against the Mullah, but he is
hampered In his efforts by the fact that
the country has so few resources and the
consequent necessity of awaiting supplies.

The Mullah is profiting by the delay in
the start of the British expedition. He has
advanced to within a few miles of Bohotle.
He is known to have 2,000 rifles, one Maxim
gun, much ammunition, 15.000 spearmen and
immense reserves of camel and sheep at his
command. Bohotle is well garrisoned and
has ample defenses. It is impossible to
prevent the running of guns to the Mullah
which is in constant progress through
French territory.

Tributes to Ambassador White.
BERLIN, Nov. 7. Ambassador White

opened to-da- y the letter which President
Roosevelt sent him several weeks ago
marked, "To be opened on your seventieth,
birthday." Mr. Roosevelt said Mr. White
had served his country as few citizens had
had the opportunity to do and thanked him
personally and in the name of the people
for his services. Mr. White received many
telegrams during the day from the United
States and Europe. Members of the diplo-
matic corps, a number of university pro-
fessors and members of the Reichstag and
many government officials called at the
embassy. The American residents of Ber-
lin presented Mr. White, through Consul
General Mason, Dr. Dickie and Bernard
Goldsmith, with a congratulatory address
beautifully bound, to which the names of
600 Americans living in German cities were
attached.

Tried for Congratulating Rons reit.
MADRID. Nov. 7. The trial of Sablno

Arinas, leader of the Autonomist party in
the Basque provinces, charged with hav-
ing sent a congratulatory cablegram to
President Roosevelt last spring on the
granting of Cuban independence, began at
Bilbao to-da- y. ine prosecutor took the
ground that Senor Arinas's telegram to the
President infringed the integrity and dig-
nity of Spain, and he demanded that a sen-
tence of eight years' imprisonment be im-
posed on the prisoner.

Strikers Claah with Soldiers.
PARIS. Nov. 7. The government arbi-

trators to-da- y announced their decision
against increasing the wages of the strik-
ing miners in the department Du Nord.
The grounds for the decision are similar to
those In the Pas de Calais arbitration,
namely, that the rates are proportionate to
the selling price of coal. The large com-
panies in the Nord have agreed to estab-
lish pensions for a term of five years.

At Lens there was a clash to-da- y be-
tween strikers and cavalry, the former
throwing bricks at the soldiers. Gendarmes
who Intervened were also assaulted with
bricks. At Anzln Lieutenant Duval was
struck in the breast with a brick, two other
officers were hit, a cavalryman received a
severe cut on the face and a cavalry horse
had an eye knocked out. Only the arrival
of reinforcements of gendarmes dispersed
the strikers.

Kr.d ration Reform Bill.
VIENNA. Nov. 7. The Hungarian gov-

ernment has introduced In the Reichstag an
emigration reform bill of sweeping charac-
ter. One of the main provisions of this bill
strikes a heavy blow at the North Atlantic
steamship lines by empowering the govern-
ment to route emigrants through the Hun-
garian port of Flume. Up to the present
time Hungarian emigrants have sailed
chiefly from the ports of Hamburg. Bremen.
Rotterdam and Antwerp, and last year a
total of 70.941 Hungarian emigrants left
these ports. The bill specifically prohibits
the emigration of certain classes of the peo-
ple. Including men who have not per-
formed military service, parents who leave
behind them children under fifteen years of
age and persons without adequate travel-
ing money, or whose expenses are paid by
foreign states or colonization societies.

Illing to Be Americanised.
LONDON. Nov. 8 Prof. G. R. Parkin, of

' Toronto, who has been charged with put
ting the Cecil Rhodes scholarships in the
United States Into effect, has made inquiries
at Oxford University as to how the Rhodes
scholars will be received. He has ascer-
tained that every one concerned In the mat-
ter is ready to co-oper- heartily. Each
college at Oxford is prepared to take from
two to five scholars a year, according to its
size.

Softening lace and chiffon are
needed to render it becoming, and becoming
the gown must be, else It has failed of its
end. To paraphrase a recent utterance of
a noted authority on a far more serious
subject, only the unbecoming ones are fail-
ures. Fashion allows many things. The
task set the individual Is to choose aright,
to adapt materials and style to hr own
needs. To come forth a picture upon which
it is a pleasure to look.

In conclusion let me add that fringe is a
feature. Some recent gowns have been
made entirely of row on row of fringe,
made of iridescent beads, while others
show falls of the softer, less weighty chen-
ille sort. A lovely matron's gown of pearl
gray is of chiffon velvet, the front panel
and front of the bodice a mass of this last,
and white Is fascinatingly used in conjunc-
tion with silk. The bead effect is brilliant,
scintillating, handsome, worn by the wom-
an whom it suits, but the weight makes it
an objection. The gray gown mentioned is
open to no such objection, is graceful and
charming, if in a more quiet way.

PHI DELTA THETA FRATERNITY.

National Convention at New York
Nov. 24-2- 8.

The national convention of the Phi Delta
Theta fraternity will meet in New York
city during Thanksgiving week.

Other distin-
guished deceased members were the poet,
Eugene Field, and Rev. David Swing, of
Chicago. Among prominent living members
are Hon. Adlai E. Stevenson, ex-Vi- ce Pres-
ident; Hon. J. W. Foster, ex-secret- of
state; Hon. William F. Vilas, ex-secret-

of the interior; Hon. E. H. Conger, min-
ister to China; Hon. A. C. Harris, ex-minis- ter

to Austria, and Brig. Gen. Frederick
Funston. The fraternity has twelve mem-
bers of Congress, Including Senator J. C. 8.
Blackburn and Hon. J. M. Griggs, chairman
of the Democratic congressional campaign
committee.

For the last twenty years Phi Delta Theta
has had more college chapters than any
other fraternity. It now has sixty-eig- ht

chapters in thirty States. Since the last bi-

ennial convention the fraternity has en-
tered Canada, establishing a chapter at
McGill University. All of the important
Eastern colleges and Western and South-
ern

m

state universities are represented on
its roll. Forty-fiv- e of the chapters occupy
houses either rented or owned. There are
also forty-eig- ht alumni clubs in the princi-
pal cities. The Phi Delta Theta Club of New
York city numbers six hundred members,
and they, with the chapter at Columbia
University, will be the hosts at the con-
vention. Business sessions will be held at
the Hotel Majestic, beginning Nov. 24. A
large reception will be held that evening,
when Mayor Seth Low is expected to mako
the address of welcome.
