VOLCANO IN UTAH.

Long Extinet Fire Ejecter Reported
to Have Broken Out.

SALT LAKE CITY, Nov. 18.—<According
to D. A. Turner, of Milford, Utah, an old
volcano forming part of the Wasatch

range in Southern Utah, between Beaver
and Plute counties, which apparently has
been extinet for centuries, has broken out
afresh. Explosions, apparently emanating
from the crater, have been heard for miles
around, while at times columns of smoke
and dust have arisen
cano and new lava formations, ail very

hot, have been found on the sides of the
mountain,

“There have been a number of slight
earthquakes in that vicinity recently,” said
Mr. Turner, “and we have heard explosions
for a distance of twenty miles from the
crater. Not long ago | ascended one of
these old volcanos and found a small
quantity of lava that apparently had re-
cently overflowed from the crater, for it
was still very hot, and several times of
late smoke and dust in considerable quan-
tities have been seen arising from the
crater. Yesterday's earthquake, which was
quite severe in that locality, was fresh
evidence of the renewed volcanie activity
in the Wasatch range.”

NEW ORLEANS, Nov, 18.—The salary of
the president of the American Federation
of Labor was this afternoon increased from
$2.100 per annum to $3,000 and the salary
of the secretary from $1,500 to $2500. The
increases were voted after a long debate,
in which fully thirty delegates participated.
The original resolutien, presented by Dele-
gate Rerger, of Milwaukee, provided that
they should be $1,000 and $2,400, respective-
ly. The committee to which the matter
was referred reported in favor of Increasing
the salary of the president to $2,400 and
that of the secretary to £2,100.

The special committee having before it
disputes between President Gompers and
President Shaffer, of the Amalgamated As-
sociation, finally organized this afternoon
by selecting E. A. Tangueray, of the tel-
egraphers, as the fifth member. It spent
the entire afternoon In taking testimony,
but does not expect to be able to present a
report before Thursday morning. It s
congidered almost a foregone conclusion
that the report will be in favor of Presi-
dent Gompers,

In replying to addresses by Mr. Edwards
and other fraternal delegates, President
Gompers spoke at considerable length,
During the course of his remarks he de-
clarcd that he had received copies of news-
papers from all parts of the country, some
commenting favorably, others adversely,
upon the criticisms made in his annual ad-
dress upon President Eliot, of Harvard
College, “for calling a s=trike breaker a
hero.” He upheld the pogition he had takea,
declaring that President Eliot belonged to
the schoel which believes that matters

would come right if left alone. The strike
breaker, he declared, was an economie out-
cast, as much a traltor to the cause of
labor as any man who betrayed his country
in time of war.

A resolution pledging the federation to
use every effort to defeat legislation against
railroad ticket brokKers and anti-scalping
bills was favorably reported and adopted,
as also was a resolution pledging the aid
of the federation in securing increased pay
for letter carriers.

MAYOR BOOKWALTER SAYS 32,600~
000 HAS BEEN SPENT ON THEM.

Mayor Bookwalter and the Board of Pub-
lic Works conferred yesterday with refer-
ence to the repairs to streets like East
Washington and Virginia avenue, which the
Council decided Monday night should not
be resurfaced at the expense of the abut-
ting property. The situation presented to
the administration is regarded as critical,

but the emergency I8 such that a definite
course must be decided on promptly. After

the conference Mayor Bookwalter sald:

“The action of the Council means that
the city must evolve some new method of
reaching such cases. We have §2,600,000
worth of improved streets here that have
been pald for by the property owners. It
the city is to assume responsibility for their
maintenance and repair, without charge
upon abutting property, then it must find
some source from which to get the money.
That means that the only way these streets
can be made good is by taking money out
of the general fund and to do this the gen-
eral fund must be made adequate. To do
this the taxpayers must contribute the
money.

“The amount spent by the city on its
improved streets has been aa invisible ex-
enditure. The people have not realized
Luw much was being invested in permanent
streets. Now it is suddenly made clear that
they want the burden of maintenance to
rest with the general public.”

The mayor said he had no remedial legis-
lation to suggest at this time. The prob-
lem, he sald, would receive full considera-
tion by himself and the Board of Public
Works and a solution was hoped for.
