A SUPERFLUOUS COMMA.

"What n Department Clerk Found In
the Constitution.

Washington Star.
A bright young clerk In the State Depart-

ment threw that staid Institution into some-
thing of a panic a few days ago by a re-
markable discovery which he was con-
vinced he had made. It was nothing less
than the discovery that every President
who had occupied the chief magistracy
since Zach Taylor, who was born in 17S4,
was ineligible under the Constitution, and,
that unless a citizen of the United States
who was a citizen 113 years ago when the
Constitution was adopted could bo found,
there could be no more legal chief magis-
trates under that sacred Instrument. The
astonishing disclosure of the State Depart-
ment clerk came about in this way: . In
the course of the regular business a letter
reached the department from a consular
officer abroad to whom an heir had Just
been born inquiring whether said heir, in
whose political future the father evidently
had great confidence, would be eligible to
the presidency of the United States when
he reached the required age. Of course,
there was no question about his American
citizenship, the consul said, but he was in-

terested to know about his eligibility for
the presidency. The letter was turned over,
in the regular course of business, to the
bright young clerk. Being a thorough,
painstaking young man he went direct to
tho original authority the Constitution.
There in Article 2. Section 1. he found the
following qualifications set forth:

"No person except a natural born citizen,
or a citizen of the United States, at the
time of the adoption of the Constitution,
shall be eligible to the office of the Presi-
dent, etc."

The more he studied the words and the
punctuation the more he became convinced
that the comma after "United States" lim-
ited the selection of Presidents to persons
who were natural born citizens or citizens
of the United States at the time of the
adoption of the Constitution. If his Inter-
pretation was correct the United States had
not had a constitutional President for a
good many years, and, worse still, unless
the Constitution were amended immediately
there might never be another, as it is en-
tirely Improbable that a man is living in
the United States to-da- y who is 113 years
old and who was a resident of the United
States at the time of the adoption of the
Constitution.

The bright. man naturally burned with a
desire to take his discovery Immediately to
his chief, but his thorough, painstaking na-
ture cautioned him not to be too precipi-
tate, lie remembered the Injunction of
Davy Crockett, "Be sure you are right and
then go ahead." After all, the fatal com-
ma might be a mistake, or a typographical
error In the copy of the Constitution he had
examined. So he went into the musty
archives of the department where the orig-
inal document reposed and there, too, he
found the same awful punctuation mark.
Now at last he was sure of his ground. lie
sought Secretary Hay, but the secretary
of state had already left the department.
Then he took his discovery to Assistant
Secretary Adee. Mr. Adee, who is old in
diplomacy and bomb-pro- of against sur-
prises, carefully examined the language of
the Constitution.

"Interesting, very interesting," said he.
"Literally from the standpoint of etymol-
ogy," he added. "I presume that language
and punctuation would limit the selection
of the Presidents to persons who were natur-

al-born citizens or citizens of the United
Statec at the time of the adoption of the
Constitution."

Then he handed the Constitution back to
the bright young clerki There was no en-

thusiasm in his voice.
"There is nothing in It," ald Mr. Adee,

as he turned back to his work. "It is a
well-settle- d principle of law that the ob-
vious intent governs In a case like that.
We have a treaty in which 'isthmus Is
snelled 'istmus, but that does not vitiate
the treaty. Go back to your work, young
man. and leave the interpretation of the
Constitution to the Supreme Court. It will
attend to all questions of that kind."

ROSA HOMlI't IPS PARENTAGE.

Humble, but Adapted to Explain Her
Artistic Temperament.

London Truth.
I have come uDon a few facts connected

with the life of Rosa Bonheur. which again
speak of the great superiority of the French
humble classes over those of other parts
of Europe. In writing a biographical

