CRITICISMS ARE UNJUST

RAILROADS ARE DOING THEIR BEST
TO HANDLE THE TRAFFIC.

Important Decision by Iowa Supreme
Court Local Freight Agents Issue

an Important Notice.

The general superintendent of one of the
Indianapolis systems remarked, yesterday,
that much of the complaint as to short
age of cars end ability to move freight was
unjust. The lines he represented, he saia,
were this month handling 13 per cent,
larger tonnage than any other former De
cember and were doing all in their power
to expedite the movement of freight. He
stated that Fhippera and consignees were
complaining of being unable to get cars
to handle their freight, while the roads
were getting new cars, new locomotives.
and Increasing their equipments continual
ly and employing more men and paying
better wages than at any former period.
He said that a shipper came into his ottlce
a day or two ago and was very bitter In
his comments regarding the road's service.
After hearing him through he called his at
tention to one or two other matters, and
asked the complainant how his business
was, to which he answered, "We have all
we can do; we have orders that we can't
fill for months to come, and are head over
heels In business." The general super-
intendent said to him, "Why don't you en-
large your shops preparatory to filling
these contracts? Probably the men you
have contracted to furnish goods to are as
anxious to get their articles as you are to
get your freight shipped. I think the rail-
roads are doing their best to accommodate
the shippers and consignees, and they do
not have th-- s sympathy they deserve. I
know of consignees who are as slow un-
loading freight as when business was dull,
and while the present prosperity lasts, the
roads, the shippers and the consignees
will have to forbear in their criticisms of
the railroads' service. The country, from
one end to the other is full of freight to be
moved. All are working to the full limit
of their capacity and are still way behind
on their orders. If anybody has reason to
complain it Is the grain shipper, as there is
not a station on the western lines where
there are not large quantities of grain
waiting cars, and the demand of the entire
West for cars has increased enormously;
both in and outbound business with all
lines Is very heavy, and likely to continue
so for some time to come. There seems to
be an Impression that the roads are entirely
in fault for the present condition, when
they are moving more traffic than in any
former year, and very fortunately weather
conditions have been such that locomotives
could haul their full capacity, there not
having been a day as yet that the roads
were obliged to cut off cars to relieve
matters. I think the roads deserve credit
for their efforts to move the unprecedented
business, rather than censure.

The Railroads Not Liable.
The Supreme Court of Iowa has rendered

an important opinion on the question
whether a railroad is liable for the loss
of a registered package sent by mail. In
this action the plaintiff sought to recover
the value of a registered mail package con-

taining J2.000, which the railroad as a car-

rier of mail for the government undertook
to carry from Kansas City, Mo., to Kinsley,
Kan., and it is claimed that because of fire
and wreck the package was lost. The Su-
preme Court in affirming the decision in a
clear and exhaustive opinion says that
railroads, so far as they handle the mall.
are simply Instrumentalities of the govern
ment for the performance of a public tunc
tlon and are neither common nor private
carriers for the government or for the In-

dividual. It is a charge of officers and
agents of the government. The railroad
company has charge of the cars in which
the mails are carried, and its responsibility
with respect thereto Is to the general gov
crnment.

Action of Local Freight Association.
The Indianapolis Local Freight Associa

tion has issued a notice to shippers regard-
ing the tracing of freights, tracing of
which does not always give satisfactory re-

sults. The circular says: "A tracer does
not in any way expedite the movement of
freight or accelerate the delivery to con-
signee. Less carload shipments are for-
warded on schedule trains and a tracer,
or even a request for prompt handling,
does not in any way assist to hasten the
freight to destination. The same is true
of carload shipments. In view of the above
we beg to respectfully request that ship-
pers confine tracers to such shipments
as have failed to reach destination within
a reasonable time after date of forward
ing. Compliance with this request will
save the expense of thousands of useless
tracers, will help to make the legitimate
tracer the agent it should be, and will
prove of advantage to all concerned."

