“Arizona” at English’s.

When the curtain rises on Augustus
Thomas's powerful comedy drama, “Ari-
gona,"” those in the audience that are famil-
far with the great Southwest—whether they
have lived among its picturesque surround-
ings or have but gazed upon its mountains
and its deserts from a snug section in a
fast-filying Pullman—will feel as if they are
actually back again where the air is Wke
champagne and where the dry sage brush is
forever rustliing in the swift desert wind.
The local color is all there. Thomas has a
wonderful knack in transplanting some
particular locality to the mimic stage. In
his “Alabama’ one could almost catch the
scent of the magnolia trees and the rose
dushes, and in his “Arizona” one half ex-
pects to brush the alkalli dust from one’s
clothes between acts. Plays of this stamp
dre not so numerous that theatergoers can
afford to let the opportunity slip by to wit-

ness their presentation when they are with-

in reech, and Indianapolis evidently ap-

jates this fact, for there was a good-
gized audience present last night when
“Arizona’ began its second engagement in
this city.

The play Is a stage story of the lives and
Joves of men and women living in one of
the most ruggedly beautiful, but at the
same time one of the most isolated and
Jonely spots in the civilized world. Dra-
matic situations are often forced on the
stage, but in “Arizona"” they are logical
and convincing, and at no time during the
progress of the play does the audience feel
that an attempt is being made to *““work
up’”’ a stirring climax. The stirring climax
comes, of course, just the same as In all
other dramas, but it seems genuine and
gee from all theatrical environment, and,

stead of causing one to smile at its arti-
ficlality, leaves one absolutely interested,
even after the curtain has fallen.

ue men and women living in little com-
munities cut off from the rest of the world
by mountains and dreary wastes of desert
land are not so engrossed in hiding their
feclings from their fellowmen as are the
inhabitants of great cities. When a dis-
turbing event comes into the lives of these
people the eruption is not smoothed over
with affectations of indifference, but, on
the contrary, the human emotions express
themselves as nature intended they should.
Mr. Thomas has caught the spirit of the

As the play was seen in this city last
season and was reviewed in detall at that
time, it is not necessary to repeat here the
story that it tells—a story that is humorous
as well as human, and tearful as well as
thrilling. The present production is beauti-
ful and impressive, the scenery and dressing
of the play being not only picturesque but
complete and accurate in all details. The
company Is of such general excellence that
it would seem almost ungrateful to find
any fault at all. Miss Edith Lemmert as
the wecak, easlly tempted wife, does not

the emotional power necessary for
a convincing portrayal of the part, but she
has a most pleasing personality and in
geenes where no demand is made upon her
for emotional work she gives a satisfac-
tory performance. Without exception, the
other members of the cast act with full ap-
preciation of the value of their respective
characters. A better young actor than
Dustin Farnum, who is now playing the
part of Lieutenant Denton, has not been
seen in Indianapolis this season.

AGAINST PESTHOUSE.

Remonstrators Lrge Change of Law
to Defeat City's Plans.

A committee of Fourth and Fifth ward
cidzens, who are protesting against the
establishment of the pesthouse west of the
City Hospital, has sent out an appeal to
the public to asgist in preventing further
consideration of the site. The committee

is composed of Robert Reinhard, Martin
Dugan, Nicolaus Kerz, Barney King and
J. L. Evans. In the appeal the committee

urges that a pesthouse should not be lo-
cated in a city at all; that its location near
the City Hospital is a menace to that in-
stitution; that it will injure property wval-
ues in the neighborhood, make the neigh-
borhood one to be shunned. In conclusion
the appeal says:

“We appeal to the general publie. through
the medium of the press, to give this ques-
tion careful thought, for every person in
the city is Interested in the location of a
pesthouse. We need a pesthouse and need
it badly, but we urge that it should be lo-
cated where it will be least injurious to
the people of the city. If our Board of
Health had sufficient power and if it were
nonpolitical, if the men chosen to serve
thereon were selected because of thelr
qualifications and not on account of service
to the party in power, matters of this kind
would be soived more quickly and better
than they are now. And apropos of the sit-
uation it might be well for the Legislature
of the State in its present session to change
the law accordingly.”

FALL OF SNOW.

Sufficlently Heavy for Street-Car

Company to Get Out Sweepers.

The prophecy of the weather forecaster
was fulfilled last night and the expected fall
in the temperature and flurries of snow
came and served to add to the discomforts
of out-of-door exertion.

