The Case Will lie Cloaely Watched by
n .omljrr of Attorneys Other

Court Cases.

The trial of Dr. Joseph C. Alexander
for hla alleged connection with the grave
robbing which has beu successfully car-
rier! on In Marloa county for two years
past, will begin in the Criminal Court to-

morrow morning. The trial has been post-Xon- ed

several times, first on the recom-
mendation of the attorneys for the de-

fense, and later because o'f the illness of
the defendant. Later when the trial was
set for Feb. 2 the prosecuting attorney
feared another postponement because of the
indisposition of Special Judge John M.
Bailey, who has beenconf.ned to .his home
for several days. Yesterday it was an-

nounced that Mr. Bailey would be able io
begin with the trial to-morr- ow, and all
preparations have been made for summon-
ing the seventy veniremen recently im-

paneled.
The charges against Alexander will -- be

defended by an able ' staff of - law-
yers, and his prosecution will be'conducted by Prosecuting Attorney
John C. Ruckelshaus and Deputy
Charles Benedict, with William T. Brown,
privately employed, as assistant counsel.
It is expected that the trial will drag
along for more than' ten or twelve days,
as the chief difficulty will be the selection
of the Jury. The attorneys for each side
have had an opportunity to go over thepanel carefully, and It is known that there
are objections against a majority of the
Jurymen. It is expected that an addi-
tional number will be summoned, so that
the case may not be again continued for
this reason.

In addition to the attorney employed by
Dr. Alexander the Central College of
Physicians , and Surgeons, of which he is
the demonstator of anatomy, will contrib-
ute to his defense, and lawyers in the em
ployment of the college will assist his attorneys, in addition to this Alexander'sattorneys will have the assistance and the
advice of a number of other attorneys
who have been retained to defend the many
other physicians and colored men charged
with ghoulish crimes. These attorneys In
the interests of their clients will follow
the Alexander case closely In order to
refute some of the testimony which may
creep out In the trial when it is present-
ed in evidence against their clients atlater trials.

The State at William McCnslln and
II la Wife.

The State, of Indiana filed a suit yester
day which Questions the title of property
sold by Marion county for delinquent taxes.
The suit was filed through Attorney Gen-
eral Charles W. Miller and is against Wil-
liam McCaslIn and his wife, Margaret Mo
Caslln, who now own one hundred acres
of land on the Rockvllle road three miles
west of Indianapolis The property was
bought by, them several years ago after
they had satisfied the taxes charged against
the proDertv bv th r.mntv.

Caslins because they, as alleged, fraudulently retained oossession of th nmnrtv
and in a second paragraph it Is asked that

. me iana De deeded back to the State.
The complaint recites that the land was

owned by the State of Indiana in 1SS3 and
, was deeded to Joshua B. Gotschall and his

wife by the State throueh Alvin r tinvov
. Governor, and Bruce Carr. state,, auditor.
- The appraised value of the property was

13.000 arid it was sold for $1.123, but because
Auditor Carr failed to present a plat of the
land with the deed the sale was held to beillegal and the first payment of the pur-- ,
chase price. refunded . to Gotschall.
Before the money was fefunded the prop-
erty had been deeded by Gotschall to Ed-
ward J. Robison and wife, but they filed a
quit claim to it when asked to do so. For

. some unaccountable reason tha taxes were
charged to Robison and in 1831 the property
was sold by the county auditor to McCas-
lin for delinquent taxes.

Pecallar Ground for Damages,
A damage suit on peculiar grounds was

filed yesterday by James S. La kin against
Charles L. - Hamilton, a contractor, and
Frank M. Talbot, owner of the property pn
North Alabama street, known as the Mar-ch- al

House. Lakln claims that while the
owner of the property, Talbot, was build-
ing an addition to it he employed Hamiltonto da the work and Hamilton built an eight-fo- ot

fence in front of the property. On
June S while walking on the sidewalk in
front of the building the fence toppled
over and seriously injured Lakln by pin-
ning him under the debris. He demands
15,(M damages for the injuries received.

George II. McCaslin' Motion.
George H. McCaslin yesterday filed a. mo-

tion for a new hearing of the injunction
proceedings instituted before Judge Carter
In Room 3, Superior Court, several weeks
ago, against the Board of County Commis-- .

Most pantomime characters were originally
borrowed from the Italians. The first realEnglish pantomime was produced at a the-
ater in Lincoln's Inn Fields, In 17m. It was
called "Harlequin Executed." and its sub-
title was "A New Italian Scene Between aScaramouche, a Harlequin, a Country Far-
mer. His Wife and Others." The perform-
ance was very suceeful. About the middle
of the eighteenth century the character ofpantomime performances was completely
altered, chterly Wcause of the genius of thefamous Grimaldl. who made the clown the
first figure In the pantomime. Grlmaldl firstappeared at Sadler's Wells Theater, where
h played the part of a monkey. He wasactively engagtd tn the stage for forty- -

nine years, and at the close of his career
he took a benefit at Drury Lane Theater,
which realized nearly ieuO. He also re
ceived 100 from the Drury Lane fund.
This was in June. 1S2S. He died In 137. and
was buried in the churchyard of St. James's
Chapel, Pentonville hill.

