Changes 3Iade In the Boundaries of
All the Fifteen IVard Ite-ferr- ed

to Committee.

The ordinance to redistrlct the city Into
I

fifteen wards as provided by the city char
ter was Introduced In the Council last night
by Councilman Sourbler, chairman of the
committee on elections. The ordinance was
the Jclnt work of Mr. Sourbler, Mr. Crall,
President BUHngsley and Edward D. Loss-do- n,

chairman of the Republican city com-
mittee, and was submitted to members of
the Council and approved by them before
Its Introduction. The ordinance is a great
alteration in the map of the city for city
political purposes and will be followed some
time hence by the redisricting of the wards
Into precincts. The charter requires that
the city be divided into fifteen wards, with
an equal number of voters In each as near as
it is possible to arrange the lines. The work
of division has been attended at every step
with this equal division in mind, and in this
it differs from the ordinance- - of 1S97, when
the Taggart administration threw the heavy
Republican vote into five North Side wards.
The increasing territory of tho city made
the problem a difficult one, but in its solu-
tion the framers of the ordinance succeeded
in making the average number of voters,
approximately, in each ward 3,577.

TUB" TOTAL VOTE.
The total vote shown by theso figures Is

53,000, which, divided by the fifteen wards,
gives an average of 3,577. The lowest num-

ber of voters in any ward is 2.S0O and the
highest number 4,000. The distribution of
the wards has been made with the view of
equalization and without purpose of po-

litical advantage. In this distribution the
new First Ward is all of the old First,

vwith the exception of that portion be-

tween the Lake Erie tracks and Cornell
avenue, north of Fifteenth street, which
is thrown into the new Second.

The -- new Second is that part of the old
ward north of Fifteenth street. That por-
tion of the Second ward south of Fifteenth
street and that portion of the Third Ward
south of Sixteenth street and east of Capi-
tol avenue and the triangular part of the-Fourt- h

precinct of the Eighth ward
bounded by St. Clair, Pine and Massachu-
setts avenue Is made Into a new ward
called the Eighth ward.

All the remaining portion of the Third
ward remains the Third ward.

The Fourth ward is unchanged, except
for the addition of the Twelfth and
Eleventh precincts, south' of Fall creek,
to the new Fifth ward. The new Fifth
ward, with the addition 'mentioned and
the Fourth, Fifth and Eith precincts of
the Sixth ward and the elimination of all
that portion west of White river, la made
Into a new Fifth ward.

The Sixth ward contains all the remain-
ing portion of the old ward, with the-additio- n

on the east of the Fourth precinct of
the Seventh ward.

The Seventh ward, after excluding the
Fourth precinct, retains all of Its old ter-
ritory and. in addition, has those portions
of the old Eighth ward in the Fifth, Sixth.
Seventh and Eighth precincts west of
Pine street. All the remaining portion of
the old Eighth ward and all the recently
annexed territory of Tuxedo and Irvington
Is made Into the new Ninth ward. The new
Tenth ward Is all that portion of the Ninth
and Fourteenth wards east of Cruse street
and Shelby street, between Washington
and the south city limits.

THE NEW ELEVENTH.
The Law Eleventh ward is composed of

the first to the seventh precincts of the
old Tenth, the fourth, fifth and sixth pre-
cincts of the old Ninth and all of the
first, second, third, fourth, fifth, sixth,
seventh, tenth and those portions of the
eighth and ninth precincts south of Pros-
pect street in the Thirteenth ward. That
portion of the ninth precinct of the old
Tenth east of Delaware street is also in
the new Eleventh.

The-- ntw Twelfth ward includes all of the
old Eleventh ward, the first, fourth, fifth
and seventh precincts of the old Fifteenth,
and that portion of the old Tenth ward
west of Delaware street.

The new Thirteenth ward Is composed of
all that part of the old Fifteenth south
of Ray street, all of the old Thirteenth
ward south of Prospect street und all of
the old Fourteetnh ward west of Shelby
street.

The new Fourteenth ward Is all of the
old Twelfth ward with the exception of
the tenth precinct west of Belmont ave-
nue. This precinct thrown together with
that portion of the old Fifth ward west
of White river, Including Haughvllle, com-
poses the new Fifteenth ward.

W0RKINGHEN AND CHURCHES.

Secretary Wilson, of the Miner, Talk
to Methodist Ministers.

At the regular Monday meeting of the
ministers of the Methodist Church held
yesterday afternoon Revs. Ilalstead, Ba
con, Kellogg. Zaring, Wilson, Farmer,
Stansfleld and Tippy were present and en-

tered into a discussion of the subject "Are
the Trades Unions Opposed to the Church?"
Rabbi Wechsler, a frequent attendant at
the local conferences of ministers, wi
present and participated in the discussion.

