WASHINGTON, Feb. 17.—The govern- |
ment has formally accepted the offer of
the Panama Canal Company to sell to the

000, subject only to the ratification of the

WASHINGTON, Feb. 17.—The Republican
senators held a caucus to-day and decided
to have the Senate continue consideration
of the,Panama canal treaty to-morrow and

on ‘future days until the treaty shall be dis-
posed of., This result was reached after an

hour and a half's. discussion of the legis-
lative situation in the Senate. The conclu-
slon reached was unanimous. The under-

standing is that the statehood bill does not
Jose its advantageous position in the order
of business when the Senate is in legislative
session. The Republican supporters of the
statehood Dbill agree not to antagonize a
motion fer an executive session to consider
the canal treaty, nor to make any objec-
tion te the prolongation of such sessions to
any extent necessary to secure ratification.

The caucus was openeda by a statement
by Senator Allison, chairman of the steering
committee, giving it as the conclusion of
the committee that the Panama treaty
should be ratitied before adjournment of the

present session. He added that the steer-

-ing committee, being responsible for the
order of business, should be followed when

it makes s suggestion as to the order in
which questions should come before the

Senate.

Senator Cullom, chairman of the commit-
tee on foreign relations, presented a motion
declaring it to be the sense of the caucus
that the Senate should “go into executive
sesslon to-morrow, Feb. 18, immediately
after the conclusion of the morning busi-
ness, to ratify the Panama canal treaty.”

In a brief speech he dwelt on the fact that
the option of the United States on the
rights and franchises of the Panama Canal
Company expires on the 4th of next March.
He sald that other interests and other na-
tions might desire to control so important
an enterprise so that It was altogether pos-
sible that we would not be able to renew
the option at so low a figure as $40,000,000,
the price which this country has agreed to
pay In case the bargain is consummated.
As only two w:lekn ofl te}:!e lmm ion remain,
Was determined, though limited,
opposition to the treaty, it was absolutely
necessarr that no further time should be
lost In gitting down to serious work on the
treaty.
SENATOR QUAY'S SPEECH.
Several friends of the statehood bill In
speeches expressed the opinion that the
chief purpose of the motion was to side-

track the statehood bill. Speeches based on
this apprehension were made by Senators
Quay, Elkins, Gallinger and Foraker. They
expressed their adherence to the treaty,
and sald they agreed fully with all that

had been sald as to the necessity for its
early ratification, but thought that the
proper way to reach a vote was first to
take a vote on the statehood bill. “By
pursuing that course,” sald Senator Quay,

‘*ou can get the only obstacle to consid-
eration of the treaty out of the way, and
{:: it out of the way by legitimate means.””

JAll supporters of statehood spoke in the
same straln, charging determined opposi-
tion to the expression of the will of the
majority and dissenting from the opinion
expressed by Senator Allison that the
steering committee should determine the
order of business. They also united in
their opposition to considering Senator Cul-
lom's proposition as a motion. Republican
caucuses in the Senate, they sald, always
are In the nature of conferences and are
not necessarily binding, except. as Repub-
Jican senators may consider themselves un-
der obligation to follow the majority of
thelr party. ey were emphatic on this
point, some of them going to the extent of
declaring they would not be bound if the
question should be pressed to a vote.

Replles were made by Senators Hoar,
Hanna, Leodge, Aldrich and others, and
much stress was lald on the necessity of
securing the ratification of the treaty and
on the fact that there was no Intention to
displace the statehood bi!l as the unfin-
fshed legislative business. Senator Hoar
made an ment to prove that the ex-
ecutive of the Senate occuples a
different plane from legislative business and
that courtesy toward other nations de-
mands that treaties should have preferen-
tial consideration &t the hands of the Sen-
ate. This view was accepted generally
by senators and was the view acted upon.
Some of the senators present afterward
commented on it as lkely to form a new
departure and an important precedent in
the Senate.

Other senators made reference to Europe's
interest in the canal. and Senator Foraker
stated that an eminent engineering officer
had assvwred him that no fewer than four

GARFIELD NOMINATED.

Appointed Commissioner of Corpora-
tions—Mr. Cortelyou's Plans.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 17.—~The President
to-day sent to the Senate the nomination
of James Rudolph Garfield, of Ohlo, to be
commissioner of corporations in the Depart-

ment of Commerce and Labor.

