6 showing: that the Board of "Works, at a
special meeting held March 5 at 4 o'clock,
had rejected all bids. He said he at once
put It on record. He said frequently special
meetings were held and records thus made.
Charles Martindale sought to show by Har-
ris that the board had not acted on March
5 and that Martindale had been so Informed
at 4:20 in the afternoon of that day, but
Mr. Harris was not the one who had an-

swered him.
Newby, on the stand, testified that he had

bid according to the specifications. The
specifications called for bids for one and
three years and for two or three sprink-
lings dally, and he had bid according to
these specifications and not on the blanks
furnished by the board. These blanks sim-

ply read that the bidder would perform
the work specified at a certain price for
each 10,000 square feet. Newby said he
found no streets in the schedule furnished
him that required three daily sprinklings.
--After waitinc from .Feb. 27 to March 4,
Newby said he sought E. D. Logsdon. a
member of the board, to talk over the con-
tract. Logsdon told him the board had

virtually" decided to award the contract
to Kennlngton & Bros., who were the low-
est blddders.

HAY QUESTIONS NEWBT.
Assistant City Attorney Hay questioned

Newby to bring out the fact that the single
rrlce bid by Kennlngton & Bros, covered
all sprinkling whether twice or thrice daily.
Mr. Newby reiterated that no sprinklings
thrice daily were included in the schedule
of streets and that consequently he re-

garded himself as the lowest and best bid-

He also told Hugg that
he would try to get Kennlngton to give
him a district. Mr. Hugg retired from the
case because he had begun a trial and could
rot leave it. Mr. Newby then employed
Charles Martindale.

& Bros, were the lowest bidders and that
the contract would go to them. Mr. Hugg
said Logsdon said ho would do all he could,
having no power, but personal Influence, to
pecure for Newby the sprinkling of Cap-
itol avenue. Logsdon also told Mr. Hugg
that Harry B. Gates had visited him to
tirge that Newby be given the contract.

Mr. Newby was recalled and testified
that he had not asked Gates to interest
himself In the contract and did not know
why he did.
