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~ CHARGE AGAINST MILLER

JAMES MAIBEN SAYS HE WAS ASKED
TO PLEAD GUILTY IN COURT.

Further Developments in the Vote-
Buying Case—High Court Deei-

The troubles of Jacob Miller in prosecut-
ing the twenty-three men against whom he
secured indictments for selling thelr votes
to him In the last election are many. He
has e¢aused trouble in the Criminal Court
room twice by his disappointment at not
securicz a conviction in the first case tried,
that of Willlam Rhodes, and yesterday sev-
eral unpleasant things were said about
him when James Maiben, another man ac-
cused of selling his vote, stated in court
that Miller had promised to pay the costs
of his case If he would plead guilty to the
charge and allow himseif to be convicted.
Maiben was brought into court yesterday
for trial, and he declared his intention of
pleading gullty. Charles McGroarty, pau-
per attorney detailed to defend the man,
talked to him, and after hearing his story
decided that he would better plead not
guilty.

Maiben sald that Jacob Miller, the man
who has been zealous in prosecuting the
cases, had promised him protection in the
event that he should be convicted and

assured him that he would not go to jall.
Miller denjed Malben's story, but admitted
that he had talked to Maiben of his trial
and advised him to plead guilty, as he be-
leved him to be guflty. Miller denled the
assertion that he was active in the prosecu-
tion of the men in order to secure the re-
ward of $100 provided by statute for the
arrest and conviction of any person found
violating the eiection law, He says he would
collect the reward if the men were con-
victed, but that he had no intentlon of 80
doing when he bought the votes.

Maiben's case was continued. Judge Al-
ford released him on his own recognizance.
Russel Brown, another one of the indicted
men, will be tried to-day by jury. Judge
Alford sald yesterday that if Brown is ac-
quitted by the jury as quickly as was
Rhodes, the first man tried, he belleved
there would be littla need of going ahead
with the trial of the others. Judge Aiford
says the time of the Criminal Court can
be more profitably taken up by other coun-
ty business than by hearing cases where
convictions are not probable.

AGAINST STREET-CAR COMPANY.

Sapreme Court Afirms Judgment Re-
covered by Samuel J. Wilson.

By & divided report of the judges a judg-
ment for $50 damages against the Indlan-
apolls Street-rallway Company, recovered
by Samuel J Wilson on account of ejection
from a Virginia-avenue car, was affirmed
yesterday by the Supreme Court. The
opinion was written by Judge Jordan and
concurred In by Judge Hadley. Judge Dow-
ling concurred In the result, and Judge
Monk=s and Judge Gilllet gave notice that
they will file dissenting opinions.

Judge Jordan sald that after the appellee,
a passenger, had pald his fare, and asked
for a transfer to the proper line, it was
the duty of the company to carry him on
that line if he presented the transfer check
given him by the conductor, and he was
not bound to Inspect his check and call for
the correction of mistakes it might con-
tain. He sald:

“Appellee had nothing to do with the
preparation of the ticket. ¢ * ¢ The
many words, flgures, spaces and abbrevia-
tions wh :h the ticket furnished by appel-
lant to appellee contained would prima facie
be unintelligible to many persons, and cer-
tinly it would be an unreasonable Imposi-
tion to require of a passenger upon receiv-
ing ona of these tickets the duty to inspect
the same in order to discover If the ocon-
ductor had made a mistake in the perform-
ance of his duty.

“A mere passenger s not, In the eyes of
the law, either presumed or bound to know
the meaning of the varlous figures, abbre-
viations, punch marks and other mystic

mbols which the transfer ticket in ques-
tion contained. * * * Where a passenger

is aboard the cars of the carrier without

the proper evidence of his right of passage,
which is due to the mistake or fault of the

carrier's agent, the agent must heed the
reasonable explanations of the passenger to
the ticket in dispute.”

FAVORS RICHMOND
The Appellate Court yesterday reversed
& judgment forbidding the Richmond Nat-
ural Gas Company to use pumps or com-
pressors to stimulate the flow of gas from

fts wells in Henry county to the city of
Richmond, thirty-elght miles away,

The suit was brought under the act of
1881, which forbade the transportation of
gas at a very high pressure by means of

pumps.. But the Appellate Court holds
this act not to forbid the use of pumps at
all, but only to authorize an injunection
suit on behalf of one who shows that he

is ll:al'nd or his rights are threatened by
the endant’'s pumps.

