The Investigation of the charges In ref-
erence to the sprinkling contract will begin
to-night at the office of City Clerk Elllott,
in the police station. The Council
mittee on investigation and impeachment,

composed of Councilmen Wynne, Eppert
and Shea, met last night at the office of

James W. Noel, the attorney chosen to
present the testimony supporting the
charges, and decided to begin the investiga-

tion at once, as Mr. Noel is prepared to go
ahead with the work. The committee's
sessions will be open.

The charges as published were that Frank
Kennington, a sprinkling contractor, had
told other sprinkling contractors, who usu-

The highwayman arrested in John Wal-
ters's saloon, at 3115 West Washington
street, early yesterday morning, who gave
his name as Wilson to the police, confessed
yesterday that he attempted to hold up
Albert A. Tomlinson in his saloon, at 3005
West Washington street, Tuesday night
He was crossed in his purpose by the nerve
of the saloon keeper in shooting him In the
arm, and Tomlinson's resistance closed his
career as a highwayman after several suc-
cessful “hold-ups” in Indlanapolis in the
last two weeks,

The self-confessed highwayman gave his
name to the police as Albert Darges, and
acknowledged that he had robbed Samuel
J. Miller, a saloon keeper at River and Oli-

ver avenues, West Indianapolis, and Henry
J. McCaslin, in his grocery store on Arsenal

avenue at the point of a revolver, in com-
pany with another highwayman whom he
refused to name. Darges's confession was

obtained from him while he was being meas-
ured by the Bertillon system by Clerk Ed

McGuff yesterday morning.
“DEAF-AND-DUMB DODGE.”
Before the confession was obtained Darges

had successfully worked the “deaf-and-
dumb dodge,”" and, despite the tricks to

catch him by policemen, detectives and City
Dispensary physiclans, played his part well,
He was aided in the deception by a pocket-
ful of cards, printed as follows:

“A DEAF MUTE'S APPEAL.

“All you whose ears are open to the glorious
song of the day,

Consider how darkness falls upon the deaf
mute's way.

“Won't you help a deaf muta stranger?
Ever so little will do.

I am alone in this world to-day, and would
do the same by you. _

“Help me if you wish. James Dodge.”

Darges explained his conduct while in the
city during the last two weeks as being all
right with the exception of the two “‘hold-
ups” and the attempt on Tomlinson. He
said he had sold stationery on the streets
of the city in his guise of a deaf mute and
had collected much money in his work. He
said he met a man, whose name he does not
remember and of whom he refused to fur-
nish the slightest information, about two
weeks ago and agreed to a proposition to
turn highway robbers. The first attempt
was successful, and against Henry McCas-
The same night Darges says
he visited Charles Otte's grocery store at
Michigan and State streets with his com-
panion, intending to rob the grocer, but
that when they got there the clerks were
still In the store and they were compelled
to abandon the expedition.

The robbery In which he failed and which
was his undolng he described in much the
manne.: as the description given by the sa-
loon keeper whom he shot. He says he has
not secn his companion since they sepa-
rated at the door of the saloon and that he
has no knowledge of his whereabouts.

UNKNGWN T0 POLICE.

Darges was arrested in Indianapolis about
a year ago and sent to the workhouse for
vagrancy. He is unknown to the city police
and claims to live in Memphis, Tenn.
Darges is related to John Walters, the sa-
loon keeper in whose place he was arrested

and who is in jail with him under a bond of
$1,000 with a charge of conspiring to com-
mit a felony. He says he came to Walters's
about two weeks ago and has been living

at his place since. He denied that Walters
had anvthing to do with his erimes and
that Walters was trying to shield him.

