CATHOLIC  CEREMOMIES

GROUND BROKEN FOR THE DOMINI-
CAN HOLSE OF STUDIES.

Cornerstone of a Mission House Also
¥ Laid—Philippine Question Con-
sidered by Prelates,

-

WASHINGTON, April 22.—The annual
meeting of the archbishops of the Catholic
Church was held to-day in McMahon Hall
of the Catholic Unpiversity. The delibera-
tions of the body, which were held behind
closed doors, were presided over by Car-
dinal Gibbons. While no formal statement
of the work of the archbishops was made,
it was said that much time was devoted
to consideration of the policy of the Cath-
olic Church in the Philippine islands, Other
questions affecting the church in the United
States also were considered, but no an-
nouncement of the conclusion reached was
made,

After the meeting of the archbishops Mgr.
O'Connell, the newly installed rector of
the Catholic University, tendered a dinner
to the assembled prelates in the refractory
of Caldwell Hall. Attending the dinner
were about 120 persons, including Cardinal
Gibbons, all of the archbishops, bishops

and clergymen assembled here to partici-
pate in the various exercises at the univer-
sity and many ecclesiastical students and
laymen of the church.

The first public ceremony of the day oc-
curred at 3:30 o'clock. It consisted of the
breaking of ground for the proposed Domin-
ican House of Studies, which has been lo-
cated immediately across Bunker Hill road
from the university campus. The ceremony
was simple but impressive. An informal
procession of prelates, headed by Cardinal
Giboons and Bishop Conati, proceeded from
Divinity hall to the site of the Dominican
house. There Cardinal Glbbons, surrounded
by scores of church dignitaries and lay-
men, with a new spade handsomely bound
with ribbons, turned the first earth which
marked the beginning of the proposed struc-
ture. Each of the archbishops and blshggs
present in turn drove the spade into e
ground and turned over the fresh earth.
At the conclusion of the ceremony Cardinal
Gibbons and the other church dignitaries
present were photographed. The Dominican
House of Studies will be an Imposing struc-
ture of granite in Gothic style, and will
cost about $250,000. It is expected to be
ready for occupancy in October, 194, It will
be the mother house of the Diminical Order
in this country. The present mother house
is at Somerset, O., but the establishment
will be removed here on the completion of
the new bullding.

At the conclusion of the ceremony on the
site of the Dominican house the procession
of prelates proceeded to the site of the pro-
posed apostolic mission house, led by the
band of Gonzaga College. There, in the
presence of a deeply interested throng of
church officials, students and laymen, Car-
dinal Gibbons, in the full robes of his high
office, conducted the impressive ceremony,
blessing the ground and laying the corner-
stone of the proposed edifice. The new
house, which is situated on the university
campus, will cost about $50,000 and will be
ready for occupancy next October,

TRADE, INDUSTRY, FINANCE.

The amount of 3 and 4 per cent. bonds
exchanged to date for 2 per cent. consols
under the recent offer of the secretary of
the treasury is $43,116,350.

The directors of the Northern Pacific Rall-
road have declared the regular quarterly
dividend of 1% per cent., payable May 1. In
February the dividend was 1% per cent
regular and half of 1 per cent, extra.

Owing to the requests of many colonists
who are coming to California to live, the
Southern Pacific and Its connections have
decided to make a low tariff on household

goods in small lots shipped from the East.

The Treasury Department on Thursday
purchased on account of Philippine coinage
20,000 ounces of silver at 52.1 cents an
ounce. This increase In price is due to
the advance in London. The total purchase
to date is 2,817,200 ounces.

The steamer China has brought to San
Francisco one of the largest shipments of
oplum that has ever come from the Orient.
It consisted of 815 cases of 33,415 pounds, on
which the duty amounted to $200,48%0. The
commercial value of the oplum is about
$534,340.

It is reported at Pensacola, Fla., that
the deal for the sale of the two big lumber
mills of Simpson & Co., at Bagdad, togeth-
er with towboats, barges and 100,000 acres
of virgin timber, has been closed. Illinois
and Michigan capitalists are the purchas-
ers. They have had an option on it for two
months.

