ILLINOIS HOUSE - VOTED “NO CONFI-
DENCE” IN ITS SPEAKER.

Did Not Think His Committee Would

SPRINGFIELD, Ill., April 24.—The Illi-
nois House of Representatives to-day, by a
vote of seventy-two to sixty, declared ““No
confidence” in its presiding officer, Speaker
John H. Miller, whose alleged unwarranted
use of the gavel in furthering a proposed
enactment affecting rich street railway
franchises in Chicago led to the riot yes-
terday. A committee of five, all personal
followers of the speaker, had been appoint-
ed by him to investigate the charges of at-
tempted bribery in connection with the
passage of the Mueller traction bill. There
was a strong feeling among the anti-Miller

legislators that there was a possibility of
a whitewash, and steps were taken to in-
crease the committee in such a manner as
to have the speaker's appointees in a
minority, if anything In the line of a white-

wash should be attempted. The Miller men
fought hard to retain the committee as

originally appointed, but were outvoted,
and the report of the committee was made
a special order for next Tuesday morning.
At the same time, a subpoena issued for
George W. Hinman, of Chicago, was made

returnable at the same time. It is the in-
tention of the House to interrogate him re-
garding the facts upon which an editorial
in the Inter Ocean, of Chicago, alleging
bribery in connection with the Mueller bill

was based.

The anti-Miller men came into represent-
ative hall to-day determined to force the
speaker to prove his charges or withdraw
them. If he could not readily be induced

to act, they had decided that no business
should be transacted in the House wuntil

he had complied with their demand. They
had their own way in everything, from
first to last, and the speaker's forces were
defeated at every point.

Speaker Miller's action in opposing a
committee of five to investigate the bribery
charges was the result of a confer-
ence. He named as members of the
committee Representatives Wheeler, Kopf,
Morris, Johnson and Farley. All five are
personal friends and adherents of the
speaker. The fact that Speaker Miller
failed to appoint as a member of the com-

mittee of five Mr. Rinaker, who on Thurs-
day moved the appointment of the com-
mittee, stirred the anti-Mlller people to
wrath, and Clarence S. Darrow, of Cook,
moved that the committee of flve be in-
creased to eleven, and that Representati es
Rinaker, McKinley, Trautmann, Bundy,
Shurtleff and McManahan be made addi-
tional members. The motion was carried by
a vote of 72 to .

The opening of the session to-day was
calm after the storm of yesterday, although
there was a declded undercurrent of feeling
against Speaker Miller, which threatened
to break out again if anything similar to
the tactics of yesterday was attempted.
The chief interest im the tractipn question
centered about the appointment of the com-
mittee to investigate the charges of at-
tempted bribery in behalf of the Mueller
bill, made vesterday by Speaker Miller.

At 10:20 Mr. Lindley asked the unanimous
consent of the House for consideration of
the Lindley bill, and requested further that
the consent should cover all the amend-
ments. The consent was obtained, and Mr.
Lindley entered upon an exhaustive discus-
sion of traction legislation, past and pres-
ent,

Stewart, of Cook county, requested per-
mission to ask a question of Mr. Lindley,
Having recelved it, he said: *I understand
that the first amendment to the Lindley
bill is under discussion.”

“It is,”" sald Mr. Lindley.

“Then why,” demanded Mr. Stewart, *“did
you not make this-speech yesterday?"

“I can only say,” replied Mr. Lindley,
“that it is the habit of some men to ask
questions which they conceive to be em-
barrassing, when they find themselves in
danger of being overwhelmed by argu-
ment.”” This remark called forth Iloud
Jeers from the Cook county representatives.

At 11:10 Representative Schlagenhauf
made an attempt to force the bribery ques-
tion before the House by calling a point of
order on the length of Mr. Lindley’s speech,

“I have the consent of the House,” said
Mr. Lindley. *“Does the gentleman want me
to sit down?”

“I do,”” replied Mr. Schlagenhauf. ““There
are more important matters befere this
House than any traction question.”” He
was induced by his friends to withdraw his
point of order, however. Mr. Lindley con-
tinued his speech.

Mr. Schlagenhauf soon rose once more to
a point of order, saying that charges had
been made that bribery had been used to
advance the interest of the Mueller bill,
and he thought the honor of the House of
Representatives required that such charges
be investigated before any action was taken
on the traction bille. He then submitted a
resolution calling for the investigation of
the charges made by George W, Hinman,
of Chicago, and published in the Inter
Ocean.

Mr. Schlagenhauf, in speaking to his res-
olution, urged its adoption, declaring that
in his opinion nothing further should be
done on the traction question until the
charges of bribery had been investigated.
There were loud shouts of “Roll call,” “Roll
call,” and the speaker ordered the roll call.
The resolution, which calls for Mr. Hin-
man's presence in the House not later than
next esday, was adopted unanimously,
elght members being absent or not voting.

