City Controller Breunig sold the $100.000
Issue of ZYz per ceut. boulevard bonds yes-
terday at coon to E. M. Campbell & Co.
for a premium of $213. There were three
bids which offered premium for the whole
ladue. one that offered par and three for
portions of the issue, all offering premium.
The fact that there was only one bid at
par demonstrated that the bonds were in
no Jeopardy of depreciation after the Gov-

ernor's proclamation declaring the law ex-
empting municipal bonds from taxation In
effect. Controller Breunig thinks the bonds
will be salable to Indiana investors on or
near a 4 per cent, basis. They yield more
than a government bond, which is also ex-
empt from taxation.

If the con-
troller could have awarded only $15,000 to
Campbell. & Co. he would have made $06
for the city by giving General Wallace
and his wife the portions they bid for.

The sale was regarded as entirely sat-
isfactory, considering the retreat of money
from municipal securities. The high char-
acter of the bonds, their tenure thirtyyears and the gilt-edg- ed credit of the city
overcame-- the hostility to the low rate of in-
terest. Controller Breunlg was congratulat-
ed on the success of the transaction.

The School Board offered $330,000 in bondsat the same rate of interest May 1, but got
only one bid at this rate and that was foronly one-seven- th of the issue. The suc-cess of the city boulevard bonds will havean effect on the coming sale of the School
Hoard s issue of $joo.oou, but the board hasnot yet decided whether to risk another
offer at 2hi per cent. The board requires
the money early and might Jeopardize its
chance to get it if the second offer at 3ftper cent, failed. Bond buyers have urged
the board. to measurably gain the difference
in Interest, on a 4 per cent, bond by theprospective premium on an Issue at thatrate.

EDUCATORS END SESSIONS

HISTORY IX HIGH SCHOOL A REPETI-
TION OF GRAMMAR GRADES.

Dr. T. F. Moran Aftafnst Methods Jforf
In VoKue Science Teachers

Elect Sew Officers.

"One Year of American History In the
High School" was the topic for discussion
at the closing session of the meeting of
the history section of the State Teachers'
Association at the English yesterday fore-
noon. Dr. T. F. Moran, of Purdue Uni-
versity, Lafayette, presented the principal
paper on the topic and W. S. Davis, of the
Richmond High School, and Miss Mary B.
Cox, of the Huntington High School, led
the discussion.

Dr. Moran said that la his opinion the
most serious danger that besets the high
school course In American history Is that
It should be made a mere repetition and
rehash of the work done in the grammar
school.

"Columbus is made to go through the
same discouraging routine," said the doc-

tor, "in his search for assistance for his
proposed voyages; Coronado and Do Soto
make the same dreary marches and coun-
termarches; Sir Walter Raleigh still has
his thumb on the edge of the fatal ax;
the despicable Dutch boat of 1613 continues
to sail up the James river with Its sable
cargo; the Mayflower again pulls Into port
with furniture enough for all of the well-appoint- ed

homes on the American con-

tinent; the Puritan of New England con-

tinues to take his pleasures sadly, and the
Virginia colonist remains a gentleman in
the work sense of that term; the Jail birds
of Georgia remain in statu quo, and the
followers of Penn continue to treat the
American Indians kindly; the disjointed
segments of the historic snake have not
united."

Miss Cox, In discussing the paper, took
Issue with Dr. Moran and argued that the
high school "rehash" was necessary; that
such a review was practical and sensible
and that It has made some of our best
teachers. Miss Cox also urged the study
of biography as one of the most important
features of work In history.

Mr. Davis said that in the high school
course in American history the pupils
should be given work in the study of the
United States Constitution and In the gov-
ernment of the township, county. State
and city as well.

ARTHUR W. DUNN'S PAPER.
Arthur W. Dunn, of the Shortrldge High

School, closed the programme with a paper
on "Aids to One Year of American His-
tory in the High School." He said that
many of the so-call- ed aids are superficial
and were too often used as crutches by
teachers who are not thorough In their
work. The methods followed should de-
pend largely on the teacher, he said, and
all teachers could not adopt the same ones,
or If they did the work might a3 well be
ground out to the pupils by a phonograph.

At the conclusion of the meeting Presi-
dent Meeks named a committee, of which
Dr. Cyrus W. Hodgln, of Earlham College,
is the chairman, to confer with the Statesuperintendent of public Instruction in re-
gard to a course of history for the grades.

