EXPERTS F1XD ACCOTJXTS STRAIGHT
AXD SUIT IS WITHDRAWS.

Indianapolis Savings and Inrestment
Company Finds Mistake Was Made

Friends Are Delighted.

Experts who went over the books of the
late George Raschlg-- , secretary of the In-

dianapolis Savings and Investment Com-
pany, have discovered that Mr. Raschlg
was not short In his accounts, and the suit
brought by the company against A. Q.
Jones, administrator of' his estate, to re-

cover $6.400 haa been dismissed.
Mr. Raschlg was the husband of the pop-

ular Indianapolis singer, , Lottie Adam
Raschlg". He died suddenly at his home In
Woodruff Place in February, 1901. At the
time he was secretary of the Indianapolis
Savings and Investment Company. . Some
time after his death information was given
out from the state auditor's office that, ac-
cording to reports In the office, the assets
of the company were about $6,000 short.
The rumor became prevalent that a short-
age existed, and some time later Mr.
Raschig's estate was sued for $6,500 by the
investment company.

Mrs. Raschig at the time was preparing
to. start for Europe. Being assured by her
attorney, C. A. Dryer, that he would take
care of the case, she went abroad to study
music, where she is at present. The no-
toriety given th matter caused her great
humiliation, and she told friends when she
left that, she did not feel as if she ever
cared to return to Indianapolis. Her friends
are delighted at the turn of affairs andare expecting her in Indianapolis -- hi June.
Several experts went over the books of
Mr. Raschlg before it was ascertained that
his accounts wero square. This was finally
determined by Expert Parmelee, of this
city, who wont over the books at the re-
quest of Mr. Iryer and again at the in-
stigation of the plaintiff. A. Q. Jones, who
was appointed administrator of Mr. Rasch-ig's estate, was a member of the board of
directors of the plaintiff company at the
time, but never believed Raschlg guilty.
