Great Colts Likely to Meet at Waah-lna;o- n

Park on Derby Day.
Hermis and McChesney in a match race

the same day as the historic American
Derby at Washington Park, says the New
York Journal.

Wouldn't that be a combination to bring
joy to the hearts of the thousands of race
followers all over the country.

Well, such a contest will take place if
the rival backers of the two famous thor-
oughbreds can bring it about.

Hermis, a $60,000 beauty, is In new hands
to-d- ay the property of E. R. Thomas, the
New York millionaire, who has developed
so sudden a love for the track.

McChesney is the pride of E. E. Smath-er- s,

another man of money, who is in the
sport merely for the relaxation and fun It
affords.

McChesney is undisputed champion of
the West.

Hermis is without a peer on the Eastern
tracks.

Whatever objection might have been ad-
vanced before to the meeting of these re-
nowned steeds has been successfully re-
moved through the purchase of Hermis by
Thomas.

The price paid by Thomas for Hermis
is the highest yet recorded for a horse in
training.

It was apparently a case of "love at first
sight."

Mr. and Mrs. Thomas were at Morris
Park, and had an opportunity to get a
glimpse of the mighty Hermis.

Louis V. Bell, the owner, was near by,
and Mr. Thomas had occasion to remark
that he ought to be a happy man because
of the possession of the great steed.

"Is he for snle?" Inquired Mr. Thomas.
"A big price might bring him." naively

remarked Bell.
The inquisitive millionaire was told that

$60,000 would get the colt, whereat he told
Mr. Bell to send the superb animal to his
stable at once.

Mr. Bell is giving impetus to the plan of
having the two champions meet In a match
contest.

"Mr. Thomas has bought the best race
horse in America." said Mr. Bell. "I would
be delighted to have McChesney and Hermis
matched In order that the much-moote- d

question of their supremacy could be de-

cided once for all. I would be willing to
bet every dollar I've got that Hermis would
take McChesney's measure."

The Washington Park proposition is like-
ly to prove popular with Mr. Thomas, as
he has two hopefuls In the American
Derby Yardarm and Onatas.

It is believed that Mr. Thomas could be
persuaded to send Hermis out in plenty of
time to prepare a match contest between
his $60.000 beauty and McChesney.

"Pittsburg Phil" to Sell Hfa Horses.
NEW YORK, May 20. George E. Smith.

"Pittsburg Phil," has declared, according
to the World, "that he will sell all his
race horses and confine his efforts on the
turf to picking winners." He has a small
but select stable of thoroughbreds, of
which Grand Opera, Stevedor and Chilton
are the best known. This action of the plung-
er is said to be due to the suspension of
his Jockey, Willie Shaw. Since the stewards
of the Jockey Club revoked Shaw's license
"Pittsburg Phil" has not won a race. He
has started several horses and tried dif-
ferent riders.
