Many good Judges, in the summer of 1901.

believed the culmination of industrial ac-

tivity to have been reached, hut. much
to their surprise, 1902 showed still gr?at- - r
r vnues for the railroad companies, ai.d
now comes UN with a record ahead of all
predecessors. With few isolated exceptions
the rule is Increased returns since last
summer; the antnracite coal carriers alone
may make unfavorable exhibits, and even
these roads are fast recovering the ground
lost by the strike. Taking all In all, tho
results of railway operations of the current
fiscal year have been extremely satisfac-
tory to railway managers and owners, and
all the more so because a belief prevailed
that 1902 would end the unexceptionally
good times with railways. Of late the
monthly reports have been watched with
peculiar interest of evidence of the general
change in an Increase in net earnings, which
were uot so favorable as the gross earn-
ings. Since the beginning of the spring,
however, a change has come and at present
both gross and net earnings for the most
part disclose gains. Indications are that
there will be no falling off In earnings the
remainder of the year. One of the strik-
ing characteristics of 1902 and 1903 has
been the increase iu cost of labor, material
and supplies, and on the other hand con-
tinued appropriations of surplus Income for
additions and improvements.

The Big Four lines proper earned in the

second week of May $409,528.13, an increase
over the corresponding week of 1902 of $S5.-838.- 07.

The first two weeks of the month
the lines earned $802,603.47, an increase over
last year's corresponding period of $95,223.35.

The Peoria & Eastern earned in the sec-

ond week of May $66,097.71, an increase of
$13.951.62. In the first two weeks of the
month the road earned $124,089.15, an In-

crease of $19.736.37.
The Evansville & Terre Haute shows an

increase of $3,797 In the second week of
May over the corresponding week of 1902.

Since July 1 the increase over the corre-
sponding period last year is $213,438. The
E. & T. H. of late has been making the
handsomest earnings in Its history. The
Toledo & Ohio Central is another road
which is showing a handsome Increase. Its
Increase for the second week of this month
was $19.997, and since July 1 an increase of
$325,626 is shown.

stream while running at full speed.
The company is pushing grading on its
double track between Atwood and Columbia
City, and within a few weeks long stretches
of double track will be opened to traffic,
which will greatly facilitate the movement

of trains, especially those In passenger
service which have been placed on faster
schedule.

The Cincinnati. Richmond & Muncle Rail-
road Is again laying steel on the southern
end of the road. This work was resumed
Saturday, when a mile and a half was put
down. The track was laid to a point four-
teen miles below Cottage Grove. Ralls can
now be laid to the Miami river, which is
nine miles further on, when there will be
a delay to put In the bridge. It looks as
If two months will put the new road Into
Cincinnati.

Under the excellent weather conditions
the fast freight lines are making the best
time in their history, especially on west-
bound freight. Twenty years ago it took
seven days to get a carload of fust freight
from Boston to Indianapolis, five days from
N v. York to Indianapolis, and. as late as
18S0, six days was considered good time
from Boston to Indianapolis. Now the i3
miles from Bostcn to Indianapolis is run in
three and one-ha- lf days, and from New
York to Indianapolis. 904 miles, in three
days. The fast freight line now makes as
good time as did the expresses fifteen and
twenty years ago.

Judge Allen Pozsled by m Post-Xaptl- al

Agreement Other Xewi of
the Courts.

Judge Allen, of the Circuit Court, has
taken under advisement the suit of Eliza- -'

'th Hart against John Hart. In which the
court is asked to set aside a certain post-
nuptial settlement. There are one or two
fine points in the ca?c that the court may
consider some-wha- t seriously which do not
vitally affect the main question.

One-- of these points is in reference to a
certain alleged political opinion given by
Mrs. Hart during the presidential cam-
paign of 1900. The Harts were husband
and wife during part of the year 1900. They
were married May 30 that year and sepa-

rated in September. Both had been married
before. After the separation Mrs. Hart em-

ployed the late Thomas Hanna to represent
her, and a sort of financial compromise
was made with her husband. It seemed to
be understood that they could not live to-

gether again, and an agreement was
reached by which Mis. Hart accepted a cer-

tain stun In full settlement from her hus-
band.

She Is now pying to have the agreement
set aside, with the idea, probably, of re-

quiring Hart to contribute to her support,
since they are not divorced. In the course
of the trial some evidence was brought out
as to what caused the separation between
these people. It seemed that politics was
the chief cause of contention. They were
married during a campaign year, and their
honeymoon was seriously Interfered with
by political excitement. It developed that
Hart was a Bryan man, and this did not
suit his wife. H told the court that tho
chief reason why he left his wife was that
she said he was a "el d fool if he voted for
Bryan." Judge Allen hard this testimony
with a great deal of interest. It reminded
him of a story he was constrained to tell,
but did not because he could not well in-

dulge in facetiotus story-tellin- g from the
bench. The story he had in mind related
to a meeting of two men at a railroad sta-
tion. Both were supposed to be insane and
were In charge of keepers on their way to
the insane hospital. One said to the other,
"Why have they got you what is your
trouble?" The one addressed explained
what his trouble seemed to be and then
put the same question to the other man.
"Oh." said this one, "they say I am off on
the money question." and he proceeded to
give his views on financial matters. "Well."
replied his friend, when he had concluded,
"vnu are not crazy you are just a plain
d--d fool."

Judge Allen questioned Mrs. Hart about
her treatment of her husband because he
did not agree with her politically. She ex-
plained to the court that she and her hus-
band had many arguments on politics. She
said he was a Bryan man, and she tried
to make him see what a mistake he would
make in voting for free silver. She said
she begged him to allow her to bring in a
well-Inform- ed man in the neighborhood,
who, she thought, could talk to her hus-
band and change his views. She said he
finally replied, with some show of irrita-tio- n(

that "he would vote for Bryan if he
lost half of all he had." She said she then
told him he would be very foolish If ho
voted that way. She declared emphatically
that slv did not use the language imputed.
"I don't often swear," she remarked to the
court. While the court is not called on in
this case to decide whether or not Mrs.
Hart was right In her opinion of her hus-
band, it will no doubt take serious consid-
eration of this phase of the question.

BAXTER CASE DISMISSED.

If a Lait of 1897 Is Upheld 42,000 Per-
sons Would Be Exempt.

The petition of Edward E. Baxter for a
writ of probation to prevent the county
treasurer from levying on his personal

Treasurer
Koehne says that in collecting taxes he
proceeds on the theory that every person
is entitled to pay some tax, and people who
have refused to pay their taxes have been
levied on regardless of the value of their
property. He declares that this law of
1897 has never been heeded and that if it
should be upheld In a test case over 42.000
people in this city who now pay taxes
would be exempt.
