Jews discovered to th ir horror
that there were even intelligent men who
believed In the accusation maue. some only
qualifying It by saying that not all the Jews
require Christian blood for ritual purpos s,
but some Jewish sects, maybe the Zionists.

" Between 4 and 5 o'clock in the evening
th mob began to assemble on 4'hupllnskl
place. They made a halt In fron, of the
Cafe Moskva, and there made their plans
and separated into various groups. The
attack began simultaneously In twenty-fou- r
different places.

The Berrys are among the few who havo
stayed with their homes, and have been
In continual litigation. It is said that
Chauneey Dewey and two of his men, Mc- -
Bride and Wilson, did the shooting.

The coroner's Jury finds that Chauneey
Dewey, from behind a sod wall, killed one
of the Berrys and mortally wounded an-
other and that the Berrys were absolutely
unarmed.

and restaurant employes has spread to the
Chicago Beach and the Grand Pacific ho-

tels. At the Chicago Beach every man and
woman employed in the hotel was ordered
out, and every one, from chambermaid to
bellboy, obeyed the summons instanter.
Great indignation followed among the
guests, who include many prominent and
wealthy Chlcageans. Thy rstsi to stand
by the hotel management, and richly
dressed women, changing thir dresses for
more common ones, cleared tables and
washed dishes.

The strike st the Grand Pacific waa not so
general. The waiters, waitresses, cooks,
bartenders and porters were ordered out,
but it is expected that the r st of the em-
ployes will be ordered out -- morrow.

As to the wisdom of having given the
suffrage to negroes without any qualifica-
tion, there may well be some questlem. So
radical an Abolitionist as Garrison himself
favored a gradual preparation for the bal-
lot. But had he lived to see the South s
present policy of dei.ylng th' vote to thou-
sands of welMo-d- o and educated negroes,
and granting It to the lowest of the ignor-
ant vicious "poor whites. " he would cer-
tainly have felt that immediate and uni-
versal enfranchisement was the only way
out of the dilemma.

It is an axiom as old as republics that a
Claas of citizens without political power
has no rights which politicians or even law-
making bodies will respect. A strong ar-
gument for woman-suffrag- e has been e.hat
women suffer from inequalities in the law
which would be remedied If they had po-

litical power. Were proof of the axiom
needed, the South Is furnishing It every
day by Its troament of the negro. Prac-
tical lisenfranchisement is a fact, and
peonage and unjust laws are already ap-
pearing. We are seeing in 1!03 a move-
ment, almost similar to that of 1S6, which
in itself fully Justifies the fifteenth amend-
ment. Go the negroes shall not; vote
th v shall not; obtain anything mere
than industrial education they shgll not;
but yoked to the plow they shall be for
all time this is the new-ol- d doctrine of
the South. And only a pitiful few of Its
bravest and best white men are br id
enough to see that this policy means. In the
long run. suffering, unhapianess. bltbw
hatreds, social and Industrial instability
perhaps even blexdhed. For such Injus-
tice ever brings rrtnbutioo in its train.
