ERRATIC DAY IN STOCKS'

VIOLENT PRICE FLUCTUATIONS,
WTIH THE CLOSE AT THE LOWEST.

Heavy Liquidation Followed by a
Seramble to Cover Short Contracts
—Features of the Session.

e

NEW YORK, June 10.—Heavy liquldation,
heavy covering of short lines and the fever-
ish eagerness of the professional room trad-
ers to follow the uncertainties of the market
caused constant and violent fluctuations In
price to-day. The tone at the close was
wholly unsettled and hesitating, but with

prices generally within a fraction of the
lowest, which is the lowest for the current

movement. Some of these prices on the
morning’s slump were: Baltimore & Ohio,
7914, Chesapeake & Ohlo, 35Y%; Norfolk &
Western, 58; Pennsylvanla, 123%; New York
Central, 124%; Atchison, 64%; St. Paul, 147%;
Unfon Paeific, 77; Southern Pacifie, 46; Erie,
81e: Reading, 41%; Ontario & Western, 21%;;
Illinois Central, 130%; Southern Rallway, 21;
Louisville & Nashvllle, 105%; United States
Steel, 287%; the preferred, 78%; Amalgamated
Copper, 51. The enormous volume of the
selling orders and the violent declines in
prices gave opportunity for inviting profits
to the uncovered bears, and they bought
heavily at the decline. The character of

the market showed technical signs of the
culmination of the movement, both in vol-
ume and precipitancy, and the bears, there-
fore, were the more disposed to cover their
shorts. The market made a pretty sub-

stantial recovery during the midday period,
and a good many of the principal stocks on

the list were lifted fairly above last night's
level.

The opening this morning was excited and
quite demoralized under the avalanche of
selling orders. There were simultaneous
sales of 8,000 ghares of Atchison, 6,000 shares
of Erfe and 1,000 to 3,000 shares of all the
principal speculative stocks. The source of
the selling was not well understood, nor
was there anything in the news of the day
to provide a motive for liquidation on such
a scale. The break in the market, however,
was generally expected, and the generally

discouraged sentiment was due to an accu-
mulation of impressions as much as to any

sudden development, Foreigners were
heavy sellers here, and the character of
the Inquiries cabled to New York indicated

the suspiclous state of mind toward the
general situation in this country. The sen-
sational spiit in the British Cabinet caused
some reflected depression from the London
markets. The disastrous flood conditions in
St. Louis renewed apprehensions—or rather
confirmed them—on which there was selling
earlier in the week, which on last night's
news had quieted into a hope that the worst
was over. The rise in the grain markets
gave a sharper edge to anxlety over the
crops, and there was a fear that the gov-
ernment crop report to be published after
the market closed would have some un-
pleasant surprises, The Investigation by
the Interstate-commerce Commission of the
anthracite combination causes uneasiness
among shareholders. Reports of intended
retrenchment in expenditures for better-
ment by the Baltimore & Ohlo and other
railroads, and the differences over rates
between the gulf lines and the Chicago-
Kansas City lines, added to the disturbed
feeling.

The money market gave no immedlate
clew to the urgent and apparently forced
liquidatior, but the low state of the bank
reserves, the payment to-day of $7,500,000 on
Metropolitan Securities subscriptions, the
reported intention to ship $600,000 to South
America on Saturday, and the prospect of
a demand for currency from San Francisco

Of the fourteen States having 5,000,000 ap-
ple trees and upward, but two, Virginia
and Tennessee, report conditions above
their ten-yvear averages, the conditions in
the other important apple-producing States
ranging from 2 points in North Carolina to
23 points In West Virginia below such aver-
age.

The present prospects for the peach crop
are decidedly unfavorable, Oklahoma alone
among the important peach-growing States
showing a condition above its ten-year av-
erage. In the remaining States having 3,000
peach trees and upwards, conditions range
from 1 per ecent. in California to 43 per cent.
in Arkansas below their ten-year averages.

The acreage devoted to rice has been re-
duced in all the principal rice-producing
States, the reduction ranging from 1 per
cent. in Georgin and Alabama to 14 per
cent, in Mississippl. The condition of rice
1s below the nine-year average in all rice-
producing States except Alabama, Louisi-
ana and Texas, in which States conditions
are 1, 1 and 4 per cent., respectively, above

CHICAGO, June 10.—Unfavorable weath-
er caused strength in the grain pits to-day,
July wheat closing a shade higher, and
corn Y%fryc up, but oats were off ¢ Pro-
visions closed from 2% to 6@Tl%c higher.

Wheat ruled only moderately active, but
a firm feeling prevailed throughout the ses-
sion, unfavorable weather and fears of an

adverse government report being bullish
factors early in the day. Firm cables were
also partly responsible for the strong open-
ing, and initial sales of July were up jc
at 76¢c. In spite of rather iree selling by
local traders and several longs, the ad-
vance was well maintained, July at g)ne
time touching 76%c on buying orders from
St. Louls. The market reacted slightly to-
ward the closc, and July sola off to %c,
but the close was firm and a4 shade higher,
at T%u75%e. Clearances of wheat and
flour were equal to 323,20 bu. Primary re-
ceipts were 323,100 bu, against 377,40 a year
ago. Minneapolis and Duluth reported re-
ceipts of 291 cars, which, with local re-
ceipts of 9 cars, none of contract grade,
made a total of 300 cars, against’ 263 last
week and 138 a year ago.

There was a fair trade in corn and the
market ruled strong all day. Prices were
1?ﬂuenced largely by the cold, wet weath-
el, although the bullish sentiment among
the locai traders was due partly to the poor
showing of the weékly crop report, which
stated that much corn remained unplanted
in the Mississippl, Missouri and Ohlo river
valleys. A prominent operator bought
heavily throughout the session and shorts
also were good buyers. There was =ome
liquidation late in the day and part of the
early gain was lost. The close was firm,
with July 3§@';c higher, at 45,@48%¢c, after
selling between 484y and 48%. Receipts were
240 cars, 8 cars of contract grade.

Oats were firm early, in sympathy with
the strength in other grains, but the bull-
ish sentiment was curtailed somewhat by
the weckly crop report, which showed an
fmproevement in the conditlon of the crop.
