Good Watermelons on the Market- -
Poaltry l inn. Hiuh and Scarce

Llirht Receipts of Grain.

Trade locally yesterday was a little slow,
too cool weather belns; the reason assigned.
On Commission row trade was unusually
quiet, the supply of frnits and vegetables
was fully up to the demand and prices
ruled steady at the quotations published.
"Watermelons are on the market from the
extrem south of Florida, and while small
in size, they are well ripened and solid.
There are a few green apples on the mar-
ket, but not in sufficient quantities uor in
quality desirable to make them free movers.
Home-grow- n vegetables are now on the
market, which has curtailed this line of
business somewhat on Commission row.
The produce markets are active. Eggs pre
fcalf a cent higher and very firm on tne
gctlve demand both for home consumption
and for shipment East, where the range of
pflct harr advanced. Gutter, also, Is In
firm tone. The arrivals of choice are rather
limited and inferior stock moves slowly.
Poultry continues firih and high and the
gupply la light. Chickens are in continuous
good demand, with but little stock arriv-
ing. The groceries report trade good. Al-

though the Arbuckles sugar nflnery ad-

vanced prices 5 points, no ch mge has been
made In this market. The advance leaves
the Arbuckles still 5 points below that of
the American and does not afjfect Indian-
apolis quotations. Coffee Is unchanged and
moving quite freely, farmers preparing for
harvest. Canned goods are steady, although
Crn aad tomatoes carry a stronKr tore.
DrlfU fruits are moving slow at unchanged
prices. The dry goods houses report trade
good, and the low rate which have pre-
vailed this week have brought in a good
many retail merchants, who are quite free
buyers, all reporting; their trade good. The
flou'' market continues in strong tone at
price which were revised on Monday. Cere-aMn- e

products are In better demand than
last month. There Is such an inusual va-
riety of this class of goods Inat to designate
anv one line th it sells better than swtthlwould be practically impossible. The large
hold, in tht way of consumption, that ce-
reals have now Is a surprise to the manu-ciure- rs

themselves. In other lines of trade
daere are no new features calling for spe-U- al

mention.

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BIG DEMAND FOR STOCKS

BKARS SCRAMBLE TO COVER AT THE
OPfcMVG OF THE TRADING.

Advance Persists All Dag and Prices
Are Hlaliest at the Close London

Buys tn This Market.

NEW YORK. June 11 There was a
spasmodic readjustment of the price level
of stocks In the morning, which was con-

tinued during the rest of the session In a
more orderly and steady manner. It was
very evident that the principal demand
came from uncovered bears for the short
account and there was the same lack of
adequate news to explain the sudden re-

versal of sentiment as there has been to
explain the persistent weakness of the
market for some time.

It became instantly apparent, however,
with the fall of the president's gavel this
morning, that much of what has been re-

garded as urgent and forced liquidation,
yesterday more especially, was a daring
operation on the short side of the mar-
ket. The speculative forces in the mar-
ket seemed to have reassured themselvesover night as to the character of this sell-ing. I,arge buying orders were in conse-quence placed in the market for executionat the opening this morning. The uncov-
ered bears seemed to have inside informa-
tion of what was awaiting them and theopening looked like a bear panic. Simul-
taneous transactions In many thousandshares were made at widely divergentprices. In Atchison, after one sale of 500
shares at 65. 11,000 shares were sold atvarying quotations from 66 to 67, the ex-
cited brokers paying this range of prices
n different parts of the crowd at the sameInstant. In many other stocks which havebeen under the most pressure lately pricesranged upward at the opening with a rushall the way from 1 to 3 for the leaders.The principal trading and the most notablemovements of the day were in Atchison,
Baltimore A Ohio, Norfolk th Weetern, St.

tV L. the Seines and Amalgamated,
which arc precisely the stocks that havelallen in the weakest manner for some
time past. By the end of the day thepains In these stocks had extended to from3s to 44. the latter for Atchison. Evenarger gains were shown by some of theless active stocks.The reports during the day indicate thatan extensive Interchange of views and in-
formation went on yesterdav and last nightamong the large capitalists and banking in-terests, the cable being resorted to freely
in addition to personal consultations In
this city. This exhaustive investigationfailed to disclose any of the weak spots Inthe financial situation which have been
rumored from time to time and which havebeen dreaded by really responsible authori-ties. Yesterday's rumors of trouble In for-
eign circles were Incidentally cleared up,
and It was learned that there has been noimportant soling of Americans for foreignaccount, but, on the contrary, a growing
Investment demand. There has been anobvious Investment demand for severaldays in this market for stocks which hadfallen to a level at which their investmentreturn on the present dividend basis wasequal to or greater than the interest rateon money. Buying of this character doesnot concern Itself with the check in a de-
cline, but It takes stock out of the market,
and reduces the supply. With the realiza-tion that they had been selling into a pocketthe bears rushed to cover and caused a vio-
lent revulsion on the Stock Exchange.

The government crop report helped theturn in the market with its indication of awheat crop beyond any of the country's his-tory. A reaction in the cotton market was
viewed with satisfaction, and a violent re-covery in the London copper market had aspecial effect on Amalgamated Copper. TheBank of England's strong return promisedrelief from the pressure for gold, althoughmore than a million dollars goes to SouthAmerica on Saturday. The large decreasein domestic exports for May and the ratherdoubtful tone of the leading authority inthe Iron trade were ignored. The lightnessor the selling at the recovery demonstratedtuat liquidation for the present has beencompleted, and the market closed strongand active at the top level.

NEW YORK, June 11. The developments

of the most importance to holders of stocks
were the controlling factors In the direc-

The strength
continued throughout the morning, nnd no-
ticeable features were Norfolk & Western,
which opened at thr-- e points advance, and
Atchison, which also showed a net gain of
three points. Amalgamated was a strong
feature, on the advance in Rio Tintos, and
also the metal In London. St. Paul again
became the leader, and advanced easily on
small transactions. The other grangers
were pnrtloularly strong on the favorable
crop report. The advancing stock market
induced a more hopeful fo.ling than has
been seen for several months.

Hogi Were Higher Early In the Day,
