WORLD IS FIUDISG Ol T THAT IT IS
POSSIBLE TO ENJOY LIFE.

PcuImIim Una Had Ita Day and Op-timi- aaa

Is the Coacloalon of the
Beat Modern Thinking.

At All Souls' Unitarian Church the Rev.
E. E. Newbert had for his theme "The
Good World." He aaid in part: "An Old
Testament text has it that the earth was
formed to be inhabited. Science confirms
the idea. And working from the thought
that thif. earth was formed to be inhabited,
that the natural world is well adapted to
human .lfe. that the purpose in evoluUon
has been and is the production of intelli-
gence and love, and that universal well-bein- g

and happiness are possible to man-
kind. I get the idea of a good world a good
universe. There are many conflicting the-
ories of life, but life itself confronts us.
There, too, are many ingenious guesses
about the universe, but we have to deal
with realities. Learners all from experi-
ence, learners from knowledge, eager to
live and work and know and hope, we are
fast geiMug ready to declare some large

irmatlons, central in which is the idea
that the universe is good, that it means
well by man. and that all nature is on the
side of the man who tries to rise.

"Optimism is the conclusion of the best
modern thinking. Pessimism has had its
long day. and has left its fateful lutluence.
Though it have no champion, its shadow
lingers. Many persons are afraid to be
glad. But the nightmare of fear is passing
away. From primitive times until uow re-
ligion has been pessimistic. At no time
has It declared that the universe is good.
It has failed to emphasise the possibility
of happiness in this world or in the world
to come. It alwaya has set forth the ex-
istence of a personal evil power. In its
lowest forms religion has been all fear, nor
does the savage know another motive. At
Its best historic form it has everywhere
had a dualism the good power striving for
maittery with the well-match- ed power of
evi'. Man has fallen, according to the
legend. He is incapable of goodness. He
cat not rise. The world is under the curse.
A philosophic pessimism like that of Schop-
enhauer does little harm, for it is not read
by more than a few. But the pessimism
of Calvin sinks deep into heart and mind,
and denies the world hope, and imperils
the world s natural faith.

"Optimism is the better note which mod-
ern thinking strikes. John Fiske makes us
forget Schopenhauer, and Enurson looms
above Calvin. The world desires Joy, and
Joy is possible. Our new optimistic faith
affirms that the universe is one. It affirms
that God is one; that a dualism does not
exist. We are getting ready to say that
there is one life, one law. one force, oue
destiny. As between the old corroding re-
ligious pessimism and a philosophic athe-
ism, which In truth la but a revolt against
nightmare. 1 would choose the latter, even
as my soul craves happiness. At least
atheism does not fear. It has no super.ti-Uon- s.

It exalts nature, and does worship
at nature's shrines. It would have the
world happy; it would have it forget. Nor
would I be afraid ts live in the universe of
the atheist. At least there is no chance, no
caprice, no blunders, no wicked will atwork, no miraole. But atheism is nut thenecessary alternaUve. Optimistic modern
thought has an idea of (kd so pure and
true that every life mar catch Its Inspira-
tion and live boldly and triumphantly. Re-
ligion is now building for the most daring
hope upon the innocence of babyhood; it isshaping a thought and a prayer upon the
instincts of motherhood; it is forming a
splendid faith in all that Is and ail that is
to be upon th ideal of fatherhood. By and
by all men will be glad to live and not
afraid to die."

'HELL AND JUDGMENT."

Two Thousand People Hear Evangel-
ist Lyon In Goapel Tent.

Over two thousand people attended the
gospel meeting conducted by the Rev. Mil
ford Lyon last night in the tent on Prospect
street. Every chair, of which there are
1,960, was filled and the rear of the tent
was crowded with those standing. Many
were turned away by not finding seats. It
was the best-attend- ed and most enthusl- -
astic meeting since the revival services be
gan. almost a month ago. Altogether, it
was a successful day. Twahrs hundred aara
attended the man s meeting in the after-
noon, when Rev. Lyon spoke nlainlv on
"The Man and the Tiger. " There "were
twenty confessions of faith at the meeting.

