Sprinkling has been
barred, and all who use water for drinking
rposes have heen warned to be sparing.

Inless repairs are made very soon a famine
will resuilt, as the only avalilable water is
that in the reservolr, which late this after-
noon showed a gauge of twenty-three feet,
The water is falling rapidly, and it is
thought the supply will not last more than
a few Ways, despite the economical meas-
ures taken.

The pnew pump which |8 being installed
will nat be ready to pump water for several
weeks, and the need of a duplicate set of
pumps is severely felt.

FIKE COUNTY COURTHOUSE.

Little Damage Is Done, but the People
of Petersburg Are Thrown Into a
Panie=Attempt on a Woman's Life,

PETERSBURG, Ind., June 15.—The peo-
ple of this place have been in a state of
great excitement since 3 o'clock this morn-
ing, the resuit of an attempt to blow up the
courthouse here,

Eight sticks of dynamite and a keg of
powler were placed in the hallway of

the county building and a fuse was con-
nected with the keg of powder and ex-
tended to the door. There it was lighted
and slowly burned until the powder was
reached, when a terrific explosion took

place. It jarred the bullding and aroused
the entlire town and for an hour half-clad

people were running about almost panic-

stricken and the wildest of rumors were
put in circulation.

It was some time before the people be-
came calm enough to listen to the truth and
understand just what had taken place,
Aftar the excitement had died down an
examination was made and it was found
that no great damage had been done. The
plastering on the walis in the hallway of
the bullding was torn off in places, and the
walls and woodwork were blackened.

There is no clew to the perpetrators of
the crime. It is believed that it was done
by men who are favorable to having the
county seat removed from Petersburg to
Winslow. Since the matter has been agi-
tated, a bitter feeling has grown up and
the people are divided into factions. The
Patoka river marks the dividing line of
sentiment. It is contended in Petersburg
that had the building been wrecked the
friends of the Winglow agitation would
have been In a better position to have
claimed the county seat,

Another theory advanced is that the at-
tempt was made in revenge for the fight
that the temperance people have been con-
ducting against the publicans of the coun-
ty for the past year. This fight has de-
veloped almost as much bitterness as that

over the county seat.
The authorities, both local and county,

are at work on the case and the County
Commisioners will import detectives to aid
in the solution of the mystery. It is like-
ly that th2 Petersburg Town Council will
make an appropriation in ald of the work.
