RECOVERING THE BODIES.

OSE HUNDRED AND FIFTY OF THE
BEST RESIDENCES SWEPT AWAY.

Larve Somber of Bodies Found In the
Köln and Many More Carried

Down Stream.

FIFTY GUESTS IN THE HOTEL WHEN
IT WAS DESTROYED.

LATEST ESTIMATE OF DEATHS

BETWEEN 300 AND SOO PERSONS
KILLED OR DROWNED.

An Eyewitness's Account
off the Storm.

THE DALLES. Ore., June 16. A tele-
phone message from lone says the latest
find In the ruins of Heppner Indicates that
the loas of life will be much greater than
at first supposed. The casualty list will foot
up 500 and many of the bodies will never be
recovered. The property loss and destruction
of buildings alone will aggregate probably
a million dollars. This Is regarded as a
conservative estimate. One hundred and
fifty of the best reslden?es were swept
away. The debris is piled along the rail-
road track to the height of freight cars.
The relief work is progressing at a sat-
isfactory pace.

Among the incidents of the catastrophe
was the saving of three lives by Julius
Keitley, seventy years old, who rode one
mile and a half on the roofs of houses and
pulled in three people from the flood. James
Kernan. the O. R. & N. agent, met his
death at tie telegraph key trying to raise
Portland and inform the outside world of
the impending calamity. His little daugh-
ter Katie, who was saved by remaining in
the station house, saw her father and
mother lost in the whirl of the mad waters.
Katie stood by while her father was calling
the Portland office when the flood swept In
the lower floor and curled around him. Mrs.
Kernan rushed out of the house and start-
ed for a high point of ground. Kernan
bravely sought to save his wife and both
were Just.

One of the most thrilling adventures was
that of Thomas Shuler, who with his fam-
ily was carried down stream in his house
for a mile and a half. His wife and two
children stepped into the upper rooms. Be-

low town the house was shot across the
tree, to the west side, where it lodged in
debris, 150 yards from the canyon bank.
Shuler then took his two little ones on his
shoulder and swam two hundred yards In
the boiling torrent. He landed the children
and then struck out to the house for his
wife and rescued her.

The McBride family, which was lost, went
down in their house. The daughter
screamed and beckoned from the windows
to Louis McKinney, who with his family
ran out in the nick of time from their home
to escape. McKinney saw the whole Mc-
Bride family perish.

A force of seventy-flv- e men is digging
graves on the hillside. Prompt measures
are being taken to prevent a plague. The
weather threatens to become hot and a re-

lief corps to clean the town is urgently
needed.

H. R. Baird. of Portland, lost his wife
and three children. They were visiting her
father. Mrs. Clarence Andrews and three
children, of Seattle, are among the lost.
Her husband is in Sitka, Alaska. She is a
sister of Mrs. Baird.

HOTEL WAS CARRIED AWAY.

Hone of the Fifty Gaests Escaped
Death long Hero.

SPOKANE. Wash., June 18. Direct ad-

vices from Heppner, Ore., state that thus
far the bodies of 300 victims of Sunday
night's disaster have been found. Two
hundred more are supposed to be hidden in
the n ins or to have been swept down the
valle' by the torrent. The estimate this
raon ng places the total number of dead at
400. Nearly all of these were in Heppner,
It being thought few perished in the valley
belo- - the town. To-da- y's reports indicate
that the number of injured is comparative-
ly small.

Perhaps the greatest loss of life occur-
red at .he Heppner Hotel. This house,
which was run under the management of
Jones Sc Ashbaugh. was carried away. It
la auppooed that there were about fifty
guests In this hotel, all of whom are re-
ported to be lost. The proprietors them-
selves were saved, but their families are
among the dead.

Nearly all the eastern and northern parts
of the town are reported destroyed. The
bodies are being burled In the cemetery
rapidly, the summer weather making this
course necessary. Though railway com-
munication can hardly be expected before
Friday, the country roads are reported al-

most impassable. All crops are reported to
be destroyed.

A dispatch from Echo. Ore., quotes N. T.
Tooker. of Portland, who witnessed the
Heppner disaster, as saying: ' 'Leslie Mat-
lock, a young man. was' the hero of the
day. When the flood flrst came he mounted
a horse and rode at breakneck speed down
the canyon in front of the rushing water
to notify the people of Lexington, a small
town nine miles beiow. He had to go over
a rough and stony road and the night was
dark and stormy. He arrived at Lexington
Just a few minutes ahead of the flood. The
people were warned and immediately left
for the hillside. When the storm had

PENDLETON. Ore.. June II. Three men.
who survived the flood at Heppner, R. D.

