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SLUMP IN GRAIN MARKET

HEAVY LIQUIDATION CAUSED BY
CHANGE IN THE WEATHER.

-

! Larger Receipts Add to the Weakness

—July Options Lose Most Heavily—
Provisions Also Very Weak.

>

CHICAGO, June 27.—Extreme weakness
prevailed in both the grain and provision
pits to-day, due to general liquidation,
September wheat closing 1%c lower, corn
off 1'%3¢ and oats down %NG%c. Provisions
were from 15¢ to 6c lower.,

IL.ight showers in portions of the spring
wheat bell, with cloudy skies general in

that part of the country, caused a feeling
among traders that the drought in the
Northwest was ended and resulted in bring-
ing out a large volume of long stuff, which
holders were afrald to carry over Sunday.

In consequence of this heavy selling pres-
sure prices fell precipitately and weakness

was manifested throughout the session.
Cables were indifferent to the upturn here
yesterday, and with the break at St. Louls,
Minneapolis and Duluth, this market fol-
lowed the lead and opened lower, July be-
ing unchanged to %c loweér at 82§82%c, and
September off 3gGulc to RATHe at VL@
T¥5c. The market rallied at one time dur-
ing the first hour, but selling was too per-
sistent to be withstood, and prices con-

tinued on their downward course until
July had recached 3%c and September 78c.
The close was near the bottom, with July
1%c lower at S0%ec¢, and September down
1"gc at T53@78%c. Clearances of wheat and
flour were equal to 244,90 bu. Primary re-
ceipls were 304,300 bu, against 460,000 a year
ago. Minneapolis and Duluth reported re-
ceipts of 216 cars, which, with local re-
ceipts of 24 cars, three of contract grade,
made a total of 240 cars, against 254 last
week and 347 a year ago.

Corn ruled weak under general liquida-
tion, brought abtout by the weakness in
wheat, favorable weather and increased re-

ceipts. Nearly every® house in the trade
seemed to have selling orders on tap at
the start, and the demand was exceedingly
light, so that opening figures were con-
siderably lower than yesterday's close. The

selling was renewed from time to time
during the rest of the session, and prices
declined still turther, July closing at the
low point at 47%¢c, a loss of 13c, after sell-
ing between 4¥igc and 50'c., September
closed 1'%4c lower at 5c, after ranging be-
tween 49%c and 08c. Receipts were 608
cars, 4 of cortract grade.

July Oats suffered a sharp break In the
first hour, the opening price being from %e
to 1%4c lower at $1%@4%ec, and selling off to
4lc soon after the opening. The decline
was due chiefly to selling by a prominent
commission house, and with stop-loss or-
ders coming out on the decline, the reces-
slon was made more pronounced. There
was more or less liguidation in the de-
ferred months on account of the weakness
in July, the decline in other grains and
favorable weather conditions. After sell-
ing between 40'c and 427c, July closed 2%c
lower at 40%c, with September off G%c
at J3%c, after ranging between 33%c and
3@ ize. Receipts were 206 cars.

Provisions ruled weak the greater part
of the sesion, due to the weakness in gralns
and to heavy liquidation. Opening prices
were steady in spite of an ier ' hog
market, but toward the end of the first
hour there was a general selling move-
ment and prices declined rapidly, with pork
especlally weak. There was little support
to the market and the close was at the
bottom, September pork being off é0c at
$15.40, lard 15¢ lower at $8.27%, and ribs
22%c lower at $8.6215.

CATTLE DULL AND WEAKER, AND
THE OUTLOOK IS NOT PROMISING.

Hogs Weak and Five to Ten Centa

Lower—=Sheep Quiet and Steady—
Condition of Other Markets.

T.—Cattle—Recelipts, 400; shipments small.
marketing of cattle this week has been compara-
tively liberal, but included considerable stock
billed through. The total receipts indicate a
gain of £00 over last week, 2,600 over the same
week a year ago. and nearly 2,790 over the cor-
responding week two years ago. Thus far this
yvear the receipts are nearly 3,008 larger than the
same period last year, and for the month thus
far there i8 a gain of over 5,000 compared with
the same period a year ago.

