CHRISTIANS ARE SCORED

REV. M. H. LYON SAYS MANY ARE
TOO COWARDLY TO CONFESS.

He Says There Are Men That Yell
Themselves Hoarse at Ball Games
and Criticise Revival Amens.

&

At the gospel meeting last night the Rev.
Lyon scored all Christians and people who
weére afraid to come to the front and con-
fess their faith. *““You want to be Chris-
tians,” he declared, “but you are too selfish
and too cowardly to give up your sin. As
much as you would like to be Christians
you are afraid to deny yourselves worldly
pleasures. You are caring more for the
earthly soul than the spiritual soul. You
are crowding the soul of God out of your
lives, and just as long as you are letting

something come between the salvation of’

your soul you are denying Jesus Christ.
You had better keep still if you are caring
more for earthly things than spiritual joys,
and don't try to play the hypocrite.

‘“Be true to yourselves and God. Men go
to the ball games and get excited and
shout so that they can be heard for miles,
and then they come to these meetings and

see a little spiritual excitement and fervor,
and they go away and say they don't want
anything to do with that revival because

they are all excited. The trouble is, I tell
you, that you don't get excited about the
right thing.” This was received with loud
amens [rom all parts of the tent. Mr. Lyon
then continued to treat of the broadness
and universality of Christianity.

“It is not wealth, or oulture, or educa-
tion that i1s Christianity, but the gospel of
the crucifixion of the human Christ work-
ing in your human hearts.” Mr. Lyon told
of his own conversion and acceptance of
the spirit, and said that was the only way
he had recelved perfect peace and happi-
ness. He also scored people who were
ashamed of their Christianity, and said
that it was because they did not recognize
the power of authority. There were a large
number of professed conversions last night.

To-day three meetings will be held. Mr.
Lyon will address women only at 3 p. m.
in the Edwin Ray M. E. Church. + At 3:3
he will hold services for men only in the
tent, speaking on “Profit and Loss.” The
subject of his sermon to-night will be “The
Gulf Fixed.” At the evening services a
contribution will be taken for Mr. Lyon,
The last meeting of the revival will be to-
morrow night, the subject of the sermon
being ““The Closed Door.”

Mr. Lyon will leave to-morrow night for
Chicago, where he will begin a series of
revival meetings.

OLD RITTER HOMESTEAD

FIRST HOUSE BUILT AFTER ESTAB-
LISHMENT OF IRVINGTON.

The Site Will Be Used for Publie
School Building, and the Old House

Will Be Moved.

>

Within another week the oldest house—
the pioneer residence of Irvington, will tot-
ter from its foundation. The old Ritter
homestead that has stood for over thirty
years at the corner of Washington street
and Ritter avenue will be moved from its
present site to a lot on Elm avenue, about
500 feet to the west. It will be a gigantic
undertaking to shift this great, roomy
dwelling from its stone setting through
ranks of heavy shade trees, over none too
level land, to the west corner of the old
Ritter orchard. It will be no work of a
single night as was the wheeling of the

huge wooden horse of the Greeks into the
walls of Troy, but for many days men will

tug and teams will strain and slowly the
ponderous structure wiill advance, amid
the creaking of rollers, the rattle of der-
ricks and the shouts of negroes, foot by
foot to its future surroundings.

The property where now stands the Rit-
ter homestead has been bought by the city
for the site of the Irvington public school,

which will be built this fall. The former
school grounds have been just south of the

depot, where twice within the last few
yvears the bullding burned to the ground

and the already large debt has been in-
creased. The transfer of the school site
was mainly because of the advantages of
the site of the Ritter-avenue property.
Formerly the depot around which was the

meat market, the postoffice, the drug store
and the grocery was the pivot of all subur-
ban activity. The postoffice brought the
people together every evening and gave
the [ittle pusiness center half of its trade.
But naturely the town bullt up toward the
city and with the dawn of iree delivery
the postoffice was given the go-by and lost
its spirit of congeniality. Its business
neighbors also suffered from a lack of live-
ly patrons and commerciai aspect. The
schoolhouse in a way answered the calling
of the postoffice, in that it brought to the
storekeepers the sundry trade of the school
children.

TRANSFER OF SCHOOLHOUSE.

The transfer of the public school to an-
other part of town is another blow to those
ploneer tradesmen who have stuck to their
old crafts. Already there has been a de-
mand ‘for lots and buildings in the prox-
imity of the future school, which is evi-
dence of the activity that will accompany
the move., The new fire engine house is op-
posite the Ritter property and the Smith
block stands diagonally across the street,
80 the center of business is already marked.

