Tired and footsore, with faces and hands

burned red by the scorching sun, Mrs. Alice
Carver and her three-year-old daughter,
Ina May, dragged themselves into the po-
lice station last night, at 98 o'clock, and the
woman, in a voice weak from exhaustion,

asked humbly for shelter for herself and
child over night. She said they were on

their way to Noblesville, where they would
be cared for by relatives, but had walked
from Sunman, Ind., and were too tired to
go further without resting.

Mrs, Carver's story is that of an unfor-

tunate woman who had the {ll luck to
marry a drunkard. She was married in
184 to Vergil Carver, an iron molder, and
they had lived together but a year until
his desire for drink asserted itself, and the
little home was soon ruined. The wife was
compelled to take in washing in the village
where they lived to support herself and
three children, while the husband, who
should have been the provider, recklessly
spent all his money for intoxicants, and
often took from the hands of the woman he
once vowed to care for and protect money
that she had saved. to meet the current
expenses of the family. For nine years she
stood his abuse, and on Jan. 15 this year
left him, and, taking her three children
with her, went to a neighboring farm
house, where she worked for their support.
Several days later, when she awoke in the
morning and went into the room where her
children slept, she was horrified to find her
two eldest daughters missing from thelr
beds. No trace was found of them for
weeks, but at last it was learned that the
father had climbed into the house in the
night, carried the little girls to the train
and gone with them to Knightstown, where
he had secured employment at his trade.
The police at Knightstown were notified,
but before they could arrest the man he,
with the children, had left the country,
and none of them has been heard from

WORKED ON A FARM.
Mrs. Carver since then has been working
on the farm for the board of herself and

one daughter, but a week ago became {1l
and wrote to her uncle, a farmer near

Noblesville, who raised her from a child,
and asking him to take her daughter and
self into his home. In a day or so she re-
ceived a card from him telling her to come
on at once. Having no money and being

too proud to ask for aid, she, with her
three-year-old babe, started last Monday
to walk to Noblesville.

For many weary miles the poor woman
was compelled to carry her child, who was
crying from fatigue and hunger, in addi-
tion to the heavy bundle of household
effects, which, being all the property she
owned in the world, she wished to take
with her.

The woman was almost exhausted when
she stepped inside the police station door
and the desk sergeant, noticing her condi-
tion, called the matron, who took charge of
the destitute woman and her crying child
for the night. The shoes of the weary pailr
were worn through on the bottoms and
their feet were bleeding and bruised from
the constant contact with the stones on the
road.

A collection was taken ur at the police
station from the members of the committee,
who are conducting the Logsdon Investi-
gationr, and the woman and her child are
now assured of passage from here to No-
blesville on the train and a good break-
fast this morning.

TO BE MADE WITH OR WITHOUT THE
FITED LINING.

The original is made of dotted chambray,
but all waist materials are equally sult-
able.

The waist consists of the smoothly fitted
lining, which can be used or omitted as pre-
ferred, the fronts and the back, and is
shaped by means of shoulder and under-
arm seams. The back is drawn down
smoothly and snugly at the waist line, while
the front blouses slightly over the belt. The
sleeves are cut in one plece, and are full
below the elbows and gathered Into straight

How a Bowery “Has-Been"” Lives,

Seventy cents pays for a week’'s lodging.
To eat more than twice a day is not deemed
necessary. On Park Row and the Bowery
are several cellar restaurants where five
cents procures a ‘‘square meal.” The meals
are not totally bad, and the bill of fare is
quite pretentious. Pork and beans, pea
soup, stew, hash and hard-bolled eggs com-
prise the menu, and with each item four
slices of bread and a bowl of coffee are
served. ‘“'Has-beens,” who are out of work
or who belong to the positively idle class,
resort to the penny soup stands, where a
cup of soup, or a cup of coffee and one slice
of bread, are sold for a cent. Two meals
at five cents a day, bring the board bill up
to seventy cents for the week. Subtracting
this, as well as the hotel bill, from the orig-
inal sum of three dollars, the *“‘has-been"
finds himself the possessor of the substan-
tial balance of one dollar and sixty cents.
Free barber schools, where apprentices to
the barber's trade perfect themselves, take
care of a ‘““has-been’s’ tonsorial effective-
ness, His hair is cut and his beard shaved
off for no other expense than a few occa-
sional drops of blood or a bit of skin. His
laundry work is done by himself at his
lodging house. If the wardrobe needs re-
plenishing, the old-clothes market, where
sales occur dally, Bayard and Elizabeth
streets is visited. Pleces of wearing ap-
parel, hats, shoes, and linen, not good
enough to be bought by the second-hand
dealers, who have first choice of the wares
brought from up town by the “old clo'es”
peddlers, are offered on the street corner,
and are bought for a mere pittarnce. After
a purchase, a *“has-been”” makes the neces-
sary repairs, and feels a real satisfaction In
his bargain.
