PUNCTURE THE PLEURA AND DRAW
OUT AN ORANGE RED LIQUID.

THERE IS STILL HOPE

DR. MAZZONI IS MUCH ENCOUR-
AGED BY DEVELOPMENTS.

Despite Pneumonia, Kidney Trouble
and Difficult Breathing There

Is No Blood Poisoning.

ROME, July B, 6:55 a. m.—All is tranquil
at the Vatican this morning. The medical
bulletin which will be issued at the usual
hour Is awaited with great expectation. Dr.
Lapponl at 6 o'clock had gone to sleep.

The Pope on waking this morning did not
speak. He was somewhat irritable, and it
scemed as though the blankets and other
bedclothes were too heavy, so he kicked
them off at the imminent risk of taking a
fresh cald, which would be absolutely fatal.

ROME, July 8, 2:15 a. m.—Pope Leo is now

sleeping, but his head lles uneasy on his
pillow. The alleviation brought about by
yesterday's operation of removing the fluid
from his pleura was followed later in the
evening by a restless period, and fresh
doses of chloral, digitalis and caffeine had
to be admigistered. Under their influence
the Pontiff fell 1ato a slumber, which, how-
evVer, Was nol wveuy peaceful on' account of
the difficulty the patient has in breathing.
Seeing Dr. Lapponi always at his bedside
the Pope just before falling asleep said
kindly to him:

“Now, it is your turn to-night. You must
sleep.”

THE PLEURA PUNCTURED.

The pleura was punctured with a Pravaz
syringe at 11 o'clock. The calmness with
which the Pope {linderwent the ordeal of
the operation was one of the most remark-
able evidences of fortitude that he had
Riven in his whole life. After a lengthy
conference the doctors concluded it was
advisable to operate for pleurisy, the pri-
mary purpose being to explore the affected
parts. They hoped incidentally to draw off
the collected fluid. When their determina-
tion was communicated to the Pontiff he
showed no anxiety. On the contrary, he
submitted very willingly expressing the
hope that good results might come, recall-
ing the_ Successful results following Dr.
Mazzoni's operation years ago.

;}s the operation was not of a capital na-
ture suggesting the use of chloroform or
other anaesthetic, the Pope lay on his bed
with his left side exposed below the armpit
to the waist. Only the two doctors and two
personal attendants were within the cham-
ber. The immediate direction of the opera-
tion devolved on Dr. Mazzoni, who handled
the instruments and made the preparatory
arrangements. First a slight incision was
made in the side of the venerable patient.
A solution of alcohol and corrosive sub-
limate was then injected and cocaine was
used to deaden the sensation. The point
of the_ operation was just below the sev-
enth rib and the operation itself consisted
in the insertion of a large Pravaz needle
syringe. This penetrated to the region
where the matter had accumulated and by
means of suction slowly drew it off. Under
the skillful guidance of Mazzoni the opera-
tion scarcely occupied over four minutes.

LEO MANIFESTED NO PAIN.
The Pope manifested no pain whatever,
neither was there the slightest quiver of
moral dread from the operatior. In the

So soon as the liquld was drawn off by the

owing to the removal of the pressure of the
liquid on the lung and simultancously the

doctors could hear air passing through that
zone which this morning was declared to
be impervious, owing to congestion. From
a patholological standpoint the free pass-
age of alr was considered satisfactory,
but more so were the results, the mental
and physleal relief which it brought to the
Pope. He immediately showed an exhil-
arating spirit. With a slight smile he
whispered his thankfulness and bestowed
benedictions on the doctors bending over
him. The Pontiff even stroked Dr. Maz-
zoni's face in the benevolent way which
Is characteristic of him. Then with one
hand he rearranged his position, closed his
eyes and in a few minutes passed into a
calm, healthful sleep. The doctors re-
mained by the Pope’s side, noting the reg-
ularity of his breathing and pronounced
the operation to have been in every way
successful and leaving no perceptible ad-
verse results.

The Pope this morning expressed the de-
sire of again taking communion, notwith-
standing the fact that he received the last
communion on Sunday and extreme unction
yesterday. Monsignor Marzaloni, one of
the chamberlains, therefore performed both
ceremonies. The Pope showed great seren-
ity, repeating that he felt quite prepared to
leave the world. In spite of this he now |
and then expressed the hope that he might |
vet recover.

to see him again.
By the Pope's express desire all his re-

lations have been to see him to-day. The
scene was most touching. His nephews,
to whom he has been a real father, en-
tered the room sobbing. His Holiness
goothed them, saying: *“I feel the moment
approaching when I must leave you. Say
our last good-bye. I am about to enter
eternal life. But do not grieve for me,
1 am about to enter my real happiness.”
Befere leaving the room they all kissed
the hand of the Pontiff reverently, fearing
it was for the last time.

THE POPE'S QUESTIONS.

