TROLLEY V. STEAM ROADS

HOW ARE THE LATTER TO MEET
COMPETITION OF ELECTRIC LINES f

Chanajea in Dining; Car Service on
Pennsylvania-Scarci- ty of Railroad

Telegraph Operator.

A well-know- n traffic manager, In com-
menting on the encroachments that thetrolky lines are making on the passenger
business of the steam roads, said they
would have to be met in some manner by
the latter so far as their local business was
concerned. "Take, for example," he said,
"the Indianapolis lines. There is not a road
running out of here that could not at smalloxptnse increase the width of its roadbedto admit of putting a third or fourth trackto permit the use of electric cars on theright of way owned by the steam roads.
This would solve the question so far as lo-
cal business is concerned. These trolley
linos would doubtless get permission, on
