RACE WAR IN MEXICO

*

FIGHT BETWEEN NATIVES AND

JAPANESE ON A DESERT.

—e

Four Men Reported Dead and Fifty
Wouanded—Combatants All Rail-
way Laborers.

.

NEW YORK, July 11.—A bloody battle
between 130 Japanese and the same number
of Mexicans has been raging for five days
on the desert between Barstow and Victor-
ville, according to a Tribune dispatch from
Los Angeles, Cal. Four are reported dead
and about fifty wounded, and the end of
the struggle is not in sight. The combat-
ants are all employed by the Santa Fe
Railroad, laying new rails, and the com-
pany has been forced to suspend operations
in that section.

The Japanese and the Mexicans had been
working peaceably side by side for some
time, but on Monday a Japanese made an
insulting remark about a Mexican, and the
fight began. When the two workmen came
to blows sides were quickly formed and bat-
tle lines drawn. Tools used in railroad build-
ing and bowlders from the bottom of the
Mojave river were the weapons, and In a few
minutes many heads wete cracked. The Jap-
anese were finally driven across the river

amid showers of stones almost as effective
as bullets, their leader remaining in the
front to the last. Both sldes intrenched be-
hind piles of sand, and many sallies have
been made since, The attacking force has
invariably been repulsed. Two men were
killed Friday, when the Japanese earth-
works were stormed by the Mexicans, The
fgreman is making«every effort to patch up
a truce, but the men seem determined to
fight while any are left, and it may be nec-
essary to call out the State troops to quell
the fighters.

Mexicans all over the section are develop-
ing a fierce hatred of the Japanese, because
the lutter are supplanting the Mexicans in
many Kinds of work, demanding less wages,
as a rule, but giving more satisfaction.

DENVER, July 11.—At the conference to-
day in the Central Presbyterian Church of
state, district and local Christian Endeavor
officers Presldent Francis E. Clark and
Treasurer Willlam Shaw earnestly urged
a continuance of the campalgn for the ex-
tension of the organization. The reports of
the fleld secretaries showed am unprece-
dented gain in number of neéw societies,
2,40 having been established since the last
convention. The greatest per cent. of in-
crease was 34, which was reported for New
Mexico.

A movement of signal lmportance in the
religious world has been lauuched by the
convention. It is a tentative propesal to
work for the amalgamation of the Christian
Endeavor Society, the Epworth League
and the Baptist Union, and it will be pre-
sented in the form of a petition from the
Eudeavorers to the other two national
bodies. In taking the initiative in the ad-
vocacy of such unlon the Christian En-
deavor Bociety points to its priority of es-
tablishment as justification “‘to evangelize
the world."" This is the keynote of the

pleas of the notable ministerial orators of
ithis country and England who attend the
sessions of the international Christian En-
deavor convention. That a definite plan
for carrying on the work will be adopted
before the convention adjourns Is probabile.
From 8:30 to 9:30 sessions of the Christlan
Eundeavor school of methods were held in
eight churches, At 10 o'clock a conference
of state, district and local union officers be-
gan at Central Presbyterian Church, Presi-
dent Clark presidiug.

The Methodist and Baptist de-
nominations would never consent to have
thelr young people furnished with liter-
ature by outside persons. We have doc-
trines and a policy for which we stand.
And the Epworth League is a part of the
life of the denomination.

HOLINESS PEOPLE WORK HARD TO

Unusual Witnessed at the
Camp Meeting in Greenwood Park

The height of religious fervor was
reached last night at the camp meeting of
the Holiness Association, which is In ses-
sion at Greenwood Park, and from now on
the services will no doubt be filled with the
enthusiasm that up to last evening ap-
peared to be latent. There is no doubt that
the service last night will cause a large at-
tendance to-day, for the scenes of the
meeting were of an extraordinary nature.
The meetings to-day are in charge of Mrs.
Mattie Wines and Rev. John Hatfleld, who
was the moving spifit in the meeting last
night. Services will be held from 6 o'clock
this morning until late at night.

When the song service began only a small
number were in the pavilion, which has
been transformed from a dancing hall into
a house of worship. At first the enthusiasm
did not take hold of the members and it
appeared as if nothing out of the ordinary
routine of a church meeting would hap-
pen. This was only the calm before the
storm of pent-up enthusiasm such as rare-
'y seen in these days. The excitement be-
gan by a little louder singing, a more fre-
quent using of “Amens” and more ag-
gressive and louder hallelujahs. By the
time for the speaker of the evening, Rev.
Hatfield, to begin, quite a number had come
‘n and a good-sized crowd was in the pa-
vilion. .

Mr. Hatfield began by explaining that he
would talk about the baptism of fire and
ke hoped that God would send the fire on
the meeting of the association. From soft
phrases uttered in a quiet and well-modu-
lated volce the speaker soon was wrought

up to a high pitch. Loudly he preoclaimed
ine message which he was trying to give,
and occasionally would grow so excited
that he would jump up and down like a
girl skiping a rope and wildly throw his
arms above his head and chout. 'These
gesticulations goon arcused the audicnce,
ithose of the organization 1o sentiment nnd
others to amusement. Rev. Hatfield spouke
g0 rapidly and with so much fervor that
it was difficult to grasp exactly the trend
of his remarks. However, this did not seem
to worry the Holiness people, and when
the man on the platform would rise to a
high pitch of excitemment the exclamations
from his hearers incrcased and a bedlam
of religious tumult reigned. In speaking of
getting the spirit Mr. Hatfi declare?

Old white-haired women wildly
and hystericaliy threw their arms about
them and everyone seemed intoxicated with
a religious tonic. The action of those for
whom all this was being done was truly
pathetic, and as they heard the c¢ries of
the members of the Holiness Association
begging for mercy for them, entreating the
Lord to save their sculs, and above all the
“Amens”’ and other familiar exclamations,
the new members wept freely., For a time
there seemed to be difficulty in getting the
desired results and the Rev, Hatfield
paused in his work to urge those about
him to work with more zeal so that the
Holy Ghost would come at once. Although
perspiring and nearly exhausted from his
strenuous task the evangelist began again,
and this time the others took up the cry,
and while the audience looked on amazed
the Holiness people continued until ap-
parently from sheer weariness the excite-
ment died down to a song which closed the
meeting.
