He fell from the car to the ground, and athe motorman, unconscious of the accident
to his conductor, ran on out of the tunnel
to South street before he brought his car
t a stop. When the prostrate form of the

tidut tor was picked up it was found that
his hips were crushed, several ribs broken,
and he was suffering from internal injuries.
He was taken to his home en Senate ave-
nue in a cab, and a physician was called,
but would give no assurauce of the man's
ID very.

SWEEPS HUMAN DIAPASON.

"So of love. It is chanted in heaven. Itsweeps the whole human diapason of pas-
sion and absorbing interest and it thrills the
lowliest heart. Is it any wonder that a
word that has such a sliding scale of in-
terpretation should be so utterly misused

times?
"When Jesus opened up to Nicodemus the

mysteries of that heaven that is every-
where because it is the divine life over-
coming the lower life, He makes love the
keynote. He makes it a motor power and
not an emotion. He ranks it with theprimal energy of the new birth and the
destinies of human kind. It is love in thepeernge, and yet men steal or kidnap that
word from Its magnificent palace and drag

down and trail it in the dust and make itcongenial companion and bedfellow with
ideas not only commonplace but lowering
to ethical standards. Let us take one in-
stance, perhaps the most critical and ruin-
ous instance of the prostitution of a roy;d
word.

Men will proclaim the love of God as
the cardinal principle of all development,
but they will so besmear and plebeianize
(if I may coin the phrase) that hallowed
idea as to give color to the deadly heresy
that ethical distinctions are matters of
minor importance. The doctrine of God's
love is In this way dethroned so far as to
make justice a huge piece of leniency, God

good-nature- d, pliable and amiable being,
heaven a miscellaneous gathering place of
all sorts of characters, hell a myth and
holiness a needless quest. These mongrel
doctrines are popularly associated with the
austere doctrine of God's love. No two
ideas could be farther apart. Fancy erect-
ing a capital In a mud swamp, with slimy
reptiles sucking and crawling around its
marble columns.

'It is high time for those of us who
preach that the infinite love is the crown-
ing principle of God's government to re-
verse these leprous, ltzardly Iceas. If any-
thing is severe and exacting even to extor-
tion, if anything mercilessly drives the
ploughshare of retribution right throdgh
the tangling roots of all corruption and re-
veals the secret lairs of sin, it is love. If
God is love, there is less hope for unre-
pentant humanity than if God is void of
love. If no wrath, then no love.

DEMANDS ON CHARACTER.
"Take a little parable to illustrate the

terrible demands, even usurious demands,
real love makes on character.

"If you are told of a wealthy magnate
who resides in a beautiful sequestered sum-
mer residence, that his pre-emine- nt quality
is benevolence, that his festal table is lav-

ish, that his princely hospitality is un-

bounded, that the doors of his glorious man-

sion are flung wide open day and night,
then perhaps the first idea that leaps up In
your mind is that such an unstinted wel-
come would be yours without any fitness
on your part. You could euter such a sphere
and appropriate every such luxury with
ease, because the magnate is reputed to
have an illimitable reserve of generosity.
So you would dream for a mad moment,
but your dream would be doomed to a rude
awakening. If you set out toward that
imperial residence ruled by love, you would
Iv pained to discover that, while the gates
are open, throngs cannot enter, but stand
gloomily or sullenly outside. If you forced
your way within, under the delusion or
illusion that the whole atmosphere must
be fragrant with blossoms. ou would soon
nnd to your horror that the atmosphere is
unfriendly or difficult. You are not in your
t Irment. An eagle in a cellar or a snow
bird in the sultry tropics, or a base wind
at a pure pearly fireside, could not suggest
a greater incongruity than your ungeutle,

nature in such gorgeous, re-
fined surroundings. Such a place, just be-
cause founded on love, is infinitely more
imperious in its demands than a lower
haunt, where love does not sit on the throne.
You would turn away from such a lofty
realm, because you have disqualified your-
self for Its stainless purities. A sinner al-
ways blackballs himself. The sentence of
God is superfluous, ior the man has already
condemned himself. In the last analysis
nothing can hurt a man except himself.
He himself determines his own abiding
places, no matter what part of the universe
he happens to be located In. "Judas went
to his own place." "Paul desired to depart
and to be with Christ." It is the fatalism
of character.

