RECORDER BROWN CASE

TESTIMONY OF NETTIE M'LEAN, AT
WHOSE HOME DEATH OCCURRED.

Says She Received Nothing but a Sal-
ary of $1,700 a Year—=FProbably
a Case of Suicide.

PITTSBURG, Pa., July 20.—When the Re-
corder Brown inquest was resumed to-day
J. R. P. Brown's attorneys, Colonel T. C.
Campbell, of Cincinnati, and J. Scott Fer-
guson, of this city, took charge of the ques-
tioning of witnesses for the coroner.

The first witness, Miss Nettie McLean, at
whose home the recorder died, was exam-
ined by Colonel Campbell. She said the re-
corder returned home on the Friday before
his death in a very nervous condition. Dr.
MeéKelvey prescribed one-sixtieth of a grain
of strychnine, which was administered by
Miss Susan McLean, as ordered. She denied

that she had received from the recorder
property worth half a million dellars. She

received no property which she did not pay
for. Her salary from Mr. Brown amounted
to about $1,70 a year.

On advice of counsel she refused to state
what her income from other courcen was,
and would not repeat what the late recorder
had told her concerning his wife.

Dr. W. H. McKelvey was called and asked
the plain question, “Did Mr. Brown commit
suicide?"”

His answer was: “I am rather suspicious
that he did. If he committed suicide he did
it with trional. He did not die of evanide of
potash or strychnine, and if poison caused
his death it was trional.”

In reply to other questions Dr. McKelvey
testified that within twenty minutes after
Mr. Brown's death the three doctors, Ever-
son, Burleigh and himself, told Coroper Mc-
Geary all the circumstances of the case,
how they had suspected that death was due
to ec¢yanide of potash. We told him
about the case and he said: ‘Poor Uncle Joe.
He has troubles encugh. If there is no foul
play let it go." ™

“If cvanide of potash was used it was a
crime?”

“Yes, sir; but the three doctors only had
a suspicion. We had no positive knowledge,
and for that reason we consulted with the
coroner.””

Cook of the Golden Gate Hotel Poured
HKerosene on the Fire and an

Explosion Followed.

SEATTLE, Wash,, July 20.—The Times
prints the following from Nome under date
of July 0. Nearly a block of charred and
blackened ruins mark the site of what
was the Golden Gate Hotel and adjaceut
bulldings. The fire started at 5 o'clock
Sunday morning, when nearly all the guests
were in their beds. The second cook, E. R.
Burr, appareuntly poured half a baking
powder ean of coal oil on the smoldering
fire, which caused an explosion. Burr made

matters worse by throwing water on the
flames and then fled. Harvey Edgarton, the
night clerk, turned in an alarm aud hurried
down the corridors to awaken the guests.
The hotel was a three-story structure, with
no fire escapes or emergency exits and
burped rapidly. R. M. Hays, a millionaire
of Pittsburg, and his wife, were on the third
floor, and on reaching the corridor and find-
ing it a mass of flames they returned to
their rooms and were suffocated. Their re-
mains have been recovered, as have those
of Sherman D. Gregg, of Freeport, Pa.

Daggatt & Harris, proprietors of the
hotel, estimaie their loss at $0,000. Various
warehouges In the city were damaged and
the losses, with those of the guests, make
the total aggregate nearly $1,000,000.

Following the coroner’'s inquest, Burr, the
cook, was held for manslaughter.

A Prominent Pipe-Line Contractor.

PITTSBURG, July 2.—Robert M. Hays
was one of the wealthiest and best known
pipe-line contractors in this part of the
state. He went to Nome, Alaska, one

month ago to lay a water line for a local
gold company to convey water with which
to mine the precious metal. He was ac-
companied by many of the stockholders and
their families and great concern is felt in
the city for other members of the party.
The other victim of the flames, Samuel D.
Gregg, is comparatively unknown here,
having come from Freeport to join the
party. There were at least thirty members
of the Hays party, sixteen being workmen,
to superintend the laying of the pipe.

WHISTLER'S LAST WORK.

Portrait of “Sport” Canfleld, Which
Was Called “His Reverence.”

NEW YORK, July 20.—Probably the last
portrait completed by the late James Mc-
Neill Whistler was named “His Reverence”
by the artist. The original is Richard A.
Canfield, of this city, the well-known sport-
ing man. Whistler gave Canfleld the last
sitting on the afternoon of May 15 in the

studio of his London residence and the por-
trait was finished some time last month. 1t
is supposed to be resting now on the easel
on which it was painted,

Canfield is in Saratoga. A dispatch from
that city quotes him as saying of the paint-
er whom he had kuown for many years: I
see there is some speculation there as to
the disease that carried him off, owing to the
reticence of the family. Among those who
knew him well there {8 no doubt as to the
cause of death. It was heart disease. He
discovered that he had a weak heart in
Holland last year when he was there with
Col. Charles L. Freer, of Detroit, who has,
by the way, the finest and most complete
collection of Whistler's etchings in the
world.

