LANGLEY S AIKSHIP.

It Will Be Launched Into Space at
Cirent Speed.

WIDE WATER, Va July 20. The work
on Professor Langley's airship, which was
suspended Saturday, was resumed with
vigor to-d- ay by Smithsonian experts and
mechanics, and they have nearly completed
the launching car. which is to dash across
a track seventy f?et and cast the airship
into space. The car will be sprung from
its fastenings by twelve heavy steel springs
forty feet long. It will be discharged from
two brass piston boxes, and a high velocity
will be attained at the other end. Having
launched the airship, the car will be held
on the rails.

THE DRIFT OF POLITICS.
Dan W. Simms, of Lafayette, who is in

the city to appear before the State Tax
Board, brings the word that all is not har-
monious in his city toward the candidacy
of J. Frank Hanly for the Republican nomi-
nation for Governor.

"Hanly's candidacy is attracting a good
deal of attention," said Mr. Simms last
evening at the Claypool. "but at the same
time it is arousing some little local antagon-
ism. The Lafayette Sunday Times went
after Hanly in its yesterday's issue in a
vigorous fashion. The Times Is independent
politically, but, nevertheless. I imagine
Hanly and his friends would prefer to have
its good will. The Times takes the position
that Hanly should not have entered the
race for Governor when there was one
Iafayette man already in the field as a
candidate for state office Dan Storms.

"No, I don't know what effect the atti-
tude of the Times wi'l have. As a per-
sonal friend af Hanly, and as a matter of
local pride, of course. I would like to sec
him the nominee of his party. But after
he's nominated, aoded Mr. Simms. with aw

laugh. "I'll have to do all I can to defeat
him for election."

Mr. Simms still refuses to entertain the
proposition of becoming a candidate for
ttM Democratic gubernatorial nomination.

"I'm too busy to think of such a thing,"
he said. "Besides, a man. to bea candidate
for Governor, should be either a politician
or a statesman, and I'm neither."

In spite of his declaration that he Is not
a politician. Mr. Simms has always kept
close in touch with political affairs, and
it will be remembered tjiat he was one of
the guard of honor that escorted William
J. Bryan to Greenfield a few weeks ago for
hla speech thexe. However, he is evidently
in earnest when he says he will not con-
sider the governorship proposition, and the
Indiana Democracy will have to look else-
where for Its candidate next year.

Since the conclusion of the famous Chase
rase in Benton county Mr. Simms has beentaking a vacation, spending a month on
the Canadian side of Lake Erie, and he hi
loaded to the gunwales with a choice as-
sortment of fish stories. "I caught some
big fish," he said, "and laid in a hue line of
stories, but some of them I have not had
the nerve to tell yet. for I have sqme re-
gard for my 'reputation for truth and

veracity In ths vicinity in which I now re-
side.' as we ask the witness sometimes."
