Southern Rallway was bullt threugh this
section the project was abandoned before
any locks were established or water turned
in. At this place there is a valley, through
which flow the west branch of the north
fork of the Elkhart river, and it was the
design of the engineers that this stream
should be used as a feeder to the canal
A dam was copstructed across the most
narrow part of the valley, a chain of eleva-
tions or knobs being utilized as a part of
the embankment and when fiually the head-
gates were closed there formed a reservoir
of water, fllling the entire valley and
creating what is now called Sylvan lake.
Another result of the dam was the creation
of an immense water power in the posses-
sion of the State of Indiana which, when
the Legislature went out of the business of
building canals, was leased to private par-
ties for ninety-nine years for what is re-
orted to be the nominal sum of $00-a
ranchise which would now be worth hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars to manufac-
turing industries, as it Is estimated that at
least 10,000 horse power could be secured
from it. The records of the transfer and
the influences which caused the Btate to
dispose of such valuable property for prac-
tically no consideration, would prove of
much jinterest to the present generation,
and, probably, to the attorney general of
the State

The Private parties who secured the con-
trol of the dam and water power some
time between 1880 and 1860, conducted what
at that time would be considered an ex-
tensive manufacturing business. The coun-
try being covered by a thick forest, a large
sawmill was in operation. There was a
goodsized flour or “grist” mill, a wagon
factory, furniture was made in another
building., and there were various other in-
dustries. These were all destroyed by
fire, partly rebuilt and again burned. Dur-
ing the civll war the lease was purchased
by the railroad company now known as the
Grand Rapids & Indiana. The dam was
strengthened and became the roadbed of
the raliway tracks, The old canal is used
at some places for a wagon road, and
winds along its course, existing simply as a
monument to the canal-building era of this
State, which was relegated to the rear upon
the advent of the rallroad. The railroad
company acquired possession of the main
island, which an old resident says he
could have bought for 15 cents at one time,
and which has since been transformed into
one of nature’'s paradises.

MANY SUMMER HOMES.

On the sloping shores of the lake the
virgin forest has been largely preserved,
in the midst of which are the cottages with
paths leading down to the crystal water
where each owner has his private dock
and boathouse. Many of these summer
homes have bathing places roped off in
the water. A wagon road runs at the rear

of the cottages to which ice, groceries and
supplies are dellvered. There is an ex-

cellent electric light system on the island

and encircling the lake, which illuminates
the waters beautifully and enables hundreds
of boats and motor launches to be used
after dark with safety.

The lake is yearly stocked with fish b
the United States government, and blac
bass, perch and other inland water fish
are caught in abundance during the fishing
geason.”

In the center of the island there
old-fashioned muzzle-loading
mounted on wheels,

is an
cannon,
which bears the in-
scription: *"Purchased by Democrats of
Kalamazoo, 1856."" During the historical
campaign of that year which inaugurated
the birth of the Republican party, this
piece of ar#lllery belched forth a trium-
phant salute to the victorious James Buec-
hanan, but with the defeat of the Demo-
cratic party, in 1860, its usefulnees be-
came impaired, and it now reposes in peace-
ful retirement as a relic of party strife in
the past. Like “Old Bullion,” the cannon
of the old liné Republicans at Goshen, and
which is looked upon with much curiosity
at the place it occupies in a dark corner
of the courthouse, this pilece of cast iron
has ceased its roar to give way to the
shriek of the less dangerous tin horn and
bazoo.

There is a strong man on the grounds

|whose business it

is to keep off intruders
at night, and who is a fair specimen of the
kind of people this section of Indiana pro-
duces. His name Is George H. Leeper and
he resides on a farm near Eome City. Last
evening after the lights were turned out,
he placed his lantern on a bench long
enough to lift the Kalamazoo cannon, which
weighs 1,300 pounds, bodily from the ground.
It is doubtful if such an exhibition of
strength can be excelled by anvbody visit-
ing the island from any other part of the
State.

