vailing Extreme Depression au
Important Factor.

NEW YORK, Aug. 13. The recuperative
forces in the atock market gathered re-

sources to-d- ay with the result of a buoyant
uprush in prices on a very" animated buying
movement. The rate of activity during
the forenoon session of the market prom-
ised the largest day s business for the cur-
rent year. The market afterwards showed
some signs of weariness at the rate of the
movement. The recovery was the result of
a scries of incidents rather than any one
development. Natural reaction from the
recently prevailing extreme depression was
an inip-)rtan- t factor. The mere sentimental
effect of the recovery after the gloom and
apprehension that have prevailed so long
in Wall street was considerable. Immense
relief from the constant threat of forced
liquidation or of bankruptcy, which It is
not unfair to assume has been hanging
over some houses, naturally predisposed the
whole financial community to take a more
cheerful view of prospects. Where efforts
for a long time past to market the securi-
ties have met with almost no demand there
was substituted a lively and urgent demand
for stocks and bonds of all grades to-da- y.

The urgency of some of the buying and the
violent advances in prices srtowed clearly
enough that efforts by distressed shorts to
cover their contracts before the rebound
carried prices Deyond their reach was an 4

important element in the market.
Bidding up of prices by opposing pro-

fessionals to force higher prices out of
the bears was another palpable Influence.
But it was evideut beyond this that there
was a large and substantial buying element
in the market, which was taking over
stocks of all classes with freedom and con-lideuc- e.

It is not to be presumed that the
buyers have so suddenly changed their
opinion of the financial and business out-
look. But the conviction has been growing
that the long decline in pricea has been
more than sufficient to offset the unfavora-
ble factors in the situation, and that the
necessities of I he money situation have
been forcing the selling of securities to be-
low thtir true values. The event proves
the contention of those who have main-
tained that there was a large waiting de-
mand for stocks which would come into the
market freely when the liquidation seemed
to be concluded and prices definitely turned
upwards.

The taking over of the Seaboard Air-lin- e

in the Rock Island interest had a stimulat-
ing effect upon the speculative imagination.
It furnished proof that not all the lam"
interests were hard pressed to hold their
undigested securities, and that the finan-
cial necessities in some quarters might
prove the opportunity in others for extend-
ing influence and consolidating control.
Rock Island itself, as well as Southern
Railway, Illinois Central and Louisville &
Nashville, all shared in the day's strength,
reflecting the impression that the now ar-
rangements tend to community of interest
in the Southern railroad field.

A number of stocks of minor railways,
supposedly available for absorption by
more powerful neighbors, were strong. The
feature of the day was Reading. Its sen-
sational rise of b gave rise to many ru-
mors regarding new projects for division
of control and guarantee of dividends. A
very favorable showing of July net earn-
ings is expected for the road, as well as
for other coalers. Baltimore & Ohio's in-
crease in July net of $311,625. thus conserv-
ing nearly half the gross increase, helped
the soft coal group. But the rise in prices
was so comprehensive as to require SO
sieeifications. United States Steel stocks
did not share fully in the day's strength,
although they were bought on a large
scale.

The conference of members of the Senate
finance committee with the President gave
rise to assumptions regarding the scope of
plans for financial legislation, which were
used with effect to further the advancing
tendency of prices. The buying movement
showed some signs of exhaustion at the
last, and the market closed irregular and
below the best.

Bonds were strong. Total sales, at par
value, were $4.245,0oo. United States bonds
were unchanged on call.

PRIVATE WIRE ADVICES.

Tone of Market Conalstently Strong;
and Satisfying.

Meyer & Riser's Telegram.
NEW YORK, Aug. 13. There was some-

thing of the spectacular in the movements
of the market this morning, but the tone
throughout the day has been consistently
strong and satisfying even to those who
deprecate sensations in a rallying market.
Short covering was the primary element of
strength, but there was speculative buying
as well by the more optimistic traders. How
far investment buying is being carried re-
mains to bo seen, but it is in fairly good vol-
ume. Any analysis of the market for the
past three days reveals the fact that the ad-raiic- es

are grounded on healthier condi-
tions and that whatever weakness there
was in the speculative structure is being
gradually but none the less surely elim-
inated. A runaway market is undesirable
and improbable. SjHctacular drives against
shorts need not foster confidence or
strengthen the market, but a steady up-
ward movement must inevitably result
from a readjustment of conditions on a
stable, healthy basis. The question to be
considered is whether such a state of af-
fairs has been reached. The signs seem
plain, and he who runs may read, but Iiis
vision should not be obscured by cither un-
due optimism or pessimism. There was a
vigorous tone to the trading during the
day. Reading jumped about 5 points in the
first hour, due primarily to a drive against
the short interest in the stock. It is pos-
sible that developments of Interest are im-
pending and that the common stock will
receive a dividend of 4 per cent. It is sug-
gested also that Pennsylvania interests are
buying to secure full control or that the
road figures in a Gould-Pennsylvan- ia truce.
Facts are not available. The stock had a
temporary reacion about noon, but rallied
again and recovered the best price of theday, later sellit.g off slightly, the general
list followed the gyrations of Reading.
There was a sharp upward movement, a
reaction and then a rally. The undertone
was good. St. Paul was particularly strong
at times, and A. C P. was another firm Is-
sue.

How Canned Meat Is Manufactured.
August Cosmopolitan.

The manufacture of tinned meats, such as
canned corned beef or canned boiled beef, is
most interesting. The work is curled on
with the utmost cleanliness, and the process
is one that has in view the retaining; of all
the good properties of the meat within the
walls of the can. When the meat has been
cured, it receives a slight boiling In water.
The solid meat is now ready for the can. i

which has been previously steamed and
thoroughly cleaned. The meat is stuffed into j

the can, a small portion of soup is added, '

and the can Is hermetically sealed. If the
product were then to be placed on the mar- -
ket, only a partially cooked meat would be
given, and decomposition would set in al-mo- st

within the same day. The process,
however, does not end with this. These i

sealed tins are placed in steam-cooke- rs j

and exposed to a temperature sufficient, not i

only to cook the meat throughly. but also ;

to kill every grm that could possibly start I

decomposition of the product. As soon as the j

steam has continued sufficiently long, the i

can is taken from the steam-cooke- r, and. j

by means of a small steel needle, a hole is i

punched in the top of the can. This permits i

all the air to escape, and then, while still
hot, this hole is again soldered by the use of
a small piece of pure tin. The result of this
extremely simpie process is that the cooked
meat is Inclosed in a tin almost absolutely
free from air. If the process is carried out
eorr.vtly. and if the can i fr - from leaks,
meat can be kept indefinitely without the

After
selling off to Mftc September began to ad-

vance gradually and toward the latter part
of the session the market turned extremely
strong on good advances in the Northwest
markets, due to an advance in the price of
flour at Minneapolis. Coupled with the
stronger outside markets was a better ex-

port demand at the seaboard, both of which
influences started shorts covering, resulting
in a strong close. After Belling up to 82c
September closed lVilc higher, at Slc.
Clearances of wheat and flour were equal to
316.800 bu. Primary receipts were 504.600 bu.
