The suit is directed
principally against Timberlake, who is as-
sociated with Louis G. Deschler in the
cigar business in Lafayette.

The plaintiff avers that he and Timber-lak- e

are cousin, have frequently visited
each other and are on friendly terms and
that Peacock acquired a belief in the busi-
ness intelligence of his cousin, who on July
29 went to Attica, ostensibly to visit hisrelatives, "but in realitv" savs the com-plaint, "to deliberately cheat, swindle anddefraud." It is averred in the complaintthat Timberlake told his cousin that theabash Gas and Oil Company, according tohis own personal knowledge, possessed 140gas wells in operation; that the directorshad declared a semi-annu- al dividend of 12per cent, to be paid on Sept. 1; that WilliamRiley McKeen, of Terre Haute, was consid-ering the nfatter of buying up a majority ofshares of the company, but the other stock-holders did not desire one man to obtain amonopoly, by virtue of which Timberlakewas given an opportunity of placing hiscousin within easy retch of a fortune.Through a host of alleged misrepresenta-tions Peacock claims he was Induced topurchase 5,000 shares of stock at 25 cents a
share. The complaint charges that the de
fendants have joined together to rob Umpublic; that the Wahash Gas and Oil Com-
pany possess nothing but spurious andworthless stock: that the corporation hasno assets or tangible property. The com-
plaint charges that at the time Timberlake
sold the stock to Peacack the company

The board recommends that candidates
be admitted to Annapolis dn certificates

at the end of four years be final, relieving

partment of special training be established,
thereby placing this matter under the spe-
cial supervision of a highly qualified ex-
pert.

Xo reports
have been received to-da- y from Yucatan,
but the director of the Mexican central ob-
servatory reports that the storm Is ap-
parently In the center of the gulf and mov-
ing toward the coast of Tamanlipas with
increasing intensity. Hurricane warnings
have beet) ordered displayed on the Texas
coast for dangerous winds southward and
.high winds on the coast.

Breadstuffy, provisions,
galvanized roofing will find ready sale."'

SIFFERIXG IS GREAT.

People of Jamaica in Dantccr of Starv-
ing; Loss Wal Reach $15,0410,000.

KINGSTON, Jamaica, Aug. 14. There are
heartrending scenes all over the eastern
and northern portions of the Island of Ja-
maica. At Port Antonio thousands of
homeless and starving people have sought
shelter in the old prison and the few other
buildings which survived the hurricane.
Those who could not be thus accommo-
dated are cowering in the lee of ruined
walls and dismantled piazzas. The railroad
sheds and waiting rooms are filled with
women and children. The merchants of the
place are feeding the hungry to the best of
their ability, but the majority are depend-
ing upon green bananas knocked down by
the storm. This is their sole food supply
and it will bo exhausted in nine or ten
days. Similar conditions prevail at Anno-tat- a

Bay, Buff Bay. Ornnge Bay. Port
Alalia. Miirchional. Morant Kay, liowdenand other smaller seaports.

In the interior the distress is equallyacute. The homs of the peasant familieshave been literally blown away and theyare contriving rude shelttrs from fallentrees, palm boughs and banana leaves. Ow-ing to the continued unyeJtled weatherwith occasional torrential rains, these shel-
ters afford practically no protection.

Efforts are being made at Kingston torelieve the immediate wants of some local-
ities ly subscript! r.s of food ;;nd clothing
but the local efforts at best are totallyinadequate. I'nSess Immediate shipments
of foodstuffs come from America, deaths by
starvation are inevitable.

The local hospitals In the wind-swe- pt dis-
tricts are crowded with the injured and
the death list is increasing. Some localities
have not y.-- t r ported. One man was be-
headed at Port Antonio by a flying sheet
of galvanized roofing. Many were seriously
wounded by falling houses, tre.-- s and walls.
Several houses located on the banks of the
streams were carried away by the floods.
The fate of their inmates is unknown, but
it Is feared that there have been many
deaths from (ids cause.

CTKTHIANA, Ky.. Aug. 14.-C- urtis Jett
and Thomas White were to-d- ay found guil-
ty of the murdtr of J. B. Marcura at Jack-
son, May 4, and sentenced for life. At
their trial in Jackson last month one juror
nun? the Jury to the last on the question
of guilt and this time one Juror hung the
jury for twinty-fou- r hours on the question
of sentence. The first ballot was eleven to
one for conviction of both defendants and
the second was unanimous for both. The
lirst ballot on the sentence was seven for
death and live for life imprisonment. The
separate ballots on Jctt's case stood eleven
for hanging and one for life sentence and
this result wus not" changed in subsequent

I, Jagpftf King, cx-depu- ty sheriff, vot-

ing alone until a compromise was reached
for life sentence for both.

The rdict was n turned at a time when
there were but f w persons In the court-
room. The only attorney present was
Couuly Attorney Webster.

Jett received the verdict with comparative
indifference and calmness. White, who has
been, apparently, unde a severe strain dur-
ing the trial, flushed up and his eyes filled
with tears.

The verdict occasioned little surprise here
after the deliberation of the jury had been
so prolonged,. The only question which
caused the delay, it is said, was that of
punishment, death or life imprisonment.
The verdict, on the whole, Is regarded as a
victory for the defense, as the prosecution
asked that no middle ground be taken, and
that the men either ro acquitted or bei
hanged.

The case has been on trial almost three
weeks, having been begun July 27. At the
first trial nt Jackson the jury disagreed and
it is believed that the verdict to-da- y was a
compromise with a juror opposed to capital
punishment. The friends of Capt. L. Ewen
and other witnesses for the commonwealth
who suffered greatly and were living in fear
of their lives, are greatly relieved. They ex-
pected the death penalty, which they were
confident would have been followed by con-
fessions from the condemned men exposing
parties high in authority In Breathitt coun-
ty, who are considered to bo back of the
conspiracies.

There have been twenty-seve- n lives lost
within the past two years In the Hargls-Cockeii- ll

feud In Breathitt county, and this
is the lirst conviction. No arrests were made
until last May. when the troops were or-- di

i d to Jaekäon to protect the grand jury
and afterwards the trial jury and witnesses.
Jett is still under indictment for first de-
gree murder for killing Town Marshall
I .'ckerill.

Jett maintained his composure on hearing
the verdict, as much as ever, while White
ras greatly affected. Jett said last night

the rope had never been made with which
to hang him. but he made no remarks to-ds- y.

His friends say he will have a new
trial, and if he falls in the effort he may
be pardoned in the course of time. The
friends of the defendants showed such relief

; as to leave no doubt or their previous ap
prehensions of the death penalty.

During the afternoon Judge Osborne
heard the motion of the defense for a new
trial. The grounds set forth consist of ob-
jections to evidence admitted for the com-
monwealth and rejected for the defense,
and also to the ruling out of affidavits made
by the defendants, saying that a fair and
impartial trial could not be had on account
of the military display, which inflamed the
public mind.

PLOT TO R ELK ASK JETT.

Two Sticks of Dynamite round in the
Cell He Occupied.

WINCHESTER. Ky., Aug. 14. The dis-

covery of two sticks of dynamite In the
cell in the Clark county Jail, formerly oc-

cupied by Curtis Jett, the convicted as-

sassin of J. B. Marcum, of Breathitt, has
given rise to the story of a plot to release
Jett during the time he was cor fined here
awaiting trial. The dynamite was found
in a water pipe by the negro who is the
only prisoner who has occupied the cell
since Jett was removed. The quantity of
ihe explosive was sufficient to have blown
the jail to atoms.
