CATTLE STEADY AND THE OUTLOOK
A TRIFLE MORE ENCOURAGING.

Hogs Fairly Active and About Five
Cents Higher—=Sheep Steady—Con-
dition of Other Markets.

&>

UNION STOCKYARDS, INDIANAPOLIS, Aug.
15.—Cattle—Receipts, shipments, 100. The
receipts of cattle this week Indicate a decrease
of 1000 compared with last week, but an in-
crease of 70 over the same week a year ago,
and 150 over the corresponding week two years
ago. Thus far this week the recelpts are
nearly 14,000 larger than the same period last
year, and for the month thus far there Is a gain
of nearly 2,40 compared with the same period a
Year ago.

There were a few new developments In the cat-
tle market this week. but the results at all times
have not been up to the expectations of sellers.
With liberal receipts elsewhere and quite a num-
ber of stale cattie here the week opened with the
outlook anything but encouraging to the selling
side, and, in fact, the initial market of the week
was slow, with most sales showing some change
in prices from the close of last.week. On Tues-
day the market was about steady for the best
selections, but on Wednesday there was another
dull trade, especially for good steers. At this
time the reduced supplies began to have some
effect on the market, and the latter half of the
week values of fat steers were advanced, and
cloeing prices of the weéek were In much the
same position that they were at the close of last
week. Medlum cattle were a drug on the market
moset of the week, but there was a little better
outlet at the close of the week on account of the
scarcity of good kinds. The market for common
cattle did not show any perceptible change at
any time in the week. It was always more or
less difficult to find an outlet, and there was al-
ways a doubt in the minds of salesmen '‘as to
whether they had secured steady prices or not.
There was quite a scarcity of good cows and
heifers all week, and a gradual stronger tendency
in the market which, at the close of the week,
amounted to an advance of 10c to 15¢ In prices
compared with the close of last week. The
scarcity of choice feeding cattle was also respon-
sible for a strong market in that line, but com-
mon stockers fared no better than they have for
some time past. The best grade of bulls sold
about steady all week, but at the close of the
week there was rather a slow outlet at a shade
lower prices for the common to medium kinds,
There was a gradual improvement In the calf
market, and sales at the close of the week were
right around 650c higher than the opening. While
sales this week, to a great extent, were not fully
up to the expectations of sellers, the results
generally have been as good as could have been
expected under the circumstances, and the re-
duced supplies gave an opportunity to clear the
pens. At the close of the week there were fewer
cattle remaining In first hands than for probably
three weeks past, and on that account the out-
look for the near future seems to be a little more
hopeful for the selling side so far as the best
cattle in their class are concerned, but there are
very few who expect little, if I.I.Iy. improvement
in the market for common stock. The highest
prices secured this week were $5.35 for steers,
$4.65 for heifers, $4 for cows, $3.85 for bulls and
$7 for calves.

The receipts to-day were about as large as ex-
pected at this time In the week, and, while
there was not a complete varlety of cattle repre-
gented, there were more different grades than
usual on Saturday. The market opened with a
very fair demand, principally from local packers,
for fat cattle and all that answered that de-
scription sold quotably steady compared with
yesterday. Of course, however, there might have
been instances that sales did not look quite as
high, but at that they were about up to expec-
tations at this time in the week. The market
closed steady, with all sold. Sales included
1,218-1b native steers at $.50, and 922-1b Texas
cattle sold at $3.50. There were no helfers here
good enough to bring over $3.85, and several
bunches of cows sold at $3.26@3.80. The highest
price paid for bulls was $3.50, and for calves $6.75.

ago. Thus far this year the receipts are 180,000
larger than the same perlod last year, and for
the month thus far there is a gain of nearly 29,000
compared with the same time a year ago. For
the week ending yesterday lge leading local
packers bought a total of 18,03, against 2,841
the preceding week and 16,782 the corresponding
week a year ago. During the same period the
shipments were 12,838, against 14,813 the preceding
week and 5,158 the corresponding week a year

ago.

