COLUMBUS'S LIQUOR WAR

TEMPEHAM E ELEMENT I INDIANA
TOW.V AGAIN AGITATED.

Mast Make Another Fight Against
Application to Operate Third-Stre- et

Beer Garden.'

Special to the Iadiauapoiis Journal.
COLUMBUS, Ind., Aug. 13. The quelle

of grunting a liquor license to operate the
"Third Street Beer Garden," a saloon with-
in the so-call- ed residence district of the
city, is to come up again. Three times suc-

cessively have the temperance people of the
Third ward successfully fought against the
granting of a license for this particular
plade by means of the blanket remonstrance.
After their last successful crusade and to
avoid the future necessity of securing sig-

natures on the remonstrance against a pos-

sible applicant, they thought to clinch the
matter for all time to come. They executed
what was thought to be a coup by inducing
the City Council, with the aid of the Civic
League, to pass an ordinance defining the
business and residence districts of the city,
thus relying on Clause 13 of section
3540 of Burns' .Revised Statutes of HOL,
which grants to cities the power "to license,
regulate and restrain ail shops, inns, tav-
erns or other places where intoxicating
liquors are kept for sale," etc. The clause
further provides "they shall have the poWer
to designate the room, building and struc-
ture where such liquor may be sold, and
may exclude such sales from the suburban
or residence portion of such city and con-flu- e

the places where such sales may be
mads to the business portion of the city,"
etc.

The recent ordinance passed by the City
Council, by a devious route, excluded the
location in question, but embraced all places
where saloons were at that time located
and operated.

The saloon people Have again, through one
George Piel published a notice of iutention
to apply to the County Commissioners at
their September meeting for a license
for the contested location. If the antis fail
to resort to the blanket remonstrance and
rely wholly on the new city ordinance, the
right is likely to resolve Itself Into a legal
contest which will in all probability end in
the Supreme Court. Some of the questions
involved, particularly that of the right of a
city council to arbitrarily establish and by
boundaries prescribe the business and resi-
dence districts of a city, have not yet been
passed upon by the court of last resort with-
in the State.

Murder Theory Advanced Vermilion
County Judge Orders Venire to

Try the Riot Cases.

DANVILLE. 111., Aug. 15. Bowman Main-pil-e

was captured by the sheriff of Cham-
paign county at 6 o'clock this evening on
the Fltzpatrick farm, two miles from St.
Joseph, 111., after wandering all last night
and to-da- y. Ills wife, in Iter night clothes
and barefooted, was completely exhausted.
She lay under a hedge, with her husband
standing over her with a loaded revolver.
He notified the posse that if they came
near him he would first shoot his wife and
then kill himself. While he was talking
Mrs. Manspile's brother slipped up behind
and held him until the sheriff came up and
arrested him. He was at once taken to the
jail at Urbana.

Manspile, who is a former resident of
Sidney, 111., returned to that place from
Indianapolis at an early hour yesterday
morning, and at the point of a revolver
forced his wife, from whom he had been
separated for the past month, to accom-
pany him in her night clothes. The wom-
an's father, Frank Layman, quickly gave
the alarm, and in less than an hour after
the abduction a mob of over two hundred
men and boys had been formed to capture
MaSjasÄle,

About a month sgo Manspile quarreled
with his wife and they separated. He left
Sidney, but returned a few days later, and
during the absence of his wit's from home
kidnaped two of his children. He took them
to Indianapolis, and Thursday they were
located in a hotel in that city.

Mrs. Manspile's father, Frank Layman,
went to Indianapolis Thursday and re-
turned yesterday with ths two children.
Manspile followed him to Sidney and wait-
ed until 6 o'clock yesterday morning, when
he forced an entrance into his wife's home
and at tho point of a revolver compelled
her to get up from bed and follow him.
The woman accompanied him readily, as he
had often threatened to kill her. Manspile
is wanted on three charges, as follows:
Kidnaping, threatening to burn property
belonging to his wife, and selling mortgaged
property. The mob had not formed to do
Manspile personal injury, but to capture
him if possible and rescue the woman. Be-
fore the arrest Frank Layman, tho woman's
father, offered J350 for his capture, dead or
alive.

VETERAN'S BODY KOI NO.

Meml er of Soldiers' Home nt Dan-Till- e,

111., May Have Been Murdered.

DANVILLE, 111., Aug. 15. The charred
body of a man was found between two
burned haystacks near the Soldiers' Home
at o o'clock this morning. Fragments of
blue cloth and some brass buttons indi-
cate the victim was an old soldier and prob-
ably a member of the home. An ax with
the handle burned out was found near by
and leads to the belief that the man was
murdered. A story told the coroner by a
watchman at the home strengthens this
belief. When he discovered the hay stacks
burning he saw a man running away from
them. As further evidence of the murder
theory there was a hole in the victim's
skull about two inches in diameter over
the loft ear. The entire affair is shrouded
in mystery. The two hay Btacks had stood
but a short time and were a little way back
from the building occupied by th-- i hospital
nurses.

DIED IN POVERTY.

Moses Roekwell Crow, Who Made
Millions In City Contracts.

NEW YORK. Aug. 15 Moses Rockwell
Crow, projector of extensive water com-

panies, and once a millionaire, has died a
pauper at the Sta.e Hospital on Ward's
Island. The body nas been placed in the
magnificent mausoleum, the finest in the
middle West, which he had built in the
heyday of his prosperity at Falls City,
Neb. He projected the present water sys-
tem used to supply Ward's island, where
he died of brain fever after a sickness of
several months after his term as a charity
patient at Bellevue Hospital. Crow spent
the millions he spent so lavishly by de-
veloping water systems for a number of
communities, notably in Grand Rapids,
Mich., and in Westchester county in this
State. Money being needed for further
operations, he mortgaged his property and
plants recklessly. Bad financiering and
business quarrels got him into complicated
litigation, which ended In foreclosure pro-
ceedings and the loss of his entire property.
