M KRIDA. Yucatan. Aug. 16. The effects
of the tropical storm in this city and in
Progresso v ere widespread. Tho wind com-

menced in the early hours of the night, and,
slthough e er y body ha i been prepared for
a ja'c. In consequence of warnings given
orne tjnie beforehand, panic quickly seized

the community. The terrible destruction
wrought overthrew the calm born of antici-
pation. Little by little the wind increased
Jn violence and soon it wss tearing up great
trees by the roots. Mowing roofs away and
destroying houses and plantation.. Great
damage was done in a very short time.

Naturally the cyclone was more terrible
n'.orig the coast. Grsat efforts were made
to save small vessels, but to no avail, and
twenty of those lying in the port of Pro-gres- so

were cast upon shore.
Among other damage done by the cyclone

was the destruction of hundreds of bales
of hennequin and cotton which were on the
docks at Progresso ready for shipment.

ST. PETERSBCRG. Aug. 16.-- The press
here unanimously dilate? on the magnitude
of the powers conferred on Vice Adminil
Alexieff, the new viceroy of the Amur ter-
ritory and tho Kwang-Tun- g province, as

The store Is in the heart of th bdsir.ss
district and police were within eaey call.
The articles taken consist of watches, all
sorts of jewelry, several revolvers, razors
and other articles.

John Shannon, a
telegraph operator, took the weapon aw.iy
anl held the infuriated Carnahan In the
office until police were sent for. when he
was placed under arrest. Physicians were
eallel and Swearlngen was tak n in a cab
to his home. He had not been touched
by bullets, but his head was a mass of
bruises.

The mysterious phase of the affair comes
in the ignorance of everyone as to the cause
of the trouble Since Swearingen was not
hurt, and thei will probably be no prose-
cution. It is stated that no investigation
will be made by the authorities. Both men
are well connected in Indiana and in Den-
ver.

Prospect of ev Steam and Eleetrlc
Roads Causes a Sharp Increase

in the Value of Realty.

KKMPTON, Ind., Aug. 16. The citizens

of Kempton and the farmers living in this
vicinity are becoming deeply interested in
the building of the proposed new Indianap-
olis, Ljgansport & Chicago Railroad. This
road, according to the last survey, will
cross the Lake Erie & Western just west
of the corporation line, and its course at
this point will be nearly north and south.
By reason of the agitation for this road
and also for the proposed Tipton, Frank-
fort & Attica interurban linv, which will
also pass through Kempton, town property
and farm lands are rapidly advancing in
price until now few farms can be had at
less than $1U0 an acre, two or three near
town selling as high as 1125 an acre.

FEW ANDERSON GAS COSlMERS
ARE Pt'TTINt; THEM IV

Fuel Will Be Shot OAT Oct. 1 I nless
the Ralea of the Company Are

Complied W Ith.

ANDERSON. Ind.. Aug. 16. --The directors

of the Citisens" Gas Company of this city
are worried over the allure of patrons to
make contracts for the use of meters. There
are over 2,400 consumers patrons of the Cit-
izens' Company alone, and of this number
less than five hundred have i ed to
the circular letters of the company aud
made contracts for the installing of meter.-- .
Meters are supplied by the gas company
upon the payment of 5, and this sum is to
be paid back, without interest, when the
term of service ends. The meters must be
installed by the consumers, and this is in
itself quite expensive, as few houses are so
piped that a meter can be made to register
the exact consumption of gas without a
god deal of extra expense. The Citizens'
Company issued a statement that gas would
be turned off from all consumers on Oct. 1

who had not made contracts for meters and
had them installed. It is now questionable
if all the consumers of the city could get
their houses connected with meters in time.

The Hazelwood Gas Company has this week
consolidated all other small companies, and
there are now but two companies in a posi-
tion to provide fuel for Andersonians. One
of the conservative directors of the Citizens'
Company said last night that he fully ex-
pected to lose from five hundred to six hun-
dred consumers by the order requiring the
measurement of gas at 25 cents a thousand
feet. The rule to shut off Oct. 1 will be
rigidly enforced. The oal dealers have nt
laid in large supplies of coal, for the reason
that transportation facilities have been poor.
There are many orders In car lots out. but
the sheds are practically all empty. There
has been quite a little business during the
summer in hard coal, but nothing rushing.
There are some people depending upon the
installation of the Anderson Steam Heating

i Company's plant. The contracts have been
awarded, but thus far not a shovelful of
dirt has been thrown, and the probability of
the plant being in operation before cold
weather sets in is doubtful.
