The fear that (he Treasury Department
would be hampered In any attempts to re-
lieve the money market by the need of
couserving resources for these payvments is
also removed. The larger political and
commercial bearings of the situation were
not considered. The payment into the local

by the deposit of newly arrived Australian
gold with the treasury authorities in San
Fraucisco, also had its favorable influence
upon the money and exchange situation. A
decline in corn and wheat were given fa-
vorable interpretations, although the
Weather Bureau's weekly bulletin was
somewhat disquieting as to the chances of
an important corn crop,

Many of the day's n.ovements were at-
tributed to morket managers on behalf of
controlling Intercsts in the properties, and
the causes to justify them were subjecls
of active surmize. The Rock Island au-
thorities were supposed to be preparing a
favorable reception for their new bond is-
sue. Old rumors of a Southern Pacific div-
idend were revived. Higher prices for Cop-
per and enlarged dividends on Amalgam-
ated Copper were talked of among the spec-
ulators. Larger dividends for various coal
carriers, both anthracite and bituminous,
owing to the large current earnings, were
widely discussed. These are but ex-
amples of the temper of the day’s talk, and
none of this talk gained any authoritative
confirmation. Small purchases of inactive
stocks caused wide advances, just as small
sales caused violent declines during the
period of extreme depression. The selling
to take profits was unremitting all day,
but was well absorbed until the final hour.
Stock then seemed to have passed on a large

scale from strong to weak hands, and the
profit taking made heavy inroads on prices,
ane market closed weak without a rally,

CHICAGO, Aug. i8.—There was another
big decline in wheat to-day, due to renewed
liguidation, and closing prices were near the
bottom, September being off 1%c. Septem-
ber corn closed 74c lower. Oats were down
1sc, while provisions were from 5c to 7%c¢
higher to 10¢ lower.

The wheat pit showed a fair decrzase of

strength at the start, due to the steady ca-
bles, the foreign markets Dbeing up on re-
ports of wet weather in England. There
was falr commis=sion house buving early in
the day, and, after opening K@%c to L@%¢
higher at 823,@82%c, September advanced to

tion, however, and with a big break in
prices in the Northwest the market here
gradually yielded, and prices started down-
ward. On the decline there was counsidera-
ble selling for short account, and many stop
loss orders were reached, which added to
the weakness. The break in corn helped
along the decline, as did the large increase
in the world’'s visible, 2,400,000 bu, as shown
by Bradstreet's, and extreme weakness pre-
vailed the latter part of the session. After
selling down to 80%¢ September closed at
M@ 807%c, a loss of 135c for the day. Clear-
ances of wheat and flour were equal to
423,000 bu. Primary receipts were 657,70 bu,
against 1,067,400 bu a year ago.
