The money will
be used for the construction and equipment
of the road between Indianapolis and Sulli-
van. This statement was given out last
night by D. M. Parry, president of the road.
The directors of the road met yesterday
and discussed financial and construction
matters.

The contract for the construction of this
pert of the road will be let within the next
two or three weeks, it is expected, and the
work will be begun a few weeks later. The
Southern Construction and Equipment Com-
pany, of Indianapolis, which, it is thought,
will be awarded the contract for the con-
struction to Sullivan, was incorporated yes-
terday for $6.nno. Fred Cline, Frank Ki
Fitzgerald. W. L. Lacey. Harry Weill and
Alfred E. Kalter -- are the directors of theIcompany.

The officers and stockholders of the road
have assembled in Indianapolis and are
making preparation to let the contract for
tre Indianapolis and Sullivan division. The
right-of-wa- y for the entire route to Rock-por- t,

the southern terminus of the road, is
now complete, and President Perry says
that within a year the Indianapolis and
Sullivan division will be in operation.
