JOINT ACTION BY POWERS,

It Probably Will Follow the Demon-
siration by Russia.

PARIS, Aug. 19.—It was learned in official
quarters to-day that the action of Russia
in ordering a naval squadron to Turkish
water may be speedily followed by im-
portant joint naval action on the part of
the powers, Communications are being ¢x-
changed by the powers relative to a joint
demonstration before Salonica. The final de-
termination will depend largely on Russia,
but if a joint demonstration is determined
on the feets of France and Austria will
co-operate, and it is probable that the fleets
of all the European powers having Turkish
interests, except poss<ibly Germany, which
has not favored taking energetic steps
against Turkey will take part in it

In the meantime the Russian squadron
will not proceed to Counstantinople, as has
been reported, but will rendezvous at a
small port of the viiavet of
above the entrance of the Bosphorus., For
the present this squadron has no orders to
assume an agpressive course, Its action will
depend on Turkey's “ultiliment of the terms
of Russia's final demands in connection
with the assassination of Consul Rostkov-
ski.

A message
from the metropolitan of Salonica further
confirme the reports that the Turkish
troops on entering Krushevo terribly mal-
treated the inhabitants. About 15 Greeks
and others, including eighty children, were
marched as prisoners to Monastir. Five
died on the way.
