Minnesota, by the Fnited
State Steel Corporation, which has been

year, and which was completed some
months ago. was verified to-da- y bv loolofficials of the corporation. By this pur-
chase the steel Corporation takes off themaiket the last large single block of oreproperty in the Mesaba range which is for
sale. It is said the Importance Of the pur-
chase cannot be overestimated. In all about
7O.i0n.0On tons of excellent iuality of ore.
much of it high grade Dtagimti, has been
measured upon the land acquired, and it
is estimated that an even larger vield will
be obtained

The properties were purchased from theholdings of the Chemung iron Company, atIhiluth. The lands are mostly looted prop-
erties, on a basis of 25 cents a ton royalty,
which is considered to give the steel cor-
poration an immense addition to its ore
reserves at no undue coot. Some of the
depoottl measure up to per cent, iron anddown to .36 per cent, phosphorus.

FORT WAYNE. Aug. 20. A fatal acci-

dent, killing Clyde Cruse, aged nineteen, and
badly wounding Harry Cruse, aged twenty- -

four, happened Just before noon to-d- ay at
UM ue HUh and Manual Training School.
Tile men. with harle Bishop, were on a
scaffold supported by hooks hanging from
the stone cornice just above the windows
on the fourth floor. They were lowering
themselves by rap and were about twenty
f.'.-- t from the ground when the cornice tone
toppled over on them. The stone had been
set only a few hours and the cement was
not dry. Clyde Cruse was frightfully
crushed and was killed instantly. Harry
Cruse had both legs broken and was Other
grips injured, but is expected to rtCOTOr.
The niiu were cousins and were working
at tuck pointing on the stone work. The
.lead man had come here only recently from
his home in Piqua. Ohio. The escape from
injury of Charles Bishop was remarkable.

BIG i:uiL WRECKED.

ANDBBSON, Ind.. Aug. 20 Early this
morning the big engine of the American
Strawboard Company In this city was
wrecked. The wreck was caused by the
breaking of the main shaft of the big fly
wheel. It is the largest in central Indiana.
When the shaft broke the engiue flew to
pieces. The big fly wheel dropped into the
pit and a section of it, weighing more
than a ton. was hurled through the build-
ing. Pieces of the engine flew in all di-

rections. The night engineer had just re-
fill, d the oil cups and started for the door
when the crash came. The loss will amount
to more than $5.0uo. The engine must be
rebuilt and installed. The plant has been
running day and night. The break to-da- y

will close the plant for at least two mouths.
