President McDoel says there were pur-
chased during the year new steel ralls at
a cost of 376,19%0.43, which, together with 2,-
488 tons on hand June 30, 192, were suffi-
clent to lay “Yorty-two miles of new steel.
During the year thirty-three miles of track
were ballasted with stone, cinders and
gravel at a cost of §30,453. Nine miles of new
sliing and extension were laid during the
year and charged to construction work.
During the year new bridges were bullt
across Sugar, Bean Blossom and Leather-
wood creeks. A number of iron pipe cul-
verts were put in, and $55,041.37 was ex-
pended in the last named Improvement. The
passenger stations and freight houses at
Bedford and Kirklin, destroyed by fire,
were rebullt, and a new station bullding
erected at Ketchem. A seventy-foot turn-
table was put In at Bainbridge and a new
interlocking plant was erected at Limedale
croasirg of the Vandalla. The telegraph
line between Indianapolls and Monon was
rebullt. Two hundred new forty-ton coal
cars and one steam derrick were purchased
at a cost of $167,224.58, four new cabooses
were built at the company’'s shops and two
new freight locomotives were purchased
al a cost of 81,4129, Engines and cars re-
ceived necessary repairs and are in good
condition. The to:al engine mileage for the
year was 3,703.569 miles. The rate per ton
per mile was .76 against .757 the previous
year. The earnings per passenger train
mile, including baggage and express, were
$1.22, against §1.14 in 1992; the rate per pas-
senger mile was 2.024c, agalust 1.976¢ in 1902,
Since the inauguration of the per diem
system of car service, July 1, 1%2, earnings
on freight cars have increased from $9,-
461.32 to $105,485.10.

Under date of July 1, 132, a joint supple-
mental lease was entered into by and be-
tween the Ckicago & Western Indiana
Rallroad Company and its five tenant com-
paunles, who are «qual owners of it= entire
capital stock. Under the same date, viz.,
July 1, 192, the Chicago & Western Indiana
Rallroad Company made a mortgage to
secure an i(ssue of $50,000,000 of 4 per cent.
gold boads to provide funds for the re-
funding of its existing indebtedness, the
refunding of all sinking fund payments
already made and those required to be
made under existing mortgages, for ele-
vating, depressing, enlarging and improv-
ing the raliroad and other property of the
company, and for all other expenses for
the corporate purposes of the company.

Under date of Sept. 30, 192, a contract
was entered into with the 1llinols Central
Railroad Company for the joint use of
ten miles of their road from Switz City
west for a period of twenty-five years, This
contract provides the Chicago, Indianapolis
& Louilsville Rallway Company with an en-
trance to the coal fields in Greene and Sul-
livan counties. Under date of May 1, 13,
a contract was entered into with the Penn-
sylvanla Company for the joint use of
that part of its Indianapolis & Vincennes
division between Switz City and Gosport
Junction for a period of ten vears, to be
used by this company for coal traffic only.

& Atlantic road. Hone is very wealthy and
came from New York to learn the practical
side of railroading, He has reached the po-
gition of an expert mechanic and attained a
wide knowledge of the railroad business, al-
though but twenty-eight years of age,

The August statement of the B, & O.
shows a new record in the earnings of that
svstem. The gross earnings for the month
were $£5.987.7%, an increase of $438,028; net
carnings were $2,432,947, an increase of $291,-
265. The total earnings of the system di-
rectly operated by the Baltimore & Ohio,
which includes the Baltimore & Ohio
Spouthwestern, were 36,449,201, an increase of
$460.000, the net increase being $285,733. The
road was operated on 58% per cent. of its
gross earnings, which is very creditable to
the management.

A grievance committee, representing 8,000
empioves in every important car and loco-
motive shop of the Chicago & Northwest-
ern Rallroad, is in conference at Chicagoe
to-day considering what union action shall
be taken in regard to the refusal by the
company to grant a better wage scale.
More than a week ago delegates repre-
senting the employes of the various
branches of the road arrived at Chicago
and presented demands for an increase of
3 cents an hour over the wages now in
effect, which range from 13 to 18 cents an
hour and time and a half for overtime.

The Baltimore & Ohio and the Pennsyl-
vania are disputing over the possession of
right of way near Chewton, and Sheriff
James H. Brown served an injunction, is-
suned by Judge Wallace, restraining the
Pennsyivania, which has been double track-
ing the low grade of the Erie and Penn-
sylvania division. The Baltimore & Ohlo
officials ran an engine and train of freight
cars upon the old track of the road. when
a force of nearly 200 Pennsylvania men
promptly removed the cars. Finally the
B. & O. shifted another train upon the
track and derailed three cars to hold the
track until the injunction could be secured.
As both interests are owned by the same
parties a iegal fight of this character is
amusing. L
