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NEW VIEW OF AMERICA

WRITER IN LONDON TIMES (OM-
MENTS ON CONDITIONS.,

The Most Energetic People in the
World, He Believes—Hnve m Sub-
lime Faith in Their Destiny.

—e

LONDON, Sept. 2.—In the course of a
two-column article fromi an American cor-
respondent the London Times to-day printed
an interesting review ;vf the development of
buginess in the United States. The writer,
who
nine years,” took an extended trip through
“half the States in the U'nion.”” He says:

“Never were my countrymen so devoted
to business. The average man in the United |
States is giving at least an hour more ; i
day to his business concerns than he it |
twelve or thirteen yvears ago.” |

The writer attributes this increased en- |

ergy first to the “renewed national spirit” !
and the increased responsibilities resulting |
from the Spanish-American war, and sec-
ond to the sensge of economy “imbued from
the severe depression of 1RS3-1897."" though he
does not overlook the “display of vulgar
ostentation and almost criminal waste by
a small number of rich, idle people In the
larger cities.””

I minutely analyzing America’s fuiure in
the world aof trade the writer says: “In the
matter of foreign trade the manufacturer
in America has definite aspirations instead
of conerete ambitions. He would ke to
trade with all the world. He could not ex-
plain this aspiration, but he might fall back
on hig belief in destiny, which is as strong
in him as it is in the Mohammedan soldier,
whom death in battle carries into paradise,
The American has come to have the strong-
est faith in his gift for direction. He Is
convinced that other peoples, somehow, are
losing that power, and he is convinced that
it is only a question of time when the finan-
cial center will be shifted to New York or
Chicggo. He does not take into account the
fact that he has not vet developed a bank-
ing svstem flexible enough to adjust itself
o a commercial crisis.”

Trades unionism, the writer declared, is
weaker in the Unirted States than before,
and while the wages in skilled trades ad-
vance, those in unskilled trades decline,
Replying to a question as to how long the
present  period of prosperity is likely to
continue, the writer says the general feei-
ing in the United States predicts it will
last “until the next presidential election is
settled.””

He concludes with the following remarks
anent foreign trade: “‘To my mind, noth-
ing Is clearer than whatever chances Amer-
icans had at one time of getting slowly
but surely a payiug foreign trade in manu-
factured products have been lost for the
present: First, through ignorance in not
knowing and not learning the conditions
existing in foreign countries; second, by |
trying to make a place for thelr products
in crowed communities whose peoples have
great experience and ample capital instead
of in outside or neutral markets; third, by
inability to seek or take the advice of
those who knew, or who had the chance to
know: fourth, by inopportunities of effort,
and fifth, by rushing blindly into combi-
nations, many of which are purely specula-
tive, and then proceeding to advertise all
over the world their intention to take
everything and leave nothing for anybody
else. This thundering index has not left
much for the text to say or threaten, and
little for itr authors to do.

“These, however, are mistakes that will
be overcome in time. When the home de-
mand declines, when prices and profits both
in America and everywhere else have come
down to their natural level, when half or
three-fourths of the so-called trusts have
gone to the wall like other speculative com-
panies, and, finally, when the overweening
desire for publicity and advertising has

ditions in the four quarters of the globe,
then will American competition become
rofitable to itself, without being of itself
urtful or dangerous to the Industries of
other countries.”

SOUTH BEND, Ind., Sept. 22.—The In-
diana State Federation of Labor, in con-
vention to-day, denounced a Terre Haute
afternoon paper and adopted resolutions
opposing and decrying the attitude of that
paper towards organized labor. All of the
200 delegates pledged themselves to weaken
the influence of the paper as a factor in
politics and to lessen its prestige as an
advertising medium.

The convention opened this morning with
President Edgar A. Perkins, of Indianapo-
lis, presiding. The address of welcome was
delivered by Mayor Edward J. Fogarty,
himself a union man, who last yvear was a
delegate to the Evansville convention.
Joseph F. Suchanek, a former president of
the Federation, responded on behalf of or-
ganized labor, making an address in which
he urged the unions to do all in their power
that would result in the greatest good for
labor., President Perkins responded briefly
in behalf of the convention and appointed
the following credential committee: R. E.
Darnaby, Indianapolis; Edward Church,
Linton; Edward Heron, Muncie; George P.
Goetz, South Bend; Edward Truax, Lo-
gansport.

The convention instructed the committee
on law to make a complete revision of the
present constifution and amend said docu-
ment in every way expedient and to re-

| port their action to the committee of the

whole for adoption. The Federation holds

that the encroachments of antagonistic
elements and the changed conditions of the
industrial situation in Indiana have made
it necessary for labor to present a united
front in the coming struggle, and it is im-
perative that the laws of the Federation be
so revised that the organization be placed
on a substantial basis in order that the of-
ficers of the Indiana Federation may suc-
cessfully advance the principles of the or-
ganization at all times.

Much excitement was caused during the
afternoon session by the introduction of a
resolution demanding that delegates refrain
from riding on the cars of the Indiana Rail-
way Company lines, which operates the
line in South Bend, Elkhart and Goshen
and from South Bend to Niles, Mich.

