Principles Adopted.

The BOMgsrt clebnition at Masonic Hall
last night was a success In every partic-
ular. True PEftsU hearts swelled with pa-

triotism and pride at the eloquence of a
gifted orator whose intense appeal in be-

half of old Ireland anM answered by rous-

ing cheers. The celebration was under the
auspices of the Emmet Club and the dif-

ferent Irish societies of Indianapolis The
occasion was th" celebration of the one
hundredth anniversary of the execution of
the Irish patriot. Robert Emmet.

Prior to the exercises at Masonh Hall
there was a paraae by the Father Mathew
Boys' Brigade in command of Capt. P. J.
Carney. Masonic Hall was crowded at 8

o'clock. The temporary chairman was J.
P. O Mahony. Representative Irishmen of
the city were on the stage. Among them
were Edward P. C lancy, at the head of
the Knights of Columbus of the State;
Capt. Thomas Maddau, John R. Walsh,
P. J. McNelis, Maurice Donnelly and
ethers. V. L. Taylor occupied a seat on
the stage and Mayor Bookwalter and John
YV. Holtzman, Democratic candidate for
mayor, were thre. During the evening
there was music by the Boys' Brigade Band
and solos by Mr. Cibson, Mrs. Cantlon, Mr.
Harry Doyle, Miss Egan and Miss Taylor.
Mr. Martin P. Giady sang "God Save Ire-laud- ."

Mr. O'Mahouey in Introducing A. M.
Sweeney a permanent chairman of the
vning referred to the fact that Mr.

Sweeney, with commendabie patriotism,
had (ailed his eldest eon Robert Emmet
Sweeney. The orator of the evening was
Judge O Neil Ryan, of St. louis. whom
chairman Sweeney Introduced with a few
gracious remarks. The hall was decorated
with stars and stripes aud the Mag of Ire-

land. Above the stage hung the portrait
of Robert Emmet and above it was a
large banner bearing the words of the la-

mented patriot, "It was my aim to do what
Washington did for America.'' Both the
chairman and Judge Ryan were given an

ation by the audience. In part Judge
Ryan said:

"Ireland has had many orators and men
of action, perhaps too many of the former,
too few of the latter. Tone was essen-
tially a man of action,' of great courage,
ability and resources. Emmet, who fol-
lowed in iiis steps and teachings, was both
orator aud actor. It has been customary
to regard Emmet from the standpoint of
the lover rather than the hero, to throw
over him a poetic aud sentimental glamour.
True he loved deeply and tenderly and the
natural dsiro to see once again the object
of his affections caused his capture, but
that love was subordinate to the love he
bore his native land; that passion. thatconsuming passion to see his country a
nation took possession of. his being and
swayed his every motive.

HIS ARDENT DEVOTION.
"It inspired him as a youth. It guided

him as a man. for that passion was not the
mad zeal of the enthusiast, but the ardent
devotion sustained and directed by well
balanced judgment that characterized
Washington in America and Lafayette in
Francs. It is then firal to the patriot, sol-

dier and leader that we must remember
Emmet. Alien in religion to the great body
of his countrymen, as have been most of
the revolutionary and many of the polit-
ical leaders of the race, he strove to free
his countrymen without regard to creed or
i lass He felt that the platform of nation-
hood was broad enough and strong enough
for Catholic and Protestant. He was wit-
ness to the brutal methods of the govern-
ment In forcing the rising of '98 when a
licentious and unbridled soldiery pillaged

j and butchered and the most horrible atroc
ities were not only permitted but approved
by those in power. He saw the Parliament
wrung from England by the threat of force
of 1782, destroyed by conuption in 1800.

"He turned to France but feit that after
all Irishmen must win their own liberties.
He came back in the fall of 1802. after con-
ferring with his brother, Thomas Addis
Emmet, and other united Irishmen, and be-llerl- nsj

that war between France and Eng-
land was imminent, began his preparations.
His plan was to capture Dublin Castle, the
Mat then as now of British power in
Ireland. In control there and with English
representatives as his hostages, aided by
the men of Klldure, Wlcklow and Wexford,
om whom he chiefly relied, he felt and with
reason, that he could hold Dublin; that
Ireland generally would rise and that
England could not In her then foreign dif-i- i(

tdttes prevent the people from getting
their Independence He worked skillfully
and swiftly. Nothing was left to mere
chance. His plans were carefully laid and
would be boldly executed and that they did
not succeed was due to a series of occur-
rences that could not have been foreseen
or guarded against.

