Trouble Which Confronts One of the
Protesting: Itepnhllennn.

To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:
I am in trouble of mind. I have been for

a month or more wrestling with one of the
most perplexlog conundrums that I have
had to tackle for many a day. There are a
great' many good Republicans who, for one
cause or another, are opposed to the

of Mr. Bookwalter, and I confers to be
one of them and that I signed the pledge
not to vote for him. with the distinct un-

derstanding that every member of the
league was to exercise his own judgment as
to the best method of expressing our pro-
test, never dreaming that the league was to
open a headquarters and to solemnly re-

solve to go solid for the Democratic party,
issue literature and conduct a vigorous cam-
paign to restore the Democratic party to
power after such an exhibition of genuine
and unchangeable Democracy a? we had
had for six years under Mr. Taggart. who
is y-- t the manager of the party, though no
in official position. My only objection to Mr.
Bookwalter's administration is his lax en-
forcement of the laws that relate to the
saloon and Its accessories, but in this he
was only walking in the footsteps of his
prMlecessor, the Democratic party incarnate
in the mayor. All this pother about grade-crossing- s,

street sweeping, high taxes and
the like Is mere filling in; there is nothing
in it. and the News and the Holtzmtn Re-
publicans know it; and they know, too,
that never in this world was any relief
found for wrongs in that direction, or in law
enforcement in the Democratic party, which
they are seeking to restore to power.

My perplexity is especially intensified by
the attitude of some Republican preachers,
who, while they do not apologize for every
detail of Mr. Bookwalter's business man-
agement. et lay stress only upon the open
saloon and the disregard of law which he
inherited from the Democratic party, his
immediate predecessor. Not one of them but
would rather see Mr. Hitz elected than Mr.
Holtzman. but they hesitate because" they
fear he cannot be elected, and Mr. Book-wait- er

may succeed himself instead of his
being succeeded by the well-know- n Demo-
cratic party, bossed by Keach and Polster
and Taggart. These good men do not preach
that way to others. When a doubting broth-
er, almost discouraged, comes to them sing-
ing mournfully:
"Satan tells me I'm weak, my hope is in

vain.
The good that I seek, I shall never obtain,"
they do not say give it up, .brother, and
take any port In the storm, but they ex-
hort him to do his duty and trust the Lord,
and they tell him the stories of Gideon and
Samson and David, and how Mr. Lincoln
kept pegging away till he got there. Possi-
bly Mr. Hitz may not be elected, but he
will receive the largest vote any independ-
ent candidate for mnyor ever received, and
from the way the tide is running since the
so-call- ed executive committee of the anti-Bookwal- ter

folks declared for Holtzman.
he may be elected, as he certainly will be if
all who desire a faithful enforcement of
law and who have -- no confidence in either
party, as a party, shall vote for him.

Of course I expect all the Democratic
preachers to vote for Mr. Holtzman. They
cannot be consistent and do otherwise, for
they desire that Marion county shall go
Democratic next year and thus make the
Legislature Democratic, and then Mr. Kern
may succmh1 Mr. Beverldge In the Senate.
The election of Mr. Holtzman means this.

I but the election of Mr. Hitz, a stanch Re
publican. dos not, while the election of Mr.
Bookwalter with fifteen, or even ten thou-
sand votes for Mr. Hitz. will mean a greatly
improved administration from him. for he is
rot a specimen of total depravity, nor is he
insensible to such a rebuke of his present
policy.

My perplexity is this: I cannot, for the
life of me, see how these Republican
preachers can tell who elected Mr. Holtz-
man, if heaven has iu store for us such a
calamity, whether it was the preachers or
the saloon men. for with the growing pros-
pect of his election since the anti-Book-wal- ter

THE OTHER SIDE.
"The mayor might have told you In ad-

dition to the things mentioned in his speech

immoral elements of society; that he had
given us a Board of Public Works which
has turned a deaf ear to the wishes of the
people and ignored petitions filed with it
as to the kind of street paving desired and

..co. nt hrwiot nnd economical government
and has held secret sessions in order to
keep property owners irom ooiauuug meir
rights bv petition, and by falsifying the
records as to the time of filing petitions
in order to Invalidate them and compelling
propertv owners to go into court and ob-

tain injunctions in order that their rights
might be protected."

