quarters, West lles heavily timbered coun-
try unoccupled.

REGULARS IN SECOND PLACE.

An Indiana officer, Lieutenant Tyndall,
talking with a major of artillery to-day,
remarked: ““Never mind us fellows; we will
take second place here. Don't put your-
selves out.” ;

“That’'s just where you are wrong,” re-
plied the regular. “We are in the second
place here. You fellows are to be considered
first in everything. This is our life. We
are trylng to show you how to live it in
ease Uncle S8am needs you.”

That is a good illustration of the spirit
of Camp Young as between the two services.

RAID BY KENTUCKIANS.

The peace of Indlana’'s camp was sudden-
Iy broken to-night at 7 o'clock by a forage’
of Kentucay troops on the big Indiana
straw plle. The wire fence that separates
‘the two State camps has taken on a slgnifi-
cant aspect. The raid of the Kentuckians
kad iIts humorous side, but the Incident
was deemed sufficiently serious by General
McKee 1o order out a company of the First
Regimeut to preserve the integrity of the
priceless straw pile and to arrest the blue
grass foragers.

While General McKee was smoking a
eigar In front of brigade headquarters a
palpitating private rushed up and informed
bim that a Kentucky company had made a
dash and was calmly fllling its bedding.
General McKee found the information cor-
rect, walked to Colonel McCoy's camp and
ordered Captain McCurdy, of Company C,
to get his men and stop the thieving. Eager
and excited, the Hoosiers plied out of their
tents, fell into line and double-quicked
down the dirt road to the scene of action.
The Kentuckians had plenty of time and
had fiiched to their heart's content, how-
ever, s0 when Company C arrived all that
conld be seen was a long line of Kentuck-
fans disappearing over a ridge, each man
groaning under a heavy load of (ll-gotten
bedding. Two "colonels”’ were surprised,
though, and were collared by the indignant
Ivdlanians. Their excnses and laments
filed the ailr.

*We all didn’t come heah to steal you
'uns straw; we done come roun’ to look fo'
info'mation.”’

They were arrested and marched to Gen-
eral McKee, who, after reprimanding them,
let them go.

First Regiment boys who are right up
against the Kentueky troops report that
they have had some small bickerings with
the Kentuckians, and that a disposition
seems to exist among the latter to be pro-
voking. Indiana officers attach no great
importance to the incident, since the results
were not serious, but that wire feuce will

CAVALRY.

Regulars March Before Gen. Bates—
About 9,000 Militianmen in Camp.

Associrted Press Dispatch.

CAMP YOUNG, WEST POINT, Ky., Oct.
1.—The organized militla of six States
poured in on Camp Young by the thousands
to-day and by night the greater portion of
the %000 or more troops had arrived, al-
though only about half of them had estab-
lished permanent camp by nightfall. For
the regular troops already in camp the day
was rather a quiet one. The infantry put

at digging intrenchments. The cavalry
brigade spent the morning polishing up for
a brigade review, which took place in the
dfternoon.

Twelve hundred men from the First,
Third and Twentleth Infantry were set to
work early in the day on a series of in-
trenchments with a front of about 1,700 feet.

The time consumed and the quality of the
work were appraised by General Bates and
the umpires. he principal object in throw-
Ing up the works, however, was that they
might be used for the instruction of the of-
ficers of the State Giard.

The review of the cavalry in the after-
noon was attended by General Bates, the
umplires and nearly all the visiting officers,
including Major Raspapoff and Coionel Fos-
ter, the representative= of the Russlan and
British armies. The truops on review, cou-
sisting of two squadrons of the Seventh, a
squadron of the Eighth aund two troops
e¢ach of the Second and Fourth, made a de-
cided Impression on the foreign attaches.
After they had passed in review the Sev-
enth was reformed in line and to the ac-
companiment of music went through the
first snd second series of movements pro-
vided in the Butts manual for sabers,

before nightfall, and by daybreak all of
the following commands were on the
ground, with the exception of one Michigaun
battalion:

About 500 persons attended the meeting.
The speakers were George C. Hitz, the
independent candidate for mayor: C. E.
Newlin, the Rev. Joshua Stansfield, pastor
of the Meridian-street Church; Joseph W.
Selvage and the Rev. Henry L. Herod (col-
ored), pastor of the Second Christian
Church. Amos K. Hollowell, president of
the Indiana Lumber and Veneer Company,
presided. He was introduced to the audi-
ence by Mr. Newlin, after he had made a

short address. Mr. Newlin was introduced
by Jesse N. Tindall.

