Presidents of Western and Central
Polo Leagues Sign Agreement

Controlling Players.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
ELWOOD. Ind., Oct. 2. --The "every man

for himself policy, which controlled the
disposition of the door receipts at the games
in the Western Polo League last season, is
to be changed this winter to the percentage
plan. La.t winter each manager took all
the receipts of the games in his own rink,
the visiting teams always paying their own
expenses. So long as tho patronage was
fairly evenly divided between the cities on
the circuit, and there was no competition in
the polo field, this plan worked very well,
but the Western League managers fear to
continue it this season, and will change to
the percentage basis, each visiting team
taking 5 cents on eac h admission ticket sold
for their games on the road. Thus if one
team should become a trifle weak at home
its games abroad would serve to hold it to-

gether through the season. The Central
League has adopted the same plan. A meet- -

ring of the Western League will be held next
Wednesday to ratify the agreement with the
Central League regarding the control of
players, and to formulate a playing schedule.
So far as is known but two of the Western
League players of last year were guilty
of signing two contracts, they being Spencer
of Elwood and Way of Indiananolls. These
two were reserved by their old managers,
and while under the regervt clause, both
signed with Danville. 111., of the Central
League, Way as manager and Spencer as
captain. Under the agreement between the
two leagues these players will be allowed
to play with which ever team they prefer,
and both have decided to return to the
Western League, Manager Sebern having
received a letter to that effect from Spencer
to-da- y. This guarantees that the Elwood
team will line up just the same as when it
won the championship last year.
