Announcement is made by Secretary Howe,
of the Memphis Trotting Association, that
the new device in the shape of a canvas
shield, which has been used by Major Del-rn- ar

and Prince Alert In their wonderful
record-breakin- g flights against time, may-
be barred in many tests scheduled during
the fall meeting there, which ends the har-
ness season of racing in the I'nited States.
Both Mr. Howe and President F. G. Jones,
of the association, are on record as being
opposed to this means of creating world's
records, and are ready to lead an attack
on all so-call- ed artificial methods employed
to beat Father Time. Many attempts will
be made against the watch at the Memphis
meet, and as the track is regarded as the
fastest in the world, many records that
would poHslbly be smashed Will remain iu-- t

u t without the aid of the shield. Regard-len- s
of thia. President Jones Is very plain-spoke- n

in his attack on the wind shield, and
believes that if a trotter or pacer is asked
to lower a world's record it should be ac-
complished in the same way that their
predecessors have done.

The attitude of the Memphis officials will
probably precipitate a wholesale discussion
among harness horse followers as to whether
the new device is an "artificial" means of
increasing speed or simply an improvement
in the general advancement of everything
pertaining to horSM and humans in the
twentieth century. Horsemen were in favor
of the wind shield argue that It is no more
of an artificial aid than the bicycle sulky
was at the time when Nancy Hanks clipped
several seconds off the previous world's
standing mark of the immortal Maud S..
made from the old-fashion- ed high-whe- el

sulky. At any rate. Mr. C. K. G. Billings,
owner of Lou Dillon aud builder of the
Memphis cuise, will be called on for final
advice, and his decision will govern the
action of the officials in ruling for or against
the wind shield.
