Extraordinary Action of Conference
at Laporte, Which Asseris Paro-
chial Is the Only School.

LAPORTE, Ind., Oct. §.—Something of a
sensation was caused at the session this
morning of the German Lutheran Confer-
ence when the public schools of the country
were strongly denounced. The matter
came up unexpectedly through the request
of a minister for advice as to whether it
would be best to excommunicate a member
of his church who persistently refused to

send his children to the parochial school
of his parish.

A heated discussion followed. It was de-
clared that in the instruction gained in the
public schools a positive impression is made
on the children. No religion 18 necessary
and the generations now growing up will
eventually be the ruin of the state., The
conference also declared that infidelity is
rampant in the public schools and that

commencements at which the pastors of
various denominations hold prayers or ben-
edictions are against religious liberty, in-
asmuch as those who are not afiiliated with
a sect or denomination are compelled to
listen to that which they detest,

It was decided that Christian men cannot
be as successful as those of the world, and
that the public gchools do not suffice for
the children of Christian parents; those
denominations that do not care for their
children are neglecting the souls of those
Intrusted to them. It was also decided that
the public school is a necessary evil. The
conference considered that the object of
the public school was to make an educated
man, but not a Christian, consequently
then an infidel. The parochial school was
declared to be the only =chool. The con-

MADE PROFIT FROM MICE,

Scotehmau Harmnessed Little

Pests 1o Thread Mill.

The Scotsman.

Thrift is generally acknowledged to
one of the leading characteristics of the
natives of Fifeshire, and it never was
more forcefully exemplified than in the
person of David Hatton, » uative of Dun-
fermline, who actually proved that even
mice, those acknowledged pests of man-
kind, could be made not only 10 earn their
own living, but also to yield .. respectable
fncome to thelr owners.

About the year 1320 this gentleman act-
ually erected a small mill at Dunfermline
for the manufacture of thread—a mill
worked entirely by mice. 1t was while
visiting Perth prisen in 1812 that Mr. Hat-
ton first conceived this remarkable idea
of utllizing mouse power. In an old
Pamphlvl of the time, “The Curiosity
‘offee Room.,” he gave an account of the
wa{ in which the ldea dawned ou him.

“In the summer of the year 1812 he
wrote, I had occasion to be in Perth, and
when  iuspecting the toys and triokets
that were manufactured « by the French
prisoners iu the depot there my attention
was Involuntarily attracted by a little toy
house with a wheel In the gable of it
that was running rapidly round, impelled
by the insignificant gravity of a common
house mouse. For a s=hilllng I purchased
house, mouse and wheel, Inclosing it in
a kerchief, om my journey homeward I
was compelled to contemplate its favorite
amuscment, But how to apply half-ounce
power, which is the weight of a mouse, to
a useful purpose was a difficulty. At length
the manufacturing of sewing thread
geemed to be the most practicgble.””

Mr. Hattion had one mouse that ran the
amazing distance of elghteen miles a day,
but he proved that an ordinary mouse could
run ten and a half miles on an average.
A half-peuny's worth of catmeal was suf-
ficlent for its support for thirty-five days,
during which it ran 726 mlles. He had
actually two mice constantly employed in
the making of sewing thread for more than
a year. The mouse thread milll was so
constructed that the commion house mouse
was enabled to make atonement to society
for past offenses by twisting, twining and
reeling from 10 to 12 threads a day, Sun-
day not excepted.

To perform this task the little pedes-
trian had to run ten and a half miles, and
this journey it performed with ease every
day. A half penny's worth of oatmeal
served one of these thread mill culprits for
the long period of filve weeks. In that
time it made 3,350 threads of twenty-five
inches, and as a penny was paid to women
for every hank made In the ordinary wary,
the mouse, at that rate, earned 9 pence
every six weeks, just one farthing a day,
or 7 shillings 6 pence a yvear. Taking ¢
pence off for board and allowing 1 shilling
for the machinery, there was clear yvearly
profit from each mouse of 6 shillings,

Mr. Hatton intended firmly to apply for
the loan of the old empty cathedral in Dun-
fermline, which would have held, he cal-
culated, 10,000 mousamills, sufficlent room
being left for keepers and some hundreds
of spectators. Death, however, overtook
the inventor before his marvelous project
could be carried out.

messengers l?lthcr and thither to every part
of the city ! where troops were stationed,
and stifly rocelving such of his command
as had impurtant business to transact. In
the midst of' this unusual hurry and prepa-
ration the t?oor nolselessly opened and a
humble Sist4r of Charity entered the room.

General 8-'— looked up from his writing,