or herself, Rosa had the weaKness
io speak of hex family as having been in
the enjoyment f ereat wealth, but re
duced to poverty by the terrible events
mat rouowed the French revolution. Shegave the address of an uncle in the Rue
Ste. Catherine, Bordeaux, who had got on
in her time, as hat of her father and
mother at the time of her birth, whereasa birth certificate furnished me by the
mayoralty of Bordeaux states that she was
born in the very humble Rue St. Jean- -
street Seurin, No. 29, in that city. The
nscai returns of Bordeaux from the time
of the Due De Richelieu's governorship to
the year in which Jean Bonheur went to
the Rue Ste. Catherine, bear no trace ofany wealthy person of his name living in
Bordeaux, but numerous traces of petty
shopkeepers, costers and such like. The
birthplace of, Rosa Bonheur's father is alsogiven in a munl-lp- al certificate as the Rue
Entre Deux Mers, which, although rathera slum street. Is fairly respectable. The
witnesses of the famous animal painter's
birth, as given in the municipal certificate,
are Francois Bonheur, the Infant's grand-
father, also living at 23 Rue St. Seurin, and
by profession a cook; and Guillaumo
Laville, a clerk, living at 2. Rue Castel
Mouron, a rather slummy place in 1822.
The father of baby Rosalie is Oscar Ray-
mond Bonheur. aged twenty-si- x. and set
down as a drawing master.' His wite,
merely mentioned as such, is named Sophie
Christine Dorothee. The grandmother on
the paternal side signs, without being a
legal witness, the birth declaration as
Marianne Perard. femme Bonheur, 1706.
This Is, and probably was In that year, a
wretched street. Francois Bonheur hired
himself out by the day to cook in private
houses. Bordeaux is, like all great com-
mercial places, a city of good cheer. The
dinners of the Due De Richelieu set up a
luxurious and refined standard, and had
the effect of enabling men cooks to earn
handsome wages.

It would be interesting to know why
Francois and Marianne Perard c.illed their
son Oscar Raymond, and why he dropped
the former name. There had never been an
Oscar in France before the translation
came out of Ossian's poems that Bonaparte
and Bernadotte used to devour. We may
conjecture that the Ossianic taste and the
poems, perhaps, also infiltrated down to the
Rue des Deux Mers. Mme. Talma at pub-
lic meetings recited selections from these
high-Ilow- n poems which met the declama-
tory bent of the time. At any rate. Ossian
was new to the French. The fact of the
Journeyman cook calling his son Oscar is
not without significance.

There is no solid ground to go upon in
tracing the origin of Rosa Bonheur's moth-
er, marquis or marquessa, beyond that she
figures in the marriage registry of Bor-
deaux as a native of Altona, and that her
given names, Sophie Christina Dorothea,
might have been culled from the Royal Al-
manac of Prussia. Rosa had heard that her
mother's family had come refugees from
Spain to Altona a long time back. What-
ever her ancestry may have been, she ap-
pears to have received a first-rat- e musical
ducation. and to have been high-strun- g,

frank and courageous, and gifted with a
fine voice. Napoleon's wars so churned up
Europe that one cannot wonder at her be-
ing tossed or brought from Altona to Bor-
deaux. It is clear that she could not have
been a Frenchwoman, and that, therefore,
Rosa Bonheur had mixed blood and early
composite artistic culture.

TRACKED BY IIIS FINGER. TIPS.

Dertillou'a System Catches n. Criminal
Under Remarkable Conditions.

Paris Letter In London Telegraph.
Scheffer has made no further statements

about the murder of Joseph Relbel. the
man servant of a dentist in the Faubourg
St. Honore. The capital fact is that he
has confessed the deed, and there is no
doubt whatever about his guilt. M. Ber-tlllo- n,

of the anthropometrical department,
is, in the meantime, highly complimented
all around for his curious identification of
the murderer through the finger marks left
on the window In the room where the crime
was committed. The identification recalls
IjOuIs Umbach's sensational romance, "Les
Cinq Doigts de Bironk." M. Bertillon has
been proving that truth is stranger than
fiction, but he is the first to admit that
not only the English, but also the Chinese,
have been In the field before him In-- ap-
plying the finger-pri- nt process to the
identification of individuals. Where he has
scored, however, over his predecessors is
by his careful classification of criminal
records of limb measurement and of gen-
eral physical 'peculiarities. By these he
was enabled to use the photographs of the
finger marks which Jed to the discovery
that the man Scheffer. and no other, was
the author of the crime of the Faubourg
St. Honore. The police, learning from M.
Bertillon the result he had arrived at by
his photographic process, lost no time in
having ScheiTer's family watched. Then
a letter from the murderer to his mother,
sent from Marseilles, was intercepted, as
explained, and detectives were dispatched
to that town. Before they reached Mar-
seilles, Scheffer, seeing the game was up,
surrendered to the local police.