Ncvr York Central's Statement.
The directors of the New York Central

and allied railroad lines yesterday de-

clared the regular dividends except that
the Canada Southern dividend was fixed
at 1 per cent, for the six months. Last
year it was lVi per cent. The New York
Central statement for the quarter ending
Dec. 31. 1902 (partly estimated), showed net
earnings of J3.825.40, as compared with il,-330.&-
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for the corresponding quarter last
year. This is a decrease for the quarter of
$325.547. The net earnings for the last six
months of this year (partly estimated)
were 13,019.9X, a decrease of $367,700. The
surplus, after payment of the last quar-
ter's dividends, was reported at $361,700, a
decrease of $r83,044. The surplus for the
six months showed a decrease of $042,500.
According to semi-offici- al explanations
these differences arose from the increase
in the capital stock demanding larger divi-
dend payments.

Exchnnse of Passes Curtailed.
The executive officers of "Western rail-

roads have agreed to exchange annual
passes with the railroads In Central Asso-
ciation territory and Southern lines, but
not to issue any free transportation to off-
icers or agents of the roads east jot Titts-bur- g

and fiuffalo, or to representatives of
fast freight lines of which trunk lines are
members. A proposition that the Western
lines refuse to exchange passes with all
lines east of Chicago and St. Louis receivedony a few votes.

Claypool, $182.57. These claims were not
contested by Mr. Taylor, as the bills arc
for the expenses of those men which could
not be met by the appropriation for the
commission. The sums of the expenses
were figured by Auditor Hart and the mem-
bers of the commission, and the presenta-
tion In the court of the claim was only to
supply a legal technicality.

The claim of the Reed Smokeless Furnace
Company against the State of Indiana for

The proof of the
claim was submitted to the court during
the day and the facts of the contention
brought out. The furnace company agreed
In January, 1000, to supply the prison with
furnace appliances which would success-
fully do away with 75 per cent, of the smoke
and aiso save per cent, of the coal ror-mer- ly

used In the furnaces of the Institu-
tion. The appliances were defective. It Is
alleged, and shortly after they were put in
tne Doard or control decided that they were
of no benefit and notified the firm in this
city of an intention to abrogate the con-
tract. The firm failed to call for the ma-
chinery and it was taken out and stored
In the prison. The action of the board in
refusing to accept the consumer was based
on the opinion of Engineer Crockett, who
thought the appliance of little use to the
State. The contract provided for the. re-
fusal of the consumer If upon several tests
It was found unequal to the work expected
of it.

The consumer company brought suitagainst the State on June 25. 1901. and the
claim has been in the courts since then.
The evidence was concluded yesterday and
tnis morning the arguments will be heard.
Among the witnesses were ex-Ward- en G.
A. H. Shideler, E. H. Nebeker, president of
the prison board. Warden James B. Reed
and other State officials.

Another claim asralnst the State to be
heard by the Judges of the Superior Court
will be that of Contractor McCormlck for
$57,000. McCormlck built the new cellhouses
In the Indiana Reformatory and claims
this amount in addition to the contract
price.

Grains Are In Good Demand.

There was little doing yesterday, excert
In holiday goods and those things that
enter Into table consumption. Poultry is a
fast mover and one of the largest dealers
in the city stated yesterday that not since
1S63 has poultry sold as high as for the
past week, not only In this market, but In

Eastern markets. Ths Is due partly to
the short supply and partly to manipula-
tion, and present indications are that for
some time to come high prices will prevail
for poultry of all kinds. Game is more
plentiful, but prices are firm and probably
will be until after the first of the year. Re-

ceipts of eggs are increasing and prices are
easier. Should the weather continue mild
further reductions are probable, as eggs
are now selling higher than last year at
this time. Choice butter is a fast mover
and Is selling from 2 to 5 cents higher than
a year ago, despite the fact that the fall
has been so open that farmers have had to
feed but little. Provisions carry a weaker
tone and while the reductions of Monday
probably will prevail through the week,
next Monday further reductions are an-

ticipated. The wholesale gTocers have thus
far had a very busy month, but now look
for a lull In their trade. Sugars seemingly
have become settled as to prices. Coffees
and canned goods carry a steady, firm tone.
and in other groceries there are no
changes. Little will be done in dry goods
and fancy notions after to-d- ay the re-
mainder of the year. As usual the dry- -
goods houses and clothiers and dealers in
fancy notions will doubtless reduce prices
after the first of the year to encourage
trade. Hides and present no new
features. Cereals are selling well at easier
prices than a month ago.