However
this may be, the United States government
cannot at this moment see any proper ex-
cuse for entering into this guarrel between
Germany and Venezuela. Tt is again and
emphatically stated that when the United
States government exercised its good offices
to the extent of negotiatioas it exhausted
its proper functions in that directlon and
could do no more. Mr. Bowen is again de-
clared to be not the representative of the
U'nited States, but of Venezuela, and the
State Department is very careful to pre-
serve the appearance of independence on
Mr. Bowen's part by declining to receive
any reports from him or even encouraging
his visits. _

As much as Minister Bowen deplores the
inexplicable action of Germany In twice
bombarding the San Carlos forts with a
force many times as large as that of the
Venezuelans, Mr. Bowen is disposed to
treat this parade of strength as *“local.”
and, so far as he ig concerned, will not let
it interfere with his efforts to secure peace,
The departure of the German charge from
Caracas after the presentation of his ulti-
matum, with the ensuing attack upon the
legation building and the repulse of the
Panther by the Venezuelan forts, is regard-
ed as furnishing motives but not excuses
for the continuiig of the hostilities of the
(German men-of-war. It Is understood that
both these incidents have been the source
of considerable chagrin to the German Em-
peror, and on this ground his orders to the
Vineta, Falke and Panther are not go sur-
prising. It i hoped, however, that the fa-
tallties reported yesterday from the fort
will be sutficient to avenge German pride,

Reports from London that Mr. Bowen
came to Washington with documentary evi-
dence of the collusion of the Cierman gov-
ernment with the revolutionists in Vene-
zuela for the overthrow of Castro are lack-
ing of confirmation here, Mr. Bowen being
unwilling as vet to affirm or deny them. It
is stated, however, that the revolutionists
are finding no trouble in securing arms and
ammunition from some source.

The Venezuelan situation was discussed
at length by the Cabinet at its meeting
to-day, but it can be said by authority
that no change in the attitude of the United
States is in contemplation at this time.
This governmeiit will continue its policy of
“gitting tight.”” The bombardment by the
German warships of Fort S8an Carlos is re-
gretted sincerely by officials of the admin-
istration, because of their apprehension
that it may complicate seriously the pend-
ing negotiations between Minister Bowen,
as the representative of Venezuela, and
the representatives of the powers. How-
ever, while the administration regards the
bombardment as unwarranted, the United
Staes has no iIntention of taking official
cognizance of it.

DEFENDED BY RICHTHOFEN.

Germany's Attitnde and Policy Ex-
plained by Her Foreign Minister.

BERLIN, Jan. 23.—Before official news of
the bombardment of San Carlos fort was
received the chief of the Foreign Office
was asked: “Why did the ships bombard
Fort Carlos?"

“So far as the situation can be under-
stood here,” the chief replied, ““the seizure
of the lagoon was necessary to an effective

blockade of the harbor of Maracaibo. Other-
wise it would have been possible to convey
all sorts of merchandise over the adjacent
Colombian frontier, particularly arms and
ammunition across the lagoon to Maracaibo
and thence inland and thus rendering the
blockade completely futile. Apparently

Fort San Carlos tried to prevent the en- |

trance of the Panther into the lagoon, and
it must therefore have been necessary to
sllence 1t.”

“Why did the German ships alone take
part in the bombardment?"’

“Maracaibo harbor lies in the western
part of the coast line, wnich was being
blockaded by the German forces.”

“When will the blockade be raised?”

“No decision has yet been reached by the
interested powers as to when the blockade
of the Venegzuelan coast shall be raised.”

In the Reichstag this afternoon Foreign
Secretary Richthofen expressed the hope
that the Venezuelan difficulties would soon
he settled. He said: ‘““The negotiations at
Washington, it is hoped, will show an early
result, rendering it possible to ralse the
blockade. So long as the blockade exists,
however, respect for it must be enforced.
The action against Maracaibo was under-
taken for this,purpose. It has been said
that we went 'into this affair dashingly—
with drums and trumpets. Dashinglyv, 1 ad-
mit, from the moment when we appealed to
arms. But with ‘drums and trumpets’ | can
by no means admit. On the contrary we
went to the extreme limit of patience and
long suffering. The Venezuelan govern-
ment not only refused to settle the debts
contracted with German citizens, as s gen-
erally admitted, but at the same time com-
mitted brutal acts of violence against Ger-
mans and German property. We made com-
plaint of these matters through diplomatic
channels, but did not succeed in making
progress upon this basis. The Venezuelan
government declared that it must exclude
all these cases from diplomatic treatment.
In one memorandum, communicated to us
through a note, It characterized our In-
tended course In the affair as insulting. in-
admissible, outrageous and preposterous.
We made proposals to settle the contro-
versy by arbitration as early as July, 1801,
at a time when. by way of exception, no
civil war prevailed in Venezuela, and when
the President was fully able to satisfy our
claims."*