A STUDY OF DIETS.

The Government May Begin an Anti-F- at

Crniodr.
Washington Letter in Chicago Post.

A department of the United States gov-

ernment is thinking seriously of begin-
ning a national anti-fa- t crusade. A deter-
mined 'war upon obesity will be waged
along strictly scientific lines. There is ev-

ery reason to believe that it will meet con-

siderable success at least that is the opin-

ion of the officials most interested. The
movement opens the pleasant prospect of
Americans becoming famous as the lean-
est people In the world.

Of course the department which is about
to take this matter up is the Department
of Agriculture. To none 'other than the
largest scientific organization in the world
would such an unusual project seem feasi-
ble. Yet. Dr. Harvey W. Wiley, chief of
the Bureau of Chemistry; believes it will be
a simple matter to accomplish great results
in the line of lessening the superfluous
flesh of the American people.

The first Intimation Dr. Wiley gave of
his intention was in a speech before the
National Society for the Advancement of
Science. Dr.- - Wiley said that after finishing
the work of arranging healthful diets for
dumb animals his bureau might take up
the matter of properly feeding the human
animal.

"There Is no use In making a man fat,"
he said, "unless we wish to eat him."
There was a laugh at this way of putting
it. It was thought at the time to be a
mere pleasantry, but In an interview Dr.
Wiley makes it plain that he was serious.
He does not see, in fact, any reason formaking a man fat unless he is desired for
table purposes.

"Obesity," aid Dr. Wiley, "is a disease.
I suffer from it a little myself. It is caused
by improper eating. We could experiment
on the human body, as we have upon dumb
animals, to Bee what foods make the most
fat. In fact, it is well known already.
Obesity Is caused by eating too much
starch and sugar. This is already known.
But we could arrange diets for persons in
all walks of life. We could circulate these
all over the country, so that people would
know what to eat.

"A man who Is doing hard manual labor
.must eat fattening foods The coolie whoeats a great deal of rice is able to standmore physical work than any other race in
the world. The riegro In the South con-
sumes a great deal of corn bread and fatpork. That is an Ideal diet for a man doing
hard manual labor, but for one of seden-tary occupation it is bad.

"I have seen advertising signs up like
this: 'Baby food which will make your
baby as fat as a pig! Now. that Is theworst thing you can do for a baby start
the fattening process at such an early age.
A person must have a certain amount offat as a reserve to be called upon in case
of necessity, as in sickness or starvation.
If a person did not have any fat he would
probably die In a few days when he got
sick. But if you Increase your reserve a
great deal more than Is necessary you are
incumbering yourself with a great dear
which- - Is not needed, and that becomes a
disease. It is not true that one who is ab-
normally fat is abnormally healthy.- - Intact, there Is no such thing as being 'ab-
normally healthy, for health is norma..
' MI have been thinking about Ave years

of . the advisability of publishing s docu-
ment giving a list of proper diets lor per-
sons doing all kinds of work to counteract
the effect of articles by persons who haveno knowledge of the subject. They may
be good cooks and may prepare exquisite
dishes, but they don't know anything
about the subject scientifically. It is neces-sary for the health and welfare of thecountry that there should be an authorita-
tive statement of what is good for people
In different occupations to eat.

"I cannot say how long we will be en-
gaged In our present work on dumb ani-
mals. It may take two or three years.
But there Is no reason why the work on
the human animal should not begin before
then."

Dr. Wiley was asked about the poor un-
fortunates compelled to , eat at - boarding' " "houses.

"They-hav- e he said;
"And yet, the boarding house keepers might
make an arrangement which would be of
benefit to themselves as well as to their
boarders."

It was made evident during the-intervie-

that Dr. Wiley has the scheme well laid out
in his mind. His recommendation will havegreat weight, and it may be expected thatin a few years there will be circulated listsof official diets prescribed by the. govern-
ment for the fat people of thecountry.
There will be also bills of fare for leanpeople who wish to add fan for the one
proposition is but the converse of the other,and they will both be worked out together.

Having worked hard and
laid up a competence, they want to throw

public very long- - by living beyond your

think more of you if you hold jourself in
and don't try to live a wine existence on
a beer income.

Many a bright and promising business
man has. failed because he tried to travel
in too swift a class. Whereas had "ue lived
within his means he might have become ahighly, successful merchant.

The world doesn't give up its treasures
easily. It isn't in the cards for all of us
to be millionaires, and mighty few of the"good fellows" get into that class. It'sbetter to earn your way first and go hunt-
ing for good times when you have reached
the point where you can spare both the
time and the money. Then, possibly, you'll
have more sense and have a different no-
tion about what a good time is.