The subject of the discussion was fur
nlshed by W. B. Wilson, secretary of the
United Mine Workers of America, who
read a paper on that text. Mr. Wilson dis-

cussed the relations between organized
labor and the Christian Churches. He de
clared that be wag a Christian and a mem-
ber of the church. He declared that labor-
ing men can help build churches and that
churches can add to the privileges of the
working men.

Among other things Mr. Wilson said:
"Trades unions are not oppoed to the

church. There are many oncers of the
organieatlon that are members of the
various churches. Trades unions are or-
ganized for a given purpose by men who
have a common interest in that line, but
whose ideas diverge greatly in other lines
and they would not permit the use of . theorganization to antagonize their religious
opinions.

"There Is Just as large a percentage of
nonunion workingmen , who do not attend
the churches as there Is trades unionists.
There are many causes for this condition
and in citing those that have come undermy observation, I do not want to be un-
derstood as either affirming or denying the
correctness of the position."

The Hotbed.
Philadelphia Record. .

The methods of preparing and carina for
a hotbed are very simple, and with care
one should have but little trouble. The or-

dinary hotbed sash is three by six feet, but
any old sash will answer the purpose. The
bed should extend east and west, and the
frame should bo a little higher on the north
than on the south side, to give the glass a
pitch toward the sun. Ten inches in front
and fourteen behind is about right. The
sash should fit closely, and the ends of the
frame should come up even with the top of
the sash, to prevent the wind from blowing
under on to the plants. The frame should
also have a stay across the top about every
six feet, to prevent the sides from spring-
ing in.

With the first warm days In March, or
even as early as February, preparation
should be made for the hotbed. A few bar-

rels of good garden loam should have been
prepared the fall before and stored in a
place away from the frost, for it is cumcuit
to, get good soil at this season of the year.
Select some sheltered spot, where there is
plenty of sunshine, and draw out a few
loads of fermenting horse manure. If the
manure Is heating evenly all through it
may be built up into the bed at once, but If
not it should be shaken up well and piled in
a flat heap for a few days, and if any por-
tions of it are dry these should be wet
down. When the heat has permeated well
through the pile fork it over and build It up
into the bed, shaking out all of the lumps.
so that it will nack evenly and give a
steady heat. Tread it down quite firmly,
for If left too loose it will ferment rapidly,
giving an intense heat for a short time,
then become exhausted. Build the bed
about two feet thick and large enough so
that it will extend two feet bejsand the
frame on all sides. Then set on the frame
and bank it un to the ton with manure.
Next put in about four or five Inches of
soli, put on the sash and let It sweat. It
will soon begin to heat quite violently, and
the temperature will run up considerably
over 100 degrees, after which It will begin
to subside, and about the third or fourth
day it will be down to about 90 degrees,
when it will do to sow the seed.

It was claimed some years ago by the
American Agriculturist that radish, lettuce
and onion seed may be put in along vilh
tomato, cabbage, pepper and egg plont seed
for plants. Rake the bed smooth and nne.
and sow the seed in drills three Inches
apart, covering half an inch deep. The
plants will be up in a few days, and in
about three weeks' time. If the weather Is
favorable, radishes will be fit to use. Let
tuce, however, may bo transplanted to a
cold frame, and onions will give sets i"or
the garden. If in picking the lettuce the
leaves are removed and the roots and
crowns left they will throw out a new
growth and continue to produce all through
the season. The plants should be kept free
from weeds and thinned, so they will have
room to develop. Tomatoes will make
stronger, stockier plants if transplanted
when they are two or three Inches high.

The sash of the hotbed should be raised
a little every day, to give the plants fresh
air and to regulate the temperature. When
water begins to gather on the under side of
the glass It Indicates that the temperature
Is running too high, and fresh air should be
admitted, but be careful not to allow the
cold winds to blow on the plants. The sash
should be closed as the temperature falls
toward evening. If the nights are very cold
extra covering will be necessary. Old
pieces of carpet or matting can be used, or
light board covers can be made, which are
more convenient.

The Farm School. ,
A. A. Parsons, in Indiana Farmer.

We farmers are all children in nature's
chart class; we learn a lesson and, like all
other human children, are puffed up with
the Relief that we are near the top, and
haven't much to do but practice what we
already know, and this spirit is sometimes
fostered by having the same lesson pre-
sented for two or three seasons.