Secretary Cortelyou will not qualify as
the head of the new department for a day
or two, possibly not until Friday morning.
He desires that two or three intimate
friends, who reside in other cities, be pres-
ent when he takes the oath of office, and

the ceremony will await their arrival in
Washington. One of them, General Max-
well, whom Mr. Cortelyou served as con-
fidential clerk when he was fourth assist-
ant postmalter general in FPresident Cleve-
land’s last admjnistration, arrived here to-
day.

STEAMER OLIVE SUNK

STRUCK BY A TORNADO AND SENT
TO BOTTOM OF RIVER.

Eighteen Persons Drowned and Oth-
.

ers Rescned in Serious Conditon,
After Hours of Peril

-

NORFOLK, Va., Feb. 17.—A tornado
struck the passenger steamer Ollve, which
plies between Franklin, Va., and Edenton,

| N. C., last night and sent her to the bot-

tom of the Chowan river between Mount
Pleasant and Oliver's wharf. Seventeen
people are known te have been drowned
and others who were rescued are in a seri-

ous condition.
The storm caused the Olive to go over on

her beams and when she righted it was only
to sink on account of the water she had

taken aboard. A majority of the passen-
gers and crew were below at the time and
had no opportunity to reach the pilot house

of the vessel. This point was the only por-
tion left above water, and in it, standing
walst deep from the time of the accident
until 6 in the morning, George H. Withy
and five others were saved.

The dead are: Jacob Lassiter, white,
aged twenty-five, home, Rich Square, N.
C., salesman for Carlin & Fulton, Balti-
more hardware dealers; Mrs. Bennett,
Franklin, Va.; twelve-year-old daughter of
Mrs. Bennett; Mrs. Vaughan, Franklin,
Va.: Frank Hunter, George Butt, W. H.
Edwards, Andrew Vaughan, colored deck
hands; Abraham Cooper and John Pres-
cott Scott, colored firemen; Esther Wil-
liams, colored cook; John Cooper, colored
porter; George White, colored preacher;
the others being unknown. _

Captain Withy reached Norfolk this after-
noon, in company with Martha Barrett,
colored stewardess of the steamer. He
made the following statement: “We left
Franklin on our regular trip to Edenton
yesterday morning at 11 o'clock. A heavy
southwest wind was blowing, but along the
Chowan river we did not mind it very
much. At 9 o'clock last night we passed

Hollies wharf and headed for Edenton bay.
The weather became so heavy that I would

not risk the open water, and put the boat
about to return up the river for safety. It
was just about 2 o'clock when everything

became inky black and a terrible roaring
broke out of the night. I was alone in the
pllot house, and most of those below had
turned in. In a second something struck
the boat on her port beam and turned her,
over on her starboard side. 1 thought she
would never right herself, and a monster
wave dashed over us. It flooded the hold
and smashed everything around us. With
the rush of water into her hold the Olive
slowly righted, and in less than two min-
utes after having struck she was resting on
the bottom, with only the pilot house above
the river., Two lifeboats were swept away
and one was left. Into this the engineer,
assistant engineer, purser and one white
and two colored passengers climbed and
put off, in hope of catching up with a tow-
boat that could be seen ahead of us. I
never saw them after they left our side.
Their geoing left the stewardess and one
white and two colored passengers on board
with me. We stood in” water walist deep
until 6 o'clock in the morning, when a
Norfolk & Southern steamer hove in sight,
took us off and landed us at Edenton, where
we took the train for Norfolk. The boat
sunk so quickly after being struck that
none below had a chance to reach the deck,
and they must have been drowned in their
berths.”

A special to the Virginia Pilot from Suf-
folk says that the crew of eight who em-
barked in lifeboats were picked up after
rowing four hours by the tug Gazelle and
landed at Tunis. It was learned to-night
that a white man named Wilder, of Cole~
raine, N. C., i= also among the drowned,
making the eighteenth victim. Work will
be started to-morrow to recover the dead
bodies and If possible raise the steamer.

The Olive was a small single screw steam-
er owned by J. A. Pretiow, of Franklin,
Va., and has been plying between North
Carolina and Virginia for several years.
sSne left Franklin last evening for Eden-

! ton and had almost reached her destina-
' tion when the cyclone struck her.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 17.—The friends of

the Ind!anapolis military post project may
smile again, for it now looks as if the whole

$150,000 asked for by the War Department
to be used in helping to purchase the Law-
rence tract and in building roadways and
making other improvements next summer
will be secured. This afternoon Senator
Fairbanks introduced an amendment to the

sunfiry ecivil bill which, If it gets through
both houses, will swell the amendment
which Representative Overstreet got
through the House Monday to $150,000, Mr.
Overstreet’'s amendment was for $30,000 and
the one introduced by Senator Fairbanks is
for $120,000. The amendment does not specify
that the money Is for the Indianapolis post,
but it is understood that this is the way it
is to be used. With the $150,000 appropria-
tion the War Department can proceed with
the purchase of the land and arrange for a
great deal of work next summer, a princi-
pal part of which will be the building of a
set of rifle ranges which the Indiana Na-
tional Guard may use.