It sald that there was nothing in the
special findings indicating that the Rich-
mond company was pumping or threaten-
ing to pump gas out of its wells, so as to
dimin the rock pressure, or to force
gas through its mains at such a high pres-
sure as to threaten any of the plaintif's

property.

But it appeared that the pumps were lo-
cated a long distance from the wells and
only a small part of the gas which natur-
ally flowed to them was forced through the
w beyond them. The statute on which

sult was based was amendéd by an act

which took effect two weeks ago, so as
to omit all provisions forbidding the use
of ps iin transporting gas.

MEN'S AND WOMEN'S WORK.

Dispuating Charge Concerning Mo-
nopoly of Work.
Washington Post,

The alleged fallures of women to achieve
success In the official capacity of inspec-
tors of immigrants prompts the New York
Evening Sun to remark that “there are a
few trades still left in which mere men
have a monopoly."”

If that be true, the male contingent of
the human family possesses that which
the female does not. We cannot think of
any trade or of any profession or occu-
pation of which women have a monopoly.
It is often asserted that women have in-
vaded fields of activity which nature evi-
dently intended for the exclusive occupancy
of men. Acres of rhetoric and oceans of
ink have been expended in the exploitation
of this complaint. It began in this coun-
try more than fifty years ago and it is still
kept up. Although some progress has been
made in dispelling the fllusion, it is still
widely prevalent. Many thousands of men,
including, perhaps, a majority of the clergy,
are accustomed to dilate with more of in-
dignation than of logic on the *‘obtrusion
of women" into cccupations for which their
gex Is unfitted.

The truth is, the obtrusion or invasion
was begun and has been continued in the
reverse direction. In the old times there
were some occupations in which women
had a monopoly. For example, women used
1o make their own clothing and knit hose
for themselves and for the male members
of the family. At this time the clothing
business in all its departments is controlled
by men. The manufacture and sale of
ladies’ underwear is in the hands of men.
It is true that women are employed at piti-
ful wages to make those garments and that
most of the retailing of them is done by
saleswomen, but in both cases the owner-
ship and control belong to men. The tailor
—the ladies’ tailor—-has occupied another
field in which woman was formerly su-
preme. The washing of clothes as well as
the making of them has been taken ov by
the men, and the cooking of food has gone
in the same direction to a great extent.

Ever eince the machine began the dis-
placement of women in spinning, weaving,
sewing Bnd knitting there has been a con-
tinuous absorption by men of the bread-
winning employments of women. We are
not presenting these facts by way of com-
plaint. The changes that have been
wrought by the machine were inevitable,
and their influence is wholesome—not de-
grading, but uplifting. The transfer to or
absorption by men of what used to be
women's work has been attended by a per-
fectly natural movement in the opposite
direction. The old line of demarkation be-
tween the supposed spheres of the sexes
has been obliterated. Of course there are
some kinds of work for which women are
not physically qualified, but where Is the
employment of which women have a monop-
oly?

Of course, Wyoming Wallace's funeral
would have been held the next day If Tue-
son Charley had been quick enough. But
the hammer of his Colt caught in the loose
folds of his hunting shirt, and—it was his
funeral which called for a salvo of revolver
shots the next day, and it was his pony,
saddle and bridle that the probate judge
had to sell to pay the funeral expenses.

That a Dusty Gulch man would make a
Red Doz man drink catsup and then sghoot
him besides was more than Red Dog could
stand, and for years the citizens of the two
towns had looked for each other over every
rize and had saluted each other with well-
directed shots. The country between Red
Dog and Dusty Gulch was mighty un-
healthy for several years because of the
stray bullets.

It was unhealty unti! the lump jaw came
to the country and the long horns had
their jaws sweiled up bigger than a bundile
of steer hides ready for shipment.

But with the consolidation of the two pa-
pers came the passing of the enmity, and
when the mavor of Red Dog sent a case of
canned tomatoes over to the mavor of
Dusty Gulch and the mayor at the Guleh
sent back a case of the best whisky there
was in the camp the trouble ended.

REPORTED RUMOR OF EFFORT TO
IGNORE THE PEACE PACT.

Delehanty and Davis Are Practicing
with New York, Although Ordered
to Play in American.