John Walters, known to many of his
friends as “Bullecon’' Walters, has been the
keeper of saloons and roadhouses in Indi-
anapolis for many years. He was at one
time the owner of Brighton Beach and later
has been running his resort known as
Eagles’ Nest,”” on West Washington street.
Previous to going into the saloon business
Walters was a companion of “Sheeney Ben"
Roth in their tours of gambling around
county fairs. Walters bears the reputation
of being a clever shell worker and has been
arrested several times for various petty of-
fenses., A year ago Walters was arrested
by Detectives Wallace and Asch for the
nlleged theft of a hat from Seaton's hat
store. He was not coavicted for the of-
‘ense. The police do not belleve that Wal-
ters was an active accomplice of Darges,
but they think that he knew what was go-
ing on and that he lied to them when
Darges was found in his place and ex-
plained his wounded condition by saying
the man had been hurt In a fight. The re-
volvers with which Darges and his com-
panion did the shooting and wounded Tom-
linson were found in Walters's saloon and
the thief was clothed in one of Walters's
shirts. He was lying on a pool table in the
lace and had been living around the sa-
rhqn for two weeks.

WALTERS'S STORY.

Walters told a Journal reporter yester-
day that Darges's sister Jennie had mar-
ried his brother, Lew Walters, in St. Louis
several years ago and he knew the man
through this. He said the first time he met
him was about three years ago when
Darges borrowed some money from him.
The next time was about two weeks ago

when Darges came to him *“broke” and
asked help. He permitted Darges to live
in the saloon, he sald, and took care of him
Tuesday night when the man came In with
a bullet wound in his arm with a story
that he had got the “worst of it" in a fight
on West Washington street,

Tomlinson, the man who was shot by
Darges and his companion, is resting easy
and Is out of danger. He was taken by
Dr. Thomas Dugan, his physician, yester-
day to a hospital, and with the ald of an
X-ray machine the bullet was recovered.
It was lodged in the muscles of the neck
and has been taken out. Dr. Dugan says
recover in a short
time and his wound is not a dangerous one,

The charge of assault and battery with
intent to kill, as well as grand larceny and
robbery, has been placed against Darges,
and he will be unable to furnish the bond
which will be required for his release.

The only word recelved from Mrs. Cum-
mings s€ince her disappearance came to
Michael T. Scudder, a foreman in the Home
Stove Company, who lives at 1414 Bast New
York street, a close friend of the family.
He recelved a note written by Mrs. Cum-
mings on Improvised writing paper made

from an envelope, and dated April 19, from
a rallway postoffice. In the note Mrs. Cum-

mings said she regretted the step she had
taken, but was compelled to do so. She
asked him to care for her five children,

ranging from the eldest, a girl of fourteen,
to a baby boy of two years. Bhe =aid she

would not tell where she was going, or why,

but asked him to communicate with her
husband and tell him she had gone. At the
close of the note she repeated her request
that he take care of the children during her
absence. Mr. Scudder notified Mr. Cum-
mings, who replied from Newport in a letter
asking that he (Scudder) arrange for the
children’s keeping until he returns to the
city In a few days. Mr. Cummings's letter
gave no inkling of the probable motive for
his wife's disappearance, but in one phrase
he suggested a possible motive.

Mr. Scudder has secured homes for the
children until their father returns to the
city, and reported Mrs. Cummings’'s disap-
pearance to the police last night. He fur-
nished a description of her as that of a
woman thirty-four years old, weight about
260 Rounda, well dressed, but not stylish,
black hair, brown eyes and a dark com-
plexion. Mr. Scudder and other friends of
Mrs. Cummings say that she was a woman
of jovial disposition and a warm-hearted
and loving mother. She made friends easily
aud was always in good humor, it is sald,
and her friends can only attribute her dis-
appearance to mental aberration. Mr,
Scudder says that beyond all doubt Mrs.
Cummings is temporarily deranged, and he
recalled last night several incidents of the
past which led him to believe she 1s slightly
demented.

In searching for a motive for her deser-
tion of her children, Mrs. Cummings's
friends found that her domestic relations
are seemingly pleasant. Her husband is a

| man of means, and his fondness for his wife

and children has never been questioned. In
the letter written to Mr. Scudder Mr. Cum-
mings sald he had given his wife $900 in the
last five months for the maintenance of
their home, and she could not have been
disappointed with him because of a failure
to provide for her, although his protracted
absence from the city might have caused
her some grief. The family moved to In-
dianapolis about two years ago from Can-