The board of directers of the William P.
Cramp Ship and Engine-building Company
has approved the plan to secure a loan of
$5,000000 to meet present needs. The ques-
tion 6f electing voting trustees was not de-
cided and none of the directors resigned. No
arrangements were made to issue stock to
meet the bonus on the loan.

A committee of five, representing twenty
independent cotton-oil plants in Georgila
and Alabama, was looking over sites for a
large cotton-oil refilnery at Columbus, O,
Thursday, to cost half a million dollars.

The city will be given an option to
take back the plant at the end of ten years
if the service is not satisfactory to the tax-
payers,

SHAKSPEARE'S BIRTHDAY.

Irvington Athenaeum Listens to Lec-
ture and Elects Oficers.

Three hundred and thirty-nine years ago
vesterday there was born at Stratford-on-
Avon, so tradition says, a certain writer of
plays called William Shakspeare, and it
was to celebrate his birthday that the last
meeting this vear of the Irvington Athe-
naeum was held last night In the Athe-
naeum Hall. Dr. Sidney Lee, of London,
England, addressed the society. T. C. Howe,

president of the Athenadum, Introduced
the epeaker and announced the election

of the following officers for next vear:
President, Hilton U, Brown; first vice pres-
ident, Mjss Charity Dye; second vice pres-
ident, F. Rollin Kauts; corresponding sec-
retary, Prof. Wil Howe; recording sec-
retary, Will J. Karslake; treasurer, Omar
Wilson; directors, D. C. Brown, Amos But-
ler, SBcot Butler, "Mrs. May Donnan, Clar-

ence Forsyth, Robert Hall, T. C. Howe,
Alex. Jameson, Charles W. Moores and T.
C. Steele.

Dr. Lee discussed the high esteem in
which the plays of Shakspeare are held In
every country. He lald great stress on
the fact that the author was an English-
man. The early life of Shakspeare was dis-
cussed and the love of the playwright for
his native country dwelt upon. *‘There s
one idea greatly exaggeraled In regard to
the biography of Shakspeare,” said the
speaker, “and that Is the obscurity of his
life. There is8 as much known about this
poet as about any of his contemporaries,”
explained Dr. Lee. He was born of good
stock and speut the first years of his life
after the fashion of any youth of that day.
Young Shakspeare was given a good liter-
ary ucation, but finangial troubles of his
father compelled him to abandon school
early. "It Is very probable that the youth
of the poet was decidedly stormy and his
domesetic life anything but pleasant,” sald
Dr. Lea. *“At eighteen he married and In
1586 set out for the great city of London
to earn & Uving with all the ambitions and
hopes of any stage-struck boy. This period
was the eve of the popularity of the drama
and was the opportunity of the young writ-
er, who soon convinced the ma ers that
he was capable of producing something bet-
ter than any other author of the time. With
his pmmlty fashionable soclety took him
in and fortune was made.”

During the course of his talk Dr. Lee ex-
plained a number of interntinq points
about Shakspeare that were new. “He was
not a success &8 an actor, the most success-
ful attempt belng In middle life when he
appeared as the ghost in ‘Hamlet.' There
are two characteristics of Shakspeare In
which he was superior to all other writers
of that time or since,” said the speaker.
‘““He had a most vivid imagination and was
an omnivorous reader, assimilating the
fruits of all he read."” Another interesting
point in the talk was the discussion of the
business ability of the poet, who was a
practical business man, owning much real
edtate about his home village.  In 1611 the
great dramatist retired, and on Tuesday,
A}){l} ”'h 1616, he died. Y

DEBT RECOVERY ABROAD.

Ways of Sning and Being Sued In Vae«
rious European Countries.

Of all countries, Germany probably
the greatest facllities to foreigners for the
recovery of money owing to them by her
subjects. A power of attorney is required
for suing purpomes, and a sum of money
has to be deposited as security for costs;
but the deposit is returned in full at the
conclusion of the action. Al costs, to-
gether with interests, are recoverable from
the defendant.

In France the collection of trade debts
is usually relegated to the huissier or