Speaker Miller last night went before the
Investigating committee and was on the
stand long after midnight. He did not give
the names of any person who had ap-
proached him with offers of money, saying
that he did not know the identity of the
men who had told him that money could
be made by urging the passage of the Muel-
ler bill. A member of the committee an-
nounced early this morning that unless
stronger evidence was produced the com-
mittee would be compelled to make a re-
port to the effect that the charges did not
warrant further investigation.

JOINT PROTEST PROBABLE.

Britain, United States and Japan May
Offer Objection.

LONDON, April 24.—The Associated Press
has learned that there Is in contemplation
a forcible joint protest on the part of
Great Britain, the United States and Japan
against the Russian demands in the mat-
ter of the sovereignty of Manchuria.

Sir Ernest Satow, British minister to
China, in a dispatch to the Foreign Office,
confirmed the synopsis of the note ad-
dressed to China by M. Plancon, Rus-
slan charge d'affalres at Peking.

The Associated Press is authorized by
the Foreign Office to say that if the Chi-
nese government correctly represents Rus-
sia’s claims these claims constitute an ab-
solute breach of all the undertakings given
in connection with Manchuria and utterly
abrogate the principles of the open door,
territorial divislon and international com-
ity to which the British government con-
stantly and publicly has committed itself.
It s added that in these principles Great
Britain has always acted with the United
States, and it is presumed that similar
feelings exist at Washington. Nothing,
however, is definitely known, as, with the
exception of the British minister to China,
no British ambassador has yet reported.

It is pointed out that Russia's explana-
tion may throw a different light on her
demands, although in official circles here
there is a frank expression of the belief
that Russia has no intention of evacuating
Manchuria and that she hopes, after de-
manding the maximum, to secure a com-
promise.

The Forelgn Office has heard nothing
confirming the reported dispatch of Japan-
ese warships to Nieu-Chwang. It received
no information to-day regarding initia-
tive steps on the part of Japan, actual
or contemplative, although no doubt was
expressed that Japan would join in the pro-
test,

Both on account of international political
conditions and King Edward’'s approaching
visit to Paris, where Russian sympathy
ig strong, the announcement from Peking
came like a bombshell to London. It is
discussed with considerable reserve.

——

France Will Stand by Russina.

PARIS, April 24 —-Owing to the absence
of Forelgn Minister Delcassey Foreign De-
partment officers maintain reserve in the
matter of the Russian terms for the evac-
uation of Manchuria, but the belief appears
to be generally accepted that the strong ties
existing between France and Russia assure
at least sympathetic support of Russia's
position, or else silent acquiescence. It is
pointed out that France and Russig have
been in accord throughout in the matter of
policy towards China; furthermore, the
view prevalls in well-informed circles that
the continuance of the bonds of amity be-
tween Russia and France is of far greater
importance than any question relating to
China. It is also pointed out that French
interests in southern China are identical
with those of Russia in northern China, as
the Chinese territory abutting on French
Tonquin bears the same relation to France
that Manchuria does to Russia.

Foreigners Not Menaced.
LONDON, April 25.—Cabling from Pek-

ing, the correspondent of the Times con-
firms the statement that there is no justi-
fication for the alarmist reports and rumors

that the legations anticipate outbreaks and
are preparing for trouble. Messages from
every province in the empire report that
foreigners of all nationalities are traveling
unmolested and with a sense of safety and
protection exactly opposite to the condl-
tions which preceded the Boxer outbreak
Even the disorders in Kwang-8iI province
should disappear under the new viceroy
and Tung Fuh Siang lives alarmed for his
life, fearing an attack upon himself. He
is not concentrating any aggressive move-
ment for which he is unprepared.

Prince Ching Urged to Be Firm.

PEKING, April 2i.—According to the Chi-
nese story, when Prince Ching, the grand
secretary, received the Russian demands
he returned the document setting them

forth to M. Plancon, Russian charge d'af-
faires, and refused to consider them. W.
B. Townley, first secretary of the British
legation, and Ouchida Usuya, the Japanese
minister, counseled Prince Ching to remain
firm and to insist upon the restoration of
Manchuria according to agreement, which
stipulates that the Chinese government
shall be replaced in Manchuria in all re-
spects as it was before the war.

If War Is Declared.

VICTORIA, B, C., April 24.—Recent ar-
rivals from North China, including well-
posted army officers, say Japanese engin-

eers, disguised as laborers or commercial
men, have stored large quantities of ex-
plosives along the Russian railway in Man-
churia, ready to blow up the line if war
is declared between Japan and Russia.