The programme for the concluding ses-
sion of the Indiana Science Teachers' As-
sociation at the Shortrldge High School
yesterday forenoon included the reports ofcommittees, a paper on "Co-ordinati- on of
Science and Mathematics," by W. H.
Howe, of Evansville; "The Study of Heat,"by A. B. Crowe, of Fort Wayne; "Lab-oratory Experiments in Sound," by Lynn
B. McMullen. of Indianapolis, and original
experiments, apparatus and methods by
volunteers from the members of the asso-
ciation in attendance.

BURTON HOLMES HEARD

OV DEX3IARKt THROUGH HAMLET'S
COUNTRY IN A MOTOR CAR."

He Is Probably the Foremost Lecturer
on Travel In the Country Other

Talks to Follow.

One of the most Interesting lectures given
in Indianapolis in a long time was that
delivered last night at English's by Bur-
ton Helmes. The event served as an intro-
duction to a series of "travel talks," which
Mr. Holmes is to give in this city. No ad-

mission was charged, as the lecturer and
his manager wished to afford the Indian-
apolis public an opportunity to Judge of the
merits of the Holmes illustrated lectures
before asking for patronage. The theater,
in consequence, held an audience that
tested its capacity. A number of years
ago, when Mr. Holmes was but a young
and enthusiastic traveler he Is barely thirty-t-

hree years old now he gave a lecture
In this city which attracted considerable
attention, but until last night he had not
been heard here since he has come to be
considered the foremost of lecturers on
travel before the American public.

Mr. Holmes chose for the subject of his
Introductory talk, "Denmark; Through
Hamlet's Country In a Motor Car," and
probably no other lecture in his repertoire
could have demonstrated more thoroughly
the marked "up-to-datene- ss" of his en-
tertainments, as typified by his means of
conveyance on his Journey, his new and in-
teresting methods of presenting necessary
facts, his latest and most improved ap-
paratus for showing a great number of at-
tractive stereoptlcon views and his mov-
ing pictures, which were taken on the
scenes described in his lectures and which
are about the best ever shown in this city.
Mr. Holmes is a man of pleasing per-
sonality, possessing a voice that commands
attention, and, as his enunciation is well-nig- h

perfect, he is indeed an ideal plat-
form speaker. To the pictorial features of
his lecture he added a fund of anecdote
and personal memories of the Journey, to-
gether with an occasional thought of more
serious moment, which displayed a mind
of no mean literary attainments, as well
as one with a keen sense of humor.

Starting in London, where with many
others he had gone to witness the corona-
tion ceremonies. Mr. Holmes conducted his
audience, on the announcement of the post-
ponement of the crowning of the King,
to the shores of Scandinavia, viewing en
route the harbor of Kiel, with Its formid-
able fleet of German warships. The land-
ing was made at Copenhagen and the
scenes in the streets, the homes of the citi-
zens and the places of amusement in this
Danish capital were shown in rapid suc-
cession on the white screen, while the lec-
turer talked entertainingly about all that
he had seen. Pictures of palaces, churches
and qlialnt groups of the people were also
shown and applauded. According to Mr.
Holmes, Copenhagen is a veritable para-
dise for the poor man, although the poverty-

-stricken are not In evidence, for even
the laborer there has his garden surround-
ing his comfortable but modest little home,
and poverty in the extreme seems con-
spicuous by its absence. King Christian
came in for warm praise from Mr. Holmes,
as did also the liberal wealthy classes, to
which belong the Jacobsens, father and
son, two millionaire brewers, who have
presented to the fatherland magnificent
art galleries with ample funds for their
support, open at all times to the poorest
or the richest citizen. A number of ex-
cursions were made, and among these one
to the Castle of Kronborg, at Elsinore,
made famous as the scene of Shakspeare's
"Hamlet," and another to the celebrated
Horse Fair at Randers. The first half of
the lecture concluded with a brief descrip-
tion of the Danish army and a film show-
ing a march of young Danish soldiers.