Last night Mr. Lyon s subject was "Hell
and Judgment." The trend of his thought
waa that life la simply a preliminary ex-
istence, whose success is rated on the prep
aration ror tne judgment.

Mr. Lyon aaid that the question was not.are you afraid to die? but, are you ready to
die? The speaker disclaimed loudly the
custom of lauding the dead, when the min-
ister knows full well that the dead is un
worthy. But in spite of all hypocrisy, if
one rejects jeaue cnrist he goes down to
death and hell, lost. There are many, hasaid, who Intend to be Christians, who say
that they will he Christians after little

Spirit of the Day.

"Flag day" was observed with appro-
priate ceremonies in some of the city Sunday--

schools yesterday. The event was the
anniversary

of the adoption of the American flag by the
Congress of the United States. This cele-

bration is national in character. The flag
was adopted by Congress on June 17, 1777.

One of the most interesting events of
the day In this city was at the Central-avenu- e

M. E. Church yesterday morning,
where the anniversary was celebrated by
the Sunday-scho- ol children at 9:15 o'clock.
Over 500 persons were present during the
exercises, which were conducted by Charles
W. Coffin, superintendent of the Sunday-schoo- l.

The church was prettily decorated
with flags and little flag souvenirs were
given to the pupils and visitors. There
was an address by Superintendent Coffin
on the history of the flag, beginning with
its adoption by the American Congress
and bringing its history down to the pres- -

sent time.
Judge J. V. Hadley, of the Supreme

Court, delivered a brief address on the
meaning of the flag, talking to the children
of what it represents and what it has stood
for in the past. The music was of a pa
triotic character. Miss Litta Grimm was
the soloist. The "Star-spangle- d Banner."
"Red, White and Blue," and other patriotic
airs were given with enthusiasm by pupils
and visitors. One of the features of the
exercises was a recitation by Alfred
Brandt. He gave part of an editorial from
a Southern newspaper on "Appomattox."
It breathed a spirit of intense patriotism,
referring eloquently to the fact that the war
of the rebellion is over and that there is
now but one country, one people and one
flag.

At St. Paul's Church.
In observance of flag day, ail the mem

bers of the locnl chapter of the Sons of the
Revolution attended St. Paul's Episcopal
Church in a body yesterday morning. The
Rev. Lewis Brown took for his subject,
"The Evolution and Prophecy of the Stars
and Stripes." He said, in part: "The
growth in estimate of this 14th day of June
as Flag day is largely due to the patriotism
of the Sons of the Revolution. The custom
was inaugurated in Colorado, when 30,000
flags were displayed in Denver upon public
buildings, private dwellings and in coat
lapels. There is naught more interesting
than the evolution of the stars and stripes.
Our flag is prophetic. The red stripes in-

dicate war. The blue field in the flag indi
cates our belief in Providence. The stars
speak of the destiny of our land. May God
bless our national banner to-da- y. May it
ever speak of faith and courage, charity
and freedom."

At Second Presbyterian.
The "Flag day" exercises at Second

Presbyterian Church were very interesting.
They were held at 10 o'clock and were con-

ducted by the Sunday-schoo- l. There were
patriotic decorations and patriotic music
Mrs. Thomas A. Whallon gave a solo and
the children sang the "Star-spangle- d Ban-

ner" and the "Battle Hymn of the Repub
lic." There was an essay on the flag by
Miss Mabel Pray. W. C. Hall gave an ad
dress, in which he talked of the flag in
a general way and Edwin A. Hendrickson
told of "Our National Flag and Its Origin."
The children entered into the spirit of the
occasion heartily, singing the songs witn
enthusiasm and listening intently to the
addresses.

This cold-refreshme- nt place was the target
for most of the "hot shots" of Rev. Mr.
Card in his sermon yesterday forenoon.