Many Persons Delving In the Debris
for Victims of tbe Flood.

HEPPNER. Ore., June 16.-Esti- mates of
the loss of life by Sunday night's cloud-
burst differ widely, but the number of dead
la certain to reach 300 and If may be
swelled to 500 when all are accounted for.
One hundred and ten bodies have been
buried and it is known that fifty are miss-
ing. Still others who were strangers in
the town are supposed to be among the
lost. People are coming here from all di-

rections In wagons and on horseback and
the work of recovering bodies and burying
the dead is proceeding as fast as possible.

The scene from the hillside overlooking
the town is one of desolation. Huge piles
of wreckage, in many places fifty feet
high, fill the canyon from half a mile be-
low the town. As the debris, which Is cov-
ered many feet deep by mud. is clearedaway more bodies are found. Immense
bowlders weigning tons were rolled along
by the flood and deposited In the midst
of the town or lodged against buildings.

WENT DOWN WITH BRIDGE

SIX PERSONS PROBABLY FATALLY
HURT AND MANY SEVERELY.

Two Hnndred Slghtaeera Dropped
Twenty-Fiv- e Feet While Viewing

an Illumination.

EAU CLAIRE, Wis., June 16. A long sec-

tion of the Madison-stre- et bridge approach
went down under the weight of 200 people
to-nig- ht. Six persons were probably fatal-
ly injured and twenty-fiv- e or thirty others
less seriously injured. The names of the
victims have not been learned.

The accident occurred during an illumina-
tion of the street carnival booths along the
main atreets of the city. Hundreds of peo-
ple had gone to the bridge to wat:h the Il-

lumination from this vantage point. Sud-
denly a section of the approach, forty feet
in length. vsank. Instantly all was confu-
sion. Calls were sent in for doctors and
policemen to help carry away ihe injured,
of whom two score were hurried to phy-
sicians' offices and the City Hospital. The
Illumination was ended at once.

The section of the bridge which collapsed
had dropped its 200 sightseers twenty-fiv- e

feet int a bank of sand and debris on the
river bank. For half an hour the bank was
a confused heap of women, children and
men, some with their arms or legs frac-
tured or suffering with the pain of serious
or possibly fatal Injuries. Those who were
less seriously injured and those who es-
caped Injury helped the police carry away
their friends.

OLD MAN IN THE TOILS

JOHN B. HEIST AND CLAIMS TO HAVE
BEEN CONFEDERATE GENERAL.

He Is Charged at the Police Station
with Attempting a Small Con-

fidence Game.

John B. Heistand, of St. Louis, was
placed under arrest last night by Detec-
tives Lancaster and Kurtz charged with
attempting to obtain money under false
pretenses.

Mr. Heistand went to the Grand Hotel
yesterday afternoon and registered from St.
Louis. He Is a handsome old gentleman,
giving his age as seventy-on- e and has a
very aristocratic bearing, but in spite of
that fact was lodged with the ordinary
drunks behind the bars at the police sta-
tion.

Shortly after arriving in the city he went
to the German Orphans Home and repre-
senting himself to be a lawyer from St.
Louis, stated that he was the administra-
tor of the estate of Mrs. Kau ffman, a
woman who, he said, died recently in his
native city. He said that he came to In-
dianapolis to pay to the German Orphans'
Home the sum of 11,000 which Mrs. Kauff- -
man had beaueathed it in her will. He
presented a check on the State National
Bank of St. Louis for $1,000, payable to his
order by R. M. Ommedeau & Co.. who he
said were cotton brokers in St. Louis, and
indorsed it over to Mr. C. Hankemeier, su-

perintendent of the institution, stating that
there were administrator's charges of $3.73
against the bequest, which he asked Mr.
Hankemeier to pay to him. This Mr.
Hankemeier refused to do until he saw the
treasurer of the organization. He told
Mr. Heistand to go back to his hotel and
he would see that the $3.3 was sent to him
to-nig- ht. In the meantime he notified the
detectives, who secured the check and
went to the Grand Hotel to see Mr.
Heistand, who, on being told that the rhocfc
was not good, became very indignant. In
spite of his protests he was placed under
arrest, and on arriving at the police sta-
tion, admitted that he needed a little money
and took that means of securing it. He
said he had been drinking heavily In the
laat few weeks and had spent all the money
h had saved. On arriving here, he said,
lie found himself penniless and merely-wante- d

to get enough money to pay his
hotel bill, which was $.