On account of the indifferent demand, which

resuited in very uneven prices, jt has been ex-

ceedingly difficuit to outline the conditions ac-
curately this week. At the beginning of the
week the market was influenced by moderate
receipts here and elsewhere, and an advance of
10c to 15¢ was made In values. This stimulated
thé marketing, and by the middle of the week
the supplies were larger than required, and all
of the early gain in prices was soon lost. From
Wednesday untll the close of the week cattle
that were thick-fat of prime quality and not too
heavy sold at comparatively satisfactory prices,
but all other grades were very difficuit to sell,
and, while there was not much If any reduction
in prices, the market was very unsatisfactory to
sellers because it was Impossible at all times to
sell the same grades of cattle at uniform prices.
It frequently happened that salesmen would price
two or more loads that apparently were equal In
quality and fat at the same price, but buyers
could see a difference and would only buy one
load out of the lot. This indicates how exceed-
ingly particular they were. Another thing that
contributed to a slow market was the fact that
owners, in many cases, could not realize the
first cost for the cattle, and, of course, they were
reluctant in allowing them to sell. It was evi-
dent that all local houses were well supplied, and
this made them more particular than usual in
making their selections. The demand for stock-
ers and feeding cattle has been quite limited,
due to the fact that feeders were too busy with
their farm work to come to market, and, of
course, under such circumstances professional
buyers did not care to ‘“load up.”" While the
position in prices yesterday for all kinds except,
possibly, heifers and feeting cattle was not
changed to a great extent compared with the
close of last week, the conditions prevalling are
not very encouraging to feeders and salesmen.
The busy season for Texas and Western cattle
is approaching, and -this, as usual, will affect
the market for native stock. It is belleved, how-
ever, that all thick-fat cattle of prime quality
arnd not too heavy will sell at comparatively sat-
isfactory prices. It is observed that there was
more discrimination against the grass cattle this
week than there has been heretofore, and It is
naturally expected that a greater difference will
be made as the season advances. The highest
prices paid this week were $5.15 for fat steers,
$4.60 for feeders, $4.75 for helfers, $4.25 for cows,
$3.%0 for bulls, and $6.50 for calves.

The receipts to-day were larger than usual at
this time in the week, and no doubt larger than
expected. Local packing houses, being well sup-
plied, weare practically out of the market, and
with no outside demand business was at a stand-
still. A few butcher cattle were transferred at
about yesterday's prices, but a very large per-
centage of the supply, Including several cattle
carrted over from yesterday, could not have been
sold except at a sacrifice in prices, which sales-
men did not believe they would be justified In
making.

AS TO “PERSONALS.”

The Newspapers, as a Rule, Are Very
Merciful.

Richmond (Va.) News-Leader.

One of the legitimate purposes and func-
tions of @ newspaper in this day is to keep
people informed concerning each other and
to tell the public what it has a right to
know of social events and persons who
are interesting because of their promi-
nence. In old times, when a young woman
came to town, for instance, it was but a
matter of an evening and a day to have
the fact circulated all through her circle
of personal friends and acquaintances. As
communities become larger, however, this
plan is impracticable. It is entirely legiti-
mate and proper to send to the newspa-
r:rs a quiet announcement that any visitor

in the city and to give the address for
the information of their friends. Certain
social functions, as, for instance, large
church weddings, are in a measure public
property. Many people are invited to see
them and they are made spectacular and
picturesque, presumably at least for the
pleasure of the guests. There I8 no reason
why an event of this kind should neot
be described in the newspaper respectfully
and accurately. As to other weddings,
rropr!ety requires that they should be pub-
icly announced. The old rule was to an-
nounce them simply by advertisements con-
taining the name of the bride and groom
and official clergyman, but public taste and
interest, which we cannot say are vitiated
or depraved, demand some more particu-
lars, and we do not see why they sheuld
be withheld.

There is no need for any pretense about
all these matters. It is true that some of
the people who are loudest in denouncing
the newspapers on all occasions are among
the first to ask favors of them and that
those who deplore the “invasion of privacy”
and turn up their noses at the personal and
social prominence given to their neighbors,
are ready, usually, perhaps, after some Ilit-
tle display of coyness, to go into the most
painful particalars and most minute de-
tails concerning their own affairs—except
when the connection happens to be in some
way unfortunate or shady, in which case
they are ferociously or abjectly or other-
wise earnestly intent on suppression. Yet
these very same people are the first to
grumble and accuse the newspapers of sub-
serviency to social and financial influence
when the details of a scandal or erime or
misfortune involving some other famlily
are suppressed or treated conservatively.
All of this is part of human nature and

spapers learn to deal with it good-
moredly and as part of the day's work
It is all told in the familiar old fable of
the goring of the ox.

We are approaching a sensible and busi-
nesslike basis in which newspapers and
people will understand each other. No rep-
utable newspaper wants to intrude itself

improperly on the sanctity of private life or
desires to hurt the feelings or the character