Preparations are now being made by George
Russel and Willlam I. Coons to move their
postoffice and drug store from Central ave-
nue to the corner of Ritter and Washington
street. And the price of storerooms in the
Smith block has risen considerably. There
is plenty of objection by residents of the
neighborhood to the establishment of the
publie school in the midst of the dwelling*
district, but thelr “kicks' were of no avail
in keeping out the Smith block, so their
voices are not raised to a very angry pitch.

The moving of the Ritter homestead brings
to mind recollections of old Irvington days
and days even before its time, when the
present site was dense woods and commons
of waving giant iron weeds and red-topped
thistles. In 1870 Dr. Levi Rittter came to
Indianapolis from Danville, and in looking
over the ground bought eighty-eight acres
of land, which is encompassed now by the
line of Irvington on the north, Ritter ave-
nue on the east, the rallroad on the south
and Dillon avenue on the west. Mr. Ritter's
object was to establish a large Jersey stock
farm. Later in the same year George W.
Julian and Sylvester Johnson purchased 320
acres just porth of Mr. Ritter's land. Their
plan was to establish a residence suburb,
and they had the land surveyed accordingly
into large lots and winding streets. Dr. Rit-
ter also fell in with thelr plans and gave*
up the stock-farm idea. He laid off his
land into lots between winding avenues for
which Irvington is now 8o noted. Dr, Ritter
began the bullding of his country home at
once and it was finished during February
of the following year, in which month he
moved in with his family. Mr. Julian and
Mr. Johnson also began the construction of
their ideal residences in 1870, but they were
not completed until about a year after the
Ritter home, as they were bullt of brick
and were consequently much slower in com-

pletion, .
LAND WAS WOODED.

When Ritter built his home his land was
mostly wooded. Many of the old forest
trees are still standing on thelawn. Theland
was cleared and put to agricultural use.
Life was much as it was on the old manor
farms. The large orchard, many of whose
fruit trees are now standing in the neigh-

bors’ yards to the west, was planted by
Mr. Ritter. The shade trees that line so
many of the Irvington streets were the
work of Mr. Ritter. The lots were =old

slowly at first, but with the establishment
of Butler College in the vicinity the pulse
of country life was quickened and houses
began to dot the waving commons, grad-
ually closing in until the Ritter property
was reduced to about one-twentieth its
original area. Now homes stand in its or-
chards and on nearly every lot laid out by
Mr. Ritter. Many of the lots, originally
large and sweeping, have been cut into
smaller plots, and it is safe to say that
there are now about three times as many
homes on the tract as Mr. Ritter intended
when he planned for an ideal residence
suburb.

The Ritter homestead Is now the oldest
dwelling In Irvington. All other landmarks
have crumbled away or been torn down.
The former site of the house, when Mr.
Ritter bought the land, was occupied by an
old log cabin, made of hewn logs and plas-
tered with yellow clay. The story is told
by some of the éarly settlers that the occu-
pant of this house killed a large black bear
in the clump of trees that now throw their
shade over the Ritter lawn. In Irvington's
embryonic daye the only connection with
Indianapolis was by stage coach, and this
was Dr. Ritter's property. It was the old-
fashioned stage coach that rumbled over
the rough roads behind four horses. On the
corner opposite Dr. Ritter's house was built
the stage house, where the stage and horses
were kept. Each of the trio of pioneers—
Mr. Julian, -Mr. Johnson and Mr. Ritter—
contributed to the maintenance of the
coach, as it was made the property of all.
The old coach Jdriver is said to be still liv-
ing at Danville, Ind. The stagehouse was
afterward used as a blacksmith shop, and
about five vears ago was torn down and the
site graded. A few rods further north on
Washington street stood a dilapidated inn
where weary ttravelers stopped and re-
freshed themselves with cool drinks. This,
too, was torn down many years ago and a
residence built on its site,

BEAUTIFUL RESIDENCES.

The-homes of Mr. John=on and Mr. Julian
were completed the year following Mr. Rit-
ter's occupancy. These residences are Irv-
ington's two most beautiful homes. The
Julian house s now the property of James
Layman and Sylvester Johnson is still liv-
ing In the home bullt by him In 1871. His
yard is a celebrated meeting ground of the
State Horticultural Society, and his fruits

and the vegetables from his garden have
won many prizes at the state falr. The

original Irvington as laid out by Mr. Julian
and Mr. Johnson was 320 acres of land east
of what is now Ritter avenue., The name of
Irvington originated with Mr. Julian. He
was a great lover and admirer of Washing-
ton Irving's writings and suggested that
they name the suburb after the great prose
writer. The three founders of Irvington
have been true to it.
at his home on Central avenue and Dr. Levi
Ritter spent his last days in the old home-
stead on Washington street. Sylvester
Johnson is still living. hale and hearty at
the age of eighty-one, and he saye that he
Is satisfied to live the remainder of his
days in the Irvington he helped to found.
The Ritter home, since Iits erection, -has
been occupied by Mrs. Ritter and the mem-
bers of the family. It is a large frame
building of thirteen rooms besides bath-
room and kitchen, and although bulit on
the old-style plan of architecture, amid its
sweeps of green lawns and majestic forest
trees, it commands the admiration of
Pmn-by. Voss Ritter, one of Dr. Ritter's
amily, has the distinction of being the first
citizen born In Irv on, which was in the
year 1871, two mon

advent. The contract made with the school
authorites specifies that the house must be
moved by July 2, so the work will begin at
once.