Since this morning, when first informed
that an operation would, perhaps, be neces-
sary, his Holiness began to inquire about
it. Turning to Dr. Lapponi with his usual
tamiliarity, he asked: *“Will it be painful?
Remember, I cannot stand much pain.”

Instead of Dr. Lapponi, Dr. Mazzoni an-
swered: *I ean assure your Holiness that
you will feel no pain. A little cocaine will

deaden all sensation.”
Pope Leo retorted at once: ‘“‘Remember,
you said the same thing when you extract-

ed that cyst a few years ago."”

The doctors, de-
siring a strong light, had the windew wide-
ly opened, but, as it faces the bed, the light
offended the weak eyes of the Pontiff, so
that it was thought desirable that he should
reverse his position. As soon as this was
proposed the Pope himself made a move-
ment, showing again that spirit of activity
and determination which seems constantly
to inspire him. Dr. Mazzoni, however, did
not give him time to leave the bed., but,
taking him in his arms, literally turned the
pontift about. FPope Leo 'smiled and ex-
claimed: *Brave, professor! I congratulate
you. Although I have become so light, 1
must still be rather heavy.

Both the doctors laughed, and were at
the same time astonished at the brightness
of the Pontiff when oppressed by a hard and
dangerous illness and on the point of un-
dergoing a surgical operation.

CHARLOTTESVILLE, Va., July
Southern Railway passenger train No. 35,
southbound, ran into an open switch at
Rockfish depot, twenty miles south of this
city, at 3 o'clock this afternoon, smashing
into a local freight on a siding. The pas-
senger engine and express coaches were de-
molished and the baggage coach telescoped
through the second-class passenger in the
rear. In the latter were a party of immi-
grants, all of whom were Kkilled or injured.
The dead number twenty-four and the se-
verely injured thirteen. Others were slight-
ly hurt. Traffic was suspended for eight
hours. The identified dead are:

The work of rescuing the injured began
immediately. Dr. William A. Lambeth, of
the University of Virginia, was on the
train, and at once organized measures of
relief. The trainmen, under the doctor's
direction, cut through the panels of the
baggage car aud express car and took
out twenty of the dead. Proba$y a
score of injured were removed. W. A,
Ward, the Union News agent on the train,
whose home is in Washington, was in the
fatal car, but escaped. The shock of the
collision threw him through the window,
breaking his left arm. The special train
which went from here to the scene of the
wreck returned to the city about 8 o'clock,
bringing some of the dead and most of the
wounded. Thirteen of the injured were
taken to the University Hospital, where
their wounds were dressed.

Most of the immigrants were Austrians,
and were bound for points as far distant as
California.

ists of State Attend Opening Ses-
sion at Claypool Hetel.

The address of Judge Truman ¥. Palmer,
of Monticello, president of the State Bar
Association, at the first session of the an-
nual meeting in the Claypool Hotel yester-
day morning, was a notable expression of
the views of an eminent jurist on “The Cir-
cuit Courts of Indiana.” One hundred and
fifty of the leading lawyers of the State
were present and heard also the address
of Walter 8. Logan, of New York, on
“Legal Remedies for Trust Evils."

The courts of Indiana are badly in need
of revision, Judge Palmer believes, and the
fact is so patent to the bar as to need no
demonstration. The primary function of
the State Bar Association, Judge Palmer
believes, is to carefully and wisely consider
and recommend reforms in the legal pro-
cedure of the State. Reforms must be
brought about by legislative enactment, he
thinks, rather than by constitutionad re-
vision, for the reason that the latter meth-
od would be involved and uncertain. On
the method of selecting circuit judges
Judge Palmer said:

PARTY LINES DRAWN,

“Because judges are chosen at reguiar
elections when the party lines are closely
drawn and political excitement runs hizh,
judges are often, too often, chosen because
of their political affiliations, In the ex-
citement of a political campaign party ad-
herence is apt to be considered the pri-
mary, if not the sole, test of fitness to wear
the judiclal ermine. When chosen, circuit
judges preside over courts to which the

electors who are his friends, or enemies,.

his personal acquaintances, must come for
that justice which is guaranteed by the Con-
stitution. Belng but a man, the judge may
be, and sometimes is, influesnced by his
political and personal friendships and to
that extent may justice go amiss. -
“Even though the judge have none of the

prejudice of other mep and may be able
to mete out justice alike to friend and foe,
yet, upon assuming his office, the average
circuit judge in Indiana will find his duties
g0 complex and so multifarious as to ren-
der it practically impossible to discharge
all in a careful and accurate manner,

“Since the abolition of the Common
Pleas Court in 1873, the Circuit Court is
both a common law and an equity conurt,
a civil and a criminal court,.a probate and
an excheguer court. In fact, in the less
populous counties, the administrative and

clerical duties imposed upon the judge of
the Circuit Court take so much of his time
that careful deliberation upon strictly judi-
cial matters is often impossible, me
things must be neglected, some judgments
must be hasty, and some, at times, are im-
perfect.” o
THREE REMEDIES PROPOSED.