HEAVEN IS EXCLUSIVE.
"Heaven is necessarily select and exclu-

sive. God is love, for love aims at develop-
ment of men. Hence the popular looseness
in religious life is doomed to a frightful
disenchantment. Many men thousands,
even of the supposedly cultured are swim-
ming or Idly drifting along with a careless
tide, as if the infinite love of God will see to
it for sure that they are swept into bliss
somehow and somewhere and some time.
Aud these mushmelon ideas abound in our
Parisian age. not only with the rigorous
Bible before our eyes, but with the revela-
tions of science patent to all. Science re-

duces religion to a development a drama of
order and aim and results. Science is elo-

quent with evolution, and makes character
not a lottery, but a hard process. The very
spirit of science chimes with the deepest
word of God when it affirms that what a
man sows a man shall reap. Even without
our Bible and with only the light of science
we would suffer no crazy illusion to bewitch
us that heaven is indifferent to a man's
inuermost nature. Men may differ about
the mere duration of present or future pun-
ishment, but on one point there can be prac-
tical agreement among thinking people, and
that is that God's low il we gauge His love
by what we know of our best forms of hu-

man luve is terrifically and tyrannically in-

sistent on excellence. And this European
looseness smuggled into our America, that
bids men throw conscience to the winds and
enjoy this little life for a fitful moment, and
then trust to make up in some aftertime of
happiness by chance or because God is too
good-natur- ed to care about moral distinc-
tions, is the climax of madness and wrecks
not faith aione. but all science as well.

There is a carnival of crime, a myster-
ious outbreaking or oozing of ertl in Amer-
ica just now. Everywhere we see the signs
of true progress, and underneath we see also
the lurid flames of cunning, public theft,
private conspiracies that wear a mask of
goodness. How far a gospel that leaves
out the day of judgment is responsible for
this widespread revelry and atheism we can-

not say We do say. however, that a diluted
gopel will mean very soou an- - adulterated
or demoralized community. Jesus made the
universe turn on the doctrine of a God of
love but He interpret love so pruiouumy
that men should shudder in their sin and
turn to holtness as uif ou nyr.

The Cab Drivers' Union held an open

meeting last night in fhe Iron Molders' Hall,
on East Washington street. The object of
the meeting was to afford an agreeable
evening to the men and at the same time
create interest in the union by bringing be-

fore the men the objects of the union and
their duties as members. The Cab Drivers'
1'nion is one of the newer organizations in
the labor compact, but it is making rapid
progress in the work it has undertaken.
These men of the LeveeJ who are ever
lt'.idy to serve the public, sitting on their
high seats, exposed to the rain, the snow
and all the elements, are beginning to see
more and more that they are each other's
friends, and that by their union they can
better their hard conditions as in no other
way. It is a notable fact, the cabmen say,
the amount of good that the union has done
in the short time of its existence.

The Sunday evening meetings are mere-
ly social gatherings where the men can
met and talk over the incidents of the
w eek. An abundance of ice cream, cake and
lemonade was served last night, after
speeches by the different men.

Merritt Long, a well-know- n character on
the levee, is president of the union and has
the fight his fellow-craftsme- n are making
at heart. Theie are about thirty-fiv- e men
in the union, with several applications for
memberthip now in the hands of the secre-
tary.

Although it is stan-- that
about sixty cabs will be needed that day
and there are only thirty or forty cabmen,
it was stated last night by George Gordon,
grand marshal, that all cabs would be cut
out that did not have union drivers. A prop-
osition was made at the meeting that no
horses that Were not shod by union black-
smiths should be allowed in the proces-
sion. After due discussion, however, it
was withdrawn.

Cause of Decline in French Rentes.

In explaining the low price which recent-
ly ruled for French government securities
we stated that the large sales by French
religious houses was a factor which must
be taken into the accounting. According to
a European financial paper these sales have
been very heavy, and. as we hinted might
be the case, the money derived from the
sale of thee rer.t'S is being invested in
untish consols. The financial eorrespond- -
ent or a t rencn paper saiu tnat large or- -
ders of consols had been executed in the
British market by buyers known to be act-
ing for some of the religious bodies that
had been expelled from France, and had
taken up their homes across the channel.
The driving out of these orders also re-
sulted in the withdrawal from the French
savings banks of quite an amount of de-
posits.

SCIENCE OFFERS NOTHING

IT CAX.XOT TAKE THE PLACE OF
SYMPATHY AMD LOVE.

Theme of the Rev. Thomas J. Villers
in His Evening Service at the

First Baptist Church.

"Science and ethics and culture and phil- -
i osophy have nothing to offer to the man or

woman who wants sympathy and love and
peace. Only th gospel can satisfy the in-

nermost desires of men and women for peace
and love and sympathy. The comforts of
this world and the pleasures of this world
cannot do it."