Heavy Fire from Land and Water
Poured Into the City=Two Hundred
Rebels Killed by Sunday Noon.

| SOLEDAD, Venezuela, July 20.—At 5
{ o'clock Bunday morning the engagement
between the government forces and the
revolutionists occupying Ciudad Bolivar be-
gan in two directions. The revolutionists
opened the battle. At 6 o'clock the smoke
over Ciudad Bolivar was so thick that it
was Impossible to see the city. At 7
o'clock the government troops, after a ter-
rible fight in which they lost more than
1) men, captured the cemetery. At 8
o'clock the Venezuelan figet, consisting of
five men-of-war, shelled the
building at Ciudad Boiivar. At 10 o'clock
the revolutionists’ flag had disappeared
from the government building, and all the

streets near that building were captured
by the govermment forces, and a charge of
all the government soldiers on the city was
ordered. The wounded were then begin-
ning to arrive at the government head-
quarters from all directions, and the fight
was general, but the movements could not
be followed from here in consequence of
the smoke caused by the fire of the artil-
lery of the revolutionists, which seemed
formidable. It was answered vigorously by
the government guns, and only a few shots
reached the fleet,

At 2 o'cleck in the afternocon a block of
houses qpposite the government building
was captured by storm. The revolutionists
seemed to be resisting desperately.

The correspondent will follow the advance
with General Rivas. The latter is waiting
for a signal from General Gomez, the Ven-
ezuelan commander-in-chief, who conducted
the attack from Miraflores, to enter Cludad
with all his reserves and fourtcen guns,

The spectacle in the gtreets of Ciudad
Bolivar, when the smoke cleared away, was
heartrending. There were over 200 dead
revolutionists in the streets, not counting
the wounded.

Commander Culver's Advices.

WASHINGTON, July 206,—A cable dis-
patch from Lieutenant Commander Culver,
of the Bancroft, says that on July 10 he
sailed up the Orinoco river to Ciudad Boli-

var and released five steamers of the Orin-
oco Steamship Company, three of which
had been secured by revolutionary forces
and two by the government. Commander
Culver took aboard the Bancroft refugees
of all nations who desired to escape the
bombardment. The Navy Department is

greatly pleased with the action of the Ban-
croft.

churia. It is true that Mr. Hay called on
me July 28, but it was a friendly visit and
entirely unofficial. The Manchurian ports
were mentioned during our conversation,
but no definite arrangement was completed.
The conversation was quite cordlal,

courteous and friendly; but it did not go
beyond that. 1 expect, however, that a
mutually satisfactory understanding re-
garding Manchurian questigns will event-
uvally be reached between the two govern-
ments. But, 1 repeat, no such arrange-
ment has been made by me. What has
been done by the charge d'affaires since my
departure, fourteen days ago, I do not
know.

“Regarding the lIsraelite petition the
United States government already knew
that such a petition would not be received,
No such petition would be received by any
independent states. The United States, first
of all, would not consent to any foreign in-
terference in its domestic affairs. Beyond
this I do not know anything about the mat-
ter. My relations with the United States
government have always been pleasant and
cordial during my long stay at Washington.
My present absence from my post is due to
the fact that I am taking a much needed
holiday. 1 did not see the President before
my departure, as he was absent from
Washington. I saw Mr. Hay, as stated,
Our interview was not official, but it was
extremely pleasant. 1 expect to return to
my t as soon as my leave expires,
which will be in three months.”

Count Cassini will remain here ten dayvs
longer and then will go to St. Petersburg.

WHAT CASSINI SAID.

Russian Ambassador Did Tell Colonel
Hay Ports Wounld Be Opened.

WASHINGTON, July 20.—In a conversa-
tion at the Russian embassy on the after-
noon of June 29 with the Associated Press
representative Count Cassinl referred to the
call of Secretary Hay the day previous,

and expressed his gratification at its re-
sults. The ambassador, in reply to the
question as to whether Manchuria was un-
der discussion during the call, replied in
the affirmative, stating that he had as-
sured Mr. Hay that Russia would execute
to the letter her pledges in Manchuria,
and at the proper time would concede cer-
tain ports. The ambassador then recalled
the conversation between himself and the
secretary, pointing out that while no agree-
ment had been reached as to which ports
should be opened, the broad understand-
ing was arrived at that Russia should give
to the United States what she had asked
for. To this, it was sald, Mr. Hay ex-
pressed his. satisfaction, and as he was
leaving Count Cassini sald that he hoped
an announcement to the world of the exact
ports which would be opened would be in
a few weeks.