The best place to fully enjoy the beauties
of the natural surroundings, the electrical
illuminations and music, s when quietiy
rowing a boat on the lake during an even-
ing. The inspiration of the musle as It
moves over the rippling surfagce of the
water, In connection with the contrasting
effects of the star-spangled sky, the dim,
irregular shore outlines, the twinkling lights
of the cottages and the murmur of merry
voices, I8 such a dream of perfect hap-
piness that it attracts the enthusiasm of
the mest prosaic,

BLOOMINGDALE GLENS.

Special to the Indianapolls Journal.

NEAR BLOOMINGDALE, Ind., Aug. 1.—
Loitering by s=oftly flowing Sugar creek on
dreamy afternoons, one easily recalls old-
time legends of the time when Indians
roamed over this region. Proofs that red
men once occupied this land are frequently
plowed up In neighboring fields. Many
farmers have uncarthed arrow heads of
flint, broken pipe bowls and an occasional
rude stone ax, When the first settlers came
to this part of the State, naturally the level
portions of land, with the deep, rich soil,
were first pre-empted, leaving the rugged
hills and reocky cliffs along Sugar creek
Jonger in the possession of the Indians, Even
after treaties had been ratified, and many

ploneer families moved into this section,
Indians hunted and trapped along pictur-

| plentiful

esque Sugar creek., Long before tourists dis.
covered these matchless ravines, or picnie
partiss came this way, the tall cliffs were
the haunts of game. Wild turkeyvs were
and Turkey run takes its name
from a memorable hunt, when a flock of
turkeys was driven inmto the canyon and
killed by the settlers.

Years after the main tribe of Indians had
been crowded farther west a stalwart war-
rior dwelit in a snug wigwam on & beautiful
knoll overlooking Sugar, creek. His only
companions were his falthful dog and trusty
rifilec. He was peaceable, and was weleomed
at the gettlers’ firesides, for he knew the
secrets of successful rapping, as well as the
legends of his people. The white sportsmen
learned from this Indian hunter something
of trails and game, whijle the children of the
household drank in his stories and legends.
Many wondered why Thlmenund (such was
his Indian name) remained behind when his
people moved west. He never told, but some-
how it came to be known that, in another
part of the State, he had saved a small set-
tlement of white people by giving warning
of an intended attack by the Indians. For
this deed his own race ostracised him, and
would have put him to death, but he eluded
them and, slipping away, came to hunt and
fish along Bugar creek. The early settlers
knew him as a friendly old gulde and trap-
per. His treason was never forgiven by his
own people, and the legend runs that years
after, one autumn day when the cliffs were
beautiful in purple and gold, old Talmenund
was at his favorite bank fishing, when there
crept forward with stealthy tread a strange
Indian, who had vowed to take the life of
the old trapper. The crack of a rifie echoed
in the ravines, a dull splash followed as the
body of kind old Talmenund sunk out of
sight in the deep pool then found at the base
of Fisher's rock. The settlers misped Tal-
menund’'s familiar form, but his dog was
seen wandering about. One day & white man
passing chanced to find Talmenund's fishin
tackle and a string of fish on the ledge o
rock, and to this day the plage where Tal-
menund's strauge life ended is known as
Fisher's rock.

This is the season when city dwellers are
most wont to seek rest and reoreation in
some quiet country place. Bloomingdale
Glens now has many such campers, These
visitors revel in the freedom of camp life;
enjoy the beauty of the canyons, and the
mists on the distant hills; listen to the notes
of native song birds and the music of rip-
pling waters as it trickles through the ra-
vines; read nature's lessons in dainty wild
flowers, or creation’s story on massive stone
walls; catch the message of the breeze, or
the voice of falling rain; study the stars
from a boet idly floating on the guiet river,
or experience the fascination of a summer
night out under the open sky, far from the
rush and noise of the busy world,