The frequent, lrregular and unusual changes
in prices of hogs this week have made it rather
difficult to keep track of the market. Prices at
different times were secured by excited compe-
tition, and sales In a number of Instances bore
no relation to the general market. They also
had the effect of making other sales of equal
kinds of hogs look low, and altogether such
transactions cannot help but have an unsatisfac-
tory bearing on the trade. No doubt, however,
country shippers are as well acquainted with
the facts surrounding such business as the buy-
ers and sellers In market, and, therefore, they
should not be misled. The grs=ater part of the
week the supplies were normal, and the devel-
opments in the general market were not un-
usual. The week opened with an advance of 5c
to ¢ in prices over the cloge of last week, and
on Tuesday the market opened higher, but
through the differences and limited support of
packers closed weak to lower. On \\'ﬁmeldu
shipping orders were less liberal, and packers
forced a decline of e to 15ic in prices. On
Thureday the market was very irregular, some
gales being steady and others 10c lower, but the
average was ic below Wednesday. Up to this
time in the week light hogs had been showing
the most strength, but on Friday the medium to
heavy hogs sold to the best advantage and made
a gain of 1% Jn prices, while lights were only
5¢ up. At the extreme close of the week there
was another advance of 53¢ in prices, which made
the average 10c to 15¢ higher than the low time
in the week, and fully 10c higher than the close
of last week. _The quality of the medium to
heavy hogs continued very satisfactory, but a
good many of the consignments of lighter hogs
are beginning to show grass, and such kinds are
selling 5¢ to 10¢ under prices of corn hogs.

The receipts of hogs to-day were smaller than
the average on Saturcay recently, but in keeping
with the receipts heretofore this week. The
market opened with nearly all buyers in the
fleld, and with =& rently only about enouxh
hogs to supply local packers if they chose to take
them salesmen were askiog higher prices. One
of the leading order burers was nct In the mar-
ket, but the demand from other sources was very
fair, and a basis for operations was arranged
early. The market, at a general advance of
about 5¢ in prices, was reasomably active, and
the supply was exhausted in good season. There
were probably occasional sales that did not show
any quotable improvement over some of the best
sales yesterday. but practically all dealers re-
ported the market 3¢ higher, and on that basis
the close was stea’y. Sales ranged from 35.60 to
88, and the bulk of the supply sold at $5.6065.90.

THE THREE R’'S AND BUSINESS.

Boy Who Can’t Add or Spell May Have

Earnest Views on “Civices.”

New York Sun.

The Northwestern Miller makes a complaint
that will fall on deaf ears, 1t mourns the Jost
art of writing. a loss which it attributes to the
universal typewriter. It pleads, as many news-
E:pers and men and some old-fashioned teachers

ve pleaded, for more attention to the rudil-
ments In the schools. But what Is the use? [f
the typewriter bhas had much to do with the wan-
ing of legible handwriting, at least it should
have incrensed the number of good spellers. Yet
spelling s departing, too.

Once boys and girls had to learn to write and
spell by means of hard work. The way to spell
is to spell. The way to write is to write. Such
were the moldy theories of our fathers and
grandfathers. Improved and scientific methodg
of teaching have come. Different views of the
comparative value of studies prevaill. Our chil-
dren learn, or are supposed to learn, more things
than their unfortunate parents used to: learn
them in a jig and t}ulckllep. to music, with many
pretty thrills and frills and flourishes; and those
wretched three R's are openly derided.

Business men, owing to their want of training
in the modern fashion, kick viclently. Many of
them say that they can’t get boys from the pub-
lic schools who can write a good, plain hand,
spell well, or even count and reckon well. “‘Car-
rying bundles is all most of them are fit for,” we
heard a merchant say the other day of these
products of the march of improvement.

Doubtess such an asseértion {s a swwage exag-
geration. And business men should not insist on
their antiquated notions. A boy may be weak in
arithmetic, and yet be able to sing a song or
have very earnest views about “‘civies.” Judge
him by what he knows, not by what he has not
been taught to know. Besldes, machinery will
supply the deficiencles of education. Mechanical
addition, subtraction, multiplication and divi-
sion are wonderfully exact. Spellinz, like eduy-
cation, Is being reformed. Why force anybody
to learn it while it Is In a fluld or uncertain
state? Writing is already obsolete. Arithmetie
myhbe only a survival. Business men expect too
much.