COUNCIL TAKES NO STEP.

Miller Case Not Formally Before the
Americean Federation.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 22.—~President

Whitmore, of the Stereotypers’ dand Electro-
typers’ Union of this city, made a state-

ment to-day to the effect that his opposition
to the Central L.bor Union resolution sent

to President Roosevelt in the Miller case
wasg individual and not as representing the
union. He said he went to the executive

council meeting to protest verbally, but
that President Gompers of the American

Federation of Labor refused to discuss the

case, Mr. Whitmore said the stereotypers’
union is not and will not be involved in the
controversy.

The executive council of the Federation
of Labor resumed its sessions to-day, No

formal consideration was given the Miller
case at this morning’s session of the execu-
tive council, the meeting being devoted
mainly to adjusting disputes between svb-
ordinate organizations. It is pointed ocut
that while an official copy of the resolu-
tions of the Central Lavor Union was for-
warded by that body to the federation
last night, the local bookbinders’ union,
No. 4, which expelled Miller from its mem-
bership, has not reported the matter to
the federation. It was asserted to-day that
this i& a condition precedent to a formal

consideration of the case by tha executive
council.

John Mulholland, of Moledo, O., president
of the allied metal mechanics' crganization,
to-day apepared before the executive coun-
cil of the federation and submitted a peti-
tion for the revocation of the charter of
the International Association of Machinists,
on the ground that it infringed on the ter-
ritory of the allied metal mechanies. The
protest is an outgrowth of the actiom of
the last machinists' convention in extend-
ing the constitution so as to embrace crafts
that the metal mechanics elaim fall within
their jurisdiction. The machinists have a
membership of 70,000 and the allied metal
mechanics 16,000. The petition finally was
withdrawn on an agreement to have rep-
resentatives of the two organizations con-
fer and adjust matters,

The local plumbers’ union, of Pittsburg,
also submitted a protest alleging infringe-
ment on their territory by the allied metal
mechanics. It was declded to adjust the
dispute by conferring representation on the
two organizations,

In the afternoon Governor Hunt, of Porto
Rico, had a confereénce with the executive
council relative to the labor situation in
Porte Rico and also in regard to the proper
enforcement of the eight-hour law for all
mechanics, artisans and laborers on the
island. The conference took a wide range
and lasted nearly an hour.

A delegation from the engineers’ unions
of New York asked the good offices of the
executive council for the purpose of bring-
ing about an adjustment of the bullding
trades dispute in New York city and to
insist upon the rights to which the unions
are entitled being accorded them by af-
filiated organizations. Without arriving at
any conclusion on the subject the council
then took up the matter of the controversy
among the brewery workers, engineers and
firemen.

SOUTH BEND, Ind., Sept. 2.—The sec-
ond week of class work at the Universily
of Notre Dame ended Saturday. The at-
tendance this year is up to the usual num-
ber and the graduating class next June
will be the largest ever in the history of
the institution. The raise in the price of
tuition has not lessened the attendance to
any appreciable extent and has been oftf-
set by the action of the college authorities
giving collegiate students who have reached
the sophomore, junior and senior yearsa in
their respective courses private rooms with-
out extra charge. Previous to the present
session this privilege was given only to
juniors and seniors.

Sorin and Corby Halls, the buildings
where the students are accommodated with
private rooms, are filled and the plan to
eventually give freehmen free rooms seem
destined to be carried out in the near
future.

The only important change In the uni-
versity's policy has been a step to strength-
en all the collegiate courses. To accom-
plish this purpose one year's additional
preparatory work has been added to all the
departments preparing for entering upon a
course leading to a degree. The result is
to make the preparatory courses as
thorough as is required to be graduated
from the best city high schools in the
country.

Old students are arriving every day and
classes will be thoroughly organized and

running smoothly by the end of the month.
In the meantime, new students, who ar-
rived in time for the opening date, will
have time to be accustomed to their new
surroundings and any men who failed to
pass as favorable entrance examinations
as they had hoped and who were a little
rusty will have ample time to brush up. In
an interview one of the leading professors

stated that this result was one of the
chief reasons for Notre Dame's opening so
early in the fall.

Heavy Enrollment at De Pauw.

When the dues are pald
a ticket is ued calling for $1 worth of
the “luxuriés” of the club. A room was
fitted up with upholstered furniture, with
carpets on the floor, and, in fact, every-
thing very attractive. The club has in con-
nection a fine bar, Young men under the
age of twenty-one are becoming members,
and necessarily receive the courtesies of
the club, which include plenty of liquor.
The club never closes. It runs all night

and all day Sunday. The club has been
given the hearty support of a number of
the leading business men, who fought hard
to have the saloons licensed, claiming that
it would affect the business of the town
materially, as all the other towns sur-
rounding them had saloons.

The temperance people have become
very indignaunt over the outcome of theilr
fight agalnst the saloons, but they now
realize that they are in a worse condition
than they were when they had licensed
saloons. .ne town Is in a state of excite-
ment and uproar.