HOPES WERE DASHED.
in the heart or' Dublin, unknown to the

police, he manufactured arms for over
10,M men. He arranged with the leaders
la the counties named for assistance at
the time to be fixed for ÜM assault. On that
very evening the castle authorities were
indulging in pleasures that would have
made access and capture practicable. On
the 18th of July a premature explosion
bad ;iv. ii alarm and forced Emmet to fix
the 23d for the assault, earlier by some
months than he intend- - SI he knew the
troops In Ireland mu?t he withdrawn to
tight England battles with France, and
a false alarm on the .' .1 precipitated action
with a short struggle on the streets of
Dublin. Emmet saw his plans aud hopes
dashed to pieces. He fled from Dublin and
might have left Ireland, but returned to
bid )lel to Saran ClUTaa. Ills capture
was followed by the mockery of a trial on
Hei't. IS. and on the following day he was
lis aged aud beheaded. Iii lift was an ex-
ample, his death was an inspiration not
alone to his countrymen but to all the op-
pressed whs for liberty.

'There is no greater type in all history
of love of country and sacrifice of self.
The man died but his spirit lives. Tin-bod- y

perished, but the Immortal soul sur-
vived. Th plans failed but the principles
were Indicated. The gibbet on Thomas
si reft became the altar of liberty. The
precious blood shed on that day liecame
the seed fruitful of an intense undying
love by the race of the cause for which
Emmet died; a cau? that has survived the
storms and temia-at- s of seven hundred
years, consecraud by the blood of mar-
tyrs, sanctified by the sufferings of cen-
turies, the cause of Irish liberty is im-
perishable, for It men have languished in
dungeon and perished on scaffolds, have
yielded thlr lives on the battlefield and
endured the anguish of i rile.

CAUSE IS IMMORTAL.
"The cause is immortal. It cannot perish.

It must triumph, and if the race bo but true
to Emmet's principles in the providence of
liod and Irish manhood that victory should
soon be won. The history of Ireland's con-- m

. thin with England shows nothing sub-
stantial can be gained save by force or Its
threat h i k d by power to curry it out.

" The Irish volunteers won the Grattan
Parliament. th revolution practically al-
ready biasing in Ireland secured Catholic
mancipation, while the Peuiaus lorced the
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disestablishment of the Irish Church by
the blow at Clarkcnwail Prison. W hat has
beeg the attitude of men in America who
know that history and therefore believe in
H volutlorary methods? The physical force
men in this country backed the land league
movement, giving constitutional agitation
a fair trial, and while it was under a leader
who had never compromised or committed
himself to an opinion that Ireland's future
was inscpa rable from England, these ne n
now believe that it is sheer waste of time,
energy and money to support such a move-
ment any longer, even if it were conducted
along the aggressive lines of twenty years
ago. If the Irish have bc-- n benefited, as we
are told by the bills jiassed heretofore, they
should be able and glad to give the finan-
cial support asked by the parliamentarians.
A few shillings a year paid by each farmer
would give the party all it needed and
save the American Irish the humiliating
spectacle of begging expeditions In this
country, expeditions which vers failure
becauiw the physical force men refused "to
give any aid. In Boston, in October. 192,
there was pledged Slflü.nou within six months.
Nearly a year has passed and but half
that amount has been raised, though they
have thrashed the country from end to end.
Were the Irish Nationalists behind
the league, the sum would have hex n
raised In sixty days. This lethargy shows
that the Irish race hi this country b

lost faith in appeals to the English Parlia-
ment. No one wants to plunge Ireland into
an unprepared war, but in the name of Irish
independence, stop pleading to Parliament,
for granting self-governme- nt to Ireland
will thereby make Inland a contented part
of the empire and thus insure imperial
integrity. Mr. Redmond is doubtless ex-

pressing his honest views of the proper
solution of the Irish question, but It is not
one that will commend Itself to the race;
it is not one that will justify his support-
ers in commemorating a man whose prin-
ciples and methods were directly the op-

posite.
"If Emmet's epitaph shall be written, if

his conduct and his cause shall be vindi-
cated by other men in other times, let us
unite to do this work and become men
worthy of the traditions of great race.

"If the genius and history of our race
means any thing, it means that God has
meant the Irish people to be free and in-

dependent. Let them prove true to the
principles and teachings of Emmet and
Ireland shall be a nation among the nations
of the earth."