Mr. Holtzman here cited a specific in-

stance in the case of the paving of Nine-
teenth street. He continued:

"It is a notorious fact, and this is neither
persecution nor slander, that the policy
of this administration has been to run a
wide open town; to exchange iwlitical
favors with law breakers; to give vice
official recognition for money contributed;
to sanction conditions which have brought
many lawless negroes to our city; to per-

mit saloons with winerooms to run. where
young men and women have been despoiled
and debauched, without interruption and
without license, while the license inspector
was out collecting campaign funds from
saloon keepers; to reward political favorites
at the expense of honest and economical
government and to prevent and punish in-

vestigation and criticism by the extraordi-
nary use of the grand jury.

"You may think this strong language, but
let mc call your attention to the Interces-
sion of Mr. Iogsdon. a member of the
Board of Public Works, and chairman uf
the Bookwaltcr campaign committee, with
Judge Stubbs In behalf of Gus Rahke,
when the notorious gambler was by some
mischance arrested. He told Judge Stubbs,
Cass Connoway and James Collins, deputy
prosecuting attorney, that 'it was a damn
shame to arrest Rahke because Rahke had
contributed $1,500 to the Republican cam-
paign fund.'

MATTER MADE PUBLIC.
"This matter was made public some

months ago by Judge Stubbs, Mr. Conno-
way and Mr. Collins. Notwithstanding this
shameless and brazen interference with the
court in behalf of a notorious gambler,
Mr. Logsdon still holds his position on the
Board of Public Works. The mayor dared
not remove him.

"Permit me to call your attention to the
fact that Griswold and Metzlcr were not
arrested and prosecuted at the instance of
our mayor or his chief of police, but at
the Instance of Judge Stubbs, although the
police knew the kind of dives these men
were running, as was shown by their testi-
mony at the trials. It is but fair to the
mayor to say that he has given a good ex-

cuse for not revoking the license of Gris-
wold e CiriswoM never had any
license. He had been permitted to run his
saloon and dive without a license and run-
ning the place within a tone's throw of
where the mayor passed every day, and
running the place wide open while the
mayor's license Inspector wan busy black-
mailing saloon keepers (who had paid their
licenses) for campaign funds.

"Let me call your attention to the dis-
reputable negro dives on Indiana avenue,
in one of which a white woman was
brutally assaulted and murdered some few
days ago."

Mr. Holtzman then quoted in full an edi-
torial headed. "A Crime That Calls for Re-
form." which appeuied in the Indianapolis
Journal of Aug. 21. and continued:

"Does the niayor consider this slander of
the city of Indianapolis and persecution of
himself? Had the mayor revoked the
license of the keeper of this disreputable re-
sort, at the time of the murder of Chick
Stout, this last cruel and revolting murder
would and could not have occurred.

"Now that we have considered the moral
quality of tlds administration let us consid-
er what It Is costing the taxpayer.

"Mayor Bookwaltcr has had the benefit
of the two highest tax levies since the char-
ter went into effect. The first year he oper-
ated under a levy of T cents on the im n,U
the eecoud under a levy of 2& cents, while

the efficient and businesslike administra-

RELIEF IN SIGHT.

"The mayor, however, says that there is
relief in sight for the overburdened tax-
payers of tlds city and said In his speech
.that ho would rsluce the tax levy from S4

cents to T'J cents, or in other words, a re-

duction of 3 cents on the $lo0. He has since
then recommended a levy of 7$ cents, but
as a matter of fact the tax levy is. not 81
cents, as represented by him, but 8S cents,
and a reduction of 6 cents as recommended
by the mayor would reduce it to S2 cents
instead of 7S cents and even then it would
be 0 cents higher on the $100 than in any
year prior to his going into office.