TORCH-LIGHT PROCESSION.

The citizens of Indlanapolis have
the right to expect of me now that I should
show them not only why my opponents
should not be elected, but why I should be
elected mayor of this greatest inland ecity,
a city of which we are all so justly proud
and whose welfare we all so much desire.
My competitors have only told yon why
the other should not be elected, and have
not attempted the difficult task of giving
one single good reason why either of them
should be elected. 1 shall attempt both,
and hope to have you vote for me.

“*His pitiful "holier than thou’ plea at this
time when he wishes to be mayor, and lis
opposing a very corrupt man who has given
a very bad administration, cannot serioualy
impress any thinking man, especially when
he knows that but a week ago to-day Mr.
Holtzman attended a brewer's picnic In

Germania Park, to which it is reported he
was not even invited, and with uplifted
glass of beer is reported to have proposed
the toast: ‘Here's that Hitz don't get it
And to this Bookwalter is said to have

neartily responded as he lifted his glass
on high: ‘Here's that you may get it if I
don't,” and then the crowd is said to have
laughed and decided that Hitz had no show
on earth. If it were left to the men who
attended the brewer's picnic to get drunk
and their clasgs, 1 do not doubt that their
decision would be made good on the 13th
of October, But I am thankful that so large
a 'per cent. of the citizens of Indianapolis
are not of this class.

upon the community by sayving that he was
lenient in dismissing two cases which were
filed agalnst a member of the committee
who showed these things as taken off of the
record.

MIGHT BE PROFITABLE.

“Did it ever occur to you that it might be
more profitable to a prosecutor to dismiss
certain cases against prominent citizens
than to get the small prosecutor's fee for
prosecuting them?

“Mr. Bookwalter giving as his only de-
fense of his bad administration the plea
that his predecessor was just as bad as he
has been, and with Mr. Holizman giving as
his only defense the statement that his
acousers have always been law vwviolators,
is it not time that the decent citizens of
Indianapolis ghould decide to get rid of the
whole corrupt political gang, and turn the
government of the city over to moral, law-
ablding men who really have the best in-
terests of the city at heart and who have
no political or pergsonal ambitions, save
the keeping of our eity as the best place on
earth In which to live, and the correcting
of errors which have crept into the man-
agement of city affalra?

“I have carefully read the speeches of
both Mr. Bookwalter and Mr, Holtzman,
and I cannot find one line In either of them
which seems to justify either in feeling
that the citizens of Indianapolis owe them
anything in the future,

“They have been given much in compen-
sation for their official services, and in re-
turn they have given our ecitizens lax law
enforcement, which always makes high
court costs assessed up against the tax-
payers, and they have given the poorest of
service, In the estimation of an overwhelm-
ingly large majority of the people. I fail
to see the least ground for justification in
their claim upon our citizens for favors.
If efther of them had rendered any great
service to our people, or had been to great
pains or expense to specially prepare them-
salves for the dutles which they wish the
citizens to call them to perform, 1 would
hesitate to ask the voters to give me their
votes, But I do not find anything in their
past record as public officlals or as citizens
of our city which warrants me in feeling
thus modest on thelr account.

THINK THEY ARE UNWORTHY.

“With a large per cent. of the Republican
party thinking that Mr. Holtzman is un-
worthy, with quite as large a per cent, of
the Democratic party thinking Mr. Book-
walter Is unworthy, and with a surprisingly
large number of each party thinking their
own candidate is unworthy, I see no reason
why I am not justified in expecting this
large. per cent. of the two parties to com-
bine upon the independent candidate unless
he aiso is found to be unworthy, as indl-
cated by his officlal and private life.