With reference to M. Bertillon's finger-
print sj-ster-

n, he divides digital impres-
sions into four classes. The first Is "L,"
or fingers of which the grooves, lines, or
(as he terms them) the "lacets" have an
oblique direction to the left. Next comes
the letter "J" division of digits, with lines
having an oblique direction to the right.
Then there is "O." with circular or tour-billo- n

grooves converging to a center; and
finally the "U" division, in which the
grooves are like that letter reversed. These
impressions come from . the thumb and
three of the fingers, and are designated as
L, J, O and U. M. Bertillon states that he
had great trouble owing to the mingling of
the imprints on the glass. There were also
broken lines or grooves, owing to lesions
of the tissues caused by burns. After much
difficulty the expert succeeded in photo-
graphing separately the imprints of each
finger, and the rest was plain sailing. He
had only to go to his collection of records,
and there he found the measurement of
ScheiTer's fingers, which-tallie- d with that
of the imprints on the glass. It is neces-
sary to remember that while M. Bertillon
was making his experiments the police, sus-
pecting, but not sure of Scheffer's guilt,
were on his track. They went to a match
factory where-- he had worked, and where
he was known among his mates as
'fZeorce the Artilleryman." The man had

left Paris, and then the Marseilles journey
of the detectives was decided upon after
M. Bertillon s results naa rastenea tne
tmilt on the real culprit. In the meantime.
M. Bertlllon'r results led to the discharge
of an innocent person who had been ar-
rested on suspicion for the murder of Jo--
seph KeiDei.

This section of the city, it is
predicted, will some day be the home of
many citizens of the city who would rath-
er live far away from the down-tow- n dis-
trict and who are so employed as to have
plenty of time at their disposal to Journey
back and forth from work. There are not
many buildings in the Heights now, but in
the spring several owners contemplate
putting up residences.

WILL. BE MUCH BUILDING.
Other North End thoroughfares will be

built up In the spring, it is promised. Out
Central avenue many persons have conclud-
ed to build. The line of the Broad Kipple
Hallway between Indianapolis and Broad
Kipple will permit many persons living in
the city to erect country houses there.
There are several desirable locations plat-
ted now for sale to prospective cottage
builders and in the spring it Is understood
that the platting of five and ten-acr- e tracts
will be begun. On these tracts country
houses, not too far from business and so
constructed as to be delightfully cool dur-
ing the summer months, are Intended. One
.ouse built on North Meridian street by

Henry Kothe gome time ago and occupied
by him during last summer is considered
the model country home of Indianapolis.
There are three ,pr four buildings to it
and the house is entirely separated from
the dining room and kitchen, which are
also separate. The house is built on the
Oriental plan of ventilation and is, in fact,
nothing but a slight shelter from possible
rains with the construction so as to per-
mit the free circulation of air. The grounds
are left natural and from the great trees
on the lawn swings and other lounging ap-
pliances are suspended. This 'house is
pointed to as an Indication of the com-
forts which can be enjoyed around Indian-
apolis without the necessity of leaving bus-
iness and home to spend the summer
months in resorts that are oftentimes
.found not altogether homelike.

The value of down-tow- n property is
steadily increasing. On the North Side
the property adjacent to the new federal
building is increasing rapidly. Ground on
North Meridian and North Pennsylvania
streets is becoming more valuable as each
stone Is placed in position in the federalbuilding. An example of the increase in
value was In the sale of eighteen feet of
land of the Hayes property on North Penn-
sylvania street at a price averaging $00 a
foot. This sale was made in April. Now theproperty is held for more than $1,000 a
foot and probably could not be bought
for this. Higher prices are expected for
other lots south of New York street. Real-esta- te

men say that this property was
worth about 50 per cent, of its present valuetwo years ago.

A NOTABLE INCREASE.
On Meridian street the home of the Ma-

rion Club was bought for $18,000. It could
not be bought now for $30,000. Although
much improvement has been made to the
building the lot alone shows the increase
in value. Other property along there Is
becoming more valuable and It is under-
stood that could the New Telephone Com-
pany acquire property next to its building
it would erect a new building, which wouldin architecture aid the appearance of thefederal building site. The Meridian-stre- et