“In a note of our charge d'affaires July
18, 1901, the following language was used:
‘The proposition which I have the honor
of submitting verball’y to your excellency is
the following: The Venezuelan government
on one part and the imperial minister resi-
dent on the other part are each to select one
representative who shall jointly examine
the claims of German citizens growing out
of the civil wars. In every case where both
representatives agree on the payment of
an indemnity it must be paid immediately.
In cases where they fall to reach an sgrae-
ment the matter shall become the subject
of ll:;enl mpxdb?hwm the V.
zue governmen e German min-
{ster resident. Bhould these conferences

reach no result then some outside authority
like The Hague international court of arbi-
tration must be selected to settle the dis-
puted cases.” The idea of submitting the
matter to The Hague court therefore dates
from July, 191, President Castro did not
even deign to answer this proposal.

“The assertion was made during the de-
bate that the navy had acted contrary to
international law in seizing merchantmen.
With the beginning of the blockade a state
of war was created between allied powers
and Venezuela; the German navy had the
full right, and, from its standpoint, also
the obligation to capture Venezuelan mer-
chantmen. The English and Italians did the
same,

“The present diplomatic situation is as
follows: A plenipote: ary selected by
Venezuela {Minister Eowen, the United
States minister to the renublic of Vene-
zuela) arrived three days ago at Wash-
ington from Caracas. He 'as had confer-
ences with the representati. -8 of Germany,
England and Italy. We ¢an only hope that
these negotiations will soon reach a re-
sult, that we shall soon ge satisfaction and
that we can raise the blo‘kade. But, gen-
tlemen, it must not be forgotten that block-
ading forces, so long as the blockade lasts,
absolutely must compel respect for the
blockade in the territory assigmed to them.
This was the nrobable reason for the ac-
tion of the German ships against Fort San
Carlos during the past few days. We are
without any official news ron. there. Yes,
gentlemen, we have hithe'to not recelved
but one dispateh from the commander of
the Falke, dated Curacao, Jan 22, and it
savs: ‘According to t{rustworihe informa-
tion received (by him) from Maracaibo the
ships Vineta and Panther bhombarded, set
fire to and destroved Fort San Carlos Jan.
21." This easily explains why we have no
news. It can hardly be otherwise. Two
or three ships are engaged in the opera-
tions. In such a situation it is quite im-
possible for the commodore to send one
of these shinps to the nearest telegraph
station, Curacao, in order to transmit a
dispatch, for he should then have to do
without this ship for at least two days,
which is impossible owing to the presence

of only two or three ships on the block- |

ade., The commodore cannot use the land
lines through Venezuela, but must depend
upon the nearest non-Venezuelan station,
Curacao.

“*How far the private news from Mara-
caibo is true or false cannot be determined
at this distance. In other words, Mara-
caibo is too far from the scene of action
to enable us to follow the action in its de-
tails. But I believe I can conditionally as-
sume that you will all agree that our com-
modore out there acted from a full and
correct appreciation of the situation and
that our blue jackets will maintain the
honor of our flag.”

Germany Supporting Rebels.

LONDON, Jan. 23.—J. 8. Scholberg, the
Venezuelan representative here, referring
to the report circulated in the U'nited States
that he is awaiting permission to publish
information showing that Germany has

been supporting. General Matos in the
latter's effort to overthrow President
Castro, said to-day that there were no
new developments in the case. He was
merely awaiting documents from Caracas
to prove the reported assertions of the
Venezuelan government that Great Britain
and Germany had been assisting the revo-
lutionists. This document, it was added,
was in the hands of Minister Bowen as
part of Venezuela's case.

MERELY ON THE DEFENSIVE.

Venezuelans Have Not Taken the In-
itintive in Bombardments.

Correspondence of the Associated Press.

WILLEMSTAD, Island of Curacao, Jan.
12.—"Raise the blockade,” is the cry of
Venezuela. While in the interior there is as
yet no suffering, at the ports of the re-
public the action of the powers has thrown
many persons out of employment. Be-
sides, so long as hostile men of war are
before the ports, there is danger of bom-
bardment with casualties in its train, and
unconcealed fear that in spite of the Mon-
roe doctrine an attempt may be made to
carve up the republie.

It is stated with emphasis by high
British authorities that the first and last
bombardment in which British vessels had
representation weas that of Puerto Cabello
last month, and Commodore Montgomery,
commander of the blockade, explained that

it was necessary because of the outrages
committed upon seamen belonging to the
British steamer Topaz.