We learned tc conserve moisture by
breaking early and keeping a surface
mulch, which is the artificial bell glass we
can spread over an entire field, holding
down the stored supply; we learned that
shallow-workin- g tools were best for this
purpose, and had supplied ourselves with
tnera, out another combination was pre
sented; heavy rains made our fine jnulch
Into mortar, which a few days' sunshine
polished off and hardened until our favorite
weeder was of no value, and tho spring
tooth cultivator was brought Into use for
first cultivation. Thla was so slow that be
fore a field could be gone over It had
grown so hard that the work was very un-
satisfactory; we were compelled to buy
plows that would tear up the ground, and
we also learned that these same plows
could be made to go shallow as well as
deep. And when another season comes we
will prepare for a dry one, and use the
weeder, and If the rains come too htvd.
will tear the crust up deep. It is not ai
waj-- s good.farming to wait until the ground
is uijr cuuujsu vu piuvv uciuie starting in,
if the rains should be frequent, plowing
wet is much better than not to plow at all.
and if plowed wet and fair weather pre
vails, almost all the evil effects can be re
moved by surface working with weeder,
when It has dried a little on top. The
drought of 1901 was a great educator, and
many valuable lessons were learned, some
of them already forgotten

Hog cholera has appeared In many places.
and ho doubt will contribute its share to a
light crop of pigs this year, superinduced
by a big pile of corn, a scoop shovel and
an able-bodi- ed farmer; but it is so mucn
easier than to prepare warm slops, and the
idea of keeping nogs on hay and warm
water Is so ridiculous that It is not consid
ered when corn can be raised' or bought.
The new road the corn failure made us
travel plainly led to better and more eco
nomical results. The lesson was forcibly
put to us, and a repetition of it would have
fixed it deeply in our minds, and we would
have become used to the new way before a
chance was offered to drop back into the
old. Our great mother teacher seldom
forces us to learn, out self-lntere- 3t anu
professional pride should make 'us close
students.

Purchasing Horses.
Up-to-da- te Farming.

There are fewer sources of greater an
noyance both to the purchaser und the
seller of the horse than dispute? with re
gard to tho soundness of the animal.

That horse is sound in whom there 's no
disease and no alteration of structure that
Impairs, or is likely to impair, his natural
usefulness. The horse is . unsound that
labors under disease", or has some altera
tion of structure which does interfere with
his natural usefulness. The term "natural
usefulness" must be borne In mind. One
horse may possess great speed, but is soon
knocked up; another will work all day, but
cannot get beyond a snail's pace:
a third with a heavy forehand is liable to
stumble, and Is continually putting to
hazard the neck Of his rider: another, with
an irritable constitution and a loose, washy
rorm. loses nis appetite and begins to
scour If a little extra work Is exacted from
him. The term unsoundness must not be
applied to either of these; it would be
opening far too widely a door to disputa
tion and endless wrangling. The buver
can discern, or ought to know, whether the
form or tne horse is that which will render
him likely to suit his purpose, and ha
should try him sufficiently to ascertain hla
natural strength, endurance and ntanner of
going.

Next watch him stand still. If sound
he will stand firmly and squarely on his
limbs, without moving, except when he
has very high life. He will be flat on the
ground, with legs plump and naturally
poised. If one foot is thrown forward and
toe pointed to the ground, or If foot la
lifted, disease of the mavlcular bone mav
be suspected, or at least a tenderness which
is liable to develop into a serious disease.
If the foot is thrown out and toe raised.
the horse ha3 suffered from lamlnltls.
rounder, or tne DacK sinews are sprained.
and he will. prove worthless. If feet are
drawn together beneath the horse, it indi
cates a misplacement of limb and weak
disposition of the muscles. If the horse
stands with feet spread apart or straddles
with his hind legs, there is weakness of

the loins and the kidneys are disordered.
If the knees are bent and tremble, the
horse haa been mined by heavy pulling.
You run great risk In buying horses with
contracted or badly formed hoofs. It Is
always safest to have the horse thoroughly
examined by a, competent veterinary sur-
geon before closing the deal.

Advance In Garden Seed.
Springfield (Mass.) Letter.

The price of garden seeds has advanced
to a higher point than at any other time
for more than thirty years on account of
last year's unfavorable weather, and this
may have some effect on the price of
garden stuffs next fall. , The advance Is
particularly heavy on bulk seeds, such as
peas, beans and corn, which have gone
up fully 3o0 per cent. Nearly all of the
package seeds have also been advanced.
and the usual 5-c- ent packages will cost
10 or 15 cents this spring. The wax beans
suffered severely by the wet weather dur
ing the early part of last season, ana
few of them matured sufficiently for seed
purposes. Those which the wholesalers
contracted for at $2.40 are now listed at
55.50 a bushel, which Is nearly $1.50 more
than the highest price that has been
paid for thirty or forty years. Horti-
cultural and bush cranberry beans also
suffered, but not so badly as the wax
beans. These were also contracted for at
$2.40, and they are now listed at $i.50. Very
little sweet corn matured properly tor
seeds, and the contract price of $1.75 is
now more than $5 on the price lists.