The chances for the $400,000 additional

appropriation for the *“north front™” of the

Indianapolis federal Dbuilding getting
through all right are growing brighter.
To-day Senator Fairbanks, chairman of the

Senate committee on bullding= and grounds,
conferred with Chairman Mercer, of the

House committee. It was arranged that
Senator Fairbanks's committee shall pre-
pare an omnibus bullding bill similar to the

bill reported to the House a few days ago,
and that the Senate bill shall recelve con-
sideration instead of the House bill. In
the new bill there will be no provision
for new sites and this will cut off Bedford's
chances for the purchase of a postoffice
gite at this time, This is deemed neces-
sary In order to get the bill through in
any shape. In the House some members
threaten to knife any bill of this character
that provides for more than $6,000,000, It
is believed the Senate committee bill wijl
successfully pass both houses. Reason-
able assurances is given that the Indianap-
olls appropriation is safe.

The naval appropriation bill came up to-

day, and the item in reference to a naval

station on Lake Michigan met a sorry fate.
It was stricken from the bill as the result
of sharp action on the part of leaders in
the Ohio delegation. The item provided
$250,000 for the establishment of a naval
training school on the shores of Lake
Michigan. The Ohio delegation was pre-
ared to Introduce an amendment estab-
Hshlng the station at Put-in Bay, but when
the leaders found they would be unable to
get their amendment through, General
QGrosvenor raised the ‘)olnt of order, on
the ground that the bill, in providing for
the establishment of a naval training sta-
tion, contained new legislation. The chair
considered the point, and ruled that this
item should be stricken out. The naval

bill, therefore, wiill go through the House

without any reference to the station. Rep-
resentative Crumpacker spoke on the point
of order, and Representative Watson was
preparing to take a hand.

REPUBLICANS  DEFEATED

PITTSBURG AND ALLEGHENY WON BY
CITIZENS AND DEMOCRATS.

Heavy Vote Polled in Spite of & Bliz-
sard—Usual Large Republican Ma-
jority in Philadelphia.

PITTSBURG, Feb. 17.—One of the most
flercely contested political campaigns

known in this city and Allegheny for many
years was closed at the polls to-day with
the thermometer hovering near zero, and
& blizzard prevailing during the early hours.
The contest was for the first elective re-
corder in the two cities under the pro-
visions of the new charter and was waged
between the regular Republican and the
Citizens’-Democratic parties. An extremely
heavy vote was polled in spite of the
weather.

The estimated result in Pittsburg shows
the election of W. B. Hays, Citizens'-Dem-
ocrat, over John C. Haymaker, Republican,
by a majority of about 7,000. In Allegheny
James G. Wyman, Citizens’-Democrat, has
defeated Dr. 8. 8. Woodburn, Republican,
by a wmajority of about 500. Wyman's
campaign manager claims 5,500,

Numerous election-day fights occurred at
the polls, but nothing of a really serious
nature is reported.

Municipal elections were held generally
throughout western Pennsylvania, many
of them exciting and hotly contested. Re-
turns, which are coming in slowly, show
results as follows:

JOHNSTOWN., — Indications are that
Jones, Rep., defeated Kinney, Dem., for city
assessor by 700 majority. Republicans car-
ry a majority of councilmen.

CONNELLSVILLE. — The Republicans
elected Charles W. Patterson burgess and
carried the entire ticket with the excep-
tion of tax collector.

DUBOIS.—The Republicans elected coun-
cilmen in all the wards except one; but
Sherron, Dem., defeated Shaney, Rep., for
burgess by 64 votes.

CANONSBURG.—The Republicans elect-
ed their entire ticket, T. M. Reese defeat-
ing W. B. Chambers for burgess by 200
votes.

BEAVER FALLS.—Republicans ecarried
almost the entire ticket and elected H. F.
Dillon burgess and gained three councilmen.

MONONGAHELA.—H. R. Bently, Repub-
lican, was elected mayor. The Council will
stand six Republicans and gix Democrats.

BUTLER.—Willlam Kennedy, Dem., was
elected burgess over John F. Kelly, Rep.,
by a majority of 604,

FRANKLIN.=Dr. Fred W. Brown, Re-
publican, was elected mayor by about &M
majority. .