CINCINNATI, March 19.—The peace con-
ference between the National and Amerl-
cean leagues in Cincinnati, on Jan. 21,
awarded Edward Delehanty to the Amer-
fcans at Washington and Geo¥ge Davis to
the Americans at Chicago. After signing
with those clubs, it is stated that Dele-
hanty receilved $4,000 advance and Davis
£2.600 advance from New York. It Is now
reported that they not only refuse to return
this advance and play where they were
assigned by the joint peace agreement, but
that they are in practice with the New

York Nationals. President Herrmann, of
the National League club at Cincinnati, to-
day said:

**The Cincinnati team will refuse to play
with the New York National League team
if Delehanty, the great slugger, and George
Davis appear on the field with the Gotham
aggregation. We shall see whether two
players are greater than two baseball
leagues, If Delehanty and Davis do not
live up to the provisions of the peace com-
pact we will get together and blacklist
them."

It is currently reported that there is a
movement back of Delehanty and Davis
that seeks to break the peace agreement
of Jan. 21, which assigned players, fixed the
circuits and made other provisions.

SEED PLANTING.

How to Successfully Rear am Old-

Fashioned Favorite.
Philadelphia Ledger.

Almost any time after the vernal equi-
nox (March 21) seeds may be planted out-
doors with safety.

One of the favorite plants for garden
decoration and that which repays well
for the small amount of trouble bestowed
on it {8 the nasturtium. Plants cost
from 10 cents to 15 cents apiece when
wanted in April to set out for permanent
beds and borders; but a much more eco-
nomical plan may be pursued by ‘E!antlns

a week or so from now and thus get-
ting the plants ready for transplanting a
little later.

From a package of seeds many beds and
borders may be produced with care and
attention.

To start a collection of nasturtiums have
a small, sandy bed and sprinkle and cover
up lightly in it a good-sized package of
seeds. At this time of the year, after the
long continued cold and wet season, the
ground contains plenty of moisture, which
will rise easily eve sunny day. So the
newly-planted seeds e pretty much care
of themselves and need little watering.

When the young plants have appeared
above the ground (small and close togeth-
er as they wlill) they should be carefully
taken out with a® much earth around
the roots as possible, and planted at six or
ecight-inch Intervals in the beds or borders
they are intended to occupy for the sum-
mer. The nasturtium has a decided vine
tendency, and wanders trallingly far from
its starting point in many cases. Plants
at each end of a long will sometimes
grow along and meet each other midway.
This interesting tangle of plants is almost
?erpetua]ly in bloom, and in many shades,
rom the palest yellow, through all the reds
to dark brown.

Laid out in the manner suggested, any
one can have a good-gized collection of nas-
turtiums from the small starting of a

ackage of seeds, purchasable for a dime or
eEs.

THE LIBERTY BELL.

Time to Put a Stop to Its Travels
About the Country.

Philadelphia Inquirer.

The city of Boston has made formal ap-
plication for the loan of the independence
bell. In June the one-hundred-and-twenty-
eighth anniversary of the battle of Bunker
Hill will be celebrated, and if the relic
could be obtained for exhibition purposes
no doubt zest would be given the enter-
tainment.

Such applications can be granted only by
the vote of councils, and the matter will
be brought to their attention. We suggest
that the time has come to call a halt upon
the peregrinations of the bell all over the
country. It has wandered around consid-
erably of late years and has earned a well-
deserved rest. It has been to Chicago and
New Orleans and Charleston, and goodness
only knows where. In its Charleston trip
the truck provided for it waes of Insufficient
strength, and but for the foresight of those
in charge of it there might have been ser-
fous disaster. It also escaped a railroad
collision, but that was a matter of good
fortune rather than of good management.

The independence bell belongs to the Na-
tion in a broad sense, but we are its custo-
dians and we have not the right to permit
it to take chances. If the policy of sending
it to all sorts of cities upon all sorts of
occasjons is ke{;t up the time will come
when it will be broken, and then the price-
less treasure will become a mere memory.
In that event we would be greatly blamed.

The bell is far safer in its present guarded
condition than it can be under other cir-
cumstances. If the argument is advanced
that to come to Philadelphia to see it may
be a hardship the answer is that its safety
is of the first importance. Attention might
also be called to the fact that Philadelphia
is no mean city, and to visit the municipal-
ity alone is worth the while and time of any
onel