DECLARATION OF
NOT TO BE EXHIBITED AGAIN.

Viewed by Sclientists, Who Advised It
Be Kept in an Air and Light

Tight Case Hereafter.

.

WASHINGTON, April 24—The Declara-
tion of Independence is to be seen no more
by the public. An order has been issued
that henceforth the historic manusecript
shall be kept under lock and key in a great
fire and lock-proof safe. The declaration
will never be exhibited agaln at any of
the great international falrs. This declsion
was reached to-day as the result of an ex-
amination of the document by the com-
mittee of the American Academy of
Sciences, now in session in this city, which
acted at the instance of Secretary Hay,
whose attention has been called to the sad
state of the famous document by Andrew
Allen, librarian of the State Department.
Most of the text of the declaration is still
legible, but only one or two of the signa-
tures can be made out. There is only a
trace of the autograph of John Hancock,
the first to sign.

The committee, equipped with powerful
miscroscopes, made a careful examination
of the declaration. It was found that the
ink used was not of the first quality. The
fact that the engrosser (now unknown to

history) used a sharp pen and bore steadily
upon it accounted in a measure for the bet-
ter prcservation of the text as compared
with the signatures. The great damage
sustained, however, was in 1820, when a
copy was taken by the crude letter press
procese. This was done in order to secure
a facsimlile for the surviving signors (one
of whom wag Thomas Jefferson), and their
families, The committee recommended
that the declaration be shut in an air and

liglh -tight case and kept from exhibition.
‘o-day the document was . photographed

and then locked up. The committee has
recommended that at certain long intervals
of time it be taken from its case and photo-
graphed, the purpose being to measure as
nearly as can be done the result of the
protective steps.

AN ELEPHANTINE DERELICT.

Body of Jingo Has Been Floating on
the Atlantie Since March 12.

NEW YORK, April 24.—The British ship
Colorado, from Hull, which arrived here
to-day, reports that on April 17 the body
of the elephant Jingo was sighted. The
vessel was at that time in latitude 45:26,
longitude 36:45. This {s the animal which
died at sea while being transported from
Liverpool for New York in the steamer

Georgic, and was sald to have been the
largest beast in captivity. The elephant
was thrown overboard from the Georgic
on March 12, and up to the time of being
gighted had been floating for thirty-six
days. The position In which the animal

700 miles east of Cape Race or about 1,500
miles from New York.

MORMONS ORDERED EXPELLED BE-
CAUSE OF THEIR TEACHINGS.

German Manufacturers to Boycott the
St. Louils Exposition—Britain's
Commission.

BERLIN, April 24 —~The governments of
Prussia and of the Grand Duchy of Meck-
linburg have decided to expel the Mormon
missionaries, of whom there are 145 in Ger-
many and ninety in Prussia, on the ground
that they are propagailng a form of re-
ligious belief in conflict with the laws of
the state and public morals, and because
polygamy is not exluded from their doc-
trines. The missionaries, who are all
Americans, will be allowed sufficient time
to settle up their personal affairs. None of
the Mormons has yet been deported.

Germans to Boycott the Fair.

NEW YORK, April 24.—German manu-
facturers and exporters, cables the Berlin
correspondent of the Herald, propose to
boycott the St. Louis exposition. Out of
eighteen large firms allied to the Essen
Chamber of Commerce, all but one have
resolved to refrain from exhibiting, and a
report just received from Solingen an-
nounces that all the manufacturers and
large industrial firms belonging to the
Chamber of Commerce of that city have re-
solved unanimously not to exhibit. Only a
few weeks ago German publishing houses
agreed to boycott the St. Louis exposition
because of defective copyright laws and the
wholesale translation of German publica-
tions in the United States, equivalent to lit-
erary piracy. The firm of Krupp, of Essen,
which was the largest German exhibitor at
Chicago, obstinately refuses to exhibit at
St. Louis. Similar resolutions have been
carried by mnmumerous Chambers of Com-
merce, especially in the industrial regions
of the Rhine, Westphalia and Silesia. In
Saxony, it is learned, the feeling against

exhibiting at St. Louis is acute.

Newly Wedded Couple Misning.

NEW YORK, April 24.—A great sensa-
tion has been caused all along the Riveria
by the mysterious disappearance of the
pleasure yacht Reine Victoria, says a Nice
dispatch to the Herald. The vesgel had on
board M. and Mme. De Esmenard, the sis-
ter of the latter, Mlle. Marguerite Gourio
de Refuge, and two sailors, LaFont and
Bartin. The Esmenards were married only

a month ago and were on their wedding
tour. They were residents of Cannes and

made frequent excursions on the Reine
Victoria. On April 20 the party embarked
on the yacht for Nice. Mme. De Esmenard
carried all her jewels and her husband

had with him several thousand francs.
Bince their salling nothing has been heard
of them. They should have reached Nice
the same day. As the weather was mag-
nificent, no reason can be assigned for the
disappearance of the vessel. All kinds of
extraordinary stories of murder and piracy
are current, but there is nothing to justify
them beyond the fact that M. and Mme.
De Esmenard carried thirty or forty
thousand francs in money and jewels.