During the intermission a remarkably
fine and unusually long motion picture was
shown of the Paris-Berli- n automobile race
of 1891, with twenty-thre-e of the high-
speed racing ears from all over the world
contesting for the championship. The
scene of the picture was at the Belgian
frontier and showed the contestants, among
them Fournier, the winner of the race,
being halted by the custom house officers
for the examination of their passports. It
was especially Interesting to watch the
hands of a clock by the side of the road
by which the audience could time the ar-
rival and departure of each automobile.
The second half of the lecture was devoted
to Mr. Holmes's automobile tour, accom-
panied by his associate traveler, Mr. De-pu- e,

into the more unfamiliar portions of
Denmark. The lecturer gave an Interesting
and amusing account of their adventures
and misadventures. The start was made
from Copenhagen and an excellent motion
picture, taken from the front seat of the
automobile, gave a splendid idea of the
streets through which the two Americans
passed. Leaving the city behind, the rural
districts were visited. Raskllde, Vording-bor- g,

Moen and other points were touched
and another motion picture, taken from the
seat of the rapidly traveling "auto," fur-
nished remarkably realistic views of thecountry highways with their picturesque
houses and windmills. Some more amus-
ing episodes, this time with rural police, to
whom an automobile was an unknown ter-
ror, and a night excursion to the Klint of
Cliffs, with a number of moro than usually
beautiful colored pictures, brought the im-
pressive tour through "Hamlet's country"
to a close.

Mr. Holmes was applauded enthusiastic-
ally time and again during the evening,
and those who heard his interesting enter-
tainment last night will want to hear one
or more of his other lectures. On next
Wednesday evening he will talk on
"Sweden; the Capital, the Country and the
Canals." and this lecture will also be illus-
trated with fine stereoptlcon slides and ex-
cellent moving pictures. On Tuesday even-
ing. May 5, he will deliver a lecture on
"Norway I; the Great Fjords," and on
Wednesday evening. May 13, he 'will talk
on "Norway II; the Land of the Midnight
Sun."

Protests from Over the State.
Protests from different parts of the State

are coming in against the sale of the Odd
Fellows' Grand Lodge building to the Mer-
chants' National Hank and there is a prob-
ability that the deal will not be closed.
The option price agreed on Is $300,000. It is
expected that at the Grand Lodge session.
May 21. there will be strong opposition to
the ratification of the sale. Secretary
Leedy says that when the deal Is reported
to the Grand Lodge it will be accompanied
by options on some desirable sites in the
central, part of the city. He says they are
north of Washington street, between Ala-
bama street and Capitol avenue. Those
who are protesting against the proposed
sale think the price Is too low.

MR. CORTELYOU'S WORK

NEW SECRETARY GETTING IIIS DE-

PARTMENT IN READINESS.

Expects to Have It Thoroughly Organ-

ized by the 1st of July Gar-

field's Preparations.

WASHINGTON. April 23. While the work
of organization and preparation is proceed-
ing satisfactorily in the new Department of
Commerce and Labor, Secretary Cortelyou
does not expect to accomplish much In the
way of the objects for which the depart-
ment was created until after the beginning
of the next fiscal year. By the 1st of July
he hopes to have the department thoroughly
organized. At that time the various bu-

reaus transferred by law to the department
will be taken over and Its actual work be-

gun. Prior to that time, probably, the ap-

pointment of the assistant secretary will
be made. Several persons are under con-

sideration for the office, but no definite con-

clusion has been reached. It Is likely the
appointment will not be announced until
the return to Washington of the President
from his Western trip.

With a small force Commissioner Garfield,
of the Bureau of Corporations, is gathering
such information and data as will be of
value to him when he initiates the original
investigations into the subject of corpora-
tions. Just now ho is collecting data from
the various States concerning the laws and
constitutional provisions relating to corpora-
tions. As rapidly, as possible this informa-
tion is being put in convenient form, and
wherever possible is being tabulated. Little
original work yet has been done, as the in-
formation now being gathered will form, in
a way, the basis of future investigations to
be made by the bureau.

Recent Army Orders.
WASHINGTON, April 25. Leaves of ab-

sence have been granted as follows:
Veterinarian Samuel W. Service, Tenth
Cavalry, six months, and Captain Julius
A. Penn, Seventh Infantry, two months.

Captain Glenn II. Davis, Twelfth In-

fantry, has, at his own request, been re-
lieved from duty at the Wentworth Mil-
itary Academy, Lexington, Mo., and, ordered
to Join his regiment.