But open ice-crea- m parlors was not the
only thing to which the speaker directed
his argument with strenuous and vehement
appeals toward making the first day of the
week one of rest. Perhaps it was the in-
spiration of the moment that led Mr. Card
to denounce the giving of picnics and par-
ties on Sunday. Mr. and Mrs. Jackson
Landers, of this city, entertained twenty-fiv- e

relations at his country residence, four
miles beyond West Newton, in celebration
of their twenty-sixt- h wedding anniversary.
The party went down on the electric line
to Newton Station, where they were taken
out to the farm in hacks. Mr. Card saw
the Jolly party pass the little church, from
whose pulpit denunciations about the lack
of observance of the Sabbath were then
coming, and he was not at all backward In
fitting his remarks to the picnic party. The
pastor of the Freinds' Church declared in
loud tones that if Sunday were properly ob-
served there would be no hacka going to
Landersdale.

Just what effect the words of Mr. Card
had upon hia auditors is not known, but
the topic of conversation at the corner
grocery stores reverted from the condition
of the crops to the "bawling; out" of theparty.

POLITICS IN THE PULPIT

CHRISTIAN PREACHER NEGLECTS
GOSPEL TO ATTACK BOOK WALTER.

The Rt. Georare M. Anderson
"tumped" hy a Question Put to

Him nt Close of the Speech.

At the close of the Rev. George M. An-

derson's sermon on Indianapolis politics
last night at the Fourth Christian Church,
in which he took occasion to attack the
present city administration and said that
he could not vote for Mayor Bookwalter
at the coming election this fall, Mr. F. P.
Smith, who said he was not a Bookwalter
man, asked this question:

"Is It not true that Mayor Bookwalter's
administration has saved the city of In-
dianapolis money?"

Mr. Anderson answered: "Yes, that is
probably true."

In discussing the political situation in this
city from his point of view, he said: "This
pulpit, in discussing this subject, has given
out no uncertain sound. I have not at-
tempted to please you, but to say what I
think and feel to be my duty to say. We
are entering a campaign in which many
things will be said, and it is for you to de-
cide what is the truth. When you go into
the booth to cast your ballot try and think
that It is a holy place cast your ballot as a
sacred act, as sacred as prayer. I cannot
understand how a Christian can vote for a
bad man. If you vote for a bad man you
have done more to harm your city than
anything else. A patriot and a Chrlistlan
will not vote for a bad man on any ticket.

PRAY ER BEFORE VOTING.
"Take your religion into the ballot booth

with you; pray before you go in. Let me
state first my position. I cannot vote for
Mr. Bookwalter. I have voted for him
twice, I cannot vote for him again. I voted
for him because I thought he would give us
a clean city. A committee went to him be-

fore his election and he promised to enforce
the laws. He made us believe he would
give us a clean administration, which the
outgoing administration had not done. As
to how he carried out and kept his word
you are the judge.

"You ask what do do? I hardly know.
I can't tell. Mr. Keach Is starting" out ex-
ceedingly well, but we must go carefully
this time. If Keach really understands
the situation and is determined to be fair
and stand for good honest men, honor
bright, we may have use for him. Mr.
Hitz is worth watching. If you can't find
what you want in either of the old parties

vote for Hitz. I don't say this would be
the best, you are to decide for yourselves.
Many things will be said on both sides.
How are we to know these men? We must
depend on the newspapers largely. But
we can't depend on a party newspaper to
tell the truth about a candidate of the op-
posite party. A party newspaper is the
special pleader of the party the same as
a lawyer Is the special pleader of his
client. An Independent paper may come
nearer the truth, but not always. Do not
believe all that a party newspaper says
about men in the opposite party for they
may not be as bad as they say. Virtue
Is not confined to any one party. Time
was when it was a man's glory to vote
a straight ticket, now in voting a straight
ticket he will vote for aome crooked men.
I voted a mixed ticket at the last election
and I expect to vote a mixed ticket at this
election. There are saloon keepers on one
of the tickets and I refuse to vote for one.