When he gave the check to iMr. Hanke-
meier he took his receipt f.r the amount
of the check and the detectives think ne
hoped to use the receipt as evidence of his
honesty in future transactions of this char-
acter wnere he would probably attempt to

cure a larger sum of money for his fee.
Mr. Heistand claims to have been a gen-

eral in the Southern army and says he is
a member of one of the most prominent
families In the State of Missouri. He takes
his arrest greatly to heart and says his
mad desire for driak has worked his ruin.

BE A MERE FIGUREHEAD.

Army I nder the Dictatorship of Cola.

NO BED OF ROSES FOB PETER

UNEASY WIM. BE HIS HEAD WHEN
HE WEARS THE CROWN.

Army I All-Powerf- nl, and Will Not
Heatltate to "Remove" Him if He

Doea Not Prove Pliant.

BELGRADE, June 16. The position of
King Peter promises to be little more than
that of a royal captive, and the real gov-

ernment of the country will be a military
dictatorship under the leaders of the revo-
lution, Colonel Maschin and Colonel Mit-schitc- h.

The new King is almost without
any personal odhcrents. and the ruling spir-

its of the army, it is thought probable,
would just as readily murder him as they
did his predecessor should he oppose their
alms.

At the present moment the whole coun-
try is under military rule, and although no
prefects In the country districts have been
revoked, each is accompanied by an army
officer, who attends the prefect wherever
he foes, even to the telephone. This pol-

icy has led to one good result, not a single
case of v.sorder anywhere has been re-

ported.
Extremely forcible arguments were found

necessary to suppress the radical aspira-
tions of a republic. The foremost advo-
cate of the creation of a republican form
of government was Ljubomlr Schiokovlcs,
the editor of the Belgrade Odjek. Finding
him impervious to arguments the con-
spirators invited him to a dinner at the
Officers' Club last Saturday. During the
dinner his host told him that unless he
agreed to support Prince Peter Karageorge-vitc- h

there would be one head less in Bel-

grade that night. M. Schiokovlcs yielded to
the force of thia reasoning and accepted
the situation. He Is now minister of justice
in the new government. The deliberations
of the members of the Senate and Skup- -

schtina on the republican question were
materially hastened by the attendance of
one of the leaders of the revolution. Colonel
Mitschitch. The colonel took no part in trie
proceedings, but his presence was signifi-
cant enough to induce the members to ac-
cept th army's choice. Premier Avakum-ovic- s

told the deputies that it was useless
to talk of a republic, as neither Russia nor
Austria would permit it. He further ar-
gued that the proposed new constitution
would pive Kirg Peter far less power than
that enjoyed by the President of tne United
Stat

in spite of the semi-offici- al statements
mad- - this morning that the delegation of
the National Assembly elected to submit
the crown to the newly chosen King had
already started, it is still here. The gov-
ernment declares that the number of Its
members, twenty-fou- r, would entail too
great a cost on the country in the way of
traveling expenses, and the real reason of
the delay in Its departure is that the gov-
ernment found some of Its meiribers to be
adverse to King Peter. These members
sought the opportunity to become recon-
ciled to him at the expense of the country.
Now that the Ministry has cut off their
traveling expenses, their desire to make
the journey will be greatly diminished, and
the delegation probably will consist of a
dozen members at the most.

Inquiries in official clrclea everywhere
elicit the assu ince that the people are de-
lighted with the action of the government,
but conversations overheard in public
places Indicate that the peopl- -, especially
those living outside the capital, know little
and care little about the trend of national
politics. One of the features in all the
shop windo s now is the display of large
pictures of King Peter, freshly printed,
tbe cuts having beeu, brought from abroad.

Jt is believed that the army will try to

make secret terms Aith he new King by
which It will retain the supremacy gained
by the tragedy, but whether the King wils
agree to the conditions is uncertain.

The guns boomed to-d- ay in honor of King
Peter, the church bells rang merrily and
simultaneously along the main street
marched a funeral procession. Accompa-
nied by all the panoply of the Greek Church
a regiment of soldiers, with its band, was
carrying to the grave the remains of a
young lieutenant to whom had been ac-
corded the title of the "army's hero," a
title which was gained as follows: The com-
mandant of a division encamped in the en-
virons of Belgrade was surprised in the pal-
ace by the conspirators on the night of the
assassinations, and managed to escape. He
found a mounted orderly, took his horse and
galloped to the encampment of his division
to summon some of the regiments to the as-
sistance of the King. Just before reaching
the camp the lieutenant who was buried to-
day overtook the young commandant, and
In the sanguinary fight which ensued the
commandant was killed and the lieutenant
wa mortally wounded. He died yesterday.

TRIAL OF SCALPERS

FOIR MORE WITNESSES EXAMINED
IN POLICE COURT.