STILL ANOTHER CLAIM.

They Are Bobbing Up Against Chi-
cago & Southeastern Rallway.

An amended intervening petition in the
case of the Central Trust Company of New
York against the Chicago & Southeastern
Railway Company was filed in the Federal
Court yesterday by Mary E. Witt. The pe-
tition says that In June of 1888 Solomon
Witt, in the Hamilton Circuit Court, ob-
tained a judgment for the sum of $M3 and
interest at the rate of § per cent. for claims
of labor and services performed while In
the employ of the road. It also stated that
the judgment had been made a lien on the
right of way and the lands of the company,
but that on the execution of the judgment
the sheriff returned with the verdict of “no
property found,”” and the judgment has re-
mained unsatisfied and unappealed ever
since. Mary Witt, widow of Solomon Witt,
now petitions that the judgment be de-
clared a lien superior to that of either de-
fendant or plaintiff.

The National Encampment Will Be

Held at San Francisco from
August 16 to 21.

Adjutant General Neely, of the Depart-
ment of Indiana, is_preparing a lengthy or-
der detailing plans for the G. A. R. en-
campment at San Francisco during the
week beginning Monday, Aug. 17. These
detalls are being sent for the special benefit
of the Indiana veterans who desire to at-
tend, and will be based on information con-
tained In general order No. §, recelved yes-
terday from the commander-in-chief.

The committee on management of the Na-
tional Encampment has issued a handsome
poster which is likely to attract a great
deal of attention. The poster Is twenty-four
by thirty-eight inches, printed in bright,
vivid colors, symbolic of bright, sunny Cal-
ifornia welcoming the Grand Army vet-
erans. It portrays an aged member of the
Grand Army of the Republic, with flag in
hand, being greeted by California, a beauti-
fully drawn figure of a typical California
maiden holding In her arms and entwined
in her tresses showers of golden popples—
the California State flower. In the distance
is seen the Golden Gate and a sun-lit
stretch of San Francisco's placid bay. The
committee, whose address is the Grand Ho-
tel, San Francisco, is disposing of the
posters at 50c each, the money to be ap-
plied in entertaining the veterans during
the encampment.

The headquarters of the Grand Army of
the Republic will be established temporarily
at the Palace Hotel, S8an Francisco, from
Aug. 15 to 21 Inclusive. The parade of the
Grand Army will take place on Wednesday,
Aug. 18, at 10 a. m. The following sug-
gestions are issued to veterans by the com-
mittee on arrangements:

“Comrades should bring with them in
actualy money only a sufficient sum to meet
their traveling expenses en route; that, for
their expenses whilst here and on return

trip, each comrade secure through his local
bank drafts on New York to his own order,
split up into such convenient sums as may
be deemed advisable, say $25 or $50 each, ag-

gregating the total amount he may desire |

to bring. Upon arrival here the specimen
signatures of the various adjutant generals
will be taken in sets of fifteen and certified
to by official headquarters here, after which
one specimen will be lodged with each of
the banks in this city. Whenever funds
are required by any member of the Grand
Army of the Republic he can, in the pres-
ence of his adjutant general, indorse such
check, and the adjutant general can then
indorse such check in the following terms:
‘Indorsement certified correct,” thereafter
attaching his own signature. The check
may then be presentéed to any bank in San
Francisco by the party originally indorsing
the same, and upon his signing name again
in the presence of the teller at the bank
upon a loose sheet of per on which will
be printed or written the words, ‘For pur-
pose of identification of signature,’ to per-
mit of comparison with the oﬂstnal in-
dorsement upon check and to guard against
possible loss of check and presentation by
wrongful party, the check will at once be
ald.”

Tennessee Law Valid.

NASHVILLE, Tenn., June 2/.—The Su-
preme Ccurt has held the Adams law,
passgd at the last session of the Legisla-
ture, to be constitutional. The law is a
temperance measure and provides for the
abolition of saloons in all towns having a
population of 5,000 or under upon a submis-
sion of the question to popular vote. There

are only eight towns in the State that are
exempt from its operation.