Three important remedies for existing de-
fects are pointed out by Judge Palmer, as
follows: 1. That judges be chosen at an
election separate and apart from State or
national elections. This would tend to elim-
inate political prejudice and to the selec-
tion of the man fittest for the place.

2. That several courts, each having a spe-
cific function, should be créated to assume
the  wried functions now discharged by the
Circuit Court. This is but an application to
our judiciary of the modern doctrine of

specialization. We would have then a

of jurisdiction within which it would
possible for a judge to become skilled and
accurate in all matters that come before

3. That courts be not multiplied, and that

judges free to act, several circui

THE CITY'S CROWN OF SHAME

Evansville Awakens to the Awful Consequences of
Her Seedtime of Folly.

'WAS AN OFFICIAL CRIME

AUTHORITIES BLAMED FOR HEINOUS
NEGLECT OF DUTY.

Plain Words Spoken to Mayor Cov-
ert by Frank B. Posey, George
A. Cunningham and Others.

TRYING TO PLACE BLAME

COVERT BLAMES KRATZ AND KRATZ
CRITICISES DURBIN.

Gen. McKee’s Questions Show the
Whole Local Handling of the
Crisis Was Incompetent.

EVANSVILLE, Ind., July 7.—Last Friday
afternoon Louis N. Massey, a patrolman,
tried to arrest Robert Lee, also known as
IL.ee Brown, a negro, who was drunk and
had been threatening to kill another negro.
A duel ensued in which Massey was fatally
and Lee probably fatally wounded. That
night Lee was arrested and lodged in the
county jail. Massey died on Saturday,

Saturday afternoon there were rumors of
a forthcoming lynching. That night a mob
of 100 to 150 assembled at the jail and called
on Bheriff Kratz to turn over to them the
murderer. The sheriff refused. The mob
battered down the gate leading into the
jail yard, but it was not sufliciently aroused
and lacked the leadership to carry out its
plans.

At 4 o'clock Sunday morning the mob had
melted away from the vicinity of the jail
and the sheriff at once removed the negro
to Vincennes for safekeeping.

All day Sunday threats of lynching the
negro were renewed, and that night small
crowds of the lawless element of the city
gathered in various places, paraded over the
city and broke into several hardware and
gnn stores-and appropriated all the weapons
and ammunition they could find. Several
negroes were fired on by the mob, and two
negro saloons, known as the toughest dives
in the city, were attacked and riddled with
bullets, but no one was seriously injured.
The jail was again attacked, in spite of the
assurance of the sheriff that the negro had
been spirited away and of the assurances of
several committees which were permitted
to go through the jail that they were un-
able to find the murderer. The mob insisted
that he was hidden in the dungeon, and
nothing could shake the belief. However,
beyond damaging the exterior of the jail
somewnat the mob did no damage.

KRATZ IN A PANIC.

Monday was circus day and large crowds
were expected in the city. SBheriff Kratz
grew panic stricken at the thought of what
he might be called on to contend with, and
urged Governor Durbin to send troops to
his assistance. The Governer ordered out
the local company of the Indiana National
Guard, under command of Cantain Blum,
with instructions to protect life and prop-
erty and preserve order. At night the Goy-
ernor ordered Col. George W. McCoy, of
the First Regiment, to proceed to this city
from Vincennes and take command of the
troops.

Early Monday evening the troops were
thrown around the jaill and courthouse,
while within the jail and courthouse were
stationed forty or fifty deputy sheriffs,
sworn in to meet the emergency. A crowd

Not the slightest effort was made by
the local authorities to prevent the gath-

alarming proportions several citizens went
out through the crowds and tried to per-
suade the people to disperse, but in vain.
The mob is an unreasoning and unreason-
able animal. The bulk of the crowd was
composed of people drawn there through
curjosity and many of them were women
and children. A few were there because
they were viclous minded. A few were
taere because of their reclgless nature.

Then some one began to revile the militia.
One taunt led to worse. Some one made a
hostile movement that provoked another.
At the psychological moment one of the
vicious minded let fly a stone, felling a
soldier to the pavement, and one of his kind
fired a pistol.

The soldiers had endurad taunts, curses
and insults; they had yielded inch after
inch of ground to the mob, and at last were
up against the wall of the jail. Most of
them were youth untried in such crises.
They held Springtield rifles in their hands.
They were all human. When that stone
was hurled and the bullet from a pistol
whizzed by their heads they answered with
a volley. Armed members of the mob
paused a moment to return the fire, and
then the crowd broke for cover, 8ix dead
and over thirty wounded, one of whom has
gince died, were left on the street and side-
walk. One of the killed was a young girl—
an innocent victim of her own and her fa-
ther's curiosity.

Such, in epitome, is the story of Evans-
ville's shame, the latest blot on Indiana’'s
escutcheon.