This was the leading thought of the ser-

mon delivered at the First Baptist Church
last night by the Rev. Thomas J. Villers,
the pastor. His subject was "Three Pil- -

lars." The sermon was a discussion of the
gospel. Mr. Villers said . In part:

"The term gospel hasn't lost any of Its
power, but its full significance is not rec-- I
ognized as fully as when the word is spoken
or read a should be the case. Our emotions
are not stirred up when we hear the word
gospel spoken as were the emotions of the
people whom Paul spoke to. The gospel did
not slip lightly from Paul's tongue, and its
full significance and its message of love and
peace and rest was received by soul-thirst- y

people. To the Romans the gospel was preg-- j
nant with God's love and His goodness. The
Romans knew that the gospel bore a divine
message to them that it was salvation for
the lost, heaven for the outcast. To them
it was a transforming of power. To the
Romans "Paul spoke a story of exceeding
abundance of love and forgiveness and peace
and rest for sinners. The gospel was a gos-
pel of good things 'to the Romans, because
Paul saw in it not only deliv ranee for the
people to whom he spoke from earthly tyr--i
anny, but freedom from a tyrant who had
held men's and women's souls captives in
darkness and sin. The gospel delivers men's
and women's htarts from bitterness, frees
them from sin, aud gives them peace and
happiness now, just the same as it was a
boon of peace and love and happiness for the
people to whom Paul spoke.

"The gospel is a gospel of good things,
secondly, because it is a gospel of rest. How
deceived and foolish are the men and wom-
en who seek rest from the cup of pleasure
who seek to satisfy the thirst of their hearts
and souls with worldly pleasures. Men and
women who seek by these means to get
sympathy and love and rest do not know
tluit theirs is a desire from within, which
cannot be satisfied except by something
thai will reach to their hearts and their
souls. And the pleasures of the world will
not. do this. These persons do not know
what a grand thing is the goapcL

"God saw the incessant of the
human heart and he sent Jesus with the
message: 'Come unto me and I will give ye
glrst.' The ospel of God Is a gospel of good
things, thirdly, because it is God's remedy
for the disturbances of the human heart
and the human soul. Oh. the wealth of
God's rest, His peace, His love, His knowl-edg- e

of what men and women are thirsting
for. The gospel of God is a gospel of good
things because it Is a gospel of God's love.
The gospel does not tell us so much how
God thinks as how he loves. Jesus uncov-
ered the very heart of God when he came
to the world to save men and women. When
men and women are tired and weary of the
tlungs of the world they want a bosom of
rest and peace and love to lay their heads
on. Science and ethics and culture and phil-
osophy have no bo.-o-m of peace and love
and sympathy for weary men and women.

T'.ut Jesus came from the bosom of God.
The cross is the highest expression of
God's love. Everything dwindles away be-
fore the brightness which shinet out from
the cross.

GERMAN DAY CELEBRATION

TEUTONIC SOCIETIES OF CITY WILL
OBSERVE IT AUGUST 16.

Arrival of Pioneers In PennsylTanii
Forests Will Be Commemorated

Arrangements for Parade.

Under the auspices of the Federation of
German Societies in the city of Indianapolis
"German day" will be celebrated in this
city Aug. 16.

The day has been set aside in commemo-
ration of th first arrival of the German
pioneers in Pennsylvania, and will be hon-

ored jointly by the forty-thre- e German
societies and clubs of the city.

The feature of the morning celebration
will be a flag parade, In which the leaders
and four color-beare- rs of each society will
take part. The active Turners will be in
the procession as guards of honor, and two
military bands will lengthen the line. The
parade wlW be in charge of Capt. J. L.
Bieler, who will be chief marshal, and the
line of march will be as follows: Forming
at the Independent Turners' Hall, on North
Illinois street, south to Washington street,
west on Washington street to West street,
from West street to East street, from East
to Delaware and from Delaware to Ger-
mania Hall, where they will disband.

The regular celebration will be held at
Germania Park in the afternoon and will
consist of athletic events, games and
speeches, and It is stated on good author-
ity that there will be plenty of refresh-
ments for all who may desire to attend.
Prof. Robert Nix, as speaker of the day,
will have charge of the affairs at the park,
and it is expected that the entire German
population of the city of Indianapolis will
be present.

ABBAS OF EGYPT.

Personality of the Khedive aud His
Progressive Rule.

The Khedive, whose tour in Europe is

exciting so much interest, is still on the
sunny side of thirty. He was educated in
Vienna, has a charming personality SBd
his intelligence is altogether of a higher
sort than that of his father, the Khedive
Tewfik. He has but one wife, and is under-
stood to be devoted to her and to their
children four little daughters, and a son
and heir Just four years old.