1t is believed here that the point the am-
bassador is endeavoring to make is that
the general understanding reached between
himself and Secretary Hay at the confer-
ence on June 28 did not specify the ports to
be opened, which at that time had not
been decided upen. Moreover, when the
ambassador says no definite agreement had
been reached it is assumed that he refers
to the fact that no written exchanges
passed between Secretary Hay and himself
at that time,

erhood of Bookbinders. Mr. Miller com-
plained to the Civil-service Commission and
on July 6 it requested Mr. Miller's reas-
signment to duty, his removal being con-
trary to the civil service rules. Complaint
also had been made to the President and
by his direction Secretary Cortelyou in-
vestigated the matter. On July 13 Presi-
dent Roosevelt wrote as follows:

“My Dear Secretary Cortelyou—In ac-
cordance with the letter of the Civil-service
Commission of July 6 the public printer will
reinstate Mr. W. A. Miller in his position.

“Please communicate a copy of this let-
ter to the public printer for his informa-
tion and that of his subordinates.”

The next day the President followed this
letter up with the following letter to Sec~
retary Cortelyou:

“In connection with my letter of yester-
day I call attention to this judgment, and
award by the anthracite coal strike com-
{nlsnlon in its report to me of March 18
ast.

“It is adjudged and awarded that no per-
son shall be refused employment or in any
way discriminated against on account of
membership or nonunion membership in any
labor organization and that there shall be
no diserimination against or interference
with any employe who is not a member of
any labor organization by members of such
organization.

“I heartily approved this award and judg-
ment by t commission appointed by me,
which its included a labor union. This
commission was dealing with labor or-
ganizations working for private employvers.
It is, of course, mere elementary decency
to require that all the government depart-
ments shall be handled in accordance with
the principle thus clearly and fearlessly
enunciated,

‘“Please furnish a copy of this letter both
to Mr. Palmer and to the Civil-service Com-
mission for their guidance.”

It is announced that Public Printer Palmer
on Wednesday, July 16, notified Mr. Miller
that he had been reinstated and might re-
port for duty any day.

Embarked at Holyhead for Kingstown

at Dark and Spent the Night
on the Irish Sea.

LONDON, July 20.—King Edward and
Queen Alexandra, accompanied by the Prin-
cesg Victoria and their suites, are on the
Irish sea to-night enroute to Erin.

Though the day was gloomy, large

crowds gathered in front of Buckingham
Palace and along the route to Euston station
and enthusiastically cheered their Majesties,
who drove to the depot in state landaus,
escorted by a detachment of the household
cavalry. The King wore the uniform of an
admiral.

Elaborate arrangements were made by
the railroad company for the comtort of the
distinguished travelers. The departure
platform was closed to the public this
morning and the royal train was beautifully
decorated with cholce flowers, plants and
bunting. When their Majesties alighted at
the station, which was also handsomely
decorated, they were recelved by the rail-
road directors, with whom they shook
hands. The train consisted of two observa-
tlon cars. With the cheers of the people
ringing in their ears the King and Queen
left London at 1 p. m. for Holyhead, which
was reached at 6:08 p. m. Their Majesties
were received at the plerhead by Vice Ad-
miral Lord Charles Beresford, the munici-
pal authorities and the commanding officers
of the fleet. Addresses were presented and
the party embarked for Kingstown.

Preparations at Dublin.

DUBLIN, July 20.—The announcement of
the Pope’'s death made practically no differ-
ence in the animatéd appearance of the
streets, throngs of gaily dressed people
viewing the decorations in honor of King
Edward's visit, which on all sides is antici-
pated with keen delight. The question
whether the Pope's death will cause a cur-
tailment of the festivities is anxious dis-

cussed. The King left Holyhead before the
news was known and nothing will be offi-
clally declded until after his arrival. Arch-
bishop Walsh's chaplain to-night expressed
the opinion that there would be no change
and said he saw no reason for abandoning
the King's visit as it was to be of a pri-
vate character. The general opinion here is
that merely the festival functions, like the
gala theater performance and the race
meeting will be abandoned. It Is expected
that many Catholics will voluntarily absent
themselves from all functions,

Lord Plunkett, private secrefary to the
lord lieutenant, has expressed the opinion
that there will be no essential change in
the programme of the royal visit to Ireland
on account of the Pope's death. The city
is illuminated to-night and many effective
devices are displayed. The streets are
densely thronged.