Declaration of Principles.
The following declaration of principles

was read and adopted by the audience:
"That in celebrating the centennial of

the Judicial murder of the brave and pure-soule- d

Robert Emmet, who forfeited his
life In vhe endeavor to establish a repub-
lic on Irish xoil ti-- i ihe citizens of a re
public, pledge anew our devotion to his !

principles. Judged by the light of cue cen- - j

tury that has passed since the deatn or
our beloved martyr, we solemnly declare
that thi "sole grievance of Ireland kg the
English connection," and that UMTS can
be no peace, happiness or contentment In
Ireland until that connection is destroyed,
and an Irish republic is established on
Irish soil.

"We hold that the right of Ireland to a
complete and separate independence is in-

alienable, and that the same is possible of
accomplishment by the union of the patri-
otic men of our race throughout the world
with a determination to grasp the

which the near future hat- - DJ

ütore.
"We point to the gross failure of the

so-call- ed English concessions to restore
prosperity to our motherland, and point
to the fact that the immigrant ships are
even now more thronged than ever with the
bone and . inew of our motherland, who
fly from the cursed rule of the English
government.

"We declare that 'she is the same old
England' as far as Ireland Is concerned,
and poiut by way of illustration to the
vindictive manner in which she has pur-
sued to this country an Irish peasant, an
allege- - fugitive from justice, whom her
Infamous laws committed to life impris-
onment for an ordinary assault.

"We call the attention of the government
officials at Washington to the notorious
fact, well proven in the case to which
we allude, that the Pinkerton detective
agency in this country is nothing less than
an organized force of English spies in the
United States, willing to sell information to
England on any matter of an international
nature, on which the British government
may desire to be informed.

"Finally, we call upon our brother Irish-
men throughout the United State- - and
upon all our fellow-citize- ns who cherish lib-
erty, to oppose by every means in their
power the efforts of the Anglomanlacs of
the present day to ally this republic with
the British empire. We believe that any
truckling to. or understanding with Eng-
land is subversive to American liberty
an an insult to the memory of the fath'-r- s '

of the Republic.'"

He
has on the trail of Stewart for smn
tini-- . It is not known how Stewart tame
into possession of the money.

One man was fatally injured and three
men badly hurt in a railroad wreck on
the Vnndalia line about fifty feet south
of Merrill street aud Kentucky avenue, at

Ed Gaughan. boarding at 51S South West
street, suffered a fracture of the left leg
and internal injuries which will probably
result in his flntth Us was removed to Bt.
Vincent's Hospital. John Zink, living at
574 West Thirteenth street, was hurt about
the head and body by flying timbers and
escaping st"am; a carriage took him hone,
"Tony" Gaughan received painful injuries
about his legs and was removed to his
home, at 514 South Vc?t street. Prod
Harris, of 57 East Raymond street, was
injured by flying timbers and was taken
home.

JUMPED THE TRACK.
As engine No. 146. In charge of Engineer

John Zink and Fireman E. Gnughan, WM
drawing a heavily loaded freight train made
up of forty, or fifty cars around the curve
on the switch which leads from the Na-

tional Starch Works plant to the main
track it stuck on account of the steep
grade. Engine No. 18, in charge of "Tony"
Gaughan, engineer, and Fireman Fred Har-
ris, was sent to pull the train up the grade
on to the main track. While rounding the
curve at a high rate of speed. No. 18

Jumped the track, pulling No. 146. which
was a very much lighter engine, with it.
Both engines were thrown l right angles
with the track end No. II turned com-
pletely over. No. 146 plowed its way ten
feet into the bank on the east side of the
track, and escaping steam tore a hole in
the ground six feet lon and one foot deep.

A large crowd soon gathered
and administered to the injured men until
the arrival of the ambulance.

CAUSE OF ACCIDENT.
Eye-witness- es vary as to the cause of the

accident; some say that the switch is in a
bad state of repair and that the rails
spread, causing the wheels of the engines
to strike UM cross-tie- s; others say that
on account of the high speed which must
be attained in order to ascend the grade
No. 18 could not hold the rails. One train-
man said that he had often seen engines
attain a speed of forty miles an hour in
rounding this curve. About three months
ago there was a derailment of a similar
nature in the vicinity of the accident last
night. It is considered very remarkaule
by the trainmen that no one was killed in-

stantly last night, and the only thing that
the men was the fact that they

jumped. The Panhandle wrecking crew
cleared up the wreckage and traffic was re-
sumed after having been blocked for sev-
eral hours.