"It can be easily shown that the absolute
relief promised is no relief at all, because
the incieased valuation of taxables on
which this levy will be made will stillbring into the treasury and take from the
pockets of the people about $7.D00 more than
was realized under the SS cent levy, so that
in fact, while there Is a reduction in the
levy, there is an increase In the taxes, con-
sequently an Increased burden upon the
taxpayers.

"He also claims that his has been a debt-payi- ng

administration, nnd says that he has
paid $s2,100 out of the current revenues, but
be failed to say that $5t.mo of the $S2,10O
paid by him came to him from the special
sinking fund tax of 2 cents, a special tax
created by law before he came into office
and which could not have been used by
him for any other purpose, so that out of
the current revenues available by him for
other parpoes lie paid in fact only $82,100
on the city's Indebtedness, and as against
that he has added to the permanent

of the city by the issuing of
bonds about SW.UOO, as shown by the rec-
ords of his office.

"In fact, the payments on the bonded
indebtedness were made because these
amounts had become due and had to be paid
or the city would default its obligations,
so there is no evidence whatever that this
has been a debt-payin- g administration, and
the records conclusively prove that it has
been a debt-creati- ng administration.

"He also claims that there was less than
$20.000 in cash on hand when he went into
office, and that he completed and 'paid for
out of the current revenues of the city
the engine houses in Cereallnetown. on Eng-
lish avenue and on Ashland avenue, which
ho says 'had been left Incomplete by his
predecessor, although the money had been
borrowed on bonds with which to complete
the same,' thus leaving the Inference that
his predecesson had, in some manner, got
away with these funds.

THE CITY HOSPITAL.
"He also says that the City Hospital re-

ceived an ornament in the shape of a mort-
gage, and that the money derived from
such mortgage was spent, but the addition
to the City Hospital was unfit for occu-
pancy and from the current revenues of
this administration, he says. 'We have
paid for the completion of these institu-
tions.

"If this statement Is true that the en-
gine houses and City Hospital were com-
pleted and paid for out of the current reve-
nues, then will he kindly explain to the
citizens of Indianapolis what became of the
$',S2 in the fire department and City Hos-
pital funds which the public records of hl3
office show were on hand when he went
into office, in addition to the $20,000 men-
tioned by him. Tills he failed to speak of
or account for.

"The mayor also says that when he went
into office he found an indebtedness, on ac-
count of temporary loans, to the amount
of $195.. He liad pledged himself not to
make any temporary loans to meet cur-
rent expensVs. aud as far as I can learn,
this is the one and only pledge kept by
him, and he kept this pledge by making
his loans jrmanont. He paid the tempo-rary loan of $irc.oo0 out of the current reve-
nues. Just as his predecessor had antici-
pated doing, and in December of 1901, when
it became necessary to make a loan to
meet current expenses until taxpaylng
time in April following. Instead of making
a temporary loan and paying Interest fora short time and then paying the same
from his increased current revenue?, he Is-
sued what were termed emergency bonds
in the hum of $lu5.wn), thus adding $H5,0u0
to the permanent indebtedness of the city,
and thereby adding over $3.DoO to the bur-
dens of the taxpayers in annual interestcharges.

"As stated before, the mayor has receivedduring his term $200,ouu In excess of theamount received by any of his predeces-
sors and the people have the right to know
what has been done with that money.
Here is his way of accounting for some of
the money received by him. Let me quote
from his speech."

Mr. Holtzman quoted from th mayor's
speech the references to improvements un-
der way in the city, such as the terminalstation, mhrket house, boulevard system,
and answered this by saying that the ad-
ministration was entitled to no credit for
these things.

"The mayor was pledged to track eleva-
tion," continued Mr. Holtzman. "and that
no franchises would be granted withoutadequate compensation to the city. We
find him violating Loth of these pledges.