A SOLEMN PROMISE.

“I solemnly promise the citizens of In-
dianapoliz that when I am elected I =hall
demand of my subordinates a strict and
impartial enforcement of all laws upon all
citizens alike.

No one
shall receive @ dollar of the public funds
whose services are not actually needed to
properly conduct the business of the city.
1 will strive most carnestly to glve a genu-
ine business administration of the affairs
of our city and without any reference what-
ever to the interests of any political party
or body of men, or individuals, but solely
in the intereste of all the people.

“*l believe thousands of dollars can be
saved to the taxpayers of Indianapolis by
such an administration and I shall strive
to give the same economical care to the af-
fairs intrusted to me as 1 have always tried
to give my own private business. With an
annual income of $1,300.000, [ believe the ad-
ministration should be able to carry on the
desirable improvements of our beautiful
city €0 that we may keep in the lead of alil
the cities of the United States in well-im-
proved streets and sidewalks, and an ex-
cellent system of sewers and water serv-
jice and that at least $190,000 a year could be
saved and paid on the public debt and thus
relieve us of the great burden of interest
which iz growing larger yvear by year under
extravagant mismdanagement such as we
have had.

TAX LEVY LOWERED.

“Mr. Bookwalter ig making much of the
lowering of the tax rate to 78 cents. This is
still the highest levy any other administra-
tion has ever made, But the taxpayers
should not forget that the vote of taxpayers
is not of as great importance to them as
the basis of wvaldation of property, no
matter what rate of taxation is assessed
by the corporation. All of that tax goes into

the city treasury; and the people who pay
it may get the full benefit of it if it is
honestly expended. But when the valua-
tion of property is raised, a large per cent.
of the increased tax thus produced goes
to the State and county and the taxpayers
in the city get no benefit from that. For
the sake of fooling the people Mr. Book-
walter has had the wvaluation of property
largely increased so that he might be able
to make the grand stand play of reducing
the rates. This makes it possible also to
make the bonded indebtedness of the city
$400,000 more, for it raises the 2 per
cent., limit just that much, which is sure
to follow If either political machine gang
gets In. Will you, the honest taxpaver of
Indianapolis, be fooled by this? I think not.

“As have stated in my letter of ac-
ceptance, I repeat again with emphasis,
that I think it most important that we
at once decide upon a method of abolishing
grade crossings and that the execution of
that method be entered on at once. This
shall be one of my first recommendations
to the Council. I shall glve them and the
city engineer every help within my power,
both in determining the plan and In earry-
ing it into execution. I have opposed some
methods which have been proposed, which
it seemed to me would fence off the South
Side from the North. But grade crossings
must be abolished, and that at once.

“For a more complete statement of my
position upon public questions of interest
to our city, I refer you to the eight para-
graphs of my letter of acceptance, every
word of which I meant when 1 wrote it
and every sentiment of which I shall carry
out in full when I am elected, Let me
say in addition that the colored man shall
receive exactly the same consideration as
the white man. The mind and heart
and not the color of the skin determine
the .rnanhou-.l. Bungaloos must go.

AN INSULT.

“It i= an insult to the citizenship of our
city to assume that they are not capable
of choosing their servants to prosecute the
pnblic business witheut being instructed or
dictated to by any political machine or
party boss.

“l wish the citizens of Indianapolis to
understand that their public servants who
are deliberately chosen after full knowl-
edge by the public of their character are

just as good as the constituency by fair
promises before their official record is
made, but if either of my opponents is
chosen as mayor of Indianapolis after such
official record as they have made no one
who votes for them has anyv right to com-
plain of lax enforcement of law or extrava-
gant administration of public affairs.

“Having all confidence in the wisdom and
integrity of the citizenship of Indianapolis,
I submit my candidacy to you as of vastly
more importance to voa than it is to my-
self, and 1 shall gladly abide by your de-
cisfon. Whatever the outcome may be 1
shall ever be grateful to my loval friends
who have given me their hearty support,
not because it is myself, but because they
have discharged a patriotic duty in the in-
terest of good government in this city by
voting for the Independent ticket.”