All the German ships, with the excep-
tion of the Panther, have just sailed from
Curacao, where they received coal and
stores, They are cruising off the channe;
leading to L.ake Maracaibo and off Puerto
Cabello, which they are closely blockading,
and are seizing schooners, some of which
are so small that it seems hardly worth
while to dispatch steam launches %o effect
th_elr capture, The British and Italian men
of war are also seizing sailing craft which
are engaged in the coastwise trade.

Having intrusted her case to Minister
Bowen, thus indicating that she is willing
to make an immediate settlement, Vene-
zuela feels that the powers should remove
all apprehension of further bomtprdment
by lifting the blockade,

Appreciating the weakness of the forti-
fications of his country and fearing that
in case of action damage might be inflicted
upon one of the blockading ships which
would increase the financial burden im-
posed upon his government. President Cas-
tro has given instructions under which no
offensive operations will be begun by his
artillerists. So fearful, in fact, are the
authorities at Laguyara that, for instance,
on New Year's eve, the mayor of the port
sent word to Capt. S. V. Y. De Horsey,
commanding the British cruiser Tribune,
participating in the blockade, that it was
the custom in Venezuela to celebrate the
advent of the new year; that bombs and
rockets would be fired during the night,
and he courteously requested that the ships
take no notice of the celebration. Cap-
tain De Horsey replied in equally courteous
terms that he would not and that night,
within three hundred yards of the batteries
the Tribune lay at anchor and witnessed
the New Year's festival of the residents
of Laguyara.

If the Venezuelans really desired to carry
on war and were possessed of initiative
they have had many opportunities to inflict
serious injury on the allies. When the
Giovanna Bausan, an Italian cruiser, was
at Laguyara she anchored within fifty
fards of the shore.

“How easy it would be,"” observed a
British officer, “for a Venezuelan to swim
out at night with a mine, place it under
the hull of the Bausan and explode it.
notice that Captain De Horsey is more care-
ful. At dusk he gets under way and steams
forward and back until dawn.”

When on board the Bausan the corre-
spondent of the Associated Press asked
Captain Orsini, her commander, if it were
not dangerous to remain anchored at night
before a hostile port.

“There is no danger,” he asserted, “the
Venezuelans will do nothing; besides we
Keep our searchlights going all night.”

Where the Carlos Alberto, which suceeed-
¢d the Bausan, and the Tribune lie thev
are within easy range of the guns of the
fort and the battery of Laguyvara, which
comprise the defenses of the place,

All persons traveling from or to Laguayra
are to a certain extent under surveillance.
A guard requires them to give their names
when leaving Laguayra and again after de-
parture from the station midway between
the port and Caracas. In this way char-
acters dangerous to the peace and satety
of President Castro’s government are ex-
cluded from Caracas. No indignities are
offered foreigners, even those whose na-
tionality is that of one of the governments
engaged in hostile operations against Ven-
ezuela. To Americans the Venezuelans are
egpecially friendly.

At the government's request a boycott of
goods imported from the enemy’s countries
is maintained, with consequent advantage
to American commerce.

Germans in Venezuela, discussing the ae-
tion of their government, generally approve
of what it is doing,'and say the measures
enforced should be severe enough to con-
vince every Venezuelan that Germany pur-
poses to protect its interests, whatever the
cost. These men advocate foreign control
of the country, They do not want govern-
ment by the United States alone, but they
would like joint control in which Germany
would participate. The Venezuelans are
apprehensive that their territory is in dan-
ger and they look to the United States to
save it from partition.

General Matos, the head of the Venezue-
lan revolution, who is living at Willem-
stad, was asked what he would do in case
of an attempt by one of the powers to oc-
cupy Venezuelan territory. *“I do not be-
lieve such occupation is contemplated,”” he
said, “but If anything of the kind were
attempted, then all Venezuelans would
rally around the same standard and would
offer a united front to the enemy.”

With Great Britain and Italy declaring
that they have no intention of inflicting
hardships upon Venezuela greater than
necessary to bring about the reparation
they seek, interest centers in Germany's
rocedure. Herr Von Pligrim-Baltazzi,
amuy'l charge d'affaires In
and Commodore Scheder have repeatedly
eaid that thelr government has no inten-
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tion of violating its pledge-not to acquire

even the smallest bit of territory. They
further insist that every move mada: by
Germany is known in Washington. Com-

modore Scheder has given positive assur-
ances to Vice Admiral Douglas that no
matter what the temptation German ma-
rines will not be landed in Venezuela., He
and other Germans say that before Berlin
will consent to official peace there must be
catisfaction not only of a financial char-
acter. but of a nature which will repair
the wound inflicted by President Castro
upon German dignity.