The greatest percentage of increase is on
cucumber seeds, which have been bought
by the wholesalers for years for 18 cents a
pound. They are now paying S2.50, as
there was no seeds grown last year, the
only seeds on the market being some that
were carried over. A small worm destroyed
the vines and prevented the cucumbers
from ripening. Cabbage, lettuce, musK-melo- n.

onion, squash and tomato seeds
are all Increased fully 100 per cent. In the
catalogue prices. The wholesale dealers
contract for their seeds for the summer
of 1901 at about this time, and the seeds
ordered for this summer were ordered
more than a year ago. The growers are
not held by the contract, except that
they are bound to deliver a pro rata
amount of their product according to the
order at the price named in the contract.
Those who have already bought their seeos
flr. tUcir. amM,a MMrl art thgt thV
are getting not more than a quarter of
the amounts ordered. Those who have
not bought their supply will find the
prices extremely high, if the goods are
for sale at any price. The prices will not
be conducive to much domestic gardening
this year.

Startlnir a Bftlky Horse.
Missouri Valley Farmer.

When a horse balks, no matter how
badly he sulks or how ugly he Is, do not
beat him; don't throw sand In his ears;
don't u?e a rope around bis forelegs or
even burn straw under him. Quietly go
and pat him on the head a moment. Take
a hammer, or even pick up a stone in the
street, tell the driver to sit still, take the
lines, hold them quietly while you lift up
either front foot, give each nail a light tap
and a good smart tap on the frog, drop the
foot quickly and then chirp to him to go.
In ninety-nin-e ca?es out of 100 the horse
will go right on about his business, but the
driver must keep his lines taut and not pull
or jerk him back.

If I have tried this once I have tried it
600 times, and every time I have suggested
it people have laughed and even bet $5 bot
tles of wine that I could not do It. So far
I have won every bet. This may make you
smile, but a horse has more common sense
than most people are willing to give him
credit for. The secret of this little trick is
simply diversion. I am a firm believer that
with kindness and proper treatment a horse
can be driven with a string.

Farm Notes.
Sow part of the clover earl and part

late. That is, sow the same girand twice.
This makes double work, but also often-
times insures a double crop, and sometimes
a crop against no crop.

Cold water will absorb about 36 per cent.
of Its own weight of salt, and boiling about
40 per cent. This makes what is known as
a saturated brine, which always means all
the salt that the water will absorb. In salt-
ing butter the brine is seldom made strong-
er than 30 or 24 per cent, of salt.

The man who attempts to produce sev
eral pure-bre- d varieties of corn on a small
farm will soon find all of his varieties
mixed. Ordinarily It is very difficult to keep
a single variety on the quarter section
farm, for the reason that the breezes will
waft pollen across the road from the neigh
bors field.

The cost of weeds to the farmers in a
community is enormous compared with cer
tain other expenses. Weeds rob the soil
and entail labor from spring until fall. If
the farmers In each community would unite
and determinedly fight weeds for three
years, not allowing a single one to grow if
Dosslble.. they would find their expenses
greatly reduced, owing to the cost of pro--
duction of weeds and their destruction
ing removed.

Subsoiling Is a mattef which has its ad
vocates, but many scientific agriculturists
oppose It. It is claimed that, although the
subsoil plows break the soil to a low depth,
yet it destroys the channels which admit
the flow or air and water below the surrace.
That is, as plant roots penetrate deeply
and die they leave channels, which are nu
merous .and which are Increased every
year. Breaking the soil. It Is claimed, de-
stroys tHem and. lessens the supply of
moisture.

TVtA. v am irtVk will 4VtA Vt r vAm
edy of thinning out the fruit on overloaded
trees may feel as though he was making a
sacrifice, but when harvest time comes he
will have more fruit In bushels and of
better Quality than will be found on trees
left overloaded. Not only will there also be
a gain in quality and price, but the trees
will not be so severely taxed, and will be in
better condition for the succeeding year.
To get good prices it is better to ship one
bushel of superior fruit than two bushels
of Inferior stuff, as the expenses will be
less and the goods will sell more readily.

Farmers who keep young animals on fod
der and other rough food during the win
ter, in order to save grain, will lose val
uable time. It Is cheaper to feed grain and
force the young stock, so as to have them
come out in the spring as far advanced as
possible. The experienced breeders of cat
tle make their profit by endeavoring to se-
cure the most growth In the shortest time,
and they do not overlook the winter months
or depend upon pasturage In summer. To
feed only rougn rood will save grain, but
the young animals will remain at a stand-
still, and the growth that should be made
during the winter will be lost. To fall to
push them the flrt winter may compel the
feeding of them a year longer, which would
add to the expense and lessen the profit.