WARREN.—The entire Republican ticket
was elected, headed by Dr. W. 8. Pierce as
mayor. '

LATROBE.—The Republicans elected E.
W. Blackburn burgess.

The Stansbury bill creating a state com-
mission to contract for supplies for all the
schools of the State was passed by the
House yesterday forenoon by the close vote

of 62 to 37. It reqiires fifty-one votes to
pass a bill, and the BStansbury measure
consequently had but one vote to spare.

The bill had been made a caucus meas-
ure by the Republican members of the
House, but five of the representatives on
the majority side bolted the caucus action.
The bolters were: Mr. Kline, of Kosciusko;
Mr. Bearss, of Miami; Mr. Berndt, of Cass;
Mr. Lewils, of Clay, and Mr. Schermerhorn,
of Noble. Nine Republicans were absent
or not voting.

The Democrats had caucused agalnst the
bill and every one of them who was pres-
ent voted in the negative. Mr. Scifers, of
Washington, who is ill, was the only ab-
sentee on the minority side.

Mr. Tdrkington, of Marion, who was one
of the majority members who was strongly
opposed to making the bill 4 caucus meas-
ure, was one of the absentees, but he ex-
plained in the afternoon when he put in
an appearance that he had not “dodged”
the vote, but had been detained at home
by some personal business matters that
demanded Immediate attention. Had he
been present, he said, he would have voted
for the bill, but he would have explained
that he was voting against his individual
sentiments at the behest of the demands
of a majority of the Republican members.

NO DISCUSSION OF MERITS.

There was no discussion of the merits
of the bill when it was placed on its pas-
sage. The roll call was begun at once, and
aside from the explaining of their votes by
several members there was no incident out
of the ordinary in the passing of the bill.
Mr. Boyd, of Putnam, Democrat, was the
first man to explain his vote

“I think that this is a good bill,” said
Boyd, *‘but unfortunately my colleagues on
this side of the House do not, Consequent-
ly 1 shall vote against the bill, but I want
to be recorded as voting ‘no' under protest.”

Mr. Kiine was the only one of the boiting
Republican members to «xplain his vote.
He said that he regarded the bill as purely
a business proposition, not a political one,
g0 he would not abide by the action of his
colleagues. He voted no.

Mr. Robertson, of Jackson, tuok a shot at
the bill in explaining his vote. “If I be-
Heved all the township trustces and school
officers of the State were rogues and pecu-
lators,” he said, "I would vote for this
bill, but 1 don't. I regard them as honest
men, who have the best interests of the
schools at heart. [ vote ‘no." ™

sMr. Salisbury, of Lagrange, was one of
the Republican members who “took his
medicine” under protest. “/ do not be-
lieve this is a § blll, but, like my friend
from Putnam, my colleagees do not agree
with n.2.

ful in that. I am unqualifiedly opposed to
the bill in its present form and think that
it should never have been made a caucus
measure, but that can’'t be helped now.
We'll turn our attention to the Senate and
see what we can do there.”

THE “BOLTER"” ATTITUDE.

Representative Bearss, of Peru, who was
one of the Republican boiters, explained
his action after the adjournment of the
forenoon session.

“If it had been a party measure in which
there was some politics, of course I would
not have bolted,”” he said, “but this is
a different matter. It is a business propo-
sition and I don't believe in binding the
members in a caucus on a business propo-
sition.”

BITUMINOUS COAL ASSOCIATION.

Operators Organise to Prevent Specu-
lative Fluetuation.

PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 17.—A large num-
ber of bituminous coal operators shipping
to tidewater met here to-day and formed
an assoclation to be known as the Bitumin-
ous Coal Trade Association. It is said
the new organization represents about
seventy-five of the operators in the Clear-
field, Cumberland, Meyersdale, Flat Top,
New River, Beech Creek and West Vir-
ginia fields. L. N. Lovell, of New York,
was elected president and M. 8. Fleming,
at one time secretary of the Independent

Anthracite Coal Operators’ Assoclation,
was made secretary. The object of the
new association is set forth in the pre-

amble of a resolution adopte& by the asso-
ciation, which reads:

“Whereas, Experience has shown that
the fluctuations of a speculative market in
bituminous coal are prejudicial to the in-
terests o>f the consumers and producers of
such fuel and that the evil resuits of such

speculation may become so widespread as
to destroy economical conditions and thus

seriously effect the wages and prosperity
of the employes, consumers and producers,
and

“Whereas, Such fluctuations have in the
past been caused by the absence of accur-
ate knowledge of the rate of production
and of the stocks on hand, and in order
to prevent such serlous conditions accur-
ate information must had, so there
should at all times be present in the mar-
ket an ample supply of coal for all its re-
quirements, avolding either a deficiency,
which may be used by speulators as an
excuse to advance prices, or great excess,
which, owing to the Insufficiency of cars
and the demand of the railroads for their
immediate release, must be thrown upon
the market.”