Britain’s St. Louis Fair Commission.

trusty and well-beloved cousin and coun-
cilor, Arthur Wellesly, Viscount Peel,
chairman.” Among the other commission-
ers, who are variously described as “‘our

NO COURT OF INQUIRY

GEN. FUNSTON'S REQUEST FOR AN

INVESTIGATION DENIED.

&

Secretary of War of Opinion the Kan-
san Did Not Direct the Killing
of Prisoners.

_‘_

WASHINGTON, April 24.—-By direction of
the secretary of war, Judge Advocate Gen-
eral Davis to-day addressed a letter to
Brigadier General Funston, refusing his
request for a court of inquiry to investi-
gate his conduct in the Philippines. - The
text of the letter is as follows:

“I have to acknowledge the receipt of
your communication of the 17th ult.,, in
which your request that a court of inquiry

be appointed to investigate certain allega-
tions contained in a letter addressed to the
President by Herbert Welsh, of Phlladei-
phia, in which it is charged that on or
about Feb. 10, 1839, certain orders in respect
to the treatment of prisoners of war were
given by yvou to the regiment of which you
were at that time the colonel; as a con-
sequence of which two prisoners of war
were put to death during the passing of an
engagement with enemy at Calocan, prov-
ince of Luzon, P. 1., by officers or enlisted
men of the Twentieth Kansas Volunteers.

““The secretary of war directs me to ex-
press his satisfaction with your attitude
in respect to the above mentioned allega-
tions as expressed in your urgent request
that the Incident be made the-subject of
an exhaustive investigation by a tribunal
having power to administer oaths and to
compel the attendance of witnesses. He is
especially gratified at the disposition mani-
fested by you to waive all technicalities
which stand in the way of a thorough in-
gquiry and with the statement with which
your letter concludes that, ‘If a court of in-
quiry finds that 1 ¥ave any orders before
the engagement at Calocan or before any
other engagement in which I participated
in the Philippine islandg that would justi-
1y the giving of no quarter, that I will at
once resign my commission in the United
States army.’

‘“The matter has already been made the
subject of official investigation upon three
separate occasions. In one of these in-
vestigations, which occupled sixteen days
of continuous examination, an officer au-
thorized to administer oatha to witnesses
and exercising his authority wherever
necessary examined over 200 witnesses,
Neither in that nor in any other investi-
gation was there any testimony elicited
showing or tending to show that orders
directing the killilng of prisoners of war
had been given by you at any time, or
under any circumstances; on the contrary
the evidence leaves no reason for doubt
that the charge was without foundation.
The secretary is therefore of opinlon that
the public interests will not be served by
a further prosecution of the inquiry and
directs that you be so advised.”

PENSIONERS' MAIL.

Revised Rule for Its Delivery Iasued
by Mr. Ware.

WASHINGTON, April 4.—The Commis-
sloner of Pensions, with the approval of
the Secretary of the Interior, has promul-
gated a revised rule for the delivery of
mail to pensioners. The new rule Is as
follows:

“Pensioners and claimants for pensions
desiring their mail sent to citles or towns
having free mail delivery must give their
postoffice addresses by street and number,
number of postoffice box, rural free de-
livery route, or general delivery, as the
case may be. General delivery addresses
will be accepted only In case it is shown
that no such other address as above speci-
fled Is available. Addresses In care of
another person will not be accepted for the
transmission of pension certificates or any-
thing of value, or which might be improp-
erly or wrongfully made use of by another
person; nor will any communication be
malled to a claimant for pension for de-
livery at a street and number or postoffice
box address which |8 the same as that of
the attorney prosecuti the claim.”

The new rule i# a modification of the old
rule which was found to be so strict
as to be impracticable of enforcement in
some cases. Commissioner Ware believes
that the modification will afford sufficlent
safeguard and at the same time give more
lrlnl::ill-ty to pensioners in the receipt of their

The most remarkable instance of disap-
pearance ever known,”” were the words used
Ly a detective a few days ago when speak-
Ing of a case he was employed upon. It
wag not a haphasard expression, nor was
it original, for it has been used of many in
the list of those who have mysteriously
disappeared. A report of the commissioner
of police of London recently noted that 174
men and women of that city had sunk out
of sight of their friends in the year.