Captains Edgar Russell and Leonard D.
Wlldman, Signal Corps, have been ordered
to make not to exceed ten visits each month
during April, May and June, 1903, to the
Signal Corps jxjst. Fort Myer, Va., on off-
icial business pertaining to the Signal Corps
of the army, and upon the completion of
this duty will return to their station In
this city after each visit.

Case of Capt. II. B. Chamberlain.
WASHINGTON. April 23. Unofficial in-

formation has been received at the War
Department concerning the case of Capt.
H. B. Chamberlain, quartermaster of the
transport Seward, charged with smuggling
goods into the Philippines. His attorney
asked to have the case dismissed on tho
ground that as an American citizen he
should have been indicted by the grand
Jury. This point was overruled. Chamber-
lain Is being tried in the civil courts, his
case having been postponed until March 23.

The same source of information is that
Collector Shuster has ascertained that there
has been considerable smuggling by way
of the Visayan islands, especially in silver-
ware. It Is said the goods attempted to
be smuggled on the Seward were valued at
$6,000.

Von llollehen's Letters of Recall.
WASHINGTON, April 25.-Sec- retary Hay

received this morning from Baron Von
Sternberg, the German minister, the for-

mal letters of recall of Herr Von Holleben
as ambassador to the United States. Cus-
tomarily foreign envoys on their retirement
from a post leave their letters at the For-
eign Office, but Von Holleben's departure
from Washington was hurried, and be-
cause of his illness at the time his letters
have been forwarded. Two letters were
presented, one for the President and one
for the secretary of state. They are dated
Heidelberg. April 1. While the State De-
partment has not yet been advised officially
that Baron Von Sternberg is to succeed
Von Holleben as ambassador, unofficial
Berlin advices are to that effect.

Mormons Object to Expulsion.
WASHINGTON, D. C, April 25. In re-

sponse to urgent telegrams from United
States Senators Smoot and Kearns, of Utah,
Secretary Hay to-d- ay addressed a commu-
nication to Ambassador Tower, at Berlin,
requesting him to Investigate a complaint
which has been made that the authorities
in Prussia and Mecklenburg have taken
action looking to the expulsion of a number
of Mormon missionaries. It was reported
to Mr. Hay that these missionaries, with a
few exceptions, are American citizens, and
that they haVe violated no . moral or secular
law. Polygamy, it is asserted, has not been
taught or practiced as one of the tenets of
the Mormon faith. The secretary's dispatch
directs Ambassador Tower to ascertain if
any injustice or wrong has been done these
people.

Refunding Operations. '

WASHINGTON, April 25. The refunding
operations of the Treasury Department to-

day passed the fifty-milli- on point, the total
amount of 3 and 4 per cent, bonds so far
exchanged for 2 per cent, consols being
$50,037,650. The rapidity with which the old
bonds have been turned in since the secre-
tary's offer, one month ago, is a surprise
even to the officials, who now express the
belief that the whole amount which the sec-
retary offered to take, $100,000,000, will be
refunded within the next few weeks.

NOT DEAD, AS SUPPOSED.

Thirty-Ye-ar Mystery Cleared Up by an
Application for Pension.

SAN JOSE, Cal., April 25. A romantic
story has been developed and a thirty-yea- r

mystery made clear by means of a
letter received by the San Jose Mercury
from Frank J. Martin, a member of the
editorial staff of the Philadelphia Public
Ledger, who wrote making inquiries re-
garding his father, who, in ls72, was a pros-
perous farmer, and in February of thatyear went to Baltimore with a large con-
signment of stock which he disposed of,
after which all trace of him was lost. It
was believed he had been murdered and
after seven years his considerable estate
was probated and distributed to his heirs.
Some years ago his supposed widow- - wa3
granted a pension, the missing man hav-
ing served as a soldier in the civil war at
the time of his discharge being a lieutenant
colonel of the Seventy-thir- d Ohio Volun-
teers.

A few weeks ago Mrs. Martin learned
that John F. Martin had applied for a pen-
sion from San Jose, Cal., which led the
son to write to the Mercury to investigate
the case. Martin was found without diff-
iculty, as he had resided here since last
June. He readily admitted his identity
and defended his course in abandoning
his wife and four young children by the
statement that there was an Insufferable
difference of temperament between himself
and his wife. He said he would write to
his son.