PRAISES CITIZENS' LEAGUE.
"I admire President Roosevelt, but hs

has nothing do do with Indianapolis pol-

itics. I admire Bryan, but should my
admiration for him cause me to vote a
straight ticket in Indianapolis? We must
discriminate. They are not going to gov-
ern Indianapolis. Discriminate In your
ballot; take the good and leave the bad.
Don't vote for a label. Don't vote for a
party because your father did; conditions
may have changed; be independent in your
vote. Some of you won't agree with me
but I have done what I believe to be my
duty."

Referring to the Citizens League, he
said: "Stand by the league and make
them feel that you are with them. They
have been criticised, part of their work
has failed, perhaps they have made mis-
takes, but they attempted well and they
mean to keep at It. They are honest,
fearless men. I'd like to be a ferret and
show all the rottenness if there is any.
There are many suspicions that there is
corruption and that vice is protected. If
it is not. why is it allowed to run? Why
do they take the attacks and abuse of the
newspapers unless there is something in
it? Do you mean to tell me there is noth-
ing in it? The Citizens' League has shown
that something is wrong. If they are
guilty we must get the bad ones out and
get good ones in if possible. Cast your
ballot carefully. It is honorable to scratch.
Look over the names of those mentioned
carefully, find out all you can about them.
Don't be driven by the party lash. It is
only the men who expect something out of
the party that always vote the straight
ticket. Be Independent and seek only the
welfare of your city and this cannot be
done by putting saloon keepers in office."

EXCITED CROWD GATHERED.

Waste Material in White River
Thosght to Be Human Body.

Joe Bailey, a colored man employed on a
farm belonging to Captain Dawson, of the
police department, while fishing in White
river at the Michigan-stree- t bridge, noticed
a suspicious-lookin- g sack lodged against a
pole In the center of the stream. He threw
his line out and, catching the sack with his
hook, drew it ashore. He rushed excitedly
to the river bank, and was horrified to see
what looked to be a portion of a human
body attached to the end of his fishing line.
Running to the nearest telephone, he noti-
fied the police department, and Bicyclemen
Duncan and Trimpe were assigned to the
case. On arrivine; at the river they found
a large crowd of eager lookers-o- n, all will-
ing to tell of "a friend who had disap-
peared from home some time ago and had
not been seen since," or suggesting to the
police that the remains were those of "a
man who was murdered In a barrel house
some time in December." The sack con-
taining the cause for all the excitement was
shown to the "bikes." and they were told
that there were three other mysterious
sacks In the river about a mile further up.
Mounting their wheels, they rode to the
place up the river, and there found three
bags similar to the first one found. In the
meantime some hysterical person had noti-
fied Coroner Tutewiler. and he was soon on
the scene to see that the bodies were prop-
erly cared for until they were removed to
the city morgue. The cause of all the ex-
citement turned out to be simply a mass of
waste material from a packing house.

Brief Summaries of the Principal
ltema in the lasue of June 14.

Joseph M. Crane committed suicide on a
Georgia Central train by exploding a stick
of dynamite in the toilet room of the coach.

On account of the absence of witnesses
the defense in the Breathitt cases secured a
continuance till Monday. Jett expects an
acquittal, but White is much depressed.

The outlook for the construction of the
Panama canal is said to be dai k. The pres-
ident and counsel for the canal company
held two conferences on Saturday.

The mayor and aldermen of Cobden, HI.,
have resigned because the city is in debt
and they could devise no way to secure the
money needed for the conduct of its busi-
ness.

The DftVtfl' Union and affiliated bodies
are fighting the hotel employes unions at
Chicago, and the strike situation in the
various hotels is much improved. Large
numbers of nr-- nave been imported from
other cities and most of the hotels have
three-quart- er forces

The postoffice scandal is said to be grow-
ing. Fourth Assistant Postmaster General
Brlstow is extending his investigations to
the free-deli- v ry service and is said to be
uncovering irregularities.