Proaecotlon Directed Agnlnnt M. S.
Meybera and Samnel Gliek by

Local Rallroada.

TICKETS USED IN EVIDENCE

EMPLOYES OF RAILROADS CLAIM
THEY WERE CHANGED.

Big Fonr Agent at Anderaon on the
Stand Statement Made by Rroker

A. L. Meaning.

The trial of M. S. Meyberg and Samuel
Glick, ticket brokers, charged with uttering
forged and fraudulent railroad tickets and
passes, was continued before Judge Whal-lo- n,

of the City Police Court, yesterday
afternoon, and John S. Duncan, attorney for
the prosecution, feels confident of binding
the men over to the grand jury.

Four witnesses for the prosecution were
placed on the stand and their testimony
occupied the time of the court until 5

o'clock, when the hearing was adjourned
until 2 o'clock this afternoon.

A great many tickets purporting to have
been changed and altered were introduced
as evidence against the defendant brokers
and among them were several samples of
what is termed "split tickets" by those
familiar with ticket frauds. A split ticket
is one which has been remodeled by cut-
ting the face from an unused ticket and
pasting it over the concellatlon mark In
such a manner as to retain the stamp of
the railroad on the back, leaving the face
of the ticket apparently unused. Several
tickets were Introduced which apparently
had been changed and which, it is claimed,
were bought from the Meyberg agency.
John Ham, baggageman for the Big Four
Railroad, testified that he had not checked
baggage on one of the tickets which ap-

peared to have been punched by an Instru-
ment making a similar mark to the one
used by him, and it Is claimed by the prose-
cution that the "B. C." mark, or baggage-
man's punch, was placed on the ticket to
cover the cancellation mark of the con-
ductor who raised or honored the ticket.
Furgeson, ticket agent of the Big Four
Railroad at Anderson, testified as to the
date of sale of a series of tickets pre-
sented to the court and to the date of issue
and expiration which he stamped on the
backs of the tickets at the time of the

DATES CHANGED.
According to the testimony of the An-

derson man the dates on the backs of two
or --nore of the tickets in question were
changed by some person other thjan an
employe of the railroad so they coul 1 be
used at a daVe several weeks later than
that allowed by the time limit. The tickets
bearing the changed and altered dates of
expiration and issue were bought by a
young man, it is said, from the Meyberg
agency, in good faith for passage over the
Big Four Railroad and the alterations
were not detected until the tickets were
turned in to F. M. Brine, ticket account-
ant of the Big Four Railroad at Cincinnati.
Mr Brine was placed on the stand and
testified as to the date on which the tickets
were ueed and the train on which the pan-Sag- e

was secured, his testimony tending to
show that the tickets, which were issued
in May, were not used until June and that
the conductor of the train on which they
were used had accepted them in good faith
for the passage, not suspecting that the
dates of Issue and expiration had been
altered.

Mr. Charles B. Stilz. ticket agent for the
Union Railway Company at the Union Sta-
tion, testified to the date of sale and the
date of the expiration of certain tickets
aoli In this city. He claimed, from the
records of the Union Station ticket office
produced In court, that certain dates and
figures had been erased and altered In auch
a manner as to make the tickets apparently

Johnson could have had his delegates
seated with the Murphy delegation, each
having half of the Kansas votes, without
being humiliated. But he would not abide
by the ruling of the credentials commit-
tee and the convention humiliated him.

The sentiment of the convention against
Johnson's tactics took the form of defeat
and humiliation for the leader of the op-
position to the administration and Its plana
when a State vote waa tak n upon John
son s motion to throw out tue report of
the credentials committee, aeatlng both
delegations with half votes, and instead seat
only the Johnson delegation and give it
all the votes. The vote stood 302 to 122

against Johnson's motion.
WILL NOT GO TO THE COURTS.

The convention waa then called upon te
vote upon the credentials committee's re-
port. The report was adopted unanimously.

Johnson denied the statement accredited
to him that he would take this content to
the courta. He could accomplish nothing
by such procedure, Head Consul North oil
says, as fraternal organizations ha--- c it
within their province to settle the question
of what delegates shall sit in their con-
ventions.

Thus ends the first Johnson incident of the
thirteenth biennial convention of the Head
Camp. .

Johnson, who is a candidate for head
consul against A. R. Talbot, of Nebras-
ka, whote election Is practically assured,
according to gentral opinion among the
prominent delegates, will come Into promi-
nence again to-d- ay if the election Is not
postponed. In this contest it is predicted
somewhat generally that Johnson will havefewer votes than he got in the contest yes-
terday.