But all is not sunshine even in Egypt.
There are wounds to pride that gall sharp-
ly and plots and jealousies that are fort i t
lurking in dark corners. If a head that
wears a crown lies uneasy, so also must
the head that has to bethink itself how to
steer through such troubled seas as Turkish
politics. Egypt is legally a dominion or
province of Turkey.

Abbas, the young Khedive, inhabits his
father's palaces, his cipher is on the uni-
forms of the Egyptian regiments, his will
is supposed to rule in civil and religious
questions, but the real lord of Egypt is
the gray-haire- d, blue-eye- d man who speaks
so rarely of public affairs, aud who knows
more of the land of old Nile than any man
since the days of Joseph the patriarch.
Abbas soon saw wherein lay the best hope
for his country and himself, and now
Lord Cromer has no more ardent admirer,
no more willing helper and seconder than
the young Khedive.

Abbas has visited London twice before
once in his boyhood and again in lyOU. He
vastly admired one of London's well-know- n

society beauties, declariug she reminded
him of his wife, the Princess Hanem. "Her
beauty would also shine out in such a robe
as that of your ladyship," he said, wistful-
ly, to the English lady. "How could 1 pro-
cure just such a thing".' Who could proyki
the exact counterpart of what so enchants
me at this moment?"

"There can be no counterpart," was the
amused answer. "1 design my gowns my-

self." Then, catching the sincere disap-
pointment in the Khedive's face, she added:
"If your Highness will permit, I shall have
real pleasure in sending this very dress to
the princess. Could she honor me by wear-lu- g

it?"
It would have been an outrageous spe x h

to a European potentate, but the lady anew
her ground. The otter fell in exactly with
Oriental ideas. To give what has been
personally used by the giver is the loftiest
style of compliment.

The young Khedive was sincere in his
thauks, aud his dark-skinn- ed wife delighted
his eyes many a day robed lu the English
peeress's graceful garb. "In fact," he said,
"I never saw how beautiful that dress really
was until I saw it shine in the light at
Cairo."

The pronounced chubbiness of face and
fullness of body which marked his High-ness- 's

figure in his other visits have been
mellowed down in the interim, and he is
now a far more graceful potentate than in
his beefier days.

Abbas used to devote a good deal of time
to the toilet, and was looKed upon by the
younger generation of Eyptiau exquisites as
a preux chevalier. He made a rule in the
olcl days that he would receive no one at
the Abdin Palace unless attired In a frock
coat and a top hat, the very same rule that
King Edward made the other day for the
visit to Ranclagh, which did not come oft.
When a high aud mighty representative of
a certain British interest turned up in less
formal attire young Abbas declined to aas
him, and he has had to suffer for his fas-
tidiousness ever siuce.

FALSEHOOD TWICE TOLD.

West Virginia Lynching Fake and Its
Dangerous Influence.

Buffalo Courier.
After one report of a horrible lynching

said to have taken place in West Virginia
had been denied, the story was repeated
with so much detail as to make its probabil-
ity strong, the telegraphed accounts com-

ing from Bluefield and naming the town of
Devon as the scene of the tragedy. Now an-

other denial is entered, the Parkersburg
Sentinel certifying that the entire state-
ment was a lie made out of whole cloth. No
crime was committed of a nature to prompt
a lynching; no one was lynched; nobody
had a thought of flaying- - anybody else alive.
The only crime connected with the case
was that of the rascally correspondent,
whoever he may have been, who libeled
the community and defrauded the news
buyers by sending out his invention. The
New York Tribune says of the master:

"It is to be hoped that the romancer who
spread this flaying tale will be found and
can be punished for sending false reports
to the newspapers, which in some
is a crime, and ought to be in all. Such
reports not only harm the community
which thev libel, but by criminal buggestion
they promote lawlessness elsewhere. This
lynching fever seems to be spreading.
Symptons of it are seen even in New York
and New Jersey, and all good citiz as
should unite to stamp it out as they would
the plague."

Enough dreadful things are happening to
alarm the country without resort to th
imagination. As for the lynching fever
spreading, that is because the crime pro-
voking it is manifestly spreading, and be-

cause the punishment for such crime in
many of the States is inadequate. The
black fiend who outraged a farmer's little
child in this State deserves death, but can
only be imprisoned for a terra of years.
Meny such crimes in New York would cerr
tainly provoke the people to kill the perpe-

trators with as little ceremony as they
would wolves. It will be wise to enact laws
that will Insure such swift and ample pun-

ishment as will reasonably satisfy human
J justice.