LOGANS PORT FRANCHISE.
"The Logausport & Chicago railroad was

Kivcu a franchise worth hundreds Ct thou

sands of dollars, without a cent of com
pensatlon to the city of Indianapolis. Here
was a chance to test the sincerity of the
mayor on the grade crossing question, and
for him to keep faith with the people by
compelling this railroad to enter the city
upou elevated tracks. He says, however,
that he had no authority or power to com- -'

pel track elevation. The mayor knows
full well, if he knows anything, that he
had full and absolute power to compel this
company to come iu uin ids terms or stay
out. It was purely a business proposition;
purely a matter of contract between the
railroad and the city. Instead of taking
a step forward on this preposition and pro-
tecting the interests of the people of this
city, he has taken a step backwards in the
iaterest of this corporation.

"While l am in favor of encouraging
raiheads to come into the city of Indianap-
olis. I know that if he had Insisted upon
track elevation, they would have not stayed
out. because the value of the franchise
gi anted them by the city of Indianapolis
is far greater than the cost would have beeu
to' have elevated their tracks within the
city.

"But the mayor's record on the grade
crossing question vas a trifle shady prior
to the letting-o- this franchise. By de-
cision of our Supreme Court the city was
left wiihoat power or authority to compel
the rai!r'nds to elevate their tracks with-
in the ciiy. The Legislature of the State
was the .:dy source from which the city
could obtain such authority, and when a
Repubücan member from this county in- -
t rod'ieed :i hill , mro rinsr the citv to
compel track elevation, il became one of
the scandals of this administration, that l

certain members of his official household
were found lobbying against the measure,
;tnd our major, who is now so solicitous
about the good name of Indianapolis, and so
anxious to protect it. was quoted as say-
ing that such a bill could not pass the
Legislature, because cf the railroad lobby,
which was too powerful.

AN OPEN CHARGE.
"There was no mistaking the language of

the mayor. It was an open charge that
the members of the Legislature of the
State of Indiana were open to bribery and
under the influence of the railroads of the
State. He was willing to slander the
great State of Indiana, and its legislative
body, and yet. now. when his administra-
tion is criticised for its shortcomings, he
crys slander and persecution. This admin-
istration's record upon the grade crossing
question has been such as to disgust all
concerned.

"1 believe that the railroads are willing
to meet the city of Indianapolis upon a
fair basis, but they must first be assured
of the good faith of the officials of the
city of Indianapolis.

"As I said in my speech to the convention,
when nominated, the grade crossing danger
must be overcome. The people are not in
the humor to tolerate any further delay.
The vacillating course of the present ad-
ministration is apparent to everyone, and
will meet with just condemnation.

"We must face this question, and it
shall be my purpose to solve It in a fair
und business-lik- e manner. While I shall
endeavor to solve this grave problem with
as little burden upon anyone as possible,
and shall not wantonly confiscate and de-
stroy property, yet I regard human life as
more sacred than property, and I shall
credit the railroad managers if assured of
good faith, with a willingness to co-oper- ate

in a reasonable and imperative work.
AN OPEN BOAST.

"It is the open boast of the supporters
of Mr. Bookwalter that they have a large
campaign fund, and that the administration
has the support of all the evil influences
of the city of Indianapolis; and if you will
permit me, I will quote from the state-
ment of one of the ardent supporters of
Mr. Bookwalter. Ex-Jud- ge McCray, in an
effort to convince some of his Democratic
friends that there was no hope for them
to win. made the following statement:" 'With 6 saloon keepers, seven brew-
eries. 7,000 negroes, 1,50) bungaloos, and the
boo-gan- g, the houses of ill-fam- e, the strong-ar- m

man with a lead pipe in his sleeve and
a jimmy in his hip-pock- et, the policy kings.
Kissel and Royal Hammer, all of the
gamblers marshaled by King Rahke, the
Courthouse ring from the cellar to the gar-
ret, the Ptatlon, workhouso and jail, Dr.
Carter, the Independent Democratic candi-
date for mayor, a grand jury to Indict you.
$100,000 for a campaign fund, the election
boards and inspectors to count you out.
1.000 members of the Marion Club to do
the work how in the h 1 can you beat
Bookwaltcr?