After or?unixlng an executive committee,
which will be the governing body of the
association, was elected. It is composed
of operators of the various regions, as
follows: Clearfield, E. J. Berwynd, Rob-
ert Mitchell, George E. Scott and Colonel
J. B. Coryell; Cumberiand, W. D. L. Wal-
bridge and F. W. Sharp; Meyersdale, T, T
Boswell; Flat Top, W. C. Bullett and N. J.
Atwater; New River, C. R. Orcutt; Beech
Creek, A. G. Yates and W, D. Kelly. The
representatives of the West Virginia region
have not yet been selected.

Members of the new association deny
that the association was formed for the
purpose of fixing and regulating prices.
The headquarters of the association will
be located In New York.

VOTED FOR A STRIKE.

Employes of the Chieago City Rail-
way Company Want to Quit Work.

CHICAGO, Feb. 17.—Announcement that
an overwhelming majority of the Chicago
City Rallway Company’'s employes have
voted for a strike is to be made to-mor-
row night at a conference of delegates from
unions comprising the allied trades con-
nected with the operation of the system.

Pressure was exerted from various
sources to bring about arbitration of the
difficulty In pursuance of the proposal made
last night by Robert MceCulloch, general

manager of the Chicago City Rallway Com-
pany, but SBecretary Hahn, of the street car
men's union, sald to-night that there was
no occasion for arbitration. However, un-
der the rules of the organization the result
of the balloting must be submitted to the
national executive officers before a strike
may be put into effect.

. RECORD-BREAKING COLD.
Yesterday was the coldest day for this
time of the year experienced In Indian- .
apolis for thirty<two years. The lowest
temperature registered during the day was
at 8 o'clock yesterday morning, when ths
official thermometer at the signal station
of the Weather Bureau, on the roof of the
Majestic building, registered 89 degrees be-
low gero. During the day the temperature

reached a maximum temperature of 1 de-
gree above zero for a short time

the afternoon, but at 7 o'clock Jast nigh
it had again dropped to zero, with Indi-
{:ations of a greater descent before morn-
ng.

To add ,to the frigidity a biting wind
blew at a rate of more than twenty miles
an hour. The unusual drop in the tems
perature began at 7 o'clock Monday night
and it gradually grew colder until yester.
day morning, when, with the full force of
fts severity, it greeted the early riser. At
6 o'clock the thermometer sald 4 below;
at 7 o'clock, 6 below, and at & o'clock #t
made a record with 4.9 degrees below gero.

The cold weather of Feb, §, 1586185 de=
grees below zero; the 4 degrees of codd be-
low zero on Feb. 14, 1875, and the same
temperature as recorded yesterday of Feb,
11, 1885, are the only days that compete
with yesterday for the distinction of be-
ing the phenomenal days of history for
cold weather in February. For the first
time in thirty-two years the temperature
of 9 degrees below zero was found in
Marion eount{rduﬂnl the latter half of the
month of February.

The usual suffering among the poor was
noticeable yesterday and last night.
Families of unfortunates, who, either
through improvidence or misfortune, were
unable to keep their stoves aglow with
heat, suffered greatly and many instances
of misery were reported to the police and
charity organizations. Secretary Grout, of
the Ansoclntedb(‘l:iritiu.hnw that much
coal was distributed gratis to poor peoplc
yesterday and the Friendly Inn did much
to assist the poor.

OUT OF THE COLD.
The loitering p of the city were

crowded during the day. The courtrooms
and lounging places down fown were filled,
and the galleries of the two chambers of

the Legislature were comfortable spots in
much demand.

The cold day was a boon to some busi-
nesses and a frost for others. A statis-
tician estimated last night that 357 gallons
of Tom and Jerry and hot toddy were con-
sumed during the day by the male popu-
lation of the city, and a streel-car con-

ductor estimated, by taking his car as a
basis for the calculation, that 405 half-
consumed clgars were thrown away by pas-
sengers who refused to stand on the back
platform and smoke. Carrying out the
estimates, a messenger boy figured last
night that it was at least 358 degrees below
zero and nineteen biocks from the Journal
office to the telegraph office, instead of two
blocks, as has been generally believed here-
tofore.