Editor Punished for Contempt.
SAN JUAN. Porto Rico, April 23. II. S.

Bird, editor of the San Juan News, has been
sentenced to five days imprisonment and
to pay a fine of $0 for contempt of court.
Mr. Bird published In his paper an inter-
view with United States Insular Revenue
Agent Glbbs. In which Mr. Glbbs criticised
the court. This constituted the contempt.
Mr. Gibbs was also charged with contempt
of court, but he was acquitted. Mr. Bird
has appealed from the sentence.

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NEW CRUISER LAUNCHED

COLORADO TUT THE WATER AT
THE CRAMP SHIPYARD.

Distinguished Spectators from Wash-
ington and the Centennial State-Si-ze

Speed, Armor and Batteries.

PHILADELPHIA, April 25. The armored
cruiser Colorado was launched to-d- ay at
Cramp's shipyard In the presence of a dis-

tinguished gathering of officials from
Washington and the State of Colorado, in-

cluding: the entire congressional delegation.
Miss Cora May Peabody, daughter of Gov.
Peabody, of Colorado, broke the bottle of
wine on the prow of the cruiser as she
glided down the ways at 12:33 into the Dela-

ware liver. Miss Peabody was escorted to
the christening stand by Charles R. Cramp,
president of the Cramp Shipbuilding Com-

pany, and the fair sponsor was followed by
her father, Governor Peabody, Mrs. Pea-

body, James C. and Miss Jessie Peabody.
The Washington tarty arrived over the
Pennsylvania at 11 o'clock And proceeded
at once to the shipyard. It Included As-

sistant Secretary Darling and Mrs. Darling,
Admiral and Mrs. Bowles, Admiral and
Mrs. Bradford, Admirals O'Neill, Melville
and Endlcott and Captain Cowles, Com-

manders Sutherland and ßchroeder, Chekib
Bey, the Turkish minister, and his two
sons; Senor Hiano, of the Spanish legation;
Captain Boutekoff, of the Russian legation,
and Commander Takashita, of the Jap-
anese legatloh, and representatives of the
press. Among the guests were several
prominent people from Colorado.

After the launching the invited guests
were banqueted by the Cramp company.
Covers were laid for one thousand persons.

The Colorado is of a new class of vessels
added to the American navy. She is an ar-
mored cruiser of the first class, yet she
bears the name of a State, an honor former-
ly accorded only to battleships. Coupled
with tremendous battery power, she has
the speed of an ocean liner.

The vessel Is 502 feet long, 69 feet 6 Inches
beam, with a draught of 24 feet 6 inches.
Her speed requirement calls for twenty-tw- o

knots an hour for four consecutive hours.
She is rltted with twin screws, twin triple
expansion engines, which must develop 23,-0- 00

indicated horse-powe- r. All of the armor
is of the most improved Krupplzed type.

The water line is guarded by a seven-and-a-half-fo- ot

belt reaching from bow to stern.
Amidships, for a distance of 244 feet,
abreast the engines, boilers and magazines,
the belt has a maximum thickness of six
Inches. Forward and aft thi3 belt will have
a uniform thickness of three and one-ha- lf

Inches. Five-inc- h armor will ßurround the
six-inc- h guns at the four corners of the
superstructure on the main deck. The four
eight-inc- h guns are mounted on two bal-
anced turrets, with slanting faces, and
have armor six and six and one-ha- lf inches
thick. A belt of cellulose extending from
bow to stern above the protective deck will
automatically plug all shot holes admitting
water.

The fighting force of the Colorado is cen-
tered principally In two batteries. She will
carry a main battery of four up-to-da- te

eight-inc- h and --fourteen six-inc- h rapid-lir- e

rillte. i secondary battery of eighteen four-pounde- rs

and twelve three-pounder- s, and a
supplemental force of eight one-pounde- rs,

two field pieces, two machine guns and six
automatic guns for service on the bridges
and in the tops. The eight-inc- h guns are
designed to fire once every fifty seconds and
the six-inc- h guns are expected to fire three
times a minute. The contract price of the
Colorado was 13.7a0.ow).

Young Is infamous, not famous. Every
one of these men was a great explorer la
his time, but not every one affected the his-
tory of the continent, or moved the imagi-
nation or the admiration of men enough to
entitle him to a place on the roll of the
great of the West.