"Iet me ask you if it isn't true thatevery time you have heard anyone say he
believed Bookwalter would be elected and
you have asked him for the faith within
him. if his answer has not been similar to
the language of Judge McCray?

"Let me assure you, my friends, that we
have not, and shall not. appeal to such
influence for support, and that we do not
want the support of any but the decent,
law-abidi- ng and respectable citizens of In-
dianapolis.

"Wc have endeavored to conduct a de-
cent and honorable campaign. Wo havepermitted no assessments to be madeagainst members of the police force and
fire department, nor have we permitted
saloon keepers to be blackmailed into pay-
ing assessments Into our campaign fund.

THE BREWERIES.
"We do not believe that the breweries

have any place In politics. We have wit-
nessed the disgraceful spectacle of rival
breweries, fighting for the affections and
good will of tho administration, in order
that they might be able to own the super-
intendent of police. In fact, we have seen
them play both ends from the middle, in
order to be safe, no matter which candi-
date would win, and contributions in like
sums were made to both committees, and
It ultimately became a rjuestlon which kind
of beer a saloon keeper must gell in order
to enjoy special privileges at the hands of
the administration. We believe that all
men should stand equal before the law, and
it shall be my purpose to deal with all men
fairly and Impartially, and if I am elected
these elements will be eliminated from the
field of politics and relegated to the field
of business, where they properly belong.
The best evidence of our good faith is the
well-know- n fact that we have no favors to
expect from and nothing to sell to law-
breakers.

"It has always been my opinion that a
candidate for office could not honestly andrightfully make and promise as to the
appointments to the positions under him
prior to his election. He can much better
judge after his election as to who should
receive the appointments than he can
thirty or sixty days before hand, and it is
but fair to all concerned that each man
who desires a place may have his name
fairly and honestly considered when pre-
sented after the election.

"With these things in mind no promises
for places have been made by me, and
shall not be made by me before the elec-
tion. Neither is anyone authorized by me
to make any puch promises for me, and
If anyone has assumed such authority such
promises will not be regarded as binding
upon me. But in all fairness I will say
that I do not believe anyone has assumed
such authority, except some of the sup-
porters of my opponent, who have taken
it upon themselves to make my appoint-
ments for me.

CHARLES POLSTER.
"For Instance, the mayor In his opening

speech said that 'If reports are to be be-

lieved Charley Polster will, after Oct. 15,
grace either the position of superintendent of
police or chairman of the Board of Public
Safety

"Let me gay to you to-nig- ht that Mr.
Polster has never, as far as I know, sought
political preferment and is not now asking
anything at my hands, aud if I am elected
he will not be appointed to any place Mnder
me.

"The mayor also said of Mr. Polster that
'he was the keeper of a dive and had kept
his police busy for the last twenty-thre- e

months. It is not my purpose to defend
Mr. Polster, but if the mayor' 5tatrments
are true then he is equally guilty with Mr.
Polster for allowing such dive to remain in
existence, as it was within his power to
revoke Polster's license and close up the
dive of which he now so bitterly com-
plains.

"And now that we have considered the
shortcomings of which Mayor IJookwalter's
administration has been criticised, let me
say on my part that I can pledge myself
without reservation in case I am dected
mayor, to the splendid platform adopted
by the Democratic city convention and my
speech of acceptance and to avoid all of the
errors and wrongs that have made Mayor
Bookwalter's record conspicuous.

"I may and probably shall make some
mistakes, but they will not be of the char-
acter of these.

"If I am elected mayor I shall enter the
office untrammeled and free to administer
according to the tllctates of my conscience
under the law and shall do so without fear
r favor and I shall not be coutrolled by

auyone or any improper influences.
MORE PROMISES.

"There will be no Gates. Joss or Logsdon
to dictate to me. The exigencies of the
campaign are such that Mayor Bookwalter
has been compelled to sink deeper and
deeper luto the mire, of corrupt influences.

and if elected .must, in consequence, sur-
render himself more absolutely during his
next administration to these Influences than
in the one just closing.

"If I am elected the citizens of Indian-aioli- s
can expect a clean and decent city,

honestly and economically governed.
"My boards shall be composed of well-know- n

business men whose honesty and
business qualifications will not be ques-
tioned by anyone. No corporations, institu-
tions or "business will be allowed to dictat
the members of such boards. They shall
be selected with a single view of fitness.
They will not be mere figureheads, but will
be men whom I can trust and hold respon-
sible. This will enable me to give an honest,
clean and economical administration.

rranchises will not be giuiu-t- i witnout
adequate return to the city, and the city's
interest will be protected at every point.
Contracts will be let in open competition
to the lowest bidder. There will be no .ses-

sions behind closed doors, but all the busi-
ness of mv administration will be trans-
act openly and in view of all concerned.
One contractor will not be favored above
another.

"The people shall have the right to ine

what kind of improvements are
wanted by them, and it will not be neces-
sary for property owners to appeal to the
courts to compel my boards to do what is
rieht and fail.

"The Board of Public Works shall trans-
act its business s that when contracts are
awarded everv bidder shall feel. even
though he hr.s failed lo secure the con-
tract, that he has bad an equal chance
with the successful bidder.

"The Board of Safety shall appoint a
superintendent of police who will fairly
and Impartially enforce all laws, and who
w ill not discriminate ither for . one or
against anyone, and you will have a li-

cense insncctor who will know whether
or not those engaged iu such business as
requires a license have secured the proper
license for their business, and if it should
be my misiortune to have to deal with a
Griswold or a Metzler, or such conditions
as now disgrace Indiana avenue, you may
rest assured that thre will be a license
to revoke and that it will be revoked.

A FEW PLANKS.
"The Democratic platform pledges its can-

didates 'To the impartial enforcement of
all ordinances of th city and laws of the
State, and particularly to a scrupulous
observance of the provisions of the city
charter: to the closing of all gambling
hells and dives and winerooms; to the hon-

est and econcmical administration of the
city's affairs in t)" interest of the people;
to the complete I'olitiou of favoritism In
the letting and cement of contracts;
to the reduction of city taxes; to securing
fair compensation for all franch1es grant-
ed by the city; to the freeing of the police
and firemen from the raids of party com-
mittees, for the bcneiit of campaign funds;
to the restoration of Indianapolis to a con-
dition in which a reputable citizen can
truthfully boast that he is "a citizen of no
mean city." '

"I subscribe to all these pledges without
reservation and shall be bound by them
if elected.

It would be far
better for any man that a burglar should
enter his home ami rob him of his property,
or a highwayman hold him up on the
street, than to take one of his family Into
such places and despoil them of their man-
hood and womanhood, and I appeal to
every mother and father in this great city
to help me bring about this much-neede- d

reform.

The query
naturally comes to every thinking man
why has not he and his administration stood
up for Indianapolis? Why does he stand
up for specifications that give a certain
flint rock paving company a monopoly for
macadam street paving? Why does he
stand up for the letting of contracts to
the highest bidder? Whs does he stand
up for paying for sprinkling that has never
been done? Why does he stand up for
paying for sweeping improperly done? Why
does he stand up for paying contractors
for work which should have been done by
others, under their contract, and for which
they are drawing pay? And why did he
stand up for the letting of a franchise
to the Logansport & Chicago Railroad
Company, which did not provide for the
elimination of grade crossing dangers?
Why did he stand up for the building of a
temporary pesthouse and the wasting of
$10,000 of the people's money? Why does
he stand tip for an inefficient Board of
Health and endanger the lives of the po-pl- e

of the city of Indianapolis dining epi-
demics? Why does he stand up for the
rewarding of political favorites at the ex-
pense of economical government?
